Spreading, the Manure.

From Farmers’ Review: The usual
plan is to spread the manure direct
from the stall to the corn land. Sinpe
corn is a ravenous feeder, it can
doubtless handle the manure first
hand as well as any crop. Every dry
season clearly demonstrates the Im-
portance of having the manure thor-
oughly incorporated in the soil. When
not well rotted, a drouth prevents de-
composition and the spread material
acts as a foreign body to preventfree
capillary action of moisture from be-
low, and giving nothing to the crop in
the form of plant food. In fact, its
presence in the soil Is a positive in-
jury reducing the quality and yield or
grain and fodder. Every farmer is
familiar with corn firing on the rank
growth of stalks in the richest part
of the field. The greatest danger from
firing comes from the late spreading
of manure. That .scattered just be-
fore breaking is most likely to cause
the greatest loss through firing.
Where the land is quite rolling apd
well exposed to the south sun and pre-
vailing winds, a drouth of a compara-
tively few days will turn blades brown
where fresh manure has recently been
plowed under. To prevent any dan-
ger of firing from the spreading of
uanure from the.staples it should
not be taken to the®hlgh parts of the

field later than January. The rain
and snow from January until crop
time will so decompose the strawj

material that soon after It Is plowed
mder It becomes humus amd unites
with the soil. As the spring approach-
es the manure may be hauled to the
more level portions of lhe field. Sag-
gy parts of the field may be made dry
xnd productive by hauling coarse ma-
erial as straw and stalks upon them
,ust before breaking. It is certainly
m unwise policy to continue manur-
ng sharp, yellow points and cliffs late’

n the season when a short dry spell
s almost sure to greatly Injure the
.uture crop. It Is only when abund-
ant rains fall to 6uit the growing crop
.hat such postponed spreading of man-
ure will fertilize the crop.

The question naturally arises, what
will we do with the stable and shed
xccumulatlons of March and April.
The stock cannot go to pasture until
the grass is large enough to support
them. For convenience they are kept
in the shelter and fed in their winter

quarters. The accumulation of man-
ure goes on and if left In the sheds
until fall, it not only represents so
much Idle capital invested, but it is

likely to waste and get away through
the summer. To leave this manure
in thePlots until fall induces weed
growth* is very untidy, harbors dis-
ease, and is indeed in many ways ob-
jectionable.

Instead of hauling this late manure
to the corn field, why not take it to
the newly sown pasture land? Here
the exposed parts need- not only a
surface mulch to prevent evaporation,

but need plant food to support the
young plant. There is no risk in scat-
tering late upon the jgrass field.

W hether wet or dry it is sure to get
in its valuable work. The stfawy por-
tions protect from the wind and sun;
It is a top covering andidoes not cut
off capillary action from below. The
permanent blue grass pasture is
usually hard pressed inj summer. A
top dressing of manure after it is too
late to spread onj;the corn field would
force the old sod to do its best ef-
forts In affording more pasture than
ever before. As farmers, we must
study our work and endeavor to free
ourselves as much as possible from
losses due to unfavorable weather con-
ditions.—W. B. Anderson.

A Handy Wagon Box.

From the Farmers’ Review: Wc are
using on our farm a form of wagon
box that Is handy and substantial as
well. It takes the following material
to make it, all dressed and painted.
Two sills 2x6x12 feet Four pieces
2x4x3 feet for cross sleepers. Thirty-
six feet unmatched inch boards}for
floor. Eight clips made from 7-16
iron rod with threads cut and nuts
fitted. These clips 9 Inches long and
used to’fasten cross sleepers to under-
side of sills. . Eight socket clips pur-*
chased from hardware store or may
be made from wagon tire lron. These
clips are- 1%x3 inches on inside, and

are bolted to outside of sills to re-
ceive the 2x3 standards on side
boards. Eight standards 2x3x18
inches. Two sideboards -1x12x12
feet. Xbove standards are bolted to
these‘boards, and boards are clcated
at each end to receive endgates.

inches high and 12 feet long and will
hold twenty-two bushels of ear corn.
By adding a ten-inch sideboard 35
bushels of corn can be hauled. It
will take a box of fifty carriage bolts
%x3% inches and three pounds of
8 penny nails to complete the bcx.
M aterial for same costs $7.00 dressed
ready to make .including_hard-
ware and extra sideboiard, and $10.60
made up and. painted. We call this
box the “knockdown box” because it
can be taken apart to remove from
the wagon and be stored away In the
dry handily when not in use.—Geo.

NOT ENOUGH MONEY.

Voled by the People to Get a First Class
Electric Light Plant.

The council meeting last Monday
.evening developed the fact that a tifst
classelectric light plant cannot be gb-
tained by Plymouth within the amount
voted by tne people at the annual
election—812,500. There were present
at this meeting representatives of the
Michigan Electric Co. and McClearv &
<3olquitt Co., both of Detroit. Both
were given a hearing, the latter firm
having prepared at their own expense
plans and specifications of the plant
(except building) as they believed it
advisable for Plymouth to install.
The machinery and material to go into
the plant designed is to be of the best
«in the market, including two boilers, a
four-valve engine, best lamps, wire, etc.,
And 30 arc street lights. The estimate
made by these gentlemen on sucha
plant was quite in excess of the 812,500
voted, and when the figures were stated
ithe councilmen were somwhat taken
aback, tosay the least. However, by

9scaling down some of the parts and
placing one boiler instead of two, the

figure# were brought down to a little §

less than the sum allowed, leaving a
eight $nd building yet to be provided
for. The estimate arrived at by the
contractors was based on conversation
had with members as to about what
kind of machinery,etc., it was intended
to puftin.

The fact is therefore patent that
either an inferior plant, or one minus
of necessary appliances and but one
boiler, will have to be installed, or else
more money provided for. We do not
think it advisable, and we believe the
people are of the same mind, that any
part of the proposed plant be slighted
or necessary parts be omitted. A
single boiler would do the work for a
short time only but when a second wias
putin place the extra work would
amount to more than the intereston the
money if it was installed in tf)e first
jplace. As we have stated before, if
Plymouth isto have an electric light
plant at all, the best to be had i$ none
too good, and such a plant installed in
the first place is certainly the most
economical in the end. There should
be nothing slighted and if not money
enough has been provided, the council
should take the responsibility of borrow-
ing enough or submit a proposition to
the people to bond for at least 83,000
more. A discussion of the matter
'bv the people as to how they feel about
the matter, might be taken as aguide by
the council orr this point. The village
cannot afford to put in a plant that
will need to be continually “patched
Up* when a little more money in the
first place will gi”e usa plant guaran-
teed to beas good as any. The next
council meeting will be held Monday
evening.

Bonds Not Desirable.

The council advertised in a New
York financial paper for the sab* of
812,500 worth of electric light bonds,
bids to be in May 9th. The interest
rate was-fixed at 1per eent.Jwitb bonds
payable at any time after one year
and within twenty years at the option
of the council. This latter provision
was an evident oversight made by the
previous council, when they passed the
resolution of Feb. 16th, as bonds made
on those terms are of no value to inves-
tors. Had a fixed time for annual pay
ments been stated, bonds might have
been sold at 4 per cent, with a premium
added, in case of long time, but as it
was no bond-buyer would even give par
value at 4 per cent. A gentleman pre-
sent offered to take the bonds at 5 per
cent, the council to pay all expenses of
printing, etc. Two bids only were re-
ceived both from Chicago, neither one
io compliance|with tbe advertisement.
The mistake of the old council in not
Specifying a certain time for payment
is to be regretted, but cannot be helped
now. While, of course, it isnot expect-
ed the bonds will be paid in one, two
or five years, yet outside buyers have
no means of knowing but what they
may be, and therefore do not want
them. Trustee McLaren, as chairman
of the ways and means committee,
stated at the council meeting Monday
evening, that.either one or both pf the
local banks would handle the bonds at
5 per cent, and itis probable they will be
disposed of to them. Bonds may all
be made payablein one year and then
refunded by tbe council on deforest
terms, which might be an advantage to
the village.

Probably to Vestero Eyes the Most Interesting Metrop-
olis of the East—Traveler Has Described the Streets as
a Veritable Beehive of Human Industry,

Osaka, the second city In Japan, is
sometimes called the Chicago of Japan.
It is probably so named because it is
such an enterprising, hustling, bustling
place in comparison with other Jap-
anese cities. It is, indeed, the com-
mercial metropolis, of Japan. It boasts
much greater antiquity th™n the
American city, as it traces Its history
back even to prehistoric, times.  The
first Buddhist temple ever built in Jap-
an was erected at Naniwa, as the place
was originally called. The name
Osaka, meaning “Big Hill,” was given
to it about the time Columbus discov-
ered America. Osaka was at first fa-

an) gives a vivid picture of what may
be seen in the Japanese Chicago: “The
streets of Osaka are the busiest |
have ever seen. They are literally
thronged with human beings engaged
In unceasing toil. The stores and
shops are also workshops and ware-
houses.  Clerks, designers, artisans,
packers, carters, sellers and buyers
are so mixed up that the wonder is
how they all unravel themselves and
bring order out of the chaos which
seems to reign supreme. In this re-
spect' you are reminded of the de-
scription of those wonderful cities of
the ancient world where every man

sect of Buddhism. But when these
priests happened to incur the enmity
of the great chieftain, Nobunaga, they
were finally, In 1580, driven out of
Osaka, and their temple was burned.

In 1583 the famous general, Hide-
yoshi, “the Napoleon of Japan,” de-
cided to make Osaka the seat of his
power and ordered to be constructed
there a castle, said to be “probably the
most magnificent building that Japan
ever saw.” But, unfortunately, it was
mostly destroyed by fire in 186S. and
only a few buildings remain. The cas-
tle grounds are now the headquarters
of the Osaka military district.

One Shinto temple! kn,own as “lku-
dama Jinga,” is fabled jto have been
founded more than 600 years B. C.;
but historical criticism prevents us
from believing such a claim. One of
the oldest buildings in Osaka is the fa-
mous Buddhist temple known as Ten-
noji, whose five-storied pagoda is a
landmark for miles around. It is pos-
sible’ to climb to the top of this pa-
goda and obtqip 4 fire view.

This temple was founded about 605
1. D.; has been frequently destroyed
by fire and was last rebuilt in 1864. It
has Just received a fine large bell,
said to be the first one cast in Japan
according to modern scientific prin-
ciples.

Osaka was once the capital of the
empire, at least in the reign of Em-
peror HNinkotu (313-399 A. D.). Con-
cerning this kind ruler there is a
favorite legend, as follows: “Havin
climbed a bill, looked all around an
observing the absence of smoke from
the cottages of the people, Ninkotu
decreed that for the space of three
years neither taxes nor forced labor
should be Imposed on bis subjects. His
own palace, for want of funds to re-
pair it, was allowed to become so di-
lapidated that the roof admitted rain.

The people were
now rich, enough to bear taxation

Would tGirdle the Earth Eigrtt
Timet at the Equator

It has occurred to the Booklover’i
Magazine to calculate, among other
things about our American railways,
that “on an average a passenger trav-
els throe and a half millions of miles
before lie is injured and sixty-one and
a_half millions of miles before he is
killed. The average traveler could
jourupy sixty miles nil hour, twenty-
four hours a day. three hundred and
sixty-five days in.the year for 120 years
before, according to, the law of prob-
abilities, he would-be killed iu au
accident on an American railway.”

In view of the lauieutable yearly re-
turns of railway wrecks, the comfort
in these calculations is largely theoreti-
cal. where it is not confined to the
accident-insurance companies.

.Others of the magazine’s items art

The 200,000 miles of railways in the
United States would girdle the earth
eight times at the equator.

There are two miles of railroad iu
this Republic for every three In the
rest of America, Europe, Asia, Africa
and Australasia combined.

The United States has six times as
‘great a railway system, iu mileage, gs
Germany or Russia, seven times as
groat as the United Kingdom or Aus-
tria-Hungary. twenty times as great
as Italy, twenty-lhree times as..great
-as Spain.

The present capital of American
.railroads, including stocks, bonds and
floating indebtedness amounts to about
J712000,000.000—about $150 per capita
of population or $7>0 per family.

The average citizen made eight rail-
way trips In 1901 and pays about $22
per year iu fares.

The railways of the country em-
ployed in 1901 an average of 1.071,000.
representing about 5,000.000 persons,
or one-fifteenili of tlie population.

Wages of these employes for 1001
amounted' to $010.000,000—more than
half the'operating expenses of the
roads—anu averaged, roughly, $570 per
mail.

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CREMATION OP THE DEAD.

New York Newspaper Gives Reason
for Its Adoption.

Cremation merely reaches In a
shorter period the same final result as
burial, says Municipal Affairs. Fleshy
parts of the corpse decompose in the
earth in five or ten years; during the
whole period of decomposition they
constitute nothing but a putrid mass
of carrion. Bones which .take cen-
turies to crumble are unceremoniously
carted from one cemetery to another
whlen necessity compels their removal
an< increase the horror of death after
they have ceased to be identified and
claimed. If they are converted, with
the flesh, into ashes in one hour they
are insured against desecration. The
volume and weight of bodies are re-
duced by the process of cremation
some 95 per cent.

If ashes were placed In the grave of
an urn cemetery, as occasionally is
done, the dead would leave more room
foil the living than their intact bodies
demand. Two hundred city lots are
now required to bury in the old fash-
ioned way the seventy thousand per-
sons that annually die in Greater New
York. We probably could save more
than a hundred and fifty of these pre-
cious lots If ashes of the seventy thou-
sand were placed in urn cemeteries,
preserved in niches of a columbarium
or strewn on the waves of a river. As
cepieteries are exempt from taxation
the municipality would derive -*nyin-
come from the lots which the? hiving
then would use and Trom the imrobve-
ments they would make upon them.

HIGH-STRUNG FISH FROM NORTH.

Climatic Condition* Have the Same
(Effect Under Water a* on Land.
“The theory that climatic conditions

are largely responsible for the enter-

prise and activity of the American
people finds contemporary demonstra-
tion In the lower orders of animals,
and particularly among the fish,” said

a scientist who has nlade a close study

of the collection in the New York

aquarium.

"All of the game fish.” he said, "the
fighters, the high-strung, nervous fel-
loes like the brook trout, the black
bdss and their only slightly less stren-
uous brother, the pike, are northern
fidh. In only rare instances do these
figh become tame or remain restful in
captivity. They have the keen spirit
of American enterprise in them.

"On the other hand, the quiet, easy-
going fish are nearly all from tropi-
cal waters. Of course, there are ex-
ceptions from muddy habitats, but all
of the brilliant hued, gaudy fish are
fijomfthe tropics. They are calm and
quiet, and after a short time in cap-
tivity become so tame as to eat food
fearlessly from the hands of the keep-
ers.

"The two clashes,” continued the
scientist, according to the New York
Mall and Express, ‘are like the nations
of the north and south—one alive and
keen, and the other beautiful to look
upon and romantic, but lazy .and use-
ful only for decorative purposes.” e

A New Parlor Game.

A "descriptive party” is a new
diversion. It serves to amuse almost
any number of persons and to call
forth originality and cleverness. The
game consists in the hostess dis-
tributing pads of paper and pencils,
and instructing the players to write
a short character sketch of any per-
son in the room, mentioning no
names. The articles are then read
aloud, and endless fun is caused by
the attempts to'*'identify- the subject
of the sketch.

‘The amusement affords a field-for
verse as well as prose, and it is var-
ied by having those who can't draw
at all make alleged sketches of the
victim they have in minx\ It might
be thought these pictures would
throw uo light on the identity of the
