dam are properly made so as to show
that fact.~ Particular attention has
been given to this on th” circular is-
sued by the American Record, and the
Instructions in regard to it are as
plain, I think, as the English language
will permit, and yet, we naVe patrons
who will year after year Imake errors
on this kind of pedigrees.! For nearly
twelve years we have been issuing
duplicates for pedigrees' received.
These duplicates! when sent out, if
correet, show how the cjriglnal pedi-
gree should have been made to show
the animal sold in dam.| The dupli-
cates rihould serve as a copy for the
breeder in making- future pedigrees.
This is not only true of'this matter
of pigs sold in dam, but tile duplicates
are a copy from which pedigrees
should be made in all particulars, yet,
for some reason, that has always
been a mystery to me* a great many
breeder® seem not to; learn from the
duplicates how to make a similar pedi-

gree. There is one simple rule, that
a person making a pedigree, should
always have in mind That is the

rule, that the owner of the dam at the
time of .service, is the breeder of her
litter. If the dam is soldi after being
bred and before she farrows, then
the man who owned her'at the time
she was bred is the breeder of her
litter, and the litter was (sold in dam
to the man who owned wpein she far-

rowed. "A” may breed a sow and
sell her to *and then i'B” sell one
of her pigs to “"C” Nepiy always
“B” will make out the pedigree of

the pig as having been bred by “A”
and sold to “C”. The pedigree should

read: “Bred by ‘A’, sold in dam to
‘B’, and then sold, to *CV* The name
of the person who signs a pedigree

should, in all cases, appeal}- on the top
of the pedigree, either as breeder or
as the person to whom tjhe pig was
sold in dam.

*« Orchard Cover Cr”ps.

In selecting a cover crop, we should
consider the following points: We
must have ,a crop that grows quickly,
covering! the ground completely; one
which is reasonably sure to catch,
one year with another; one that the
seed is not expensive, and if possible
one which will add something to the
soil which will aid tree growth, says

M. S. Kellogg. As these} crops aro
sown in ja usually’ dry season of tho
year, the clovers are notito be con-

sidered very seriously, as they are un-

certain of germination and slow of
growth, i"Above all, whether in or-
chard or!"“nursery, cultivate the crop

In closing, would
say: Do not depend on any one croo;
have two strings to your bow, and
if ohe fails use the other tjill the first
one is repaired. There Is no one crop
that will wuniformly succeed, and
each.one. will need-to do some experi-
menting for himself to determine Jiut
what is best'for his needs. The >n-
pertinent stations in the different
Jates are doing work along this 111«
and we.must look to them to tell ut.
what crop is going to add (the needed
humus and tree growing! matter to
our very diversified soil; tihe average
nurseryman and orchardi®t has not
the facilities nor the time to experi-
ment to determine what ia lacking In
hlu soil.

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PRIZE ESSAYS ON TOBACCO.

Effects'o”® Tobacco.
The following is n prize essay, wrir-

.ten by one of thejpupils of our public

school, for which the writer, Miss Elsie
Macomber, 8th grade, received a book
entitled—*Nineteen Beautiful Years,”
from] the Woman’s" Christian Temper
ance Union.

Tobacco, whether snuffed, chewed,
or smoked, is a narcotic and a poisojn.
Its injurious effectis due to its active
principle called nicotine which is a
narcotic poison.

Tobacco is hurtful to young people,
and by no means free of harm to adults
It produces an artificial exhaustion of
the nerve-centers, jand after a time,
causes derangement of the nervous
system, palpitation of the heart, certain
forms of dyspepsia, and irritation of
the throat and lungs.

Sometimes after long smoking, one
feels a sudden sensation of dizziness
and becomes unconscious for a short
time. At other times, if, walking, a
sudden sessation of falling forward is

felt. It aometioaes produces nausea,
accompanied with headache. .
The brain often becomes affected

and the ideas lack clearness of outline
The will-power-may ,i>e weakened, and
it may be an effort to do the duties of
every-day life. The tobacco-user is
often cross, irritable, and his memory
impaired. The deadly nicotine has
soaked into the delicate nerve-centers
and they are no longer able to hoard
up their usual amount of vital energy.
Tobacco, in any form, has a peculiarly
sinjurious effect upon young and gr*w-
‘ing persons. It not only stunts their
growth but weakens their mind. Even
after the system becomes used to tobac-
(S young people are apt to suffer from
headache, dizziness, and loss of appe-
tite.

Tobacco injures the voice by affect-
ing the vocal cords, and making the
voice coarse and harsh. Breathing, air

‘laden with tobacco smoke will ofjten

«iause sore throat and sometimes results
in a permanentinjjury.

And that some are even made sick by
it. One bit of advice given that is well
to remember ist “Do not smoke or chew-
tobacco if you jwish to keep strong and
\yeHi and to succeed in life."

The
writer, Lewis Evans, 6th grade, receiv-
ed a book:

And yet
they do: Do they know that it is hurt-
ful? 8ome do: but tobacco has the |i>ow-
mer of making those who gse it like! it so
weft that it is almost impossible to
leave it off.

You have no need to be told what it
isso many people smoke and ohew.
Wherever you.go, you are almost| sure
to smell thje odor of tobacco.i

Why ia tobacco a poison? Because it
has in it “nicotine”, one of the most
deadly poisons known.

A single drop of it has killed a full-
grown catin one minute. A tea made
-of toobaco, ana put on the skin} has
caused death in three hours- Soldiers
have been known to shirk military du-
ty joy making themselves sick with a
leaf of tobacco, put under the arm or
over the stomach.

You must know, then, that it must
behurtful tothe health to smoke or
chew tobacco.

Mr. Rufus Cheat® Loans Relic to Ips-

wich Historical Society. #

A 'Bible that was carried at the bat
tie df Bunker IL11 has been leaned to
the Ipswich Historical society by Mr.
Rufus Clicate. It was originally owned
by Francis Merrifield, who had it in
his pocket on-the 17th of June. 1775,
when he marched to Bunker Hill, in
CapL Nathaniel Wade's company.
That night, after returning from the
fight, he wrote on the inside of one of
the covers* "1775, Cambridge. June 17.

In Dorchester, in 1639, Citizens Were
Taxed for Its Support.

‘The first public school in America
to be supported by direct taxation
“upon the inhabitants of the -town,”
was established at Dorchester, Mass.,
in May,,1639.

In 1636 David Thompson had set-
tled upon Thompson’s island, off the
coast of the colony town, and in 163$
he gave the island to the town on the
payment of 12 pence yearly rental;

Having transferred the island to the
town, the town council met May 201
1639, and adopted the following
order:

“It is ordered the 20th day of May,
1639, that there shall be a rent of
£20 a year imposed forever on
Thompson’s island, to. lie paid by
every person that hath propriety in
said island, according to the propor-
tion that any such person shall from
time to time enjoy and possess there,
and this toward the maintenance of a
school in Dorchester. This rent of
£20 a year to be paid to such school-
master as shall undertake to teach
English, Latin and other longues,'
also writing. The said schoolmaster'
to be chosen from time to t ne by!
the freemen, and It Is left to ue dis-i
cretion of the elders and the seven
men for, the time being whetherj
maids shall be taught with the boys!
or not For the levying of this £20I
yearly from the particular persons!
who ought to pay it according to this
order, it is further ordered that some!
man shall be appointed by the sevenj
men for the time being to receivej
this, and on refusal to levy it by dis-j
tress, and -not finding distress, such;
person as so refuseth payment shall;
forfeit the land he h£nrth in propriety!
in said island.”

Recently Built in the Yards of a Busy
German Firm.

The extraordinary activity display-
ed by the builders and managers of
German steamship lines during the
past three decades has been equaled
by the energy shown in. constructing
sailing vessels of the latest type, ac-
cording to the New York Times.
Within the past few weeks one firm
of German shipbuilders has completed
what will be probably-the largest sail-
ing craft in the world, according to a
report received by the state depart-
ment from.Henry W; Diederich, Uni-
ted States consul at Bremen. The fol-
lowing is the record of the year’
work of but one of several firms to
whose activity Mr. Diederich calls
attention:

j“At the end of its business year
(May 6, 1902>, the Tecklenborg cc*n-
pany, at Bremerhaven, capitalized at
2,000,000 marks (3476,000) paid a div-
idend of 20 per cent. This concern
was occupied to its utmost capacity
during the entire year and the repair
and dry docks were continually in
use. .-Six double-screw freight and
passenjer steamers and two very

lai'fce ;ng vessels were building, of
which e steamers and one sailing
-essel re delivered to the owners.

The fiim is famous all the world over
for building sailing craft, and the ves-
sel completed a few weeks ago is
probably the largest in the world. Her
name is Preussen. She is a five-mast-
ed, full-rigged steel vessel, steel-
sparred throughout. Her length is
440 feet, beam 50 feet. She has a car-
rying capacity of 800 tons, while
her registered tonnage is 4,000. Re-
cently she started on her first voyage
to the west coast of Sjouth America.”
