The windstorm and rain that passed
over this section Wednesday afternoon
without doing any severfe or special,
damage, seemsto have been much
more severe in other parts of the State,
where more or less minor damage was
wrought. Quite a few of our citizens
attended the Forepaugh circus at De
troit and fell their experience with the
storm. The Free -Press oL yesterday
gives the following account:

For twenty minutes there was one of
the most abject scenes of terror that
could be pictured, and in the semi-dark-
ness hundreds of women, children- and
men stootrhuddled together fearful
that they were going to be killed. Out-
side the raid was pouring down in tor
rents and the terrifying effect was
hightened the booming of thunder:
the wind was blowing a gale, rocking
the teik like a cradle and it seemed to
increase in fury every moment. Sud-
denly the big aerial jladders, which
had been hauled to the'top of the can-
vas after having been used, began to
snap and then one of the quarter poles
gave away, while others became loose
and it seemed impossible for the main
poles to stand the strain.

The panic among the spectators
was awful. Everyone was trying to
seek a place of safety and not really
knowing what was best to do. Women
screamed hysterically, scores of them
fainted, while little children cried pite-
ously, many of then! becoming separat-
ed from their parents. -The first rush
clogged the entrance to the- menagerie
tent and the dressing tent of the .per-
formers, so that the main- body of
people were penned in.

The performance was about two-
thirds over when the storm broke-
about 3:450°clock. There were indica-
tions of rain, but only the more timid
of the women leftthe tent in time to
avoid the scene that followed. The
three Lowandes, bareback riders, were
occupying the three rings, when sud-
denly it became so dark that the spec-
tators could hardly see them. At this
hundreds began leaving their seats, al-
though the circus men tried to induce
them to remain quiet. No one had
time to reach the entrance beforea
sharp elup of thunder announced the
arrival of the storm. With the wind
came the rain and then there was no
holding the crowd. Hundreds dropped
under the seats and sought saftey
the open, preferring to get drenched,
but when the rush forthe entrances
was started, there was no more oppor-
tunity to get under the side canvas.

The rain continued for nearly
hour, flooding the menagerie and
dressing tent, while huge pools collect-
ed in the main tent. Much of the ap-
paratus used by the performers was
broken, including the 125-foot ladder
used by Starr in his bicycle act.

Hundreds of women were exhausted
from the strain they had undergone
and at least a hundred other women
were running around frantically look-
ing for their children, from whom they
had become separated. In addition
they were wet and bedraggfeti and al-
together the crowd presented a very
sorry appearance.

Value of Pasture for Plgs.
* A recent bulletin of thq Missouri
State Board of Agricultfre quotes
G; W. Waters as follows:

“We will now state two propositions
bearing on economy of production.
First, while the pig is not considered
primarily a grazing animal, from the
fact that he cannot be expected to
make gains and grow fat if turned
onto common pasture grass like cat-
tle, sheep or mules, yet, ns a matter
of fact tho pig will make better re-
turns for the amount of grass eaten
than any other farm animal More-
over. the pasture will increase the
efficiency and value of the grain fed
in connection Mith it. The second
proposition is this: The pig is a grass
feeder and will eat too much of rich
feeds, as grain, more tnan he can
use economically, more Uian he can
digest well, .-consequently greater
gains from a given amount of corn
are obtained if the pig ws fed less than
he can or will eat. This statement
applies with especial force in cases of
a long feeumg .period. The two propo-
sitions just announced, are brought
out in th: following report of tests
made at the Wisconsin station, six
lots of piss being used:

“Let 3, full fed, in a dry lot, gained
1.15 pounds per day and used 537
pounds, of corn in making 100 pounds
of gain.

“Lot 2, full fed, on clover pasture,
gained 1.30 pounds per day, and used
117 pounds cf ‘corn iu maxing 100
pounds of gain.j

“Lot 3, three-fourths full, on cloftr
pasture, gained 1.20 per day and used
377 pounds of corn in making 100
pounds, cf gaiii.

“Lot 4, one-half full, clover pasture,
gained .87 pounds per day and requir-
ed 352 pounds of corn to make 100
‘pounds of gain.

“Lot 5. one-fourth full, clover pas
ture, gained .04.pounds per day, ahd
required 243 pounds of corn to make
100 pounds of gain.

“Lot- 5, no gain, clover
gained .SO pounds per day.

“In lot 2 there is a sudden drop over
lot 1 iu the amount of corn required.
But in lot 3 there is a still larger
drop. Nearly three bushels less of
corn is:required to produce 100 pounds
of gain over dry lot feeding. For
growing hogs a still larger reduction
of corn is advisable. The rate of gain
is slower, but it is vastly cheaper. It
is however wise*practice to full feed
for the last 30 days before market-
ing.”

All classes of people may go into
the raising of poultry and do it suc-
cessfully. Sex Is no bar to success.
In fact very imany of our most suc-
cessful poultry raisers are women.
Some are skml-invalids who have
given up the great lines of business
and have been told by their family
physician to get into something where-
they- can be eut of doors a great
deal, but where the amount,of manual
labor will not be large. These and
others may succeed, but there is one
requisite for all and that is interest
in the business. The writer has
known of people intending tof%o0 into
the poultry business, when they hated
thb sight of a live hen. Asked as to
their reason for making the venture
they replied that they had been told
there was money in it. The invaria-
ble advice given by the writer in
such cases is fpr the would-be in-
vestor to keep out of the business.

The person
that has a deep Interest in poultry
can make a success of raising any
kind of fowls', for he will not Db§
stopped by the obstacles that are cer-
tain to be discovered in the way.

Some-
times it Is one breed that strikes their
fancy and sometimes another, but
whatever it be, they can see beauty in
It The man that aas a real interest
in fowls will make a success of rais-
ing them, if conditions be at all favor-
able, but the fowl-hater is about sure
to fall.

Warm Shoes.

From the Farmers’ Review: Women
suffering from cold feet could make
for themselves warm and comfortable
footwear by getting boy’s felt boots
and then purchasing broad, soled slip-
pers to fit over them. Usually it is
necessary to split the slipper down to
the toe, then make holes with an awl
ahd lace with a shoe string. The slip-
per should be 1% size larger than the
shoe. For wear away from home, get
an arctic one-half size larger than
the shoe. Warm f/et are essential to
health and happiness and would
lengthen the lives of manj~women
who suffer from cold, especially those

A CURIOU8 TRICK WITH CARDS.

One of the Many Strange Things That
May Easily Be Done.

Of the many curious things which
may be done with a pack of fifty-two
cards, perhaps the most interesting,
is the “spelling out” of an entire suit
Th do this take the thirteen cards of
any suit, place them face up, and ar-
range them In this manner: 9—6—3—
Jack—10—5—7—2—King—8—1— 4 —
Queen. When they are thus placed
they are faced up, with the nine an
top, and the Queen on the. bottom. #

Now turn them over so that they
are face down with the Queen on top.
Take the top card and place It under-
neath the pack and say “6 ”; place the
next card underneath the pack in the
same way and say “N,” and the next
card turn face up on the*table, saying
"E”"—ONE. Leaving “E” face up.
place the next top card underneath, the
pack, saying “T," the next the same
way, saying "W." and the next lay
face up on the table, saying “O"—
TWO, and so on through the suit.

Remember, when you come to the
last letter of a card to lay that card
face up on the table, leaving it there.
When you have laid out the ten spot
you continue by spelling out J—A—C
—K and Q—U—E—E—N.

Of course, after you have laid the
Jack out you have only two cards
left, but continue as before and the
Queen will come out, leaving only
the King In your hand, which, of
course, you lay on the others, com-
pleting the suit.

AH Kind* of Safeguard* to Protect Do
Bears’ Diamonds.

For the safekeeping of the gems in
the De Beers company’s office at Kim-
berley, South Africa, there 1* a
strong-room, or vault, built of very
thick concrete walli, which are fire
and burglar proof.

MICHIGAN LEGISUTURE.

The long-deferred fight over the bill
to exempt from taxation all credits, in-
cluding mortgages, was ended Tues-
day, and the bill was passed. The
friends of this measure, which once
failed1l to get enough votes to pass,
lityve been waiting eyer since for a big
aftendance of .members, believing that
if all were present they could muster
the 50 votes, and they did; There \<us
quite an oratorical i dhsplay for and
against the bill. The .house having
passed the bill, there seems to he lit-
tle doubt that™it \vfcll_go thrdngh the
senate, the most influential senators
having assured the house people that
it will pass the upper branch.

The primarylelection bill seems to
be gaining headway.

A GREAT MAN’S TEN NOSES.

In bis lecture before the last meet-
ing of the Chemical Society of Wash-
ington upon,the Old Chemical Society

“This,” Dr. Bolton stated, “he was
in the habit of removing at night when
h® slept, and' one night his favorite
dog manager to gain possession of his
master's silver nose, which, after he
had played with it all night long, was
of very little service the day follow-
ing. Tycho was In great distress the
next morning, when, after an hour’s
search, he found his precious nose
battered and chewed out of all shape
and service. In order, therefore, to
avoid future accidents Tycho hied him
to the silversmith’s and had ten sil-
ver noses made in place of the one.
One of these,” said Dr. Bolton, “was
preserved In one of the museums of
Germany until the beginning of .the
nineteenth century, when, by some
mistake, it disappeared and thus far
has not been recovered.
