The foreigners say th a t Lugi fcfld them  
tha^t he and his com panions w hile a t  
w ork upon the  ru in s o f th e  old house 
discovered a  rusted  iron chest which 
w hen broken open was found to  con­
ta in  a j a r g e  sum  of money in anc ien t 
gold and  silve r coins.

A. M. Mln- 
te r  of P etersburg , has m ade a  bid for 
a  fortune and tli 3 g ra titude  of th e  res t 
of he r sex by inventing  a  new weapon 
fo r th e  sew ing table. She calls it a  
seam  ripper.

A 
hook is a ttached  to  th e  knife and 
w ith th is  th e  th reads  of ripped seam s 
ca q  be pulled out by a  slig h t tu rn  of 
th e  w rist.

T he ripping of seam s in- m aking 
over old clothes is th e -m e a n e s t p a r t 
of such a  task . Mrs. M inter says her 
im plem ent m ake? it easy.

T he Idea cam e to  her w here she was 
ripping up some baby clothes. She 
had  worked on them  in tu rn  w ith scis­
sors, a  knife, a  razo r and a  corn knife 
and none of these  was satisfactory , 
so sh e  invented a  special tool.

She has patented  it since, and she 
says she has deceived an offer of $10- 
000 for th e  patent, .bu t she expects to 
receive even a  b igger price for her 
sim ple contrivance.

From  T he F arm ers ' Review : Our 
nursery  brooder Is 150 fee t long, 24 
fee t wide, a  h ea te r a t  one end w ith 
four h o t w a te r pipes running  the  
whole lehgth  down the  middle. Over 
these  is a  board w alk abou t four l’eet 
wide, one and one-quarter Inch pine. 
H ea te r pipes a re  6 inches from  ground 
floor. T hey gradually  rise  un til a t 
fa r th e r  end  they  a re  over 12 inches 
from  floor. Bv*ery 5 fee t is partition ­
ed  off for a  pen w ith  cloth tacked 
on each side of w alk to  keep th-_ 
w arm  a ir  under pipes. T h is cloth is 
s lit nearly  to top every  3 o r 4 inches, 
so  ducklings can  go in  or out by 
ipressi&g on sanae.

The first hne o r tw o days we keep 
n board up .edgew ays about one foot 
from  hover. T h is is to  keep them  
t e a r  the  h e a t un til they learn  to 
go in and o u t them selves. A fter th is 
they  have the  whole pen, 5x12 peti­
tion  in cen te r of w alk under pipes, 
one on each side w alk  un til tw o 
w eeks old, w hen they are  le t run  In 
out-door pecs 5x50. O ur first feed is 
equal p a rts  cornm eal, bran  and brok­
en  crackers, if we can g et them , w ith 
a  little  fine sand like g ranu lated  sugar, 
th e  w hole mixed- w ith  w arm  ’ w ater 
th a t has stood in sun  an hour. We 
feed fpur tim es daily w ha t they ea t 
bp quickly first four days on flat 
boards, a fte r  th a t in sm all V-shaped

She hovers them  fo r a  few 
days, and  until change has begun In 
the eggs; and  then , some m orning the 
ow ner goes out to th e  poultry  house 
and finds M rs. Leghorn sittin g  on the  
roost and th e  eggs chilled beyond re­
covery. In raising  th is  class of chicks 
an incubator o r  one of th e  feathered  
m atrons from  ano ther breed is de­
sirable.
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T he fowls of th e  M editerranean 
j class a re  g rea t foragers. On th is  ac­

count they both r need less com  than 
m ost o th e r breeds i f  they be perm it­
ted  to forage, and a re  less in jured  by 
a  heavy corn ration  if  they do get it. 
Being very  ac tive, they burn  up the 
surp lus carbon, using, a  la rge  am ount 
of energy in getting  around, sc ra tch ­
ing and so forth . So i t  is n o t su r­
p ris in g  to  learn  th a t one ea ste rn  s t a ­
tion  h as  ac tually  found th a t for Leg­
horns corn is a  good ration.

In  looking over some old docum ents 
th e  o th e r day I cam e across a  price 
l is t of artic les  served  by the  ^ld  Ori­
en ta l re s ta u ra n t a t  Richm ond. The 
prices th a t prevailed then  seem  w orse 
than  robbery new  to  those  n o t ac ­
quainted w ith th e  then  ex isting  con­
ditions. F or instance, a  p la te  of soup 
cost ju s t $1.50. T hink  of th a t!  And 
it w asn’t  green  tu r tle  soup. F or an 
o rd er of tu rkey  o r ch icken you w ere 
taxed $3.50, w hile for roas t beef yon 
paid $3 an order^ If you had an appe: 
ti te  for rockfish you could g et a  p late 
of ' it for $5. Fried oysters also com­
m anded th e  sam e price. P ure coffee 
w as $3 per cup, pure te a  $2 and fresh 
m ilk $2. B read and b u tte r  w as worth 
$1.50 per order. T he cheapest artic les 
on the  list w ere cabbage and potatoes, 
an  o rder of e ith e r costing $1. JLam 
and eggs w as a  popular dish a t  $3.50. 
A dozen on the half shell b rought $5. 
B ut it was the  d rinkables th a t brought 
fancy p ricea.' A cold bottle of cham­
pagne or M adeira cost $50, sherry  was 
w orth $35, port $25 and c la re t $20. 
M alt liquors w ere high in proportion. 
P o rt and ale could not^ be had under 
$12 per bottl6 ; half bottles w ere sold 
for $6. W hisky and brandy  w ere sold 
by the drink. F rench  brandy  w as $2, 
w hile rye w hisky and apple brandy 
w as d ispensed over the  b a r  o r a t  the 
tab le  for $2 a  drink. H avana cigars, 
good ones, w ere w orth $1 apiece. And 
in those days we heard  noth ing  of a 
beef tru s t  o r a  whisky tru s t. W hen

^Canada has anticipated a very 

heavy immigration this year, and she 
now has figures to show that she is 
actually getting it in a way to meet 
all; her expectations. In the first four 
months of this year the doors of the 

■Dominion opened to 40,672 persons, 
according to a repprt prepared by the 
committee on agriculture and coloni­
zation of the Canadian parliament. 
This is almost twice as large as the 
Immigration in the corresponding 
mpnths last year,’ andA fully three 
times as large as in 1901, the respec­
tive figures being 22,482 and 13,893.

"Most of these newcomers have 
been attracted by the wheat lands of 
the Northwest territories. They have 
■ mdved direct to Winnipeg and they 
have turned that city into a great 
camp, in which they have been fitting 
themselves out for the last stage of 
their adventure for new homes.

"Of the immigration of this ‘spring 
a  little over a third has come from 
Great Britain, the figure being 16,457. 
This is three times as large as the 
British immigration of the correspond­
ing months of the preceding year, and 
It is within 2,500 of the number of 
.Immigrants that the United States at­
tracted from Great Britain add Ire­
land in the came period this spring. 
A* to the remainder of the immigra­
tion into Canaua 13,7'<0 settlers came 

. from the United States, a 50 per cent 
Increase over the preceding, year, and 
;i(j,44o from Continental Europe, a 40 
*p^r cent increase.

-"These 40,672 immigrants into Can­
ada may appear trifling in compari­
son with 297,070 persons'who Qntered 
the United States in the same period, 
bat they are proportionately more im­
portant to the country. Canada's pop­
ulation Is one-fifteenth of ours, but 
her immigration is now two-fifteenths 
as large as ours. It i* worth remem­
bering also that Canada’s immigrants 
are almost entirely Anglo-Saxon and 
Teutonic races, while our immigra­
tion is now two-thirds made up of 
Romance and Slav elements."

"Speculation is natural as1? to the 
future of Canada in her relations to 
the United States when her North­
west territories are filled up, but the 
one absolutely certain fact of the near 
future is that the United States is to 
have a  great competitor in the grain 
markets of the world.”

H e a r ts  B e a t  A f te r  D e a th .
One of the. recent discoveries 

to prove that the heart will beat 
some time after the death of the in­
dividual. Slight pulsation has been 
observed fn some rare cases thirty 
hours after decapitation of criminals. 
A contributor to the periodical Cos­
mos describes the phenomenon as 
follows: “When the heart move­
ments stop it has been found possible 
to renew - them by injections of' ar­
terial blood In the coronasy arteries.. 
M. A. • Kulikohas made experiments 
along this-line, first on animals, then 
on human, beings. He has succeeded.' 
by establishing artificial circulation 
of a warm physiological serum satu­
rated with oxygen, in reviving the 
heartbeats of an infant of . three 
months, who had died of dotble. pneu­
monia. He has several times suc­
ceeded in provoking pulsations in the 
tissues thirty hours after death, in 
spite of the formation of large blood 
clots in the organ.”

W A T E R  IN T H E  D E S E R T .

W is e  P r o v is io n  o f  N a tu r e  fo r  S to r in g  
th e  L iq u id .

Many a traveler in desert lands, 
when in danger of dying from thirst, 
has been saved by the plant known as 
the water or fishhook cactus.

During the moist seasdh it stores up 
a large quantity of water for the sub­
sequent dry one. when .all the ground 
Is parched with heat and only chan­
nels filled with stones mark the 
course of former rivulets. So well has 
this cactus provided for the safety of 
its precious liquifl that it is no easy 
task to obtain it. The exterior skin 
is more impenetrable than the tough­
est leather, and besides it is protect­
ed with long, wiry spines curved into 
hooks at the end, yet so strong and 
springy that if a large rock be thrown 
against them they remain uninjured.

If the spines be burned off, one 
may, by long and tedious effort, cut 
through the rind with a stout knife; 
otherwise nothing but an ax will en­
able him to get at the interior of this 
well-armoured plant.

When the top is removod and a hol­
low’ made by scooping out some of the 
soft inner part it immediately fills 
with water-—cool and refreshing, 
though a blistering sun may have 
been beating upon the tough skin 
above it all day. The water when first 
obtained has a whitish or smoky tint, 
but when settled is as clear as crys­
tal.—New York Herald.
