A PROMINENT REPUBLICAN.
For the past 25 years Mr.- Judson 

had been a prominent delegate at 
nearly every Republican state conven­
tion. He served as treasurer of Syl­
van township two terms and as trustee 
of Chelsea village two terms. He was 
appointed postmaster of Chelsea by 
President Harrison, and after serving 
three years and nine months was re­
moved by President Cleveland for of­
fensive partisanship. In November. 
1894. he wan elected sheriff of Wash­
tenaw county, and re-elected in 1896. 
In 1899 he was appointed state oil in­
spector by Gov. Pingree. and has since 
6erved under the Bliss administration.

The color of eyes has hitherto 
chiefly concerned the novelist and the 
poet and lately, says the London Ex­
press, the cold-blooded statistician 
has been looking into them.

It is announced that, taking the av­
erage of Europe and America, 44.6 
per cent of men have light eyes, in­
cluding blue and gray. The propor­
tion of women having blue or gray 
eyes Is 32.2 per cent. In other words, 
blue eyes are decidedly rarer among 
women than among men.

Men have light eyes oftener than 
women, but ~in the intermediate 
shades between light and dark tile 
percentage of the two sexes is very 
nearly the same. In this intermedi­
ate category are brown and hazel 
eyes. The percentage of these among 
men Is 43.1 and among women 45.1.

Blue eyes are considered to possess 
great attractions. This was the case 
among the Greeks and Romans of 
classic times. Upon the goddess 
Minerva -was bestowed a surname to

signify the blueness of her eyes.
Gray eyes have ever been the ideal 

of all great novelists. Among the 
number Charlotte Bronte, Geprge El­
iot, Kilkle Collins and Chari earReadeu 
Most of the heroine in up-to-date fio» 
tion are gray-eyed maidens.

Of the living great, as well as the 
famous dead, most have eyes of gray 
or blue. Shakespeare had eyes of 
gray; so had nearly all the English 
poets. Coleridge’s eyes were large, 
light gray, prominent and of liquid 
brilliancy. Byron’& eyes were gray, 
fringed with long black lashes.

Charles Lamb’s glittering eyea 
were strangely dissimilar in color, 
one being hazel, the other having 
sp^ks of gray in the iris. Chatter- 
tonrs brilliant gray eyes were his 
most remarkable feature. Under 
strong excitement one appeared 
brighter and larger than the olher.

As to green eyes., they are for glory. 
The Empress Catharine of Russia 
had eyes of this hue.

As matters stand, the man­
agers of asylums, whether for the 
poor, or perhaps for the blind, or the 
insane, or other invalids, are always 
at their Wits’ ends to know what they 
shall do with the aged people who 
are crowded upon them. The alms­
houses of towns and counties are

sons, or of daughters, who would re­
ceive them and take charge of .them 
humanely if they could receive a little 
ready money for the extra expense. 
As society'organizes itself, a very 
little money goes a long way in the 
average household of an American. 
The moment.it appears that a grand­
father or a grandmother has $100 a  
year to his good, that, moment we 
shall find' that the burden thrown 
upon the state and town in their asy­
lums is reduced by a larger propor­
tion than by the charge made by the 
pensions upon the treasury. Thus 
the pension system has the great ad­
vantage that it maintains life in 
homes, and that it abates the neces­
sity for great institutions or asylums. 
—Edward Everett Hale in June Cos­
mopolitan.

POPE PIUS X NOW SUPREME HEAD
OF ROMAN CATHOLIC CHURCH

Giuseppe Sarto. Patriarch of Venice. Chosen by the Conclave 
« • of Cardinals on the Seventh Ballot— New 

Pontiff is 68 Years Old.

< Cardinal Giuseppe Sarto, patriarch 
of Venice, has been elected Pope. Thus 
Ss the prophecy jof his predecessor ful- 
fitiad and a prleBt 68 years old, native 
of ^taly, has donned the robes of the 
pontifex maximus of the Roman Cath­
olic! church.

* Cardinal Macchi, secretary of apos­
tolic briefs, announced to the crowd 
assembled before St. Peter's Aug. 4 
thai Sarto had been chosen, and that 
lie had taken the name of'Pius X. The 
troops o‘n duty immediately lined up 
■on the piazza and presented arms. 
Them Pope Plus X. appeared inside the 
baldony of the basilica and blessed the 
populace amid the acclamations of the 
■enormous crowd assembled on the pl-

a certain indication that the recipient 
is soon to be raised to the cardlnalate.

As the new pontiff stepped from be­
hind the altar, the only touch of color 
about him being his red and gold 
shoes, he really seemed to be the em­
bodiment of his holy office. His face 
was pale and softened by emotion. He 
paused a moment aa he came before 
the expectant cardinals and then 
seated himself on the throne with a 
hurried movement, as though he had 
suddenly grown weak. His back was 
to the altar and he was enthroned to 
serve the go-called “first obedience” of 
the cardinals. They came forward, 
one by one. some calm and smiling, 
others sober and noncommittal, while 
still others found difficulty, even at 
that hour/ in concealing their disap-

alowly opened and the great gleaming 
cross was seen the impatience became 
extremie.

Slewly^Cardinal Machi, secretary of 
the congregation of apostolic briefs, 
advanced and exclaimed in a  loud 
voice:

Crossing himself, Sarto ralsed/Zhls 
hand and in a voice palpabiy/frem- 
ulous he said as soon as the cries 
from below gave an opportunity: 

“Auditorium nostrum in nomine 
Domini.”'

To this came in reply from thou­
sands of voices the cry:

“Qui fecit cbelum et terram!”
In a thrilling voice the pope re­

sponded: ■**
“Sit nomen Domini benedictum!’* 
Then raising himself to his full 

height and leaning forward as much 
as possible he intoned:

“Benedicat vos omnipotens Deus,” 
etc., which called forth such applause 
that several minutes elapsed before 
the pontiff could retire. He then drew 
back and the procession re-forming, 
turned to the ducal hall. At the mo­
ment of leaving the window Pius X. 
turned to Mgr. Bisletl, who happened 
to be beside him, and said:

’I shall never again feel just the 
same emotion."

The new Pope is not so well known 
as some of the other cardinals who 
were leading candidates for: the head 
of the church, but he is said to be very 
pious, yet broad and liberal minded. 
Of course he Is an Italian.

What is regarded as even more sig­
nificant than the new Pope’s nation­
ality is the fact that he is generally 
believed to have been favored by Leo. 
XIII. for the august office to which he 
has now been elected.

It was not more than a year before 
his death that the best beloved Leo, 
in conversation with Father Lorenzo 
Pcrosi, the Italian composer,, referred 
to Cardinal Sarto, the patriarch of 
Venice, in now historic terms:

‘ Hold him very dear, Perosi,” said 
his holiness on that occasion, referring 
to Sarto, "as in the future he.will be 
able to do much for you. We firmly 
believe he will be our successor.”

S K E T C H  O F  T H E  N E W  P O P E .

S o rn  a t  R ie s i , I ta ly / in 1835— A M an o f  
L ib e r a l V ie w s .

Giuseppe Sart'b, the new pope, was 
born in Riesi.- diocese of Treviso, 
northern Italy. June 2, 1835. and was 
created cardinal by Leo XIII. at the 
consistory of June 12. 1893, receiving 
r.ho title of S. Bernado delle Terma. He 
is also patriarch cf Venice since June, 
1893, and Bishop of Mantua- He be­
longs to the ecclesiastical congrega­
tions of bishops and regulars, sacred 
rites, indulgences and sacred relics.

Pope Pius X. is very learned; in the 
ecclesiasrical doctrines, is modest, 
energetic, a good administrator and 
organizer, a patron of the arts, and his 
seriousness always has been proverb­
ial. He, has been known for many 
years as one of the greatest preachers 
in the church. Pius X. onjoyed great, 
popularity in his diocese, and was 
honored by all for his purity, for the 
strict uprightness of his life and for 
liberal I??ns. He is e\ modest and 
agreeable man, highly cultivated, kind- 
hearted, still strong and robust in. 
spite cf his 68 years. He has never 
taken much part in the political and 
public life of*the church but has divid­
ed his time between study and good 
works. _ •

Although most faithful to the holy 
see, he was presented to the kifcg and 
queen of Italy in Venice. He may be' 
considered among the more liberal 
members of the Italian episcopate and 
sacred college. He fs rather timid in 
expressing §a opinipn. It |s  said 
Leo XII* always thought very highly 
bf him and sided with him on one oc­
casion when Sarto disapproved of 
Rampolla’s policy.

Maud Howe, daughter of Mrs. Julia 
Ward Howe, who resided in Rome for 
many years, writing on "Who Will Be 
the Next Pope?” in the Outlook for 
the week dated Aug. 1, says of Cardi­
nal Sarto:

“He is one of the most popular of 
the cardinals and is much beloved by 
the Venetians. He is & prudent, cor- 
peace between the opposing factions 
directly opposing the policy of Leo 
XIII., he is noted for his abstinence 
fi;om all aggressive action, and his In­
fluence is always exerted to keep tho 
peace between the opposing factions. 
When King Umberto went to Venice 
to meet the emperor of Germany. Car­
dinal Sartc announced^ his intention of 
making a  state visit to the king. A 
hint was sent him from the Vatican 
that his course might not be a wise 
one and that he had best be absent 
from Venice at the time of the king’s 
visit The decision was left, however, 
with Sarto, who carried out his origin­
al plan, made fils state visit to th£ 
king , and. ft Is said mentioned , the 
fact that the Vatican had advised 
against it.

Valuable Fruit Lists.
Many mistakes are made iq the 

planting of fruit trees because the 
planters do not take advantage of the 
opportunities they have for the se­
curing of reliable information on va­
rieties. Our state experiment stations 
and state horticultural societies have 
at great expense and after years of 
labor prepared lists of the fruits that 
are reasonably certain to do well on 
the soils of the state. One of rthe 
states, Indiana, has prepared this list 
according to counties, and this is a 
very great help when the farmer is 
preparing to set out ah orchard of any 
kind of fruit. The lists are of course 
not complete, as it is manifestly im­
possible to include varieties that will 
do well In a part of the state, but are 
not certain to do well In all. Except 
where lists are fitted to suit counties 
instead of states, the varieties’ recom­
mended are such as will give good 
results within the limits of the state 
for which they are made. In a stat# 
like Illinois,: nearly 400 miles in 
length, the -variation of soil and cli­
mate is very great. This has led the 
Illinois State Horticultural Society to 
divide the state into three portions 
known as the northern, the central 
and the southern parts. For each of 
these three sections there Is a differ­
ent list. The tree planter has a  very 
difficult problem to handle when he 
tries to choose between varieties. ;He 
needs to make careful and continued 
inquiry. Especially must he study the 
varieties that are grown in his neigh­
borhood, if there are any suefi.

Tho states differ enormously in their 
fruit lists. Thus east of Indiana the 
Baldwin js  found among the number 
of recommended varieties. Of It the 
Ohio list says: “One of the best win­
ter apples for the northern part of 
the state, but is a fall apple in south­
ern counties. Very prolific, bears ev­
ery other year, not seriously affected 
by apple scab.” It would be a great 
mistake for a Wisconsin grower to 
take this as suitable for bis state. If 
he planted an orchard of Baldwin 
trees he would doubtless have cause 
to regret It. His orchard would be 
killed out by some of the dry winters 
and he would pronounce apple grow­
ing a failure. But the fault wquld 
be with himself in not having select­
ed the proper variety or varieties. This 
is especially true of plums. The Ohio 
list puts Abundance (a Japanese va­
riety) at the head of recommended 
plums. This might do for any lo­
cality south of Chicago and north of 
Tennessee, but it would be mislead­
ing If applied in Wisconsin or Minne­
sota.

Incidentally It may be remarked that 
some of our states are behind in this 
work and some that have completed 
lists have admitted varieties that are 
In dispute as to their adaptability. 
Thus we notice some of the Japanese 
plums in the Wisconsin list, while 
some of the leading plum growers in 
that state declare that Japanese plums 
there succeed only in very favorable 
locations and do not do well as a 
general thing.

>  /  S tr a w b e r r y  E n e m ie s .

In • common.Vwitly' all other domestic 
trulls the strawberry,r has its insect 
and fungus enemies, says a straw­
berry grower. Among the more de­
structive of the former are the white
grubs, a name given to the larval 
stages of the different species of the 
June beetles. As these work no' ap 
parent injury until the patch Is two 
years old, it is advisable "where Injury 
it liable to occur to plow under thfi 
patch aa  soon as the first crop is har­
vested. Other Insect pests are the 
Strawberry Sawfly, or slug, and the 
Strawberry Leaf Roller. These may 
be controlled to a certain extent by 
spraying. Rust, or Strawberry Leaf 
Blight, as it is commonly called, Is 

j perhaps the most destructive enemy 
of strawberry culture, ^hls disease 
if not checked, soon spreids all over 
the leaves and attacks the fruit stems, 
often completely girdling them, caus­
ing them to shrivel up, and the ber­
ries are consequently useless. Fifty 
per cent of the crop Is often lost from 
this cause. The most satisfactory 
remedy for this evil is spraying with 
the Bordeaux mixture, which should 
b e  applied in  July or August of the 
previous Fear and before and after 
blossoming of the fruiting season.

M ichigan -Fruit Prospects.
The M ichigan D epartm ent of. A gri­

cu ltu re  reports  the fru it  conditions of

The theory of Loeb and Matthews 
that the nervous impulse, although it 
brings in electricity, is far from re­
garding tne transmission of that im­
pulse! as identical v. ith a simple elec- 
trical current In a medical journal;

Estep always had an eye cut 
for a particularly promising coop, and 
usually kept in mind the place where 
it had been stored away.
