A murder was committed in Detroit
Monday night which for gruesome-
ness and, brutality in alrn.ost without a
parallel ip the criminal history of toe
world, not excepting even the White-
eapel murders lu Ixmdon. England. It
was the fiendish deed of a pervert ami
the victim an innocent ladW 4H years
named Alphonse WelmeA. The little,
fellow had been playing about home
in the early afternoon; but nothing is
known of his movements after that
time. Ills mutilated body was found
Tuesday morning showing the per-
petration of a crime horrible almost
beyond belief. The little corpse was
found among a pile of molding boxes
on the commons hack and east of the
Michigan stove works plant. The
child's dark -blue knee trousers were
pulled down, bis red-striped, shirt
pulled up. the waist opened and bis
white undershirt out from top to IK>t-
tom and soaked with the little one's
life-blood. A long piece of copper wire
was tied around his right wrist so
tightly as to cut deep into the flesh.
An old red handkerchief, a bandana,
was forced down his throat so com-
pletely us to leave only ft very small
end exposed and to render Jt'difficult

to remove it The injuries inflicted,
however, were appalling. One could
not gaze wui»on them without the

strongest feeling of reptilsion tpward
tlie perpetrator and of unmeasurable
pity for the little victim of so das-
tardly a crime.

Colombia (‘anal Treaty.

A cablegram dated August 12‘has
been received at the state department
from Minister Reaupre at Bogota, say-
ing that the Panama canal treaty has
been rejected unanimously by the
Colombian senate.

President Itdosevelt was Immediate-
ly advised of the news.

Very little additional information
concerning the action of the Colom-
bian senate could be obtained at the
state department. The information in
the cablegram was meager and there
was no intimation whether the treaty
might not again be brought up for con-
sideration.

Section 4 of the rsthmian canal act
provides that should the president be
unable to obtain a satisfactory title to
the property uf the new Panama Canal
Company and control of the-necessary
territory ami the rights necessary to
the construction of the canal from
tbe republic of Colombia, he shall
make the necessary treaties with Costa
Aica and Nicaragua and proceed with
sthe construction of a canal by the
jSicaraguau route.

It will he impossible for President
Marroquln to again submit the treaty
to the Colombian congress lu its pres-
ent form. The senate having rejected
it. the treaty cannot again come, be-
fore that body except by the senate's
own vote. President Marroquln, how-
ever can *end the treaty slightly
amended to the senate and reopen the
canal debate, it is believed at the Co-
lumbian legation that President Marro-
Quin will adopt some such procedure.

Pompeii during the twenty years that
elapsed between that date and the de-
struction of it in A D. 79. Christian-
ity made rapid strides, and it is quite
natural to think it reached Pompeii,
thirty miles from Pczzuoli, within the
space of twenty years.

The most interesting, and, indeed,
the most remarkable of discoveries,
more or less associated with this sub-
ject, was that made in June, 1882, a
fresco in Which what seems the “Judg-
ment of Solomon” is clearly repre-
sented, though the figures are dwarfs.
When it was brought to light it was
described as the first representation
of a sacred subjectyet found in Pom-
peii. It was transferred at once to
Naples museum, where it may now be
seen. It is S feet 6 inches In length
by T9 inches high, and is surrounded
by a black line about one inch In
width.

“The scene.” wrote Mr. E. Neville
Rolfe. the British consul at Naples,
who was, | believe, the first to make
its discovery known to the English-
speaking world, “the scene is laid
upon- a terrace in front of a house
adorned with creeping plants and
shaded with a white awning. On a
dais, represented as being about four
feet high, sits the Kking, holding a
scepter, and robed in white. On each
side of hfm sits a councillor, and be-
hind them six soldiers under arms.
The king Is represented as leaning
over the front of the dais toward a
woman In a green robe, who kneels
before him with disheveled hair and
outstretched hands.

“In the center of the court is a
three-legged table, like a butcher’s

has an Importance. Id a house in
one of the narrower streets of Pom-
peii, in the quarter, supposed to have
been inhabited by the primitive Chris-
tians, there is also a fresco of a wom-
an riding on an ass, with an infant in
her arms, and a man by her side, in
which Borne see a representation of
“The Flight Into Egypt.” If such be
the subject of this early fresco, it is
by some centuries the earliest repre-
sentation in art, so far as is yet
known, of that memorable eyent; and
it Is evident that the work rpust have
been produced at a comparatively
short time after the even! it copa
memorates, at a time Indeed when the
story of it might be told by contem-
poraries.

The tendency cf the evidence de-'
rived front these discoveries made at
long intervals of time, takejn in con-
junction with the- great probability
that Christianity had reached Pom
peii some years prior to thf destruc-
tion of that city, is all towards fur-
nishing an affirmative ans~fer to the
question. Were there Christians in
Pompeii?

Of the other people of Pompeii we
know much. It is no exaggeration to
say that of all the ancient; cities of
the earth no one has revealed so much
of its inner life and mar.ncrd and cus-
toms, its vices and its arl®. us. be-
liefs and its costumes, andj all that
can be known, as Pompeii.

Herein one side we wander into
the Temple of Venus, where! the wur
ship of that deity prevailed ;l anon we
pass into the serai-ruined amphithe
ater. once clamorous with the shout?
of maddened multitudes, now (abandon-
ed and silent save for its marvelous
echo.

The empty houses, with the painted
columns, rising Into the blue air, and
now supporting nothing, for the roofs
are gone, make the place desolate and
lonely to the sensitive mind. Tet

EXTENT OF LIFE INSURANCE.
United States- Easily Leads the Reet
of the World. »

Everey one knows, bf course, that
life Insurance has made great progress
In this country of recent years. The-
United States easily leads the world
in this matter. The American com-
panies do a big insurance business
abroad, especially in England and Ger-
many; and have so aroused the jeal-
ousy of some of the German com-
panies that they have tried to induce
thfe government to shut out American
life insurance, or at least, so discrim-
Ina< against it as to discourage the

buai. = Even Americans, however,
have ‘ Idea of the life insurance
business .i this country. The Insur-

ance Press of New York, has collected
some flgun for 1902. These returns
from 9333 cities ana towns, which
very nearly covered the whole coun-
try, show a total of $320,169,382 paid
out by the insurance companies for
fast year. That the business is in-
creasing is shown by the fact that the
payments are $16,600,000 greater than
for 1901, $36,100,000 greater than for
1900 and $39,200,000 over 1899. New
York received $22,945,745 of life in-
surance; Philadelphia, $8,926,038;
Chicago, $6,922,457; Brooklyn, $6,803- ¢
277, Boston, $6,024,582, and New Or- o
leans, $1,623,820. New Orleans makes
a good showing throughout.
Philadelphia, Boston and Cincinnati
carry relatively the largest'amount of
Mfe insurance, Brooklyn, Baltimore,
Pittsburg and Providence are good in-
surers. Chicago mkkes a very poor

showing; so do Cleveland, Buffalo,
Jersey City, Kansas City and San
Francisco.

In the matter of States, New York
makes the best showing, then Penn-
sylvania. Massachusetts, Ohio, Illinois
ind New Jersey.—New Orleans Times-

BRIGANDAGE IN ITALY’S HILLS.
Standing Rewards for Capture of Ban-

dits Seldom Paid by Government

Brigands are constantly giving
trouble to the Italian government,
which seems rather strange In view of
the fact that rewards are assured
to any persons who wage a successful
war against these law-breakers. Ac-
cording to an edict which dates back
to the time when the Pope was all
powerful In Italy, and which is still
ia force, anyone who captures a bri-
gand alive and who hands him over
to justice is entitled to a reward of
$900; anyone who kills a brigand will
receive a reward of $500; anyone who
captures a brigand chief win get
$1,200, and any brigand who betrays
an accomplice will be pardoned for his
past crimes and will receive $100 as
an additional reward. This last re-
ward has seldom been paid, since
Italian brigands are not accustomed
to betray each other.

Militia Save* Gettysburg.

There is one' factor in the opera-
tions of the two armies in the Gettys-
burg campaign, says Abraham B.
Green in the~New York Herald, that
is entirely eliminated by most histor-
ians and by Gen. John B. Gordon and
Daniel E. Sickles. aDd that is the
militia troops of New York and Penn-
sylvania who defended Harrisburg and
the line of Susquehanna. Gen. Gordon
states that he was leading the advance
of Elwell's corps and was ready to
cross the river at Wrightsville and
march on Pniladelphia, but was pre-
vented by the burning of the bridge;
but he omits to stkte. as do other
writers, that it was the militia who
burned the bridge and who were
ready on the opposite bank of the
river to dispute his crossing and to
defend Harrisburg and Philadelphia.
Gen. Gordon thinks that if he had not
been withdrawn from his attack on
the Union right on the first day the
Confederates might have won the vic-
tory. But what would have resulted
if the New York militia, 13,000 strong,
had not been on hand to check this
march on Harrisburg? It is all very
wefi to say forty years after the bat-
tle that Elwell was recalled from his
attack on Harrisburg by Lee, when the
fact is that he was foiled- in his at-
tempt to cross ‘the river and was
checked by the determined stand tak-
en by the militia troops on the other
side. )

The war department Issued an order
(General Order No. 195, June 29, 1863)
promising a medal of honor for the

services of these troops—services
which Gen. George W. 'Wingate de-
scribes as “a forlorn hope”—but it

has never been issued. The regiments
from New York were the Eighth, Sev

enty-flrst, Thirteenth, Twenty-third,
Twenty-eighth. Fifty-second. Fifty-
sixth, Eleventh, Twenty-second and

Thirty-seventh, and were composed of
such soldiers as Woodward, Aspin-
wall, Everdell, Bokee, John Q. Adams,
Varian, Dakin, Asa Bird Gardiner.
Wingate. James B. Bache. Ludlam and
many other men well known since in
military and busings? circles. Several
bills have been Introduced In congress
to approprlte money for these medals,
but they have all failed to pass. The
only survivor of the militia at Gettys-
burg who has received a medal is Col
Asa Bird Gardiner.

To show the character of the rifle fire
poured on the men manning the guns
it may be said that in the time given
to firing nine rounds, twenty-seven bul-
lets passed through the lid of the lim-
ber chest and thirty-nine bullets
through, the sponge bucket of the right
gun. In spite of the fact that no men
could live in such a fire, offlcerswf a
Vermont regiment and of the Ninety-
Fifth Pennsylvania ran to the assis-
tance of Lieut.
