Preservation of Eggs.

German papers state that it is pos-
sible to keep eggs fresh for any length
of time by simply immersing them in a
10 per cent solution of silicia of soda,
commonly called “liquid glass.” This
produces tlie formation of a coating
which renders the eggs perfectly air-
tight, and when so treated they retain
their fresh taste for many months.
The best proof, of the efficacy of this
process has been furnished by the fact
that such eggs, after having been kept
for a whole year,” were hatched, and
tile chickens were strong and healthy.
The preserving solution is best pre-
pared by dissolving one pound of
liquid glass in four quarts of cold
water. The eggs are then immersed
in tLis.solution, which should be kept
in a glared earthenware vessel. If one
Df these preserved eggs is to be boiled,
the shell must first be perforated, in
arder to prevent cracking.

One
is apt to think he is obtaining the
best results if the current of air is
directed tqward him. but more real
comfort is derived when, in addition
to keeping up the circulation, the
motor supplies fresh air.

Comets and Asteroids.

Dr. Callsfidrcau of the Bureau of
Longitudes of Paris has printed the
result of a comparison ot the orbits
of the asteroids and of the periodic
comets of short period, and has formu-
lated the following conellisions: 1.
At the inferior limit of the asteroidal
ring at small aphelion distances small
eccentricities and inclinations are to
be found. 2. The eccentricities in-
crease with the aphelion distances,
but this is not true for the inclina-
tions. The orbits appear to be di-
visible into two groups; tbp action of,
Jupiter is manifest in the distribution
of the orbits. 3. At greater dis-
tances at the extreme limit of the
zone the short period comets are dis-
tributed in a special manner. . The
marked variations of the eccentricities
«at less distances, followed by a di-
minution of the perihelion distance,
an appulse to the orbit of Jubiter. and
the mechanical and physical action of
the planet explain the apparition of
new comets. These bodies being
loosely constituted'are frequently dis-
solved, leaving thus a provision of
matter available for new formations.

New Safety Lamp.

From far off Australia comes an in-
vention designed to make impossible
an explosion or setting fire to the oil
when a lamp is accidentally broken
by the tipping of a table or other
cause. How this result is accom-
plished is easily understood by an ex-
amination of the picture, which shows
a hollow tube running through the cen-

witlh the blaze. When the lamp is to
be carried about the house, it is neces-
sary to grip the jever shown at one
side of the standard, thus supporting

the weight and preventing the ex-
tinguishing of the flame.

Improved Thermometer.

One of the difficulties to bo over-
come in constructing a sensitive plati-
num thermometer is to restrict the-
size' of the coil of wire forming the
bulb. In order to havo |a sufficient
length of wire, it is often necessary to-
make the bulb -inconveniently largo,
and thereby sacrifice quickness of reg-
I#ter. Aiorm of thermometer describ-
ed hy Messrs. Il. T. Baruosjand D. Mc-
Intosh. according to the 1Or.don Elec-
trical Engineer, overcomes this diffi-
culty to a considerable extent. Briefly,
thej thermometer consists of two con-
centric glass tubes, fused together a*
the; end. with the wire wound on the
inner tube in a thread etched into th«
glass.

The flouring mill history of lower
Michigan showsla gradual decline in
this industry;.and this fact is nowhere
more apparent than in the township of
Plymouth, indicating how the great
milling combines of the northwest,
aided by the developement of rail and
lake transportation, have filched this
industry from the interior of Michigan.
Between the years of 1828 and 1840
there were erected and operated in
Plymouth township, on the north
branch of the Rouge river, six flouring
mills,-as follows: The Plymouth mills,
Phoenix, Mead’s, Wayne County, Argo
and the Northville mills. These water
power mills had an aggregate output
of 600 barrels per day, which was toted
to Detroit by team for export. To-day
few of these mills are standing, of
which two, the Phoenix and the Argo,
are devoted to pure food products and
the othertwo, the Plymouth and North,
ville mill are putting out 200 barrels
daily for home consumption only.

The adornment of church doors la
an art of ancient date that still flour-
ishes in Italy. The Church of Santa
Sabina, on the Aventine at Rome, has
a door of cedar wood carved with
scriptural scenes, and the work dates
from the fifth century. A few days
ago, at an interval of fifteen centuries,
the central door of the Florentine
cathedral was unveiled in the presence
of King Victor Emmanuel Ill., and its

completion. This door, divided in the
center, consists of twenty-eight bas-
reliefs. arranged in chronological
order, each possessing a special frame,
adorned with a band of ivy leaves, and
having at each angle the head of a
prophet or a sybil. Twenty of the sub-
jects are taken from the New Testa-
ment; the others represent the evan-
gelists and the doctors of the church.

The “Baptism of Christ” begins to

bas-reliefs in gilded bronze show' that
the art of adorning doors has not yet
died out of Italian art.

As an engraved frontispiece to a
book giving hints of the beauty that
was within, the door or door frame of
an ancient church was made a work
of art.

It was in 1180 that Bonnano of Pisa
made the gates of the duomo in his
native city; 200 years later, save two
—that Is, in 1378, the greatest maker
of bronze doors that tfee world has yet
beheld was born at Florence, Lorenzo
Ghiberti.

Brunelleschi, born a year before Ghi-
berti, who will come into competition
with him later, is distinguished In the
history of art for the construction of
the grandiose cupalo on *he Cathedral
cf Florence, the prototype of Michael
Angelo’s cupola of St. Peter’s in
Rome. Ponatello, the marvelous
sculptor, whose influence has been as
new wine among the artists of his
time, was eight years younget than
Ghiberti. ! .

The contest of competing artists for
the-commission offered by the signoria
for the two bronze doors of the bap-
tistry of San Giovanni is well known.
Every visitor to the National Museum
of the Bargello in Florence may com-
pare the specimens of workmanship
sent In by the two prominent rivals,
Brunelleschi and Ghiberti.

The subject chosen was the Sacri-
fice of Isaac. “This story,” as Vasari
has it, “comprising landscape with
human figures, nude and clothed, as
well as those of animals; the foremost
of these figures was to be in full relief,
the second in half-relief, and the third

show the tendency of Ghiberti to the
pictorial rather than the sculptural
style of expression. The perspective
of the scene is felt, and the movement
of the arm of the Baptist lis gltite in
the favorite manner of the master.
The movement of the angels on the
left present these combinations of
rounded lines which Ghiberti favored.
Then come the second or eastern
doors of the same baptistry, executed
by the same artist, and on which he
spent close on twenty years. While
Gniberti was at work on the first
gate Brunelleschi had beeu rendering
it possible to apply the rules of per-
spective the arts of design, and
thus the great master of bronze work
became in his newer effort the su-
preme type of the “painter-sculptor;
The *,icond gate contains only ten
I"Jels, but any one who studies them
will see that they conta.n certain
scenes, and that they resemble pic
tures as well as bas-reliefs. See the
marvelous use made of perspective In
t.ie History of Joseph, where the great
buildiDg in the background seems to
stand out full and rounde”®. Or note
again the deep distance into which
the eye seems to penetrate within the
porticos in the background of the his-
tory of Jacob and Esau, \olumes
might be written upon tjie subjects
treated and mode of theif treatment.
The briefest and the truest pane-
gyric on them is that which Vasari
tells Michael Angelo, on being asked
what he thought of them, k*d whether
they were beautiful, replied: "“They
are so beautiful that they might fit-
tingly stand at the gates of Paradise!”

MELTED AWAY LIKE SNOW;

Rapid Disappearance of a One: Power*
ful Indian Tribe.

That the red man is passing from
the face of the world has long been a
matter of common remark. The truth
of the saying never received more
striking proof than in the case of the
Pawnees, who were removed to Okla-
homa from Nebraska in 1876. At the
time of their renloval from Nebraska
the tribe numbered 2,500 souls. To-
day there are less than 500. The'Paw-
nees were given exceptionally good al-
lotments in Oklahoma. The climate
is practically the same as that of their
former home, and, ,in fact, everything
has been done by the government to
promote their welfare and happiness.

For some unaccountable reason they
have sickened and died, urtil the day
Is not far distant when the Pawnee
tribe will be extinct. The mortality
among them has been growing steadi-
ly year by year. In 1882, six years
after their removal to Oklahoma, the
tribe had shrunk to 940, and the cen-
sus of 1000 showed but 600 living
Pawnees.

It is a curious thing that the chil-
dren of these Indians appear most
rugged, but after passing their twenty-

fifth birthday a peculiar and unac-
countable malady attacks them and
they apparently lose interest in life

and gradually waste away, death over-
taking them in their prime. Scientists
and professional men generally of the
Indian office have been attracted by
this peculiar condition of things, but
have not as yet been able'to ascer-
tain what Nemesis pursues the rugged
Pawnee after his twenty-fifth birth-
day is reached.

How Richard Wagner Disconcerted
Presumptuous Writer.

When Mascagni was in San Fran-
cisco recently one of his accomplish-
ments which most attracted attention
was his ability to conduct almost en-
tirely without a score.

Whereupon *Wagner secured his re-
venge on his presumptuous critic by
announcing the fact that the score in
front of him the previous evening was
that of Rossinis opera. “The Barber

Before Antietam.

As these vast American armies, the
one clad in blue and the other in gray,
stood contemplating each? other from
the adjacent hills, flaunting their de-
fiant banners, they presented an array
of ~martial splendor that was e« not
equaled perhaps, on any. other field.
It was in marked contrast with other
battlegrounds. On the .open plain,
where stood these hostile hosts in long
lines, listening lIn silence for the sig-
nal summoning them to battle, there
were no breastworks, no abatis, no in-
tervening woodlands, nor.abrupt bills,
nor hiding places, nor . impassable
Streams. The r-pace over, which the
assaulting Columns were to march, and
on which Was scon to occur the tre-
mendous struggle, consisted of smooth
and gentle undulations and a narrow
valley covered with green grass and
growing corn. From the position as-
signed me, near the center of l.ee's
Upes. both armies and the entire field
were In view. The scene was not only
magnificent to look upon, but the rea-
lization cf what it meant was deeply
In~esslve. Even in times of peace
bu?'sensibilities, are stirred by the
sght of a great army passing in re-
view. How infiintely more thrilling
in the dread moments before the bat-
tle to look upon two mighty armies
upon the tame plain, "beneath spread
ensigns and bristling bayonets,” wait-
ing for the impending crash and sick-
ening carnage!

Behind McClellan's army the coun-
try was open and traversed by broad
macadamized road? leading to Wash-
ington and Baltimore. The defeat,
therefore, or even the total rout of
the Union forces meant not neces-
sarily the destruction of that army,
but more probably its temporary dis-
organization and rapid retreat through
a country abounding in supplies, and
toward cities rich in men and means.
Behind Lee's Confederates, on the
other hand, was the Potomac river, too
deep to be forded by his infantry, ex-
cept at certain points. Defeat and
total rout of his army meant, there-,
fore, not only its temporary disorgan-
ization. but its possible destruction,
and yot that bold leader'did not hesi-
tate to give battle.—Gen. John B.
Gordon, in Scribners.

Maine's First Artillery.

Major Charles J. House. «ierk of the
.office of the labor commission, and
Capt. Horace H. Shaw of Portland
« have about completed the history of
the' First Maine heavy artillery, which
was mustered into service in Bangor.
August 21. 1862.

1'he history of the First Maine
heavy artillery is of special interest
from the fact that it lost more men
than any other of the 4,000 jegimenti
to, the civil war. a total of 441, as
against'-the second heaviest loser, the
Eighth New York heavy artillery,
with a record of 361.

» The loss of this Maine regiment at
Petersburg was the heaviest of-any
regiment in a single action, the num-
ber killed and subsequent deaths from
wounds being 242, against 207 in the
Eighth New York at Cold Harbor. The
Maine loss of 155 at Spottsylvania; was
the third heaviest of,any regiment
In a sffcgle' action. There were a.200
men originally enlisted in this Maine
regiment. 239 hailing from Bangor.

The loss to the regiment during
tife 36 days from May 19 to June 18,
1864, inclusive, was 404 Kkilled, 789
Vounded and lo taken prisoners, mak-
ing a total loss in this Bhcrt period of
1,208.

During the three days’ battle of Pe-
tersburg the second artov crops, com-
posed of 84 regiments gnd four batter-
ies, lost 59 commissioned officers, 14
of whom, or almost 24;per cent, were
officers of the First Maine heavy ar-
tillery. In the two battles of Spottsyl-
vania and Petersburg there were a
total of 746 members of the regiment
wqunded. At the four engagements of
Cold Harbor. Boydton Road- siege of
Petersburg and Deatonville there was
a total of 113 Wounded.

The greatest number taken prison-
ers at one time was at Jerusalem
Plant read. June 22. 1864. when 22
went off with.the enemy. There are
537 survivors scattered over various
sections of Maine and .Massachusetts,
a few having drifted to the west and
south. The only field officers now liv-
ing above the rank of captain.are
Major C. V. Crossffian of Bangor and
Brevet Brigadier General Charles
Hamlin, reporter of decisions.—Port-
land, Me..

Kentucky Soldiers.

"I remember how shocked some of
the boys from Ohio were on one of oufl
first scouting expe.litions,” says a;
veteran. "“We were prowling along a
ravine when the scouts or skirmish-
ers reported armed men on the other
side of the stream. There was some
confusion, but before instructions
could be given ont of our men fired
at a man who had shown hlpiself well
up the hill, and whose body a minute
later came tumbling doypn toward'us.
our scout had recognized a man wht>.
as the leader of a guerrilla band, had
burned the house of his father and
driven the family from the neighbor-
hood. and had shot him through the
head. Thereupon the guerrillas scat-
tered and our own men discussed the
shooting -with' many expressions of
disapproval.

“That; Ight several Kentuckians dtw
appeared from camp, and we learned
later that they had joined some men
of another regiment, pursued the rebel
guerrillas and had killed three more
of them. One day our company.«ame
suddenly on a superior force of the
enemy and the order was to retreat
Some of the men took to the woods,
however, and rallying some of their
old neighbors serving in other com-
panies. ambushed the rebels and drove
them back. As they put It. they were
in the service to fight the rebels, and
if they couldn’t do it one way they
would another. Many men of this
character won in Wolford's First Ken-
tucky cavairy. and were notrious for
their disposition to scatter over the
country on a march."

Veterans Will be Welcomed.

Referring to the coming encamp-
ment of the G. A. R, the San Francis-
co Chronicle says:

"For the second time the Grand
Army of the Republic, will hold Its an-
nual encampment in this city. Doubt-
less also it will be the Sev-
enteen years ago the encampment met
here, and that body is not likely to
revisit any city at shorter intervals.
Seventeen years hence there wfll
doubtless remain some straggling rein-
nants of that mighty host, who, with
feeble steps, will wend their way to
the appointed rendezvous once* more
to meet their old comrades in anu$
and renew their vows of fraternity,
charity and loyalty. But they-will not
be here. Trie fatigue cf so long a Jour-
ney will be impossible,at their great
age. Whatever honor San Francisco
ever intends to pay to the survivors of
the great struggle for the Union its
people must prepare to pay now. When
the coming encampment, which Is to
meet here in August, breaks up we
shall part with that body of veterans
forever.”

Confederates Aid Unio™*Veteran.

A strange and affecting scene re-
cently was enacted before a court in
Augusta. Ga. A man named George
Moore was arraigned, before the court
charged with burglary. He was a
Union veteran and-was with Sherman
in the "March to the Sea.” r It was
claimed that he stole in order to sup-
ply himself with food, for hp was very
needy and nearly 70 years old. He
pleaded guilty and threw himself on
the mercy of the court. The presiding
judge, William Gary,* was a Confed-
erate veteran, and the jury was large-
ly made up of the same class df men.
The jury brought in a verdict of-guilty j
but recommended the prisoner to the
mercy of the court. Thereupon the
judge fined the prisoner $1—which
Capt. Smytbe, a Union veteran and
the postmaster, immediately tendered.
H» was anticipated, however, by Capt!
John W. Clark, sheriff, a Confederate
veteran, who paid the fine, which the
judge ordered the clerk to turn over to
the prisoner.
