Reviewing the annual tragedy of the 

Fourth of July as celebrated in R e­
states north| of Dixie-’the Journal of 
the American Medical association 
finds that the total number of authen­
ticated cases of death or severe injury 
due to the Fourth of . July, 1903, was 
4.458. Of these 415 deaths were due 
to tetanus; (10 resulted from the use of 
fireworks or explosives not causing 
lockjaw;. 10 persons'were made blind, 
(o losr one eye each. 54 lost hands, 
arms or legs, 174 lost one or more 
fingers, and 8,070 received other severe 
injuries. These figures represent only 
the cases, where full authentication 
was possible and are not believed to 
present oue-lialf of the real number of 
Fourth of July accidents in the United 
States. Q

On the 
farm  especially w here the!labor should 
be reduced to  a  minimum ; w e find th& 
le a s t a tten tion  paid to  j work-saving 
arrangem ents. T he la lge  pou Try- 
keepers go about the  m a tte r  in  a  busi­
ness like way and m ake arrangem ents 
for th e  autom atic w ate ring  of the 
fowls and thus  save m ady step s and 
much a tten tion . B ut on m ost farm s 
th.e w oman -of the  hopse or some 
m em ber o f ' th e  fam ily has to  keep 
w atch o f th e  hens to  see th a t th e ir  
w a te r supply does not fail. T h is  gives 
one m ore th ing  to th ink  1 abou t in the 
care of poultry , and it m akes many 
steps necessary . T he open pans get 
slim y, and  the  w ate r ge ts  w arm  in 
th e  sum m er sun  and becomes a  good 
breeding  p lace for germ s th a t some­
tim es ca rry  destruction  jto th e  flock. 
T here is no doubt tha[t th e  w ate r 
trough is  a  very* common m eans of 
spreading  roup from  one fowl to an ­
other.

T he re  a r e  num erous autom atic 
w atering  devices, but m ost of the  
com m ercial a rrangem ents are  tco 
sm all to  be serviceable] They hold 
enough w ater fo r a  sittin g  hen and 
flock of chicks, but that] is abou t all. 
In fact, fo r a  .fleck of hen and chicks 
a  li ttle  home-made arrangem en t will 
suffice. T ake a  shallow  Ipan th a t will 
nbt ru s t and inve rt in It a  quart or 
la rger bottle full of watejv The w ater 
will flow out of it only [till th e  a ir is 
shu t off by  the  ris ing  w ate r in the 
pan. A fter th a t the  w ate r w ill run 
out of the  bottle into the  pan only 
as  fas t as the  w ate r ifi th e  pan is 
lowered. This bo ttle  \lill hold the 
w ater for several days’ 'supply. The 
pan th a t holds i t  may j be made of 
wood ra th e r  than  of mj^tal and th is 
will save all tendency tp  ru s t in the 

'm a te ria l.
An autom atic  fountain  of any size 

may be made, for the  .large flock. A 
barre l may be used if it  is desired. A 
wine barre l should be fitted with, an 
iron pipe running  from  the  bottom  of 
the  barre l to the  trough: in  w hich the 
fowlB a re  to  receive th e ir  w ater. This 
pipe should have a  fauce t in it  a t  
som e point so th a t th e  W ater may be 
tu rned  off. w hile the  barre l is being 
filled. This ba rre l full j>f w a te r will 
la st several days. It i t  (is desired to  
give th e  fow ls pure w ater all th e  time, 
a  little  h o le . m ay be bored in the 
trough th a t  w ill allow th e  w ate r to  
run ou t and  th is w ill In tu rn  draw  the  
w ate r from  th e  barrel. T he stream  
can be adjusted  to  any! size so th a t 
th e  w ate r in  th e  barre l will la st as 
long as desired: W here th e  farm er 
has a  wind-mill, ta n k  and hose, tne  
barrel may be easily filled a t any 
tim e, and the  ow ner will feel like 
being m ore liberal w ith the  w ate r 
than  would be th e  case pad he to  ca r­
ry o r haul th e  wra te r  fo r th e  fowls. 
Probably every  farm er understands 
th e  princip le  o f a ir  p ressure, and the 
fac t th a t up to a he igh t of 34 feet 
w ate r w ill n o t run  out of a  vessel un­
less a ir  can get in to I fill its  place. 
It is possible to  invent num erous 
m e tbeda of em ploying th is  principle. 
A lit.w. study of the  matjter will re su lt 
in m any happy arrangem nts to save 
labor. W herever possible the  w ater 
should be frequently  changed e ith e r 
au tom atically  o r o therw ise. S tagnant 
w ate r soon becom es fejuj. w ith  food, 
especially w here the  bijrds have so ft 
food once o r  m ore tim es a  day, as they 
w ill go to  the  drink ing  trough a fte r  
ea tin g  and m ore o r less of th e  m ate­
ria l rem aining  on th e ir  bills gets m to 
tho w ater.

U ntil 
w ell into th e  n ine teen th  cen tu ry  L it­
tle  Pedlington  w as the  busy cen ter 
of a  very  la rge  and lucrative—well, 
we w ere going to  say trad e , b u t as 
“trade-” im plies legality , we had b et­
te r  ^call It occupation, for, if  L ittle  
Pedlington  held one th ing  m ore than  
an o th er in  abom ination, it w as th a t 
respectab ility  w hich is conferred  by 
loyal adherence to  th e  law s o f the 
land. Briefly, L i ttle  Pedlington  w as 
th e  local m etropolis of sm uggling. Its 
position, sca ttered  about the wood­
lands clothing a  line of h ills  which 
a t  the  tfm e of C aesar’s invasion w ere 
sea-w ashed cliffs, and overlooking an 
expanse o f d reary , track less  jn a r s h  

Jan d , favored it. Boats landed th e ir  
Bib3 on the  m arsh  edge, s trings of 
horses ca rried  them  along the devious 
m arsh  w ays to  th e  foot of th e  hills, 
up through th e  woods by deep sunk 
tra ck s  still known as the "keg w ays,” 
to L ittle  Pedlington. and thence to 
th e  m arkets of the  country  as  (oppor­
tun ity  offered. O nce in the  Pedling­
ton w oodland and they w ere  as safe 
and rem ote as anyw here in th e  world. 
It w as a  roaring  business they ca r­
ried on in every 3ense of the  word— 
lucrative, but only to  m en possess­
ing qualifications not fa r  rem oved 
from  the  heroic, and  w ithal sa tu ra ted  
with the  charm  w hich ever appeals  
to  ce rta in  n atu re»  with irresistib le  
force—t^ie charm  o f  illegality. I t  w as 
a  despera te  occupation, and. accord­
ingly, as  its rew ards^ w ere great, so 
w ere , its  punishm ents heavy. Very 
short sh rift w as m eted  fo th e  smug­
gler? ju s tice  to  h im  w as ra re ly ;te m ­
pered w ith m ercy, ju d g es  w ere, la rge­
ly ru led  by th e  code of Lydford law . 
and th e  resu lt w as th a t th e  constan t 
process of retaliation- gradually  tra n s ­
form ed a  com m unity o f  sim ple evad­
ers of th e  law% robbers. If  you like, 
in to  a  gang of d e sp era te  ruffians vfbo 
s tu ck  a t  no c rim e ,. and  who finally 
b ro u g h t about th e ir  ow n extinction  
by th e  unw arran tab le  violence of th e ir  
behavior. E lsew here s w e e p in g  died

sufficiently w ith  th e  tim es to adapt 
th e ir  hom es to m odern requirem ents. 
A long th e  roofs of one line of houses 
in  L ittle  Pedlington  th e re  still runs 
the  sec re t escape passage of the  
sm ugglers, an a rrangem en t W hich for­
bids stand ing  uprigh t in the  living 
rooms below; every house has its  dis­
proportionate cellarage, Its hide and 
seek  passages, its  odd m eans of 
egress, i ts  high lookout windows and 
various o th e r p ecu liaritie s  of a  busi­
ness of w hich th e  keynote w as e v a ­
sion. S trangers  cam e occasionally 
out of th e ir  way to  see our church, 
because It is fine in itself, and as 
s trik ing  an  object in th e  landscape 
as th e  faipous Pedlington  poplar, 
Which, some say, threw  Its s tra igh t 
stem  50 fee t Into the a i r  when Domes­
day Book w'as com piled, b u t they  do 
not know  th a t Pedlington church  was 
as  Intim ately associa ted  w ith  the 
sm uggling business as w'as the  W al­
nu t T ree  Inn. a t which they  have 
lunched.

Old Slingsby, the  last hum an link 
betw een to-day and F edlington’s g reat 
past, who died last year, aged 103; 
used to te ll how when a new parson 
w as appointed to Pedlington. he would 
find on h is  lawn in th e  m orning afte r  
his arriva l a goodly tub  of sp irits  or 
a keg of tobacco or a box of te a  o r 
of rice, w ith  a  scraw led intim ation 
th a t as long as he was .deaf and blind 
to m uch th a t w ent on around him 
generally , and in  his church  in  pan 
ticu lar, all would be w e ir  w ith him!, 
and m any genera tions o f Pedlington 
parsons found it w orth th e ir  w hile to 
acquiesce. I t w as old S lingsby who 
pointed out an  a lta r  tom b to  th e  
church, the  em blazoned side  o f  w hich, 
beipg rem oved, revealed  a descexrt- In­
to  th e  vaults below, w here coffins and 
kegs stood side by aide, and  w ho toM 
of th e  new  parson w ho was p tnz led  
a t  th e  constan t sm ell o f tobacco dur­
ing serv ice tim e, b u t who discovered 
th a t on Sundays th e re  was usually  a  
la rger congrega tion  trader th e  church 
th a n  in it.
