Norwegian Idea That Has Many Vary
- - Good Points.”

The peasants in
Norway and Sweden start their food
cooking at their earliest rising, wind
many baqds of hay around, and pile
hay on top until it is fairly buried.
When noon time comes dinner is ready

and iis eaten in the fields with their
buckwheat breads and home-made
liquors.

SLANDER OVER THE WIRE.

If Folks Listen, Is That “the Presence
and Hearing.of Others.”

A new point Is raised'by a suit filed
In the circuit court of Macgqn, Mo.
i). 8. Farmer of Hart, treasurer of the
lidnday and-Zion Telephone company,
demands of B. F. Jenkins, a stockhold-
er, 37,500 damages for slandering
him over the wire: He expects to
make his case* on the testimony of a
number of patrons along the line who
had their telephone receivers down to
hear what was going on.

This Is the language the treasurer
accuses Jenkins of addressing to him
over the wire:

“You have squandered |300 or $400
«of the company’s money, and T will
makd you account for it at the next
meeting or | will go after your bonds-
men.”

He took pains to write the message
down. The petitioner says the lan-
guage was slanderous in that it
mcharged him in the hearing of many
of the patrons of the line with embez-
zling or stealing the funds of the tele-
phone company.

Under the law of slander the offen-
sive language must be used "in the
presence and hearing of others.” In
this case it can only be- charged that
It was *in the hearing ot others,” as
those who heard it were admittedly
not present. Farmer’s lawyers will
contend that the effect was the same.

Lumber Supply Decreasing.
Estimates by. conservative lumber
men show that the days of lumbering
to the upper peninsula of Michigan
will soon be past. Before five years
have passed there will be practically

no timber left standing in Baraga.
Houghton and Keweenaw counties
. large enough to make a log. Menomi-

nee county, which about ten years ago
was the largest lumber producing dis-
trict to the world, has lost its.rank
«and now; produces scarcely a tenth of
Its former amount. The mills which
were located there-have been moved

ing terror among the inhabitants of
the surrounding country, the same
old Vesuvius which buried the famous
cities of Pompeii and Herculaneum
at,the beginning of the Christian era,
and which has caused untold destruc-
tion on more than sixty occasions
since that time. The mountain was
a vine-dad. foliage-decked hill, whose
extinct crater was a beautiful lake,
until Aug. 24, 79 A. D., when almost
without warning the top was blown
off in a manner similar to the occur-
rence at Mount Pelee, and the
wealthy Rdjnaa cities of Pompeii and
Herculaneubi were buried in a mass
of ashes. The latter city was left 100
feet beneath the surface, and is still
almost unknown to the archaeologists,

to Louisiana and, Washington. Baraga
has timber enough to keep fts few
mills running for a few years more,
but like all the other parts of the state
where lumfibring has been carried on
it3 end is near. Every season makes
the timber tracts of Houghton county
smaller.

SHARP sSTICKS ALONG TRAIL.

'How Philippine Head Hunters Retard
an Enemyfs Advance.

Capt. C. E. Nathorst, chief of con-
stabulary in Lepanto-Bontoc. in a re-
port to the War department tells, the
methods of warfare practiced by the
Philippine head hunters.

Capt. Nathorst headed an expedition
-hi search of five Igorotte- criminals.
The way led through dense forests,
and as they approached Barlig they
encountered thousands of sharpened
bamboo sticks, which the savages had
Stuck In the ground at an angle of 45
degrees. The sticks were the*thick-
est where the trails were down hill.
They were hidden) in the thick grass,
and the feet and le&s of the officers
were badly lacerated.

The. head hunters fled and the town
was burned, while the savages threw
spears at the soldiers; but without re-
sult. Capt. Nathorst got his little
force out with much difficulty, for the
natives studded all the trails with
more of the sharpened 'sticks.

The railroad” car will carry as much
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complished either by application of
heat or by the use of chemicals.
Every buttermaker at present has be-
come so familiar with pasteurization
that he can without difficulty pasteur-
ize milk for starters, but pasteuriza-
tion of milk and cream for city sup-
ply and especially cream for butter
making, requires more experience and
very careful work. The cooked flavor
which milk acquires after It has been
heated to a temperature of 150 de-
grees F. must be prevented when milk
is to be sold for direct consumption.
The consumer generally objects to
the cooked flavor; only a few under-
stand that that flavor serves as a
guarantee that this milk is a pure,
healthy food. The Wisconsin Experi-
ment station recommends that the
milk be heated to 140 degrees F. for
thirty minutes; that does not produce
the cooked flavor and it does not af-
fect the rising of the cream as do
higher temperatures. Pasteurization
of milk and cream for direct con-
sumption is continually growing in
fkvor. As to the digestibility of pas-
teurized milk compared with raw milk
opinions are divided. Experiments
along that line of work have been
conducted;-at the Maryland Experi-
ment station, where they arrived at
the conclusion that raw milk is more
easily digested when fed to calves
than either pasteurized or cooked
milk; they also corresponded with
physicians in charge of childrens’ hos-
pitals and the majority of them favor
the use of raw milk lor infants, when
the milk Vas known to be in perfect
condition/ *but iavored pasteurized
mils under ordinary conditions. Dr.
Fleischmann together with Dr. Au-
gust Morgen and other European
scientists conducted experiments
wnich lead to the conclusion that the
nitrogenous matter in milk which has
been submitted to a.high- temperatvxe
Is somewhat more digestible than iD
tresh milk.

New York's Milk.

The mflk trade In the vicinny u
New York Is rapidly taking on a sys-

te-1 of its own that seems to be
unique la this country. The -milk
dealers ate largely organized under

the title -of the "People's Pure Milk
Company./ The producers of iaiLk
have a gigantic organization w.iich
they call the. “Five States Milk Pro-
ducers’ Association.” Not long ago
they completed a five years’ agree-
ment dating from October, 1903, the
producers of milk to deliver to the
dealers about 20,000 cans of milk per
dajf, agreeing to sell to them all the
milk they produce, except-suca as is
used in their homes. The agreement
is on the quart basis, the monthly
prices to« be as follows: January,

‘After tWO; years, the annual average
is to be Increased to 2% cents pei
quart The milk sefling company
sells a part of its stock to the pro
ducers, thus making them partaken
In the Frofits of the milk delivery.
The milk : delivering company fur-
nishes all pans and Keeps them clean
without expense to the milk pro-
ducers. One hundred pounds of milk
is agreod upon as_the equivalent of
48 quarts. The milk producers living
near the City are to receive in addi-
tion to tlile- above mentioned prices
the difference in freight rates over
the long hauls for which the prices
are made. The milk producers that
do"not keep their stables In a sani-
tary condition are t0 be excluded
from the- benefits of this agreement,
and their milk win be refused.
