H e r  M a r v e l o u s  P  r  o g r  •  ojs • S h  o w n

( S P E C I A L  C O R R E S P O N D E N C E )

In tu rn in g  from  th e  p icturesque and 
■omantic phases of Japan , w ith  which 
nost people are  fam iliar, to  th e  every- 
(ay side, w ith  all th e  m odernness of 
he  new  Japan, one is s tru ck  w ith won- 
le r a s v well as  w ith adm iration  to r 
he progress which ft has  m ade in a 
la lte en tu ry  since the  nation  was open 
o th e  world.

I ts  political developm ent surprised  
h e  world d r  ring  the  la te  w ar with 
?hina, b u t  since th a t tim e Japan  has 
alien  a  h igh  s tan d irg  In com merce 
itso. R ailw aj's. steam ship  lines, man- 
ifactories and m ining are  som e of the 
nterestB w hich have been diligently 
ra«hed by governm ent and p riva te  en-

w here the  m unicipality  was composed 
of the  foreign consuls assisted  by a 
com m ittee chosen from  am eng tbs 
foreign residents.

They had power to  levy taxes, raise  
th e ir  own police force and govern 
th e ir  little  cojnmunity w itbovt any ref­
erence w hatever to the g rea ter s ta te  
of which i t  formed a part. O utside of 
the ir own d istric ts , however, the  for­
eigners w ere subject by the  trea ties  
to serious restric tions. Indeed, they 
w ere given scarce any liberty , bu t 
w ere confined to certain  lim its, usual­
ly twenty-five miles in  any direction 
from tho  trejaty port. Beyond thes«i 
lim its they w ere not allowed to pass

terp rises. T hey have brought he r m a­
te r ia l progress to  a  s tage  of substan­
tia l im portance, and la s t yea r her 
teade w ith  th e  U nited S ta tes  alone 
am ounted to  $20,000,000 of im ports, 
and  $35,000,000 of exports. By the 
trea ties, w hich w ent into effect In 
1899, an  orien tal nation, for th e  first 
tim e in  th e  h isto ry  of ta e  in ternational 
■Rations of ea ste rn  and w estern  coun­

tries, was received upon a  tooting  of 
equality  by C hristian  powers.

T he progress of th e  new Japan , it 
isl considered by the  Japanese, was 
evolved from  h e r  anc ien t institu tions, 
but foreigners like to  claim  some 
share  of the  cred it for w ork which 
they have done, and  especially A m eri­
cans, since it  w as tho  com ing of Com­
modore P erry, in  the  nam e of the 
A merican people, th a t began the  aw ak­
ening  which is  now developed into th is 
season of prosperity.

Yokoham a owes its grow th quite dis­
tinctively to  the foreigners who have 
settled  in  Japan , and the  town lias 
grown w ith  quite  tho rapid ity  of some 
A merican cities on the prairies. P re­
vious to  th e  v is it of Commodore Perry 
In 1854 Yokoham a w as b u t a  tiny fish­
ing village. T he town of Kar.agawa. 
across th e  bay, was the spot firs* 
chosen as th e  trea ty  port for th is  part 
ot Japan , but here  the  arm ed re ta iners 
of tho  daimyos, passing  to  and from 
the capital, w ere liable to fall into 
difficulties w ith the foreigners, so facil­
ities  w ere gran ted  for’ leasing ground 
i t  Yokohama. T

T h ith e r th e  m erchants repaired  In 
1859, and tn e  h isto ry  o f Yokohama as 
i  foreign se ttlem en t dates from that 
time. The foreigners m ade th e ir  resl- 
denqp along th e  sea  wall, and w ithin 
the  d is tr ic t apportioned to them  by the 
old tre a tie s , and outside th is a  large 
and rapidly grow ing native town has 
grow n up.

T he new est buildings in Yokohama 
a re  th e  large City Hall, an ' im perial 
postoffice and a  railw ay station . There

unless arm ed with a  perm it issued by 
the  Japanese governm ent. T hese be­
cam e very  easy to obtain, but even 
thus arm ed foreigners w ere not per­
m itted  to  en te r th e  in terio r for pur­
poses of trade.

Foreign  jurisd iction  In the treaty  
ports  w as abolished in 1899, and in re­
turn  the  whole country w as thrown 
open to Eurojpean traders. F oreigners 
canno t own real esta te , except as 
m em bers of associations o r partner­
ship in conforinatJon to Japanese  law, 
b u t under the  new trea ties  the  nations 
will come to, understand one another 
better, because in ternational in ter­
course will be less restrained .

The sad  side of life In the  r.cw Jap­
an. is th a t th e  aesthetic  na tu re  of the 
people m ust suffer from the modern 
innovation. The old industries are  
likely to pass away, and the to u ris t 
visiting the  country is adm onished to 
study w hile lie may Iho m aking of the 
cloisonne ware, the hand-woven em­
broidery and the  rice m ats, for all 
too soon these industries a re  destined 
to die out w ith the  m arch of progress.
