It is very easy to remember .the barn
swallow. Hay forks are lised In the
barn;-tbis swallow has a very conspic-
uously forked tail. . Remember also
that the farmers get much' liny down
la the meadows: ynu often sec barn
swallows flying low over these mead-
ows for [insects. Keep *in mind also
that the juDdei* parts are of chocolate
color.

A number of propositions
have been advanced, but like all other
such propositions they were only “con-
sidered” by the council and there the
matter has ended. The most recent

done so, thht in bad weather the street
in question is almost impassable and
the stench unbearable. Farmers who
would use the street at such times, give
the village the go-by and trade and do
business elsewhere. This is not a
theroy but an absolute fact. The bus-
iness men of Plymouth have been
blind to their own interests in not de-
manding that the street be placed in
proper condition for travel.

We have seen, and so has everybody
else, farmers wives and daughters
alight from carriages or wagons and
land in the mire ankle deep in,0iAr to
to get to the sidewalk in front 01 our
business places. We have seen ladies
look around for pieces of boards to
make a stepping place to get out of
the s"T of mud. We have seen our
business men using hoes and shovels
to make a ditch for the water to run

. off when they should have made an

emphatic protest to the council for the
condition of the street. Farmers and
their families are as dainty in the pro-
tection of their footwear and skirts as
are the villajj® citizens. They don’t
wan: to drag the mud around on their
shoes. A lady don’t want her dress
ruined by a horse stamping iQ the
mud and throwing trie mud and dirty
water forlen feet around.

All this is not new to the reader”~or
the Mail. We have told it before. It
is simply retold that the public may
use suffic’n™pressure in the matter to
induce tl\e council to act. It is not too
late now to build a stone gutter in
front of- the business places. Other
towns are doing it, why not Plymouth?
Only last week we noticed in one of
our exchanges where the council of the
village passed a resolution to improve
a certain street. That the readers of
this paper cday* know how other vil-'
lage act on matters of this kind, we
give space to the resolution, omitting
descriptions of land assessed:

The, Village Council of the Village
of Blisstteld does hereby resolve and
determine to make the public improv-
ment hereinafter setforth, the part of
the cost and expense thereof herein-
after specified to be paid by special as-
sessment upon the lands described
herein, the same to constitute a Special
Assessment District; the balance of
said costs and expenses to be paid fvbm
the general Highway Fund ofrsaid
Village.

The public improvement hereby de-
termined upon isthe draining, grading

. and surfacing with crushed stone that

portion of Lane Street in said Village
descibed as follows:

Said improvement shall include prop-
er drainage, grading filling and surfac-
ing with crushed stone .to a depth of 8
inches, curbing the portion of said
street so improved on each side thereof.

20 per cent of the cost and expense)
of said improvement and the cost of
street intersections shall be paid from
the General Highway Fund of said
Village, anu 80 per cent of said cost
and expense shall be paid by special
assessment u’kjq l,ands hereinafter de
scribed;; j

The expense of grading and paving
street intersections! shall be paid out of
the General Highway Fund of said
Village*

Said Assessment shall be made upon
each of said parcels of land according
to- its entire frontage upon said im-
provement.

There shall be mjule an estimate of
the expense of said improvement and
a plat and diagram thereof and of the
locality to be improved, which, when
completed shall be deposited with the
Clerk of said tillage for public exam-
ination; and notice thereof and of the
proposed improvement and of the dis-
trict to be assessed shall be given by
.publication for two vyeeks in the Bliss-

field Advance, of the tinje when the
Council -will meet and ooniider any ob-
jection thereto.

No county in England Is more beau-
tiful than Warwickshire, or contains
more celebrated towns and castles. It
Is a splendid domain, lying in the
heart of the land, and everywhere
filled with great historic Interest and
association.

One of the favorite resorts in War-
wickshire is Leamington, the cele-
brated spa. It is much frequented tTy
invalids on account of its healing min-

secretly instigated it, inspired by the
ambition to' become the husband of
Elizabeth, aind so King of England.
The road from Kenilworth to War-
wick leads again through avenues of
trees and sjhady lapes, and it is not
long before the towers of one of Eng-
land’s greatest castles appear- above
and through the trees. The structure
is built upon high rocks, and looks
down on thio river Avon, winding its

eral springs, and is also a convenient
stopping place for sightseers who wish
to visit the-famous castles and towns
in the vicinity.

It is a beautiful drive from Leam-
ington to Kenilworth and farther on
to Warwick castle, and a day spent in
visiting these historic places is full of
interest. The roads, like all English
highways, are in fine condition, and
tall trees, full of singing birds, border
them for many miles. Occasionally
the note of a nightingale is heard, and
the air Is full of the scent of the old-
fashioned flowers that bloom in the
cottage gardens. The well-kept hedge-
rows are a delight to the eye. and
surely the grass in greener in England
than elsewhere in the world, and the
roses and popples of a more brilliant
red.. The love of flowers is almost
a passion among the people of Great
Britain, and well stocked gardens
flourish everywhere.

The first view of the ruins of Ken-
ilworth castle is somewhat disap-
pointingi and it Is necessary to invest
the' reddish stone structure with all
the romance that Sir Walter Scott
has created before its real charm and
Inspiration can be felt. In many places
the protecting ivy has thrown its
green mantle over decapitated towers
and broken columns and rendered
beautiful the remains of a once im-
posing castle.

It is as old as the time of Henry 1.,
and fell into the hands of various no-
ble families At one time a church
and priory were established here and
the castle also became a royal jail,
of which Simon de Montfort was the
keeper. The priory is said to have
been destroyed by Henry VIII.. who
mercenarily sold Die materials of
which it was built.

When Queen Elizabeth came to the
throne of En%Iand she gave the grant
of Kenilworth Castle to her favorite
courtier, Dudley. Earl of Leicester,
and by him it. was altered and much
improved. It was here that his un-

fortunate wife, the beautiful Amy
Robsart, was hidden top a time from
the outside world until carried away
to Cnmnor Place, where she came to
her most untimely end. The shadow
of fbte dreadful murder has always
rested beav'ly. nppn the.character of
the -Lord of Kenilworth.” Whether
b* was, as some claim Innocent of
u j knowledge of it. or whether be

peaceful way along through a green
and fertilje country. Over the river
a picturesque bridge is thrown, from
which a beautiful view of the impos-
ing castld may be had.

In the ‘time .of William the Con-
queror tho earldom of Warwick be-
came onoiof importance, and the long
line of earls began. The town was
more than once visited by royalty, as
King Henry Ill. occupied Warwick
with his ~army before seizing Kenil-
worth castle. The cortege of Eliza-
beth, tooJ remained there several days
before going on to visit the Earl of
Leicester at his castle.

The castle of Warwick is one of the
finest in all England. The entrance
is through beautifully wooded grounds,
where stlatelv trees, and turf like vel-
vet, are seen on every side. From
different,: points of view the castle
shows it? varied aspects, each one im-
pressive'in its own special way. There
are several high, irregular towers,
which add much to the beauty of the
castle, and of these Caesar’s tower, at
the soutjh, is very interesting.

Bromus Inermis for Pasture.

Bromus inermis makes an excellent
pasture grass, as It shoots up in the
spring about two weeks earlier than
any of the native grasses, produces a
good.aftermath or second growth, and
continues to grow -especially late in
the fail. If the summer is dry it will
stop growing,, and start again after the
beginning of the fall rains, but if the
dry period is not too long it will con-
tinue to grow from early in the spring
until late in the fall.

No county in England is more beau-
tiful than Warwickshire, or contains
more celebrated towns and castles. It
is a splendid domain, lying in the
heart of the land, and everywhere
filled with great (historic interest and
association.

One of the favorite resorts In War-
wickshire is Leamington, the cele-
brated spa. It is much frequented by
invalids on account of its healing min-

secretly Instigated ft, inspired by the
ambition to become the husband of
Elizabeth, an”-so King of England.
The road ijrom Kenilworth to War-
wick leads again through avenues of
trees and shady lanes, and it is not
long before the towers of one of Eng-
land's greatest castles appear above
and through lithe trees. The structure
is built upon high rocks, and looks
dovtn on the river Avon, winding its

old Mill, Warwick Castle.

cral springs, and is also a convenient
stopping place! for sightseers who wish
to visit the famous castles and towns
in the vicinity.

It is a beautiful drive from Leam-
ington to Kenilworth and farther on
to Warwick castle, and a day spent in
visiting thesei historic places is full of
interest. The roads, like all English
highways, are in fine condition, and
tall trees, full of singing birds, border
them for many miles. Occasionally
the note of a nightingale is heard, and
the air is full of the scent of the old-
fashioned flowers that bloom in the
cottage gardens. The well-kept hedge-
rows are a delight to the eye, and
surely the grass in greener in England
than elsewhere in the world, and the
roses and popples of a more brilliant
red. The love of -flowers is almost
a passion among the people of Great
Britain, and well stocked gardens
flourish everywhere.

The first view of the ruins of Ken-
ilworth castle is somewhat disap-
pointing, and it is necessary to invest
the’ reddish stone structure with all
the romance that Sir Walter Scott
has created before its real charm and
inspiration can be felt. In many places
the protecting ivy has thrown its
green mantle over decapitated towers
and broken columns and rendered
beautiful the remains of a once Im-
posing castle.

It is as old as the time of Henry I,
and fell into the hands of various no-
ble families At one time a church
and priory were established here and
the castle adso became a royal jail,
of which Simon de Montfort was the
keeper. The priory is said to have
been destroyed by Henry VIII., who
mercenarily sold the materials of
which it was built.

When Qqeen Elizabeth came to the
throne of England she gave the grant
of Kenllwqgrth Castle to her favorite
courtier, Dudley, Earl of Leicester,
and by him it was altered and much
improved. It was here that- his un-

peaceful Amy along through a green
and fertile country. Over the river
a picturesque bridge is thrown, from
which a beautiful view of the impos-
ing castle may be had.

In the time of William the Con-
queror t/fie earldom of Warwick be-
came one of importance, and the long
litre of earls began. The town was
more than once visited by royalty, as
King Henry IIl. occupied Warwick
with his array before seizing Kenil-
worth castle. The cortege of Eliza-
beth, too, remained there several days
before pfoing on to visit the Earl of
Leicester at his castle.

The castle of Warwick is one of the
finest in all England. The entrance
is through beautifully wooded grounds,
where Stately trees, and turf like vel-
vet, are seen on every side. From
different points of view the castle
shows its varied aspects, each one im-
pressive in its own special way. There
are several high. Irregular towers,
which add much to the beauty of the
castle, and of these Caesar’s tower, at
the eoijth, itf very Interesting. Near
it is a reservoir of great size, used to
store a water supply for the castle.

At certain hours of the day tne mas-
sive doors of the great pile are open
to the publictand only the living rooms
of tho *family arc closed. The broad
hall, with its heavily carved chairs
and masses of ancient armor on the
walls, is very handsome and impres-
sive, and its many doors lead to the
great dining and drawing robms, and
other state apartments.of the castle.

There are several celebrated paint-
ings in these rooms, and the Warwick
vase, of pure white marble, and large
enough to hold 1C3 gallons, is care-
fully :treasured within the building.
The vase, which Is an antique, was dis-
covered at the bottom .of a lake, near
tho village of Hadrian, in Tivoli, and
sold to the Earl of Warwick, who had
it transported to England.

Eagle and Cows Battle.

A dispatch from Somerville, N. J..
to the Drovers’ Journal says: A large
gray eagle, the first seen in this vi-
cinity in many years, created con-
sternation among a herd of cattle' on
the farm of Charles Covert, near
Mount Bethel. The eagle flew from
the mountains to the lowlandB where
the cattle were grazing. It took shel-
ter in a tree; and waiting an oppor-
tunity swooped down on a calf of the
herd. - The mother of the calf and
several cows surrounded the eagle and
forced it from its prey. The eagle at-
tacked the cows and Its onslaught was
so furious that the animals were
stampeded, but they rallied again and
circled frantically around the calf,
thrusting at the eagle viciously with
their horns ekeh time it renewed its
attack oq the {smaller animal.

The ekgle resorted *to strategic
measures, by driving the cows,- one by
one, across' the field. At this juncture
Covert, who had been attracted by the
disturbance among the cattle, ap-
peared on thei scene with a gun. The
eagle alighted] on a rail fence to await
developments and a minute later fell
to the ground! shot through the head.
It is one of the largest specimens ever
seen hero and Covert will have it pre-
served. Four| of Covert’s cattle had
strips of hide torn from their bodies
by the eagle.

Bromus Inermis for Pasture.

Bromus inermis makes an excellent
pasture grassy as It shoots up in the
spring about two weeks earlier than
any of the native grasses, produces a
good aftermath or second growth, and
continues to grow -especially late in
the fall. If the summer Is dry it will
stop growing, and start again after the
beginning of the fall rains, but if the
dry period Is not too long it will con-
tinue to grow from early In the spring
until late in the fall. At the Kansas
Station we have grown Bromus inermis
in a field way for four seasons. This
summer wo have pastured seme young j
stock, ranging from 9 to IS months ofj
age, on a field of Bromus ‘inermis
seeded last fall. These calves have
not shown any noticeable preference
between Kentucky blue-grass, prairie-
grass*end Bromus Inermis, and have
thrived well on the Bromus inermis.
The grass stands tramping by stock
exceedingly well-. It is so vigorous
that It will mu out all weeds and other
grasses, after it once becomes well
established. It, however, may be
sown with other grasses and legumes,
and allowed to take full possession in
a few years.—Kansas Bulletin.

Why bisects Abound Now.

Prof. F. M. Webster: There are
three prime reasons which have made
spraying not only necessary, but In
many cases absolutely imperative, if
success is to be secured. These are
(1) the destruction of the food plants
of many of our now destructive na-
tive insects, and the-replacing of these
in large areas with plants of similar
nature; (2) the weakening of our
trees, plants add vines by hybridiza-
tion, cultivation, grafting and budding,
and (3) by the importation of varieties
quite similar to those Indigenous to
our country, but more susceptible to
attack from our native Insect pests
and plant diseases. The clearing up
oft the native forests where native
fruits were produced, and the destruc-
tion by similar methods of many of
the food plants of loaf-eating insects,
has driven these] to the cultivated veg-
etation. because these Insects had no
where- else to go, and it was a case
of either adapting themselves to a
slight change of food or perish.

Effects of Feed on Teeth and Skull.

Schwartzkopf, of the Minnesota Sta-(
tlon, treating of the Influence of feed
upon the dentition of pigs, writes:

‘pie order of succession of teeth
in our preco”icius pigs runs the same
as in the primitive hog.

2. The times when the teeth appear
are variable, according to race, feed-
ing and health. The same breeds
raised under the same conditions will
show the same appearance.

3. The form of the skull depends
upon nutrition, health and more ofr less,
employment of certain muscles of the
head and neck. Skulls of poorly nour-
ished pigs are long and more slender
than from those well nourished. Pigs
that are prevented from rooting will
acquire a ahorti’ high and rounded
head, while those that are forced to
root to secure a portion of their food
will develop a long and slender form
of head.

“It Is Jast as essential for a girl
to know how to use her lists in an
emergency as:it is for a man,” said
a teacher who. advertises "boxing les-
sons for men and women.”

TATTOOED AS A PUNISHMENT.

Captured Thief Elaborately Orna-
mented by Tartars.

A remarkable case of tattooing
came to light in Prof. Hebra’s lecture
room in a hospital in Vienna thirty
years ago.

The gang was captured,
and this man, with others, was or-
dered by the ruler to be branded in
this manner. On the palms of his
hands letters were tattooed, which
explained that he was “the greatest
rafecal and thief in the world.” It
took three months to, tattoo him, the
indigo ,being pricked into the skin.
The designs represented elephants,
lions, tigers and birds, with letters
worked in between. A couple of
dragons ornamented his" fbrehead. He
said his body swelled up very much
at the time and ever since had been
sensitive to changes in the weather.
