A Lower Hate Wanted.

?There appears to be'some serious ob-
jection to the charges for electricity
which the council adopted at a meet-
ing a few weeks ago.

It is
claimed the rate is much too high, and
if any considerable number of takers
are to be secured,,this rate will have to
be reduced materially. Other villages
and towns do not make this charge-
some even making the minimum rate
25cents per month. The people of
Plymouth want as cheap a rate as
other people are getting and if other
towns are making a lower rate Plym-
outh can afford todo so. It is well
known that upon the number of com-
mercial consumers depends the cost of
maintaining street lights. We believe
the council can adopt a lower rate and
be consistent. A definite rate should
be established at once that people who
intend to wire their places of business
or residence may know where they are
at. It will take some time to wire up
and the work should begin as soon as
possible in order that everything may
be in readiness when the lights are
turned on. -

The Committee Report.

Wednesday evening the committee
named by the board of education met
and discussed thq plans in regard to an
addition to the school house and the
preparation of a public play ground to
the north of the school building.

Harvesting 3*teet Potatoes.

A madl crop of sweet potatoes may
be thrown out bj£% common turning
plow provided with a revolving coul-
ter or other device for cutting tho
vines, but such a plow leaves many of
the tuberg covered, and the labor of
gathering them Is much greater than
when a special sweet potato plow is
used, says D. N. Neabit In large op-
erations one of the most efficient Im-
plements for harvesting is the “scoop
digger,” which passes under the tub-
ers and severs all roots, hut leaves
tho plant, with vines and roots cot,
Iln the same position It occupied be-
,fore. The tubers remain attached th

Jthe stem and are easily and rapidly
llifted cut of the ground. They are
then left to dry several hours before
gathering. In hot weather they should
cot be long exposed to the sun. This
method leaves the vines uncovered,
and It is easy to gather them for
istock feeding. The tuhers are sorted
jin two sizes and laid carefully (not
throwr) into baskets which hold one-
1fifth of a barrel.
