Clover Blossoms Could Not Fertilise
Without Their Aid,,

No clover blossom can fertilise it
self or receive the pollen of fertility
from another blossom without the aid
of bumble bees. As the clover bloom
which is not fertilized yields no seeds,
and the bumble bees are the only dis-
tributing agents for carrying pollen
among the flowers, the scarcity of
these insects has a fatal result upon
the clover seed in any season. Honey
bees can visit the common white or
honey suckle clover and reach the
heart of moft of the heads, hut except
a very few black. Italian honey beet
and the large bumble bees, no insect
can help in the red clover
heads product seeds.

SUSPICIOUS DEATH.

W. H. Wherry Die* as the Resultof In-
juries Received by Assailant*

W. N. Wherry, of this village receiv-
ed a telephone message Wednesday
morning giving information of the
death of his son, William H., which
had occurred in Detroit that morning.
From the account below, taken from
the Journal, it appears his death was
due to injuries received at the hands of
two assailants. His parents did not
know of his illness until informed of
his death and the news was a great
shock to them. *

Wm. H. Wherry was born in Canton,
Wayne county, June 3, 1857. Was
married to Elizabeth M. Durfee, June
29,1882, and three children were born
to them—Maude R., Allenand Camilla.
He resided for a number of yearsin
Plymouth and was well known here,
but about sixteen years ago removed to
Detroit. His remains are expected to
arrive here to-day and will be interred
in Riverside cemetery.

The Journal says concerning the
assault:

Herbert W\ Wherry, a wholesaler oys-
ter dealer, 45 years old, who' lived at
791 Twelfth street, died during the
morning as a result of an alleged mur-
derous assault made on him last Thurs-
day. The police are investigating and
they hope to have the assaulters behind
the bars before the afternoon is very
far spent.

Wherry, according to his wife, was
attacked in the alley in the rear of his
house, by two men, who came to collect
a feed bill.

He admits having trouble with Wherry,
although he will not admit striking
the man at all.

A man named John Schaler, who
hangs about McFetters’saloon, accom-
panied McFetters. The police are
looking for Schaler.

Dr. Walter J. Cree of 708 Grand
River avenue, who attended Wherry,
thinks death was due Co a fracture at
the base of the skull.

A postmortem examination of the
remains of W. H. Wherry by county
physicians Sanderson yesterday, show-
ed that Mr. Wherry died of natural
causes, heart disease being the trouble.
The injuries he had sustained were
not of a serious nature.

Preparing Fowl# for Market.

A great many farmers send their
fowls to market dressed, and when
this Is done care should be taken that
they are in the best possible condi-
tion before leaving the farm. A great
deal depends on looks, and the buyer
is willing to pay extra for an_extra
appearance. The common man likes
to take home a nice looking fowl
rather than an Inferior looking one,
though the latter may be jtst as
good. A few general prinolples must
be observed in the dressing and
preparation of poultry for market.
Fowls should be given no food for
tairty-six hours before being Kkilled.
This- will give time for the intestines

Cutm—Arrangement of Shaping Boards,
to become empty. If th# food is left
in and the birds are packed that way
the food may decompose and taint the
flesh before it is consume, as this
partially digested food decays very
quiokly. With market fowls the heads
are not cut off, but the birds axe
killed by being bled to death through
an incision In the top of the mouth,
or by twisting the neck, causing dis-
location. In this way the birds are
not bled and the flesh Is said to keep
longer and is considered to be better
in flavor. The birds are plucked as
soon as killed, a few feathers being
left on the neck nearest the head. We
reproduce here a number of cuts to
show how the work is done at the On-
tario Experiment Station. The dress-

Cut I"Fowl in Place on Shaping Boards,
ing and packing of fowls harat that
station been reduced to a science.
After the killing and plucking, the
birds, while still waroa, are placed
on what they call shaping boards, as
Bhown in our first cut A sectional
view of the bird and shaping board is
shown in our second cut. A weight is
placed on top of the chicken to give
It a compact appearance. The weight
in the cut is of iron, but a brick would
do as well. Hanging the chickens by
the legs qfter plucking, spoils their
appearance, as it makes them look
thin. >

All  experienced packers caution
against packing ch'ol ens before thor-

oughly cold. The birds should be left
in the shaping boards for at least
twelve hours before being put Into

Cut 3—Chickens Packed for Fancy Trade,
boxes or barrels. On this point Mr.
W. R. Graham, of the Ontario Agri-
cultural College, says:

""Our box is lined with parchment
paper, and if the birds are to be
mhipped a long distance each bird is
wrapped in paper. - This prevents the
chickens from bruising each other,
and, at the same time, to a consider-
able extent checks decor-position. Do
not use ordinary wrapping paper, as
it draws dampness and will cause the
chickens to become clammy, which
makes them more or less unsalable.
There are several kinds of boxes used
in shipping poultry. Nearly every ex-
porter has his own style of box and
his own method of pacing. For ship
ping locally wo use t jot three feet
long, twelve inches wide and twelje
inches deep. The box will hold thirty-
six four and a half pound chickens.
Do not use cedar in the construction
of boxes, as In some cases it taints
the flesh. Basswood or spruce an-
swers welL”

With at Length by the
President

fELLS OF CAPITAL AND LABOR

Arbitration of the Coal Minert’ Strike,
the “Open Shop" and Other Ques-
tion# Are
Case* and Postal Frauds.

Discussed—Anti- Trust

Washington, Dec. 8 —President
RoosCvelt's annual message was read
in both houses as soon as the prelim-
inaries incident to the assembling of
congress were gone through with. Lit-
tle other business was transacted. t

President Roosevelt devotes nearly
one-third of his annual message to con-
gress to a presentation of the isthmian
canal question, reviewing at length the
treaty relations between the United
States and Colombia, the recent revolu-
tion of the isthmian states, and the
part which the United States took in
the affair. , He takes up the penal dis-
cussion by firat preser Ing the treaty
with the new republF Panama, say-
ing:

"By the actof June 28,1902!, the con-
gress authorized the president to enter
into treaty with Colombia for the build-
ing of th$»ejmal across the isthmus of
Panama; It being provided that In the
event of failure to secure such treaty
after the lapse of a reasonable time,
recourse should be had to bjullding a
canal through Nicaragua.

"It has not been necessary to con-
sider this alternative, as 1 am enabled
to lay before the senate a treaty pro-
viding for the building of the canal
across the isthmus of Panama. This
was the route which commended Itself
to the deliberate judgment of the con
gress, and wi can now acquire by
treaty the rtf.; to construct the ca-
nal over this route. The question now,
therefore, is not by which route the
isthmian canal shall ue built* for that
question has been definitely and irre-
vocably decided. The question is sim-
ply whether or not we shall have an
isthmian canal.

Panama Rises in Revolt.

“Immediately after the adjournment
of congress a revolution broke out in
Panama. The people of Panama had
long been discontented with the repub-
lic of Colombia, and they :had been
kept quiet only by the prospect of the
conclusion of the treaty, which was to
them a matter of vital concern. When
it became evident that the treaty was
hopelessly lost the people of Panama
rose literally as one man. x”ot a shot
was fired by a single man on the
isthmus ip the interest of the Colom-
bian government.

“The duty of the United States in
the premises was clear. In strict ac-
cordance with the principles laid down
by Secretaries Cass and Seward, the
United States gave notice that it
would permit the landing |of no ex-
peditionary force, the arrival of which
would mean chaos and destruction
along the line of the railroad and of
the proposed* canal, and an interrup-
tion of transit as an inevitable conse-
quence.

Recognition of..New Republic.

“The de facto government of Pan-
ama was recognized and the Colom-
bian government was notified

“Every effort has been m~de by the
government of the United States! th
persuade Colombia to follow a course
which was essentially not onlyrto ou»
interests and to the
world, but to the interests of Colom-
bia Itself. These efforts have failed
and Colombia, by her persistence in
repulsing the advances that have
been made, has forced us, for the
sake of our own honor and of the in-
terest and well-being not merely of
our own people, but of the people of
the isthmus of Panama anjd the peo-
ple oflthe civilized countries of the
world, to take decisive steps to bring
to an end a condition of affairs which
had become intolerable.”

Capital and Labor.

In the direction of the relations be-
tween capital and labor, the presldtfat
has a good deal to report to congress,
part of which Is official and part of
which is only Incidental tb the work
of the president. Since the last mes-
sage to coSjgreas was written the coal
strike has been completely: settled by
an arbitration set on foot bjy the pres-
ident himself and agreed ;to by the
owners and miners alike.

In the message there is reference to
the suits instituted against! the North-
ern Securities company for the pur-
pose of testing the anti trust laws. It
is shown, also, that under! the emer-
gency legislation by the last con-
gress, which provided for;expediting
such cases, the issue now has been
carried direct to the Supreme court,
so that a decision on this, jgreat ques-
tion as to the power of corporations
may soon be decided..

In this same connection there are
references to the “often shop,” the
principle of the restriction of immi-
gration where it is of an Undesirable
character, the'initiation ot new suits
under the Elkins law, together with
several other subjects, lall bearing
upon the question of capital and labor
as it affects the consumers.

In dealing with the postpffice cases

From the factIthat the Boersen Cour-
ier also asserts that the tragedy was
enacted substantially as told by the
Zeitung, no doubt is felt here as to
the accuracy of the latter paper’ ac-
count.

The story, as first outlined, was to
the effect that the princess, being
suspicious of her husband, followed
him to his apartments, fired at and
wounded a valet posted at the door

to avoid intrusion, entered, and shot
her rival In a fit of uncontrollable
fury.

The actress was at first reported to
be in no danger, though painfully
wounded. She and the valet were re-
moved to n hospital, however, and the
Courier asserts the actress expired.
