Dionysius, who was a
monk, was an expert mathematician,
and versed In astronomical knowledge.
The data on which he based his cal-
culations led him to fix on the year of
Rome 754 as that in which Christ was
boro. This year, 754, he counted as
yA. D. 1, the first year of the Chris-
tian era. This reckoning caige grad-
ually to be accepted and is still re-
tained in use.

But | presume the most convincing
of all arguments will be allowed to
be this - On the Cross Our Lord com-
mitted the care of His blessed Mother
to His beloved disciple, St. John. She
spent the closing years of her life at
St. John’s home. The Nativity was
celebrated many times during her life-
time. It is. absolutely inconceivable
that the birth of her son could be cele-
brated with her knowledge and con-
sent on a wrong date. If never before,
she must have spoken to St. John
after the ascension of the night and
incidents of the birth of Him. they
both loved so well. It is inconceiv-
able that St. John could have cele-
brated the Nativity on any other than
the day of birth. St’John had a dis-
ciple well known In history, Polycarp,
bishop of Smyrna. He celebrated tho
Nativity, and it is inconceivable that
he. whose boast it was that what he
delivered ha received from St. John,
could observe the Nativity on any
other than the correct date. Now,
Polycarp had a disciple named Ireneus,
and lreneus claims that he delivered
the doctrines and customs as he re-
ceived them from St. Polycarp and
others. Thl-3 Ireneus was made bishop
of Lyons, and delivered to the Chris-
tians there the customs he had re-
ceived from St. John’s disciple. He
was martyred 202. Belonging to the
same local church,fethe Gallican, was
St. Martin, born 316, and made bishop
of Tours in 371. He of cource re-
ceived the customs as Ireneus deliv-
ered them. His sister was the mothex
cf St. Patrick, apostle of Ireland. The
Irish church converted northwestern
Europe. The day observed by all
these as the natal day of Christ is
Dec. 25.

Who were the shepherds to whom
the angel of the Lord appeared? They
were not ordinary shepherds. You re-
member two lambs were offered daily
in the continual burnt offering on the
altar in the temple. In addition there
were special offerings. These sacrifices
required large flocks. Shepherds were
needed to tend these lambs, types of
“the Lamb of God,”;now born. Tho
pasturage where these lambs were fed
was the field of Bethlehem. Tho
shepherds were a quasi sacred order
inferior to the Levites. Their occu-
pation was similar to Abel's. It was
to these shepherds, lowly but God-
fearing men, that the angel appeared,
and the glory o/tbe Lord shone round
about, The”/vvere engaged ’in dis-
charging their duty, and to all doing
their duty to God and man will come
thexglory of the 1 ord and the message
of peace, good will to men.

The events of Christs sinless life
have not been recorded in the annals
of earthly history-, nor emblazoned on
the rolls of earthly fame, nor heralded
in pomp and state!by earthly trum-
pets: for He lovedjto manifest His
spotless life among the nameless ones
of the toiling ami busy throng; yet
there is a record kep£ of that stainless
life in the pages of the Book of
Space, with a precision passing earth-
ly effort and an exactitude which the
spheres alone could give.

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Shrinkage In Cured Hay.

The variations In weight of hay are
perhaps more marked than in most
farm products, says Farmers’ Bulletin
149. A considerable difference In
shrinkage occurs between hay cured
in dry weather and hay cured when

the atmosphere is more or less moist.

For this reason the shrinkage In hay
1lin a dry climate is ttBoally smaller
than in the more humid regions. At
the Kansas station small quantities
of thirteen different kinds of hay
burled In the mow from four to six
months shrunk 4.5 per cent on nn
average, ranging from a 14 per cent
1Joss to a 3 per cent gain. Flare tons

of very dry -timothy hay stored in a

mow for six month? at the Michigan
station lost nearly 7 per cent, and in
another test 5,600 pounds of the same

kind of hay'in a'good condition placed
fn the mow July 6 had lost 776 pounds
or 13.8 per cent by February 18 fol-
lowing. Practical men estimate that
hay put In tbe mow when in good
condition usually shrinks about 20 per
cent by the time it is baled. The
Utah station has reported a loss of a
little over 15 per cent in a ton of tim-
othy bay after it had been kept in
1the barn for nine months. A stack
of timothy hay containing a little over
two tons and built in the open had
gained a little over 1 per cent during
the same time. The results with
clover liay at the same station show

a loss of 3.75 per cent during nine

months .when kept In the barn and
mgain of [10 per cent for the same pe-

riod when stacked out of doors. At
tlw Missouri station timothy hay in
the stack lost about.12.5 per cent by
spring, and when stored, in the mow
about 7 per cent. A stack of second-
growth clover put up at this same

station In July had shrunk about 30

per cent in weight by tne following
I March.

The results of experiments con-
ducted by different stations show that
th€ degree of maturity at which hay is
cut Influences very largely the shrink-
age during curing. At the Pennsyl-
j vania station early cut hay lost on an
average of 29 per cent In weight,
whlie l#e cut hay lost only 215 per
oeut. Timothy cut when just begln-
I ning to head lost 75 per cent of water

In curing; when cut at the beginning

of the blossoming period, 66 per cent;

aim cut a little later, or about the
| usual time, 67 per cent. The Michi-
gan station found a shrinkage of about

60 per cent In curing clover. At the
| New York ‘state station meadow
fescue mixed with a little red clover
lost in one lot 62.CS per cent and in
another 5.8:25 per cent during curing.
The moisture retained In*cured fodder
varies with diffei*jnt kinds. Atwater
f ates that for New England timothy
hay retains on an average 12 per cent
of moisture, clover hay-14 per cent,
and «omn fodder 25 per' cpnt.

Better; Farming.
1 Among the different topics discussed
lat the Farmers’ Institute meetings,
i perhapslnone has received so little
Jattention as this Bubject, and yet H
is ono of great Importance. Many
farmers; have not even thought of it;
some have given it considerable study
and attention, and have learned to
know tAe value of it. says A. C. Hall-

man in an Ontario report.

Not More Land, but Better Farm-
ing. T:ie farmer has many hard prob-
" lems to solve at the present-lime, and
especially the young farmei”~r begin-
ner. On many fiarm3 the soil 9 de-
pleted of its-vegetable deposits or hu-
mus through the old system of farm-
ing. Odr produce from the exhausted
soil has to compete with the products
of tbe hew countries with their virgin
soil, ami with the West, where the
land is cheap and fertile. We are all
clamoring after more acres, when the
object in many cases should be bet-
ter ana more "intensive farming.”
Very few of us are so fortunately sit-
uated that we can add more, acres,
but nearly au ot us can increase the
producible capacity of our land by im-
proved and advanced methods of farm-

ing, thereby enriching the soil so
that in some cases" double the
amount of' crops can be grown

from the same farm. This is worth a
great deal more than additional land.
Among the many things that can help
us are “catch crops.” There Is no
definite! time for sowing them. They
may be aown at any time, or with
other crcps in the summer season.
Nor is tLere any particular kind ol

crop. Any crop that Is suited to
the particular time of sowing
will be satisfactory. -Where the
land Is m good heart, clean and

plenty of vegetable deposit (humrs)
clover, imxed with grass, ranks very
high. If the season Is favorable It
will give an abundance of fail pas-
ture, and in many cases with the roots
and tops, will put as mnch back Ibto
the ground as the grain crop takes out
of the latfl. In nearly ail cases the
fertilizing value of the stalks Is Worth
much morj than the seed cost

NEW ORDINANCES.

Three new ordinances were given
their first and second readings ata
meeting of the common councif*last
Monday evening. The first one read,
prohibits the placing of signs, bills or
posters of any kind on the telephone,
electric light and electric railway poles
in the .village and provides a penalty
for violation. The council should
further provide in this ordinance the
painting of all poles and keeping them
painted. This matter should not be
forgotten when the ordinance is finally
passed.

The second ordinance provides for
the appointment of a superintendent of
water works, and whose duties are
prescribed. The appointment is to be
made by the.Presidentat the first meet-
ing in January of each year. The
duties of the superintendent are multi-
tudinous and varied and if he fills the
bill,he will need te postup some on the
business of plumbing, of which he be-
comes chief inspector for the village*
All premises are to be inspectecfcy
him twice a year, and fie is to make
monthly reports to the'OQiincil.

The third ordinance repeals all rules
relative to plumbers and adds several
sections to the water brdinance. Per-
mits yiust first be obtained from the
village clerk for any and all kinds of
work done in connection with the
water works. A penalty of not more
than #25 fine or 30 days in the county
jail is provided for violations of this
ordinance.

The rules at present “dn the books”
provide for the licensing of plumbers
on paymentof 85 and the giving of a
bond for 81,000. Under these rules the
plumber becomes responsible for any
damage or defective work. Under the
new ordinance the village becomes
responsibly in all cases. As any-
body and everybody will be allow-
ed to do any and all kinds of plumbing
under the new ordinance, it will be
seen that the superintendent of water
works will have to “be onto his job” if
he is the man to finally determine
whether done right or wrong. Itis
our opinion that the ordinance should
provide that no person should be al-
lowed to “do any work in connection
with the village water works,” unless
he is properly qualified, superintendent
or no superintendent. There probably
isnot another village or city in the
State owning its own water works, but
what provides for licensed plumbers,
and the village of Plymouth cannot
afford to take chances in discontinuing
this provision.

Andrews Paroled.

Bank .wrecker Frank 0. Andrews
was? on Tuesday evening paroled by
Gov. Bliss after having served a little
over a year of his 15-vear sentence.
This action by the Governor was not
unexpected. It has been freely pre
dieted for some time that he would do
so, notwithstanding he made public
denial of the fact. Andrews’ infiuen
tial political friends were too much
for the Govenor to withstand. To
give the matter a little better stand
ing in the eyes of the people, deposi
tors in the wrecked bank, said to be
over one thousand, were induced to
sign a petition asking for his parole
on the ground that he could do much
to place the finances of the bank in
better shape and that depositors might
get more of their money back. Some
people believe Andrews has a big pile
of mouey hid away. Andrews himself
claims he lostit in speculation. If he
has any mouey hid. he is going to keep
it. If he lost it, how can he pay it
back to the depositors? There will be
but few people who will commend the
action of the governor—only immedi-
ate friends. To the public it will ap-
pear as an outrage and result in a firm-
er conviction that laws are not made
to be enforced impartially. A poor
man who steals a crust of bread or a
pound, of beef goes to the work-house

for the full limit. The man who steals
millions is paroled and eventually par-
doped. Poor, old Governor ’Bliss.
First, Tom Navin for member prison
board, and now Andrews out on pa-
role! Pretty close to the limit.

COLORADO AGRIcOVrUItE.

Enormous Profits Made by Farming
Under Irrigation.

Denver, Colo., Dec. 15, 1903.—When
the officials of the Denver & Rig
Grande railway held their annual meet*
ing a few weeks ago, and looked over
the earnings of the year, they were
surprised to find how great a pro-
portion of the profits arose from an
agricultural »rather than a mining,
source. [The showing was the more
remarkable as this railroad does not
penetrate the old farming regions
along thd South Platte and Arkansas
rivers. It Is a mountain road, reach-
ing nearly all the best mining camps
of the state, and traversing only the
valleys and. parks of the western por-
tion.  The showing thus emphasizes
toe tremendous advance which has }
been made in Irrigation fanning witbh®/
in the last few years.

The older farming seatimms of thsf
state, especially the cqumfory around V
Fort Collins and Greeley, in the north, \
and adjacent to Rocky Ford
souths probably contains the
prosperous and contented agricultural
population In the United States.
crops jegorted this year from th<
sections'almost’stagger belief, yet are
vouched ;for by unimpeachable wit-
nesses. >For instance, Mr. H. Living-
stone, whose farm is located about
nine miles from Greeley (postofflce,
Eaton), makes the following state-
ment: “l had this year eighty acres
in. potatoes, sixty-five acres in wheat,
twenty-five acres in oats, and ton
acres in onions. The sixty-five acres
In waeat brought 52,500; the twenty-
five acres In oats, $1,200; the eighty
acres in potatoes, producing 11.009
sacks, at least $10,000; and the ten
acres In onions, yielding 400 sacks per
acre, an aggregate of from $10,000 to
$12,000; giving a total gross return
for the 160 acres In cultivation of at
least $26,000 or a minimum of $145 per
acre. My total farm expenses for the
year will not exceed $5,000 and there-
fore my 160 acres of Colorado and
Weld county land will net me thi»
year at least $21,000, or about $11T per
acre. This land’ selling price, in gen*
eral Weld cohnty open market would
not exceed SIIO per acre, with inch!-
sive water rights and, therefore, the
cash return of this season's harvest Is
more than equal to the full market
value of the entire farm Itself.”

The potato crop of the Greeley dle-j
trict will be between 8,000 and lI0.00OW
car loads. J. A. Hicks had the largest
yield per acre, fifteen acres growing
300 sacks per acre. Many farmers have
raised from 230 to 260 sacks per acre
and the average crop per acre easily
reaches 100 sacks. The potato harvest
in thts district will bring .to*the farm-
ers $2 100,000. Fifteen hundred to 2,-
000 cj.r loads have already boea
shipped to lowa. Nebraska, Missouri,
Texas, Indian Territory, Oklahoma
and scattering markets.

In this same section there are“fbw
six enormous beet sugar factories,
costing from JfOO000 to $1,500,000
each, three of them having been, bntlt
this. year. Farmers are finding sugar
beets almost as profitable to raise as,
potatoes. The increase in the price at
land and the growth of the-towns in
this region has been remarkable -in
the pasufew years.

What has "already been done in
northern and eastern Colorado Is now
being done in the valleys and parks of
the western half of the state, in some
lines of agriculture—fruit growing, for ij
Instance-"the western slope already *

The origin of Varieties.

Beginning at the beginning, we find
that the first specific Interest in culti-
vated plants was In the gross kind of
species, said Prof. L. H. Bailey In
an address to nurserymen. As
the contact with plants became
more intimate, various Indefinite
form-groups were recognized withifa
the. limits of the species. Gradual-
ly, with the intensifying of domesti-
cation and cultivation, very par-
ticular groups appeared and were
recognized. Tlfese smaller groups
came finally to be designated by
names, and the idea of the definite
homogeneous cultural variety came
Into existence. The discrimination
was still further defined when it came
to fcprecognlzed that grafts and cut-
ting# will perpetuate the characteris-
tics of given plants.

A World’s Dairy Association. ;

At the recent dairy congress held
in Brussels, the question of forming
an international dairy association' was
discussed. According to the New York
Produce Review, Professor B. Martini
of Berlin, Germany, said the trans-
portation facilities of the world are
now such that dairying may be pushed
to the greatest extent in any country.
This is of the utmost importance in
order to provide certain countries
with the products of milkt and In or-
der to realize this, all that is needed
is to create a federation of the dairy-
ing profession (farmers, factory man-
agers, dealers, statesmen, economists,
scientists and teachers) who would
work for the following objects:

1. To exert influence on the legisla-
ture so as to secure uniform laws,
(a) hygienic (suppression of con-
tagious diseases), (b) protective meas-
ures against adulteration, (c) trade
and transportation (international con-
ventions, commercial treaties, duties,
patents and trade marks).

2. To furnish information as to con-*.
