Men Not Ashamed of Tears

coursing down their cheeks.

There was no laughter among the
men and women who hurried to their,
destinations, along the streets; every
face seemed to bo a reflection of those
terror-stricken ones that, came flee-
ing, falling; trampled, screaming from
the Iroqupis theater on that dread af-
ternoon.

People (that keep poultry frequently
ask the editor or others what the mat-
ter is with their chickens. Frequently
they wihijlesve so much unstated thi®
it is impossible for the edltor or afiy
other to eves'guess what the trouble
may be. Some time ago a farmer ex-
pressed his dissatisfaction with chick-
ens. He said he had eighty, all Plym-
outh Rocks,,but that they did not lay.
It was then February, and he had re-
ceived scarcely an egg since the prev-
ious summer. Something must be the
matter with them. “Don't they get
too much corn?” “No, they donlt get
very much corn; some.” ~*Do they
have any place to run and scratch?”
“Yes, have the run of the barnyard,
lots of room for scratching.”

A few days afterward, the writer
had occasion to visit this man, and of
course he was interested in looking
over uig poultry. “Where’s the chick-
en house?” “Havent any; this Is &
rented farm; it wouldn’t pay me to
build aichicken house; the chickens
are outibehind the barn.” The writer
It was a cold day and
the snow covered tne ground to the
depth of a foot Behind the barn he
found the barnyard, and at one end of
the building was an open-shed for the
sheltering-of farm vehicles, live stock
or any other thing that might need
sheltering. Incidentally It was used
for shelteringiithe eighty Plymouth
Rocks. The shed was open to the
west and north and the northwest
wind had. a clean sweep. In the back
and top-of this were the roosts for
the fowls. Wasnt it strange they
didnt lay?

Thei owner had been putting food
into these birds
enough heat to keep them alive on the

cold plghts when they must burn up §

a vast amount of carbonaceous matter
to offset the loss of heat from their
bodies. He had been literally “feeding
the winds” through the fowls.
is the most extreme case thathas ever
comej! under the direct observation of
the Writer. It Is a type of the old
etyle; of poultry raising, which per-
mitted the fowls to roost In the top
of the apple trees or in any other place
they could find. Some men say that
it Is natural for fowls to do that way,
as that was their custom before they
were domesticated. But before they
were domesticated, they lived in
wanner clime than that prevailing
over the northern United States. We
cannot reasonably expect to get winter
eggs from fowls go housed, and should
not find fault with the fowls for things
directly chargeable to the improvi-
dence of $eir owner. We are satis-
fied. that many of the mysteries re-
ported to us from the poultry yards
of our farms would be made clear
could we but look into those yards and
seeJthe true conditions.

«European Fairs and Markets.

In several foreign countries there
are “fairs” and markets, some only
annual or occasional -and others fre-
quent and periodical, which afford
novel scenes to an American. Al-
though curious and entertaining, with
many features which are commenda-
blel. when local conditions are coasid™
cred, there is little’about these com-
mercial metKods or systems which
coutld be advantageously adopted in
this country. As examples of these
unique dairy markets may be men-
tioned the great mart or butter ex-
change of Cork, Ireland, the daily auc-
tion' sales of butter at the Central
Markets of Paris, and the market
dajs in many little towns and. (vil-
lages in Normandy, when the wives
and daughters of tIx"Thrmers and
peasants assemble by the hundred in
the parks or along the streets, and
sell their “mottes” of butter, often ag-
gregatrn% several .tons a day in
tflfl%l illage, to the representatives

The cheese fairs at Frome,
England, and Kilmarnock; Scotland,
apd the street fairs at Alkmaar,
Hoorn and Utrecht, Holland, are simi-
larly interesting in connection with
cheese.—Henry E. Alvord.

The meeting being called to order by
President Hough, P. W. Voohies, a
member of the board, explained the
need for more room, specifying flve
conditions why this room was needed.
The most essential reasons were that
the room for the primary grades

were to small by half and that
the kindergarten children were com-

pelled to sit in a damp basement. ©

Other reasons Were the need of a reci-
tation room for the high school and a

perly keeping the physical, and chemi-
cal aEparatus belonging to the school.
The board had adopted the same plans
submitted to the people of the district

If a ma* coold eat as much in pro*
portion to his slx« — a sparrow it
able to comtumo he would need a
‘whole sheep tor dinner, a couple ol
dozen fowl* tor breakfast, and six tur-
keys for his evening meal. A tree
sparrow has been known to eat 700
grass seeds la a day. Birds can and
do work far harder than human bo
Inga. A pair of house-martins when
nesting will teed their young on an

,average once in twenty seconds—

that is, each bird, mala and female,
makes ninety journeys to and fro in
an hour, or perhaps 1,000 a dag. It
must be remembered that on each
journey the bird has the added work
of catching an Insect. Even so tiny a
bird as the wren haa been counted to
make 110 tripsto and from its nest
within 430 minutes, and the prey it’
carried home  consisted of insects
much larger and heavier than were
caught by swallow*

Mrs. Astor’s Private Detective.
A good story on one of the White
House dinners is told by Crump, who
was steward during the Hayes regime.
In January, 1880, Mr. and Mrs. William
Waldorf ~ Astor were guests at the
president’s board. During the dinner
Crump happened to discover a stranga
man Wandering about the apartments.

On Nov. 14 the scattered Indians of
the fastvdwindling Santa Ysabel tribe
in California, together with a num-
ber of their friends from Mesa
Grande, Anahnac and Capitan Grande,
celebrated one of their characteristic
fiestas. This kind of fiesta is aleom-
bination of the old-fashioned harvest
home, Fourth of July and Thanksgiv-
ing. It celebrates the successful
ending of the harvest season, and cor-
responds to the corn feasts of the
Yumas, with the church ritual add-
ed. Santa Ysabel at one time con-
tained the largest village of Indians
probably in San Diego county, and ac-
cording to ancient white-haired Indi-
ans, they were as countless as the
ants. To think of that peaceful dairy

A Santa Ysabel Home,
ranch, with it* hundreds of * cattle,
large modern creameries, barns and
outbuildings, overrun by hordes of
long-haired, naked savages, is a far
stretch of the imagination, but the
greater number of mortar holes and
the tales of early pioneers leave no
room for doubt. Of this once thriv-
ing village, only two houses remain
inhabited to-day, the rest having fall-
en In ruins, marked only by a mound
of earth, and most times not even
that. Of the old church only-a frag-
ment of wall remains, and this is an-
nually eovered by a ramada, or
brush shelter, in which services are
held occasionally. But the real glory
and pride of the Santa lIsabellas,
their old rfisaion bells, remain to-day,
as sweet-toned as when they were
cast, nearly 140 years ago, in -old
Spain. Each of these bells weighs
about 400 pounds, and when it is re-
membered that they were brought up
from San Diego dearly a century ago,
on the backs of Indians, over fifty
miles, without stop, one can imagine
the power-the old padres exercised
oyer the simple, superstitious sav-
ages.

For a week previous to the fiesta
the hat is passed around, and collec-
tions sedured, to the amount of some-
times fifty or more dollars, coffee,
beans, etc.; with which to feed all the
invited "guests during the continuance
of the good time.

From early dawn till dewy eve on.
the 14th the Indians kept Arriving
from different parts of the country, in
all kinds of rigs, and on all sorts of
mounts, although it iBto be remarked
that most of the-horses seemed well
fed and In excellent condition. Some
of the late comers had gazed too fix-
edly on the wine when it was red, and
were inclined to be hilarious.:

As relay after relay arrived they
were fed and turned loose to make
room for.more. At sundown the peo-
ple all gathered near the remnant of
a once vigorous old sycamore on the
banks of th™ beautiful Santa Ysabel
creek, and there three crosses were
brought to them by Salvador Duro,
the master of 'ceremonies. These
crosses were made cf tba heads of
wheat In the form of a Greek cross,
and fastened to long sticks, and were
borne at the head of a procession,
which  immediately formed, and
walked rbareheaded toward the
church, chanting and going through
a responsivd service During this
.time the bell ringer kept up an inces-
sant jangle of sw”et sounds, while
many of the young men shot off pis-
tols and guns In a somewhat reckless
manner, and one Industrious Indian
kept setting off-sticks of giant pow-

The
crosses were deposited in the church.,
and more formulae were gone through
with. When iUs was oonclpded; the.
Indians began to celebrate in good
earnest, sad reft pokra circulated
freely the whole night tong.
