Most of the recently published an­
nual report of the British School at 
Athens, the eighth in number, deals 
with the discoveries in Crete. Exca­
vations have been made in the eastern 
part of that island, not only at 
Knossos. near the northern shore, 
where spade work seems yearly to re­
veal- yet greater wonders, but also at 
Praesos and Palaikastro. The struc­
ture of the great palace at the first- 
named site becomes each year more 
distinct, and the last decade has added 
a jaew chapter to the pre^Hellenic his­
tory of the Mediterranean. This shows 
that the legends, which, less than half 
a century ago, were considered to be 
old wives’ tales, had a very substantial 
foundation in fact. Though Daedalus

was a window on either side*, s in c e  
there are three in the first floor. Each 
of these has frames containing four 
panes, which are painted red, so cear- 
let-tinted oiled parchment may have 
been the substitute for glass. The 
second floor has three rather smaller 
windows, and the whole facade is  
ornamented by double string courses— 
probably beams—the rest of the walls 
being formed of plaster-faced rubble. 
There were also houses more like 
towers, as well as regular towers, but 
from the first and second we can pic­
ture to ourselves the streets of 
K d d s s o s  early in the Mycenean Age, 
before the Greeks besieged Troy, or 
Ulj'sses set oi$t on his travels.

did not trust himself to “fleet wings” 
when he quitted the realm of Minos, 
and we may continue to be skeptical 
as to the existence of the Minotaur, a 
wonderful building certainly existed 
at Knossos before Greek history be­
gins or the Homeric poems were writ­
ten.

The Knossos excavations have now 
proved the existence of more than one 
stage in the development of early 
Cretan civilization. Beneath this great 
palace the ruins of An oldef building 
locally occur, the foundations of which 
rest upon a stratum that has yielded 
implements of^-wrought stone and 
bone, with pottery. These clearly be­
long to the later stone, or neolithic, 
age. Remains found in both buildings, 
prove them to have been erected in the 
bronze age; the upper one belonging 
to the later part of it—that depicted 
in the Homeric poems.

Above the ruins came the sub-struc­
tures of the great palace, which in 
place/ very nearly followed the older 
lines. The arrangements for drain­
age. and especially for taking advan­
tage of the occasional heavy rainfall 
for purposes of flushing, would be 
creditable to a modern sanitary en­
gineer, and include lines of drain pipes 
as well as regular sewers. This, how-: 
ever, is got all. Ancient ouildings, 
apparently, were very often only one 
story high—at any rate, above ground. 
At Knossos the remains of an upper 
story are among the later discoveries. 
Mr. Evans, who is in charge of the ex­
cavations, even believes that he has 
identified the Queen’s boudoir, con­
nected by a private staircase with her 
bedroom above, And other parts of 
the ruins give indfcratiohs which sug­
gest the former existence of a second 
flobr. That this was a common con­
struction in Cretan houses of that age 
has now been proved. In one of the 
basement chambers of the palace a 
number of enameled plaques, which 
evidently had formed part of a large 
mosaic, were found buried beneath a 
pavement, and. therefore, of more an­
cient date; the material resembling 
Egyptian porcelain, but of the native 
Knossian: fabric. Many of them repre­
sent houses, towers, and other build­
ings.

One type of the first shows a dwell 
ing constructed of plaster and wood, 
the round beam ends of the latter be-

daily becomes more definite. Mr. 
Evans’ discoveries at Knossos, those 
of Mr. Bosanquet at Palaikastro, and 
of others elsewhere, show that the 
civilization in the Eastern Medlter- 
ranean began long before that part of 
the Mycenean period which was first 
disclosed by Schliemann’s researches 
in the traditional citadel of Atreus, 
and to which the great palace at 
Knossos belongs. Yet all these are 
proved to be earlier than the Dorian 
invasion—that is, than the dawn of 
definite history in Greece. To begin 
with, the language, as Mr. R. S. Con* 
way informs us, was not Greek. The 
materials at present to hand are too 
scanty to say much more than that it 
may belong to the Indo-European fam­
ily. Crete, however, can supply 
more definite answer than this.

Articles of Egyptian - manufacture 
have been found there, and these 
prove the two countries have been in 
communication, which was closest in 
the time of the eighteenth dynasty, or 
about fifteen centuries before the 
Christian era. Egyptian monuments 
of about the same date also contain 
reference to people from beyond the 
Mediterranean.- Among these the Kef- 
tin are mentioned, a name, as H. R. 
Hall tells us, meaning the “back of 
beyond.” Who they were cannot be 
precisely determined, but the flame 
may have been used vaguely for peo­
ple from Crete and parts of the main­
land. while other names more certain­
ly designate Cyprus. Bronze swords of 
Mycenean type also figure on Egyptian 
freshcoes. and the date of these wea­
pons has been supposed on other 
grounds to be about 1600 B. C. Thus 
the Mycenean age can be carried back, 
at any rate, for some thirty-five cen̂  
turies from the present era.

Among the vases and other remains 
from the older palace, a fair number 
show traces of Egyptian influence, and 
some must have been Imported from 
that country. Like the Cretan seals, 
they supply the means of linking on 
to tho period, of the TwelftiLand Thir­
teenth Dynasties thus carrying ua 
about SCO years further back than the 
former date. But the excavations of 
last year evidence was found of com­
munication with the Nile Valley in ths 
early Dynastic period—fragments ol 
vases, both of pottery and of stons^ 
which, in tho opinion of Egyptologist^

In the Laysan islands of the Pa­
cific the albatross is very tame and 
very abundant. A naturalist thus de­
scribes the so-called dance or “cake 
walk,” as the sailors call it, of these 
interesting birds: “Two albatrosses 
approach each other bowing profound­
ly and stepping rather heavily. They 
circle around each other nodding sol­
emnly all Xhe time. Next they fence 
a little, crossing bills and whetting 
them together, pecking meanwhile, 
and dropping stiff little bows. Sudden­
ly one lifts its closed wing and 
nibbles at the feathers underneath, 
or rarely If in a hurry merely turns 
Its head and tucks its bill under its 
wing. The other “bird during this 
short performance assumes a statu­
esque pose and either looks mechan­
ically from side to s id e  o r  snaps its 
bill loudly a few times. Then the first 
bird bows once and, pointing its head 
and beak straight upward, rises on its 
toes, puffs out its breast and utters 
a prolonged nasal groan, the other 
bird snapping its bill loudly and rap­
idly at the same time. When they 
have finished they begin bowing at 
each other again, almost always rap­
idly and alternately, and presently re­
peat the performance.”

The Trade in Egjs.

7s*

Evert' one has been made aware that 
the price of eggs has gone sky-high, 
and the “fruit” hard to get at almost 
any price. The retail price in Plym­
outh to-day is 32 cents per dozen and 
the market bare. There is a cause, of 

'course, and the New York National 
Provisions advances the following:
The total number of eggs received in 
New York during 1903 is at 96,364,554 

•xiozen, at an average of 18f£c, as com­
pared with 91,816,608 dozen in 1902, at 
an average price of 20c. The total 
value of eggs in 1903 is placed at $17,- 
827,442, as compared with $18,363,322 
in l902. On January 1 there were only 
about 30,000 cases left of the 108,000 
cases in cold storage on the first of 
December, and the average weekly re­
duction since the latter date was about 
17,500 cases. More than half of the 
local consumption in New York',Ui9 
reported, is supplied from refrigerators.
The very cold weather in the south­
west has caused a scarcity of eggs from 
that quarter, and with the small 
amount in the coolers there promises 
to be a great shortage in the near 
future.

In New York on January 7 the fol­
lowing prices were quoted: Nearby 
fresh gathered extras, 39c; nearby do 
soconds to firsts, 33037c: western fresh 
gathered, extras. 39c; do firsts, 37c: .re­
frigerator firsts, 32c; do thirds and 
seconds, 29tf?31c; dirties, 25&27c.

In Boston the market was generally 
•demoralized on account of the severe 
weather and a lack of supplies, and 
almost any price might be obtained for 
nearby fresh gathered. Fresh western 
were quoted at 35040c; refrigerators,
29<&30, and in some cases as high as 
32c. About 12,000 cases came out of 
the refrigerators, which would leave 
only 12,360 cases to supply the demand 
before the southern eggs begin to 
arrive.

In Phlledelpeia thd" same conditions 
existed a$-in Boston, and western eggs 

.sold at 26037, loss off; southern, 34036 
loss off; refrigerators, firsts, 32c at 
mark; do seconds, 30031c. -

In Chicago the market was linn and 
extras sold at 32c and firsts at 30e.
The amount of stock in the cold stor­
age cannot be accurately given at this 
time, but the scarcity of fresh eggs has 
caused the stock to come out freely.
The g en ia l condition of the egg mark­
e t throughout the country is a peculiar 
one and has not been duplicated in any 
previous year. The egg industry'.is one 
of the most important in the United 
States, and its growth has been enor­
mous during the last decadtj. Esti­
mates show that the poultry "and egg 
trade in the United States in its pro­
duction last year exceeds in value all 
the gold And-silver mined.in the world 
during the year. The estimated num­
ber of chickens in the country is 250,- 
4100,000, producing for market in one 
year poultry worth $136,000,00o and 
eggs worth $144,000,000, a total value 
of about $280,000,000. This represents 
an income of 400 per cent on a similar j owu With each consignment 
investment.

ABOUT PLYMOUTH GRANGE

T o toe Editor:—I  desire through 
the medium of The M»il to c»ll the at­
tention of the public, more eepeoially 
the farmer constituency, to the work 
of the grange, the objects and aims of 
the Patrons of Husbandry. We some­
times hear it said: “we are not known. 
That "the principles for which we 
stand are little understood.” It is im­
possible for the writer within the space 
allotted to this article, to dilate to any 
considerable extent upon grange work 
and I will therefore keep more within, 
the purview of this article, by giving 
the reader a brief statement of some or 
the work gone over by the Plymouth 
grange during the year just closed, 
prefacing these remarks by a short 
statement of what the Grange as a 
whole stands for.

Briefly stated, the Grange stands for 
the moral, intellectual and social ad­
vancement of the American farmer, 
and incidentally for his financial well­
being through legitimate measures 
Its birthday was December 4th, 186,. 
Its motto: -In esseotials, unity; in non- 
essentials, liberty: in all things charity. 
Each Grange is a recognized farmer s 
institute for the teaching of practical 
agriculture; a school where social and 
economic problems are discussed and 
exemplified.

Early lust vear, Plymouth Grange 
took up the 'topic of “Government 
ownership of public utilities," and as a 
preliminary to the discussion invited 
Mr. L. H. i'happel to prepare a paper 
on the subject, which w a s  accepted and 
welt received.

ar"little later we decided to adopt 
James' Practical Agriculture as a text 
book, the same being in general use by 
the Grange throughout the state, This 
book is intended as an aid in acquiring 
a knowledge of the Science of Agri 
culture, as distinct from the Arts of 
Agriculture; a knowledge of the “why^ 
rather than a knowledge of the “how, ’ 
and is admirably calculated through­
out tor use in the Grange. Perhaps no 
lesson was received with greater profit 
than that treating of the leguminous 
plants, to which family the different 
kinds of pea, bean,'clover and the 
lupines belong. That the reader may 
the better appreciate the importance 
of the leguminous plants as a fertiliz­
ing agency, until recently but little 
understood, I  will add: that the chief 
plant food elements necessary to plant 
life are nitrogen, potash and phos- 
nfioric acid. Of these, the two former 
are plentiful and inexpensive, while in 
assimilable form, the nitrogen so es­
sential to every crop, is yery expensive. 
Though seven tenths of the atmos­
phere is free nitrogen, yet the cereal 
and some other of the grain plants 
can not use one atom of it.

Recently, from scientific investiga­
tion. it has been' found that the tuber­
cles or nodules found on the roots of 
theso leguminous plants are infected 
with bacteria of varying size: that 
these bacteria assimilate the free nitro­
gen from the air and store it up in thfe 
form of nitrates, which is assimilable 
by all grain plants.

L)r. Geo. T. Moore, physiologist of 
the laboratory of plant physiology.in 
the department of agriculture at Wash­
ington. has published a bulletin de­
scribing a method for aiding the work 
of the bacteria by sealing out a dry 
culture which will keep in air tight 
battles indefinitely, the bottles contain­
ing cotton saturated with the bacteria. 
‘•This is shipped to different parts of 
the country and when soaked in water 
again the’bacteria increase in incon­
ceivable rapidity." J

So it is we make use of the detesta­
ble microbe and disprove the Malthu­
sian! theory. Prof. Nobbe, however, 
goes a step farther and by scientific in­
vestigation and experiment has proven 
that the soil has a practical substitute 
in water and has succeeded in growing 
trees of considerable size, even to the 
third generation, without the use of a 
particle of soil, the water having been 
supplied with artificial plant food.

To diversify work and indite interest 
the grange lecturer may call upon one 
or more of its members to prepare and 
read a paper upon the subject at hand. 
Upon roll call, it is frequently expect­
ed that each member will respond with 
a choice bit of poetry, giving name 
and brief sketch of the author. At 
other times each member may be re­
quired to repeat a paragraph from the 
ritual. Quite generally, when conven­
ient, music takes up a part of the lec­
turer’s program, and for this a book,of

Why • Chicks Clfe.
During Novembv'tf, i$00, a lot of 

fifty-eight chicks was latched for ofcb* 
er experimental work, and, thfs havttg 
been concluded, the chicks we?e plii6bd 
in an out-door brooder. Within three 
weeks 'jail but five had- died. The cause, 
as determined from the post-mortem 
evidence, was found to be diseases 
due toi the inclement weather which 
prevailed at that time. The severity 
of the change between the brooder and 
that prevailing outside gave to the 
larger number of the young chicks 
lung diseases from which they never 
recovered. Among these may be men­
tioned one of the first steps in pneu­
monia, wMeh gave an appearance of 
the tubercl'es, which possibly have 
been heretofore i called tuberculosis, 
implying that the bacillus tuberculosis 
was their cause. Those tubercles 
within a few days passed through 
theft* various stages Into cheesy de­
gen elation, and in the more chronic 
casea- seemed to be in process of re­
pair when the animal died. Other 
chicks died of congestion of the lungs; 
others seemed to die of Intestinal trou­
bles, prcj&ably "brought about by the 
same causes. I noted also that the 
chicks did not seem to exercise proper 
judgment in their selection of the food 
presented to them. Some ate it too 
coarse; fathers devoured coarse, fib­
rous roots; others seemed to have no 
grit in their gizzards with which to 
grind the, grain.—Rhode Island Expert-* 
rnent Station Repcxrt.
