Outhwaite 
had 15 cents of this in his possession 
when he was found dead, and his re­
latives cannot understand how he 
could have been drinking, for he had 
earned^ nothing. His friends believe 
that he was weakened by want of food 
and, unable to walk any farther he had 
gone into the alley to rest, and over-­
come by faintness, had fallen face 
downwurds.

The funeral was held from the Pres 
byterian church on Wednesdav after 
noon service being conducted by Rev.

As a consequence of the prevalence 
of marble floors, or of the tiles which 
imitate marble, any other kind is al­
ways remarked. Ti*e practical side 
of this question appeals to the house­
keeper as she estimates the amount of 
labor necessary ’to keep those floors 
clean, and is  a matter of,fact they are 
wiped up every day.

These tiled floors and stained-glass 
doors go far toward preventing a Cu­
ban house from looking bare; there

There may be seen a handsome 
house with a carpenter shop next door, 
or a grocery store or a pawn shop.

There are no back doors. Every­
thing comes in at the front door, even 
the servants. It is no -unusual thing 
in elegant homes for servants to come 
in from market ^nd pass through the 
drawing room, while callers are there. 
Often the only outside door opens di­
rectly into this room, so that entrance 
to tho othor parts o’f the house is only 
by means- of it. «r

The kitchen is in the extreme rear 
of the house, a dingy room, as a rule, 
with little enough light, and made all 
the dingier, by the charcoal used in 
the row of braziers.

Havana gives the impression of being 
composed of houses of one story in 
height, and a great many of tho build­
ing are so; but far more than may be 
thought have two stories, -while an 
“intersuelo”—a half story between the 
first and the second—is very popular, 
thus really making three floors.
> Aft. of the large, old houses have 
•chapels built as an integral part, with 
all of the symbolic architecture. The 
house occupied by the American min­
ister has one; the mass said there 
every Wednesday morning is attended 
by a number of people.

Naturally .Cuba is not composed en­
tirely of people who live in marble 
halls, for there are many tenement 
houses. Some of these are wretched 
places, where dozens of people are 
huddled together. Whites, blacks and 
sometimes Chinese live there In ihe 
utmost harmony apparently, and little 
children play about, each dressed in 
a pair of shoes. Tenement houses 
have one story, are in tho shape of a 
hollow oblong, and all rooms open on 
the courtyard. These are not confined

frames, t»  the third floor, where the 
President rives, his portion of the 
palace, separated from the rest of 
the palace- by a temporary wooden 
partition. Passing along the broad 
gallery for a few steps, the door of tho

Col. Brownlow says that 
we have over 200,000 miles of the finest 
railway in the world, more miles of 
railway than all the rest of the globe 
.put together, yet we have the poorest 
wagon roads of any civilized country. 
He believes that no one thing [will do 
this country so much good as the build­
ing of good roads as provided for in 
this bill. As these are to be built in 
every state they will be especially valu­
able as an object lesson. Experience has 
shown that wherever good roads exist 
•every one wants more of them. Mich 
igan’s share of this national apprqpria 
iion is to be 8702,000.

Punctuation by means of stops or 
points, so as to indicate the meaning 
of sentences and assist the reader to 
a proper enunciation, is ascribed or­
iginally to Aristophanes, an Alexan­
drian grammarian, who lived in the 
third century. B. C. Whatever his 
system may ’ tve been, it was subse­
quently neglected and forgotten; but 
was reintroduced by Charlemagne, the 
various store and symbols being de­
signed by Varnefried and Alcuin.

The present system of punctuation 
was introduced in the latter part of 
the fifteenth century by Aldus Manu- 
tius, a Venetian printer, who was re­
sponsible for our full-stop, colon, semi­
colon, comma, marks of interrogation 
and exclamation, parenthesis and 
dash, hyphen, apostrophe and quota­
tion marks. These were subsequently 
copied by other printers, until their 
use became universal.

Most ancient languages were inno­
cent of any system of punctuation. We 
find in many early manuscripts that 
the letters are placed at equal dis­
tances apart, with no connecting link 
between, even in the matter of spac­
ing, an arrangement which must have 
rendered reading at sight somewhat 
difficult.

looking for- relief from the  owner. 
T h is relief cam e a fte r  a  long while, 
and the sheep w ere driven  to  the 
barnyard , w hen they  w ere tu rn ed  in 
am ong a  le t of ca ttle  and  pigs and 
colts, perhaps, to  be hooked o r kicked 
o r  chased, and  k ep t in  con stan t te r­
ro r—the sheep is  a  tim id anim al 
n a tu ra lly—and  a ll the  tim e tak ing  
th e ir  chance of ge tting  a  b ite  to  eat 
from  am ong a ll the  res t. W hile for 
sh e lte r they  perhaps had  opening to 
th e  yard  a  sm all pen, w ith cracks  and 
openings all the way up and down and 
around th e  walls, built, one could im ­
agine, to  le t in the g rea te s t num ber 
of d rafts  possible.

In B e e f  M a k in g .

W riting  of beef m aking, Prof. D. W. 
May of the  K entucky sta tion  says: 
T he resu lts  of practica l experim ents 

Tiave been variable , and  ow ing to  the 
m ethods of conducting them , and es­
pecially to  the  facto r of the  individual­
ity  of the  anim al as show n by the  dif­
ferences In resu lts  w ith th e  sam e 
feeds, it  h as  been difficult to  draw 
very  definite , conclusions. In  feeding 
ca ttle  th e  usual prac tice  is to ta k e  the 
anim al from  g rass a t  about eighteen 
m onths of age and to feed heavily  on 
concen trated  ra tions  during  several 
m onths. D uring th is  period the  fram e­
w ork of th e  anim al is rounded o u t and 
fa t  deposited am ong the  organs and 
tissues of th e  body. T he tendency for 
s e v e ra l. years has been tow ard  the 
fa tten ing  of younger anim als.

The farm ers of the 
corn-growing sections m ust m eet the 
com petition of the  ranches by growing 
a  b e tte r  c lass of stee rs, and to, do th is  
they m ust b reed  w ith a  definite object 
in view.

been so lofw th a t  A m erican stockm en 
have been  w astefu l -in th e ir  feeding 
methods.

W hen 
in operation the tlume is gorged for a 
week a t  a tim e w ith lumber, which is 
fished out a :  tiio valley term inus of the 
fiume- and  sorted  am i piled ready for 
use. The longest’fiume is in N orthern 
California. I t  is six ty-four iniies long 
and cost $430,000. w here tin* iuinber is 
cheap. A  new tlume w as recently  
finished in F resno County. I t  is w ith 
th is  flume th a t th is  story deals. • I t 
leads from  th e  im m ense pine fordsts 
on the  m ountains. Tuoo feet above Sea 
level, clowu into San Joaquin  Valley, 
a t  the little  tow n of Collis, near F re s ­
no. In  o ther -words, th e  tlume s ta rts  
am id  the  perpetual snow s and ice of 
the  S ierras and te rm ina tes am id 
grow ing v ineyards and  apricot orch­
ards of the  sem i-tropic San Joaquin. 
S tephenson Creek, in the m ountains, 
supplies the w ater.

T he flume boats in which th e  rapid 
journeys a re  made dow n the flumes 
a re  simple. Thev a re  m ade the shape 
of the V-boxes of the  flumes. The up­
p e r  ends of th e  boats. $re  closed by a 
board nailed  across, b u t le ft open to 
le t o u t tile w a te r which splashes over 
the sides of the  boat from  tim e to 
tim e. S hort boards a re  la id  across for 
seats, depending upon how  m any per­
sons a re  to m ake th e  journey. A  car­
penter can m ake one of these boats in 
ha lf an  hour. The boat is m eant only 
for one journey, for none is ever hauled 
back for another voyage. Only a little  
p repara tion  is necessary for a trip  of 
th is k ind, and  half a dollar will buy 
enough lum ber for. th e  boat, and 
m an is a  poor c a rp e n te r . indeed who 
canno t m ake his ow n vessel. The trip  
is m ade w ith  little  danger—a t least in  
th is F resno flume. TUB principal 
trouble is w hen oflre sta rted  th e re  are  
few  places w here om* can stop. The 
cu rren t is generally  so rap id  th a t  it  
m akes landing impossible, and  the voy 
ager can  only s it still-and  le t the boat 
run.

T he first ride downV^he now flume 
from  s ta r t  to finish w as m ade a few  
day* ago. T he boat w as - m ade the 
evening before a t  the reservo ir on S te­
phenson Creek, the  eastern  te rm inus of 
the  flume, aud everyth ing  w as prepared  
for an  early  s ta rt, and  am ple provision 
w as made for all em ergencies, even to 
tak ing  along a. shotgun and  rifles, the 
form er for killing quail and birds, the 
la tte r  fo r bear or any large gam e th a t 
m ight be-seen , for the  flume, during  
m ore than  th irty  miles of i ts  course, 
passes-through a wild region of m oun­
ta ins, hills and  forests, abounding in 
gam e from  the  sm allest b ird  to the 
largest animal.

T he passenger does not realize ju s t 
how he gets in to  the boat nor how he 
m akes the  s tart, i t  is all over before 
he has tim e to  think. H e has an  tin 
governable desire to  clutch a t  things, 
but-before he can do so he is- gone, and 
the speed m akes him catch  his b reath  
and  th a t is all he can do. The s ta r t  
has been made, and i t  m ight be a  race 
to the finish.

I Before the passenger has tim e to look 
| back o r fo rw ard  or to ask  any .piles 

tions he has run the  first half-m ile and 
is sw eeping around a curve, which 

I opens to his vision a sight not p leasant 
! to  contem plate. The flume passes be­

tw een tw o w alls of rock and  then  out 
I along the  face of a solid rock, forming 
j the  side of Stephenson M ountain. I f  

one can look dow n w hile speeding-! 
| across the  giddy height he will see be­

nea th  him th e  canon of the  creek, deep 
dow n In the  shadow s of morning, a l­
m ost da rk  w ith  the  depths. The boat 
seem s flying th rough space*. I t  is  only 
a mom ent till th e  giddy place is passed 
and the. boat darts ' Into a mass of 
gloomy pines grow ing against the  side 
o f the  m ountain.

The p lace Ju st behind w as one of the 
m ost perilous In the  flume. In  build­
ing the  s tru c tu re  th e  w orkm en could 
not find footing, an d  w ere le t down by 
ropes from  th e  brink  of th e  cliff, and 
th u s  they hung w hile w ith ham m er 
and  drill they cu t holes in the  solid 
rock, and  made anchorages In which tb 
hang the  flume. Now it res ts  there, 
perhaps solid enough and probably safje 
enough, b u t one has s trange feelings 
as  he s its  in a  narrow  boat and  m akes 
th e  voyage, in m idair like a  bird, not 
knowing w hen one of the cleats  will 
snap  and  le t th e  w hole s tructu re 
plunge into th e  depths beneath.

On th a t m orning the re  w ere many 
and  large icicles hanging under the  
flume. Some tim es the  ice w as piled 
up from  the  ground to th e  flume tw en­
ty  or th irty  feet in  columns aud  arches, 
having  th e  appearance of m arble of in ­
tense w hiteness. I f  the  w ate r is pe r­
m itted  to flow all w in te r in  the  flame 
there  m ight be danger th a t  th e  ice 
w ould accum ulate till th e  w eight on 
some of th e  high tre stles  w ould be 
sufficient to d rag  th e  en tire  s truc tu re  
down.

After a four-mile run the boat sud­
denly emerges frofn a forest of pines 
and flr, and the passengers in the boat 
experience the feeling of a person in a 
balloon, where the world seems to drop 
away from under him. The numerous

N early everyw here in sight tliej 

canon is d a rk  a t  th a t hour of the  morn} 
ing. b u t a t  tw o or th ree  places the sun-! 
light pours th rough th e  gatew ays iiij 
th e  cliffs and  the  beams full on Ioann, 
ing floods, s ilen t in  the distance, and  
glad the blackness of the g ran ite  cliffs 
which hang like w alls a  thousand feet 
above the  river.

The passenger cannot look tw ice a t 
the  scene. T he nex t m inute he has 
passed aga in  into tim ber; t^en  comes 
curve a f te r  cu rve around a rocky 
m ountain, and  a fte r  a  little  w hile the 
canon, w hich had seem ed so nearly 
bottomless, has been le ft behind. The 
first tw elve miles of th e  journey bring 
the  traveler to the  w estern  face of P ine 
Ridge, the  last d r if t of snow d isap­
pears, and  the  stately  groves of sugar 
pine and  arbor v itae begin to  give place 
to tangled  th ickets  of m anzanita and 
chapparal, and the  starved  and stunted  
digger pines., and  gnarled  ja ck  oaks 
take  the place of the  tam aracks  which 
grow abou t th e  reservoir a t  th e  s ta r t­
ing place. C lim ate succeeds clim ate as 
the  boat rushes from  ridge to  ridge.

P assing  around the  m ountain  a t  the 
head of D ry Creek, F resno  City, forty- 
five miles d istan t, is seen, w ith  the 
m orning sun kindling on the  m etal 
roofs and  g lancing from  the dome of 
the Court H ouse so fa r  aw ay th a t i t  
seem s a speck of light.

A lthough th e  roughest p a r t of the 
m ountains a re  le ft behind a f te r  the 
hea.d o f Dry Creek is reached, the 
flume has still Solptr-iqf^its^ steepest 
grades "helo t/ th a t point. T he decline 
is not unlfqpni, vary ing  from a  hardly 
perceptible .g rade  to as  much as  one 
foot in- ten. Down th e  steepest places 
the  boat rushes a t  a speed which a p ­
proaches very nearly  th e  lim it of safe­
ty. W ith in  five or six  miles fu rth e r the 
flume sweeps around  th e  brink  of 
high, bold graDite cliff, and  tw o miles 
aw ay and 2000 fee t below tbe  little  v il­
lage o f Toll H ouse b u rs ts  into view. 
G reen fields su rround It even in  win 
ter. b u t it has a forsaken appearance, 
for Its days o f prosperity  a re  num ­
bered. Tt w as for th irty  years a stop­
ping place for^ team ste rs hauling  lum ­
ber from  the  m ountains, b u t the  flume 
w ill bring  lum ber dow n hereafter, and  
the  team s w ill never retu rn .

W hen the  flume lias passed Toll 
H ouse it  has entered  the  foothills and  
the excitem ent is over. T he w ay leads 
for tw enty miles down a  narrow  val 
ley. and  the  passengers in  th e  boat 
have nothing to a larm  them  as  they 
glide along so smoothly and  peace­
fully th a t if they sh u t the ir eyes they 
would probably fall asleep. The speed 
glows less as the  plains a re  approached 
and now and  then  vineyards or orange 
orchards a re  seen stand ing  in pleasing 
con trast w ith  th e  ice and  w ate r cold: 
ness o f the  m ountains, now 4000 feet 
above. From  the foot of the  hills the 
d istance to  th e  term inus of the  flume 
a t  Clovis Is abou t tw elve miles, and 
the speed lessens all th e  time. Before 
the  end is reached the  flume boat 
passes over fine vineyards, in  which 
even so la te  In the season as Decem ber 
largo quan tities of g rapes load the:

Chamical Matter la the Same in All 
the Twinkling Lights.

In "concluding a valuable series of 
articles ou the "Chemistry ’ of the 
8t&rs,” A. Fowler writes as follows: 
“Notwithstanding the divergence of 
opinion on some points, there is a 
general acquiescence in the view that 
the matter composing the stars is 
essentially the same as that with 
which we are acquainted on the 
earth.

*This leading’idea is admirably ex­
pressed by Sir William and Lady 
Huggins in the following passage in 
their Atlas of Representative Stellar 
Spectra’: ‘As the conclusion of the 
whole matter, though there may be 
no reason to assume that t’he propor­
tions of the different kinds of chemi­
cal matter are strictly the same in 
all stars, or that the roll of chemical 
elements is equally complete in every 
stars the evidence appears to be 
‘strdng that the principal types of star 
spectra [should not be interpreted as 
produced by great original differences 
of chemical constitution, but rather as 
successive stages of an evolutional 
progress, bringing about such altered 
conditions of density, temperature and 
mingling of stellar gases as are suffi­
cient presumably to account for the 
spectral differences observed, even 
though with our present knowledge a 
complete explanation may not be 
forthcoming.’

“Investigations are still in progress 
in many lands, and it is not too much 
to expect that sooner or later the 
story of celestial evolution will've 
completely elucidated.”—Knowledge.
