T here  are  a t  p resen t said to be over 
eighty  prisoners In th e  W ayne county 
ja il aw aiting  tr ia l on som e crim inal 
charge o r other, and  every  day seem s 
to add to  the  num ber. Som e o f  these 
prisoners have been confined fo r w eeks 
an d  m on ths  w ith o u t being g iven an 
oppo rtun ity  to  prove th e ir  innocence 
or m ake any  defense, and  th e  new spa 
pere o f th e  city  a re  properly cudgeling  
th e  p ro secu ting  officers fo r th e ir  seem 
ing  indifference in  the  m a tte r . T he 
expense o f  m a in ta in in g  th e  prisoners 
foots up qu ite  a  bill and  som e action  is 
dem anded.

T h e  F ree  P ress o f  W ednesday ed i­
torially  alludes to  (he s ta te  o f affairs 
as  follows: F ro m  tim e to  tim e th e  po­
lice and  prosecutor [are seized w ith  the 
belief th a t  th e  city  is  in  need o f a  spec­
ta cu la r dem onstra tion  o f  the  m ajesty  
o f th e  law. T hereupon  a  crim ina l is 
arrested , arra igned , tr ie d , convicted  and 
sen t to  th e  pen iten tia ry  w ith in  a  few  
hours a f te r  th e  offense w as com m itted  
and th e  responsible officials se ttle  back 
to adm ire  the exped itious m ethods 
they  have adop ted  in  a  specific case. 
O ne o f these th eatrica l effects has ju s t 
been achieved in the  case o f  Joseph  
M eunier, who m urdered  h is  m istress 
S atu rday  and  w as taken  to  the  p en iten ­
tiary  M onday. Thejre w as no doub t of 
M uenier’s gu ilt, and| the  pen iten tiary  is 
the  p lace fo r h im ; brut the re  w as no oc­
casion fo r official hysterics. T here are 
prisoners in th e  coun ty  ja il who have 
been w aiting  m onths fo r tr ia l; and  it 
is be tte r  to dispose o f  all Hhese cases 
regularly  and  in order. T h e  adm in is­
tra tio n  o f the  law  gains n o th in g  in 
d ign ity  and  im pressiveness by ad o p t­
ing  the  trick s  of th e  cheap theatre . N o 
public lesson is ta u g h t by railroading  
an  occasional crim inal in to  th e  p en i­
ten tia ry . W hat is dem anded m ore 
th a n  an y th ing  else is the speedy and 
im partia l tria l o f ail! persons accused 
o f crim e, and  the  p rom p t adm in is tra ­
tion  o f  ju s tice  in all cases. T he re  is 
n o th in g  particu larly  im pressive in a 
speedy v ind ica tion  lof the  law  every 
tw o o r th ree  years; i( is the  speedy v in ­
d ica tion  o f the  law  six days in  the 
week and fifty-two: w eeks in  the  year 
th a t m akes fo r the  re s tra in t o f the 
crim inally  disposed. |

Hawthorne’s Pen Pictures
of Abraham Lincoln.

The renow ned w riter, H aw thorne, j 
once penned the following memora- ' 
hie sketch  of A braham  Lincoln 's char- j 

. ac ter:
“Mr. L incoln 's whole physiognomy 

is a  coarse one, hut w ithal it is re­
deem ed , illum inated, softened and 
brightened by a kindly though serious 
look cu t of his eyes, and an -ex p re s­
sion of only sagacity  th a t seemed 
w eighted w ith rich  resu its  of village , 
experience. A g reat deal of native I 
sense, no bookish cultivation, no re- r 
finement, honest a t hea rt, and yet in 

'som e so rt sly—at least endowed with 
a  so rt of ta c t and wisdom th a t a re  
akin to - c raft ancj w ould impel him,
I th ink , to take  an  an tagon ist in flank 
ra th e r than  to m ake a hull run at him 
righ t in front. B ut on the  whole, I 
liked ^his sallow, queer, sagacious vis- j 
age. w ith the  homely hum an sym- j 
path ies th a t w armed him ; and for my 
sm all share  in  the m a tte r  would as 
lief have U ncle Abe for a ru le r as  any 
man who would have been likely to 
be put in his place."

Lincoln w as a  hum an being. H e was 
not a  god. although Mr. P ra tt  approv­
ingly quoted from Mr. John Hay th is  
absurd  paragraph ; "I consider Lin­
coln Republicanism  incarnate , with all 
its  fau lts  and v irtues, and in sp ite 
of some m ovem ents Republicanism  is 
»he sole hope o£-a sick world, so L in­
coln. w ith all his Foibles, is the g rea t­
e s t cha racte r since C hrist.''

He may not have been th a t, but he 
w as too great a  man to be em ascu­
lated, toned down and falsified in to  a 
conventionalized puppet. H is faults 
w ere a  part of his rugged manhood 
and individuality. Pain t him w ith his 
w arts on;- th a t is how he would have 
wished to be painted.

It m ust have been a  p leasure to Mr. 
P ra tt to have recorded the  s ta te ­
m ents of an artis t, a clergym an and 
of W illiam H. Sew ard, th a t they  never 
heard  the P residen t tell any anecdotes 
which could not have been repeated  
w ith propriety in the  p resence of 
ladies. ‘'N evertheless,” said ho. “ the 
clergym an and the a r t is t  m ust have 
been com parative s tran g e rs  to  L in­
coln, and Mr. Sew ard, if correctly  
quoted, was doubtless lying in the 
in te res t of w hat he conceived to be 
propriety. H aw thorne did not deenj 
it necessary  to dab a  fig leaf over 
L incoln's nudity of speech. Ho re­
g rets  th a t he him self had not lingered 
longer in the  P residen tial presence 
and see him  cross h is  legs (w hich. I 
am  told, is a very ex traord inary  per­
fo rm ance), and hea r him  te ll one of 
his electrical stories, for which he was 
so ’fam ous. A good m any of these 
a re  afloat in th e  common ta lk  of 
W ashington and arc  certain ly  the  apt- 
est, p re ttie st and funniest little  things 
im aginable; though, to be sure, they 
sm ack of the  fron tier freedom  and 
would not alw ays bear repetition  in 
the  draw ing room .”

Gov. Andrew G. C urtin  was one of 
P ennsylvania 's g rea tes t men. He was 
tw ice elected governor during  war 
tim es. Col. A W . M cClure was the  
pow er behind t l v  throne of Gov. Cur­
tin . M cClure was asked w;h^ he 
d idn 't run  for governor of Pennsyl­
van ia  him self, but rep lied : “ It is bet­
te r  to  own a governor than  to  be a 
governor." H e turned  C urtin aga inst 
th e  adm inistra tion , and th ree  days beV 

;l fo re  th e  b a ttle  of G ettysburg  the  gov­
ernor. tn a  speech to  th e  soldiers In 
th e  public square .said : “Soldiers, re ­
m em ber, I prom ise you I will not play 
th e  adm in istra tion  a t W ashington on 
you.” T h is ange red  Edwin M. S tan­
ton. S ecre tary  of War. very much. He 
com plained to Lincoln of the m anner 
in  w hich th e  G overnor of Pennsylva- 

; n ia  perform ed th e  o rders o f the  W ar 
D epartm ent,, com plaining b itterly  over 
th e  o rder and  yet perform ing them. 
In o th e r w ords, he k ep t the  word of 
prom ise to  th e  hope, bu t broke it to 
th e  ear.

Mr. Lincoln was a good Judge of 
inen, and quickly learned the peculiar 
traits of character of those with whom 
he had to deal. He pointed out a 
marked trait in Gov. Andrew G. Cur­
tin, of Pennsylvania, who was earnest, 
able and untiring in keeping up the 
war spirit of his state, but w as a t 
times overbearing and exacting in his 
intercourse with the general govern­
ment

Upon one occasion he complained 
and protested more bitterly than usual 
and warned those la authority that 

• the execution of ihe War Department 
orders in this state would be beset 
with difficulties and dangers.

The tone of the  d ispatches gave 
rise  to an apprehension th a t he might 
not eo-operato fully in th e  en terp rise  
at hand. The S ecre tary  of W ar, in 
anger, laid the  d ispatches before the 
P residen t fer advisory  instructions. 
They did not d istu rb  Mr. -Lincoln in 
the least. In fact, they ra th e r am used 
him. A lter reading  all the  papers1 
he said, in a  cheerful and reassuring  
tone. "Mr. Secretary , never mind 
these  d isp a tch es> they  don’t  mean 
any th ing ; ju s t go righ t ahead. Gov. 
Curtin is like a boy l once saw  a t 
the  launching of a  ship. W hen every­
th ing  was ready  they picked out th is 
boy and set him on the ship to knock 
aw ay the  trigger and le t he r go. At 
the critical m om ent every th ing  de­
pended on th a t boy. He had to do the  
job well, by a direct, vigorous blow, 
and .then lie flat and keep still while 
the  ship moved over him . The boy 
did everyth ing  r ig h t; but he  yelled 
as if he w ere being m urdered from 
the  tim e he got. under th e  keel until 
he got out. I though t th e  skin was 
all scraped off his back, but bis hide 
w as not touched."

"T he m aster of the  yard  told me 
l h a t  th is  hoy was always chosen for 
th a t job; th a t he did his work w ell; 
th a t he had never been hurt, but tha t 
he alw ays squealed in tha t way. 
T ha t's  ju s t the  way," continued Mr. 
Lincoln, " th a t Gov. Andy C urtin  docs. 
Make up your mind th a t he is not 
hurt, th a t ho- is doing the  work righ t, 
and pay no atten tion  to his soucallng.y 
He only w ants to  make jrou  under­
stand  how hard his ta sk  is."

Som etim es the  P residen t yielded to 
S ecre tary  S ta t io n 's  judgm ent. Rev. 
Charles W. H oisler, a M ethodist m in­
ister. who still survives, had ra th e r  a 
"soft snap" as chaplain of a  hospital 
in Philadelphia. His wife was very 
ill. an d 'th e  S ecre tary  of W ar had ju s t 
ordered him to his post of duty a t the 
Dry T ortugas. or som e piace equally 
unsatisfactory . Hoisler w anted the  
o rder rescinded. He saw  Mr. Lin­
coln. explainer! the  whole m a tte r  tc  
the P residen t, who said : "1 th ink  th is  
preacher ought to be allowed to ic- 
main w hore he is."

Lincoln reached tr* a' pigeon hole *n 
his desk an d ;'took  out a  card, en 
which he w rote:

"Edw in M. S tan ton- S ecretary  of 
W ar: If the exigencies of the service 
will perm it, bit up on Mr. H eislcr.and  
leave him where he is. A. Lincoln " 
_Rev. H oisler went over to 'th e  W ar 

Office in high sp irits . S tanton  was in 
one o f his uproarious hum ors. For 
the  modern Carnot, In  sp ite  of his 
m any v irtues and his solid P resby ter­
ianism . could, when angered, sw ear 
like a moss* trooper. He read Mr. 
Lincoln's ca n j and said  to  the  minis­
te r. "Go back and toll Mr. Lincoln I 
will be d-—d If I will do w hat he re­
quests."  A fter the P residen t had lis­
tened patien tly  to S tan ton 's  m essage 
he said with a tw inkle in his eye, 
"W ell. I never did have much influ­
ence w ith th is adm in istra tion .”

Rev. Mr. H oisler resigned next day 
as chaplain in the  U nited S ta tes  serv ­
ice.

The next tim e the  w rite r saw  the 
P residen t the first th ing  he said w as: 
"1 did som ething  th is m orning which 
has aroused the  ire  of S ecretary  S tan ­
ton. C ongressm an Dennison, of P enn­
sylvania, cam e to me w ith the  m other 
of John Russell, a soldfer who was to 
be sho* w ithin forty-eight hours for 
insubordination, and I gave a perem p­
tory  o rder pardoning the soldier and 
restoring  him to  his regim ent. A t a 

-recen t ba ttle  in the  face o f the  enemy 
John R ussell’s  captain  ran  away. 
W hen the  ba ttle  was over, in which 
half of the  com pany was lost, th is 
soldier m et his captain , and walking 
up to him . rifle in hand, he said: 
Captain — 1— you a re  a  d—<1 cow­

ard. .and ought to  be sho t fo r cow ard­
ice.’ #

“T he cap ta ia  pulled out his revolver 
and a ttem pted  to kill Russell. They 
w ere separated . T he cap tain  pre- 
te rred  charges o f insubordination 
aga in st the  soldier, and 'a  subserv ien t 
court-m artial sentenced R ussell to be 
shot, and  did co t even censure th e  
cow ardly officer. Congressm an Den-, 
nison has ju s t  given m e a ll th e  facts  
o fh th is  case, and I have ju s t m ade the 
poor m other happy by say ing  th e  boy. 
and I did more. I dism issed th e  cow­
ardly  cap tain  from  th e  army.” ' -

John Russell Will Uvea to tell this 
story how thegireat head of the army 
and navy had saved his life. He re- 
enllsted at Che end of his term of

service and fought to tire end of the  
w ar and s till wear3 ‘‘h is  wounds and 
honors” a ’front.i

Two boys, nam ed Snyder and R at­
cliffs. ran  aw ay from th e ir  parents, 
w hile under age. and enlisted  in the  
navy. The paren ts  got an  interview  
w ith Mr. Lincoln. They told liijn the 
only faults the  boys had was th is one 
uf dteubc-dience to  th e ir  pareuts.

“ W eli,” he said, reaching  for a 
blazU-: card, "I th ink  I can help you."

L'-j w ro te to  Secretary  W elles: 
“T«o Unit-*! S ta tes  don’t  need the 
service*^ o f boys who disobey the ir 
p.T.pvntx Lee both Snyder and R at­
cliff*. V» discharged.

In the  congressional delegation 
from a w estern  s ta te  w ere tw o mem­
bers who w ere intensely jealous of 
each other. He listened to  the  hot 
contest betw een these tw o congress­
man abou t th e  appoin tm ent of a ' big 
postm aster. He heard  them  patiently . 
g.nd said : “I will take  your papers and 
decide your ca se  th e  la s t of ttye week. 
Your riva lries recall to my mind the 
in tense feeling betw een tw o class 
leaders in  Sangam on County M etho­
d ist Church. F arm er Jones w as ex­
ceptionally  gifted in prayer. F arm er 
Sim pkins. Jo n es’ neighbor, was a 
large land owner, who could not boast 
of a sim ilar g ift,-b u t was know n all 
over th e  country for h is  skill as a 
fiddler, w hich m ade him a  welcome 
guest a t every  -country  'hoc dow n.’ 
Sim pkins never concealed his je a l­
ousy of Jones ' pow er when he appeal­
ed to th e  th rone  of grace. A fter a 
rem arkably  effective display of Jones' 
vigor and eloquence as a  praying man 
a t W ednesday evening service Jones 
seated  him self. Sim pkins walked up 
the  aisle  of the  little  fram e church 
and began: 'B re thering  and S istring  
—I know very well th a t I can’t  begin 
to m ake half as good a b rayer as old 
man Jones can. but. by the  grace of 
God. I can fiddle the  shirt, off of 
him .’ ”

Gen. Cam pbell, of Schuylkill 'coun ­
ty. Pennsylvania, was. one of the 
ab lest m em bers of th e  Union side in 
Congress. He w as a close friend of 
Jay  Cooke, and vastly  useful to him 
in his g rea t en terp rise , th e  N orthern 
Pacific railroad. Gen. Cam pbell was 
much beloved by both Mr. Lincoln 
and Mr. S tevens, th e  grand old com­
m oner o f Pennsylvania. Gen. Camp­
bell sa id : "T he la s t tim e 1 was in 
W ashington I had a  lovely interview  
w ith A braham  L incoln." Mr. Camp­
bell had ju s t been M inister to  Norway 
and Sweden. The P res iden t w as in 
one c f  his b righ tes t hum ors. He said 
to th e .g en era l: “ I am as happy to-day 
as if oa r arm y had won a  victory over 
the  rebels. T haddeus 'B tevens brought 
me one of his constituen ts, a lady of 
sTxty-flve ,vears old, w ith w hite hair. 
H er son. efily 19 years of age, was 
sentenced to  be_ shot to-morrow at 
noon for sleeping a t  his post. I took 
half the  n igh t to  exam ine Into the  
case. I cannot consent th a t a  farm er 
lad. brought up to  keep early  hours In 
going to  - bed and 4n rising, shall bo 
shot to  death  for bWing found asleep 
when he ougM  to have been aw ake. 
I pardoned th e  boy and I sen t a mes­
senger ea rly  th is  m orning w ith the 
welcome news to the  [boy’s regim ent. 
The m other, like Niolie, a)4 te a rs , has 
;u s t le ft me, and as  sli£jw eiit out, pay 
h ea rt cam e up in my th roa t, when, 
betw een her te a rs , she got up to  old 
Thad S tevens, who had helped her to 
save her son 's  life..,and. sobbing, said: 
•You told me Mr. Lincoln w as ugly. 
How could you say th a t. Mr. S tevens? 
for I th ink  ho has one of the  m ost 
beautiful faces th a t I ever saw.' ” 

| Then the  P res iden t laughed his sweet,' 
soft laugh, as m erry as a boy, but 
th e re  w ere te a rs  in his eyes.”

Mr. Lincoln's Philadelphia speech, 
on his way to  his first inauguration, 
was the  key to  the  unselfish and pa­
th e tic  self-abnegation of a pure and 
lofty life, and lie died as  did the  com­
mon soldier in battle , s la in  by a das­
tard  in  defense of the  righ ts of man.

A long th e  w est­
ern  coast, from  n o rth  to  south, th e re  
are  num erous seaside reso rts , m ost 
of them  occupying s ite s  already ren­
dered celebrated  in  anc ien t h isto ry  as 
having been chosen by th e  w ealthy 
patricians of im perial Rome.

N otable as  all th e  p laces on th is  
coast are , th e re  Is perhaps  none so 
beautiful by n a tu re  and so in te re s t­
ing in its  m em ories as  th e  shore th a t 
lies on e ith e r side of the  li ttle  town 
of P orto  d ’Anzio, which has usurped 
the nam e and th e  s ite  of th e  once cel­
eb rated  A ntium . H ere  th e  curve of

th e  fre ttin g  s e a /1 f
The h isto rian  c f  A ntium , Calcedonlo 

Soffredini, notes th a t th e  Aufldiua 
fam ily w as o f  Antium, and th is  is 
proved by m any episodes of Roman 
h isto ry  and by th e  inscrip tion  on 
stone regard ing  Q. Aufldius F rontone 
found am idst th e  ru in s of the  Tem ple 
of Esculapiwe, in  w hich th is  god is 
described a s  p resid ing  over .Antium 
and as  be ing :the  tu te la ry  deity  o f  the  
Aufldius family.

The first qlf the  race, according  to
