Lincoln’s Boyhood

A great many writers in the last few
years have written short sketches of
Mr. Lincoln’s birth and early history,
none of which agree in all particu-
lars. For the want of proper informa-
tion many of these writers have
jumped at conclusions.

First of all was the shameful. dam-
aging report that Thomas Lincoln and
Nancy Hanks were never married.
They lived in Hardin county, Ky,
now Lauor county, and were supposed
to have been married there. No mar-
riage license could be found on rec-
ord, hence the false report—no mar-
riage.

The article appearing in the Larue
Herald says:

“Thomas Lincoln and Nancy Hanks
were*marrled in Washington county,
Ky., came to Larue lrom Washington
county, and their oldest child. Saliie.
was probably born there.”

So far so good. Italso says Thomas
Lincoln and Nancy Hanks lived in
Laura county “"until Abo was about 15
years old.”

Frequent mention has been made,
too, in articles or sketches referred to
of Mr. Lincoln's associates in Larue
county. These could have been true—
but for facts in history. Mr. Lm.coln
was born in 1809, and his parents
moved to Indiana in 1810. There was
an uncertainty about Mr. Lincoln's
birthplace, claimed in Larue county,
and on inquiry of Mr. Lincoln about
it he said he was not born at the
place suggested in letter; was told
by his parents it occurred at another
place, and his recollection was of the.
Knob Creek place.

An article of recent date about "Lin-
coln's Neglected Birthplace” says:
“There never would have been any
question about the place it it had not
been for a fact which is perhaps gen-
erally unknown. There is no record
in Hardin county or J-arue of Thomas
Lincoln as a land owner.”

It says they claim a document in
the form of a bond for $100 from
Thomas Lincoln for the support of
Nancy Hanks.

Now the facts are these as related
.by Mr. W. F. Broker and Wailliam
Hardesty—Thomas Lincoln and Nancy
Hanks were married in Washington
county, Ky., June 10. 1806, at the nome
of Richard Berry. Thomas Lincoln
did not realize the importance this
marriage could be to his son and failed
to impress upon him the date and
place. It had been forgotten and tho
prominence of Mr. Lincoln brought it
to the recollection of the few living
/when it came to be a matter of great
moment.

To Mrs. C. H. Vawtor of Irdianap-
plis, Ind., must belong all the honor
for the finding of the marriage license
of Thos. Lincoln and Nancy Hanks.
First she visited an old lady. Mrs.
Litsey, living near Eitchlar.d P. O. and
Kot a statement from her of the mar-
riage of Thomais Lincoln to Nancy
Hanks. This .was the first .statement
Aver published in regard to the mar-
riage. Mrs. Vawter. then Miss Char-
lotte Hobart, boarding in ray lather’s
house and teaching, school in Wash-
ington county, continued her plead-
ing for a search in tho clerk’s office
for said license until they were found.

Mrs. Vawter wrote the first article
In'vindication of Nancy Hanks when
it was stated she was never married.
Twenty years after this she received
a letter troja a lady *in Cambridge.
Mass., sayifcg she hall done more to
vindicate Nancy Hanks than any one.
In a letter to me last fall she says:

This information was furnished by
Wm. Hardesty, an old man living near
the Lincoln homo. -He told of the
year in which the marriage took place
between Tkos. Lincoln and Nancy
Hanks, and Dr. Graham, whose state-
ment has been published, says Mr.
Hardesty was present at the wedding.

During Mr. Lincoln’s presidency
this Mr. Hardesty and a great grand-
daughter of Richard Berry. Miss Jen-
nie Redding, were passing the old
Lincoln home, talking of the Presi-
dent. and Miss Jennie said: “"Mr.
Hardesty, history says Mr. Lincoln
was born in Larue county.” He re-
plied, saying: "I donft care what his-
tory says—I know better.”

LINCOLN’S

Mr. Broker, now living and clerk
of Washington county, says: "It has
been a disputed question between
Washington county and Larue in re-
gard to the birthplace of Mr. Lincoln,
butnYom the record evidence in office
and the statement made by Mr. Hard-
esty. there were two children bom
to Thomas Lincoln and Nancy Hanks
in the cabin now ‘'standing in this
county. The first was a girl, who died
in her infancy, and tho'second was a
boy. This would bring it up to about
1809. the year A. lincoin wa3 born,
and that Thomas. Lincoln moved to
Hardin county when this boy was
about IS months old."

Richard Berry, whose n”me is con-
nected with a history of Thomas Lin-
coln and Nancy Hanks, was uncle to
Nancy Hanks, and she was living in
his house when she was married, and
his nrmo is signed to the marriage
c wtificate aa guardian of Nancy
Hanks.

There nave beer, many statements
made concerning Mr. Lincoln's school
and boyhood days in Kenttxcky—not
intentionally overdrawn, but .seeming-
ly impossible. Mr. Lincoln was born
in 1S09, anil in 1SIB his father with
family moved to Indiana.

It has beer, said Mr. Lincoln never
had anything to say of his early life
and history. Ho never knew. What

MAKES MONEY ON MOOSE FARM.

Women Embarks in Susfnesa of
Breeding Fancy Rodents.

Breeding white, piebald, black and
Japanese mice is the latest household
industry which is receiving attention.
A woman living on the northern out*
skirts of the city has embarked in
the business quite extensively. The
mice sell wholesale at the rate of $10
per 100, and regularly, once every
week, she delivers fifty of them to the
leading bird and animal dealer, who
sends them out to his customers li
th|s and other cities, "“fn this way sim
earns $5 every week, and $21 and $22
per week from the other sales of her
mice. It would be hard to imagine
easier money than the $5 which she
receives weekly for her "dwarf cat-
tle.” The rearing of fancy mice in-
volves little*or no work, and the pro-
ceeds are for the most part pure gain.
She has at her home part of a large
room partitioned off, and the floor cov-
ered with straw and earth. This is
her mouse farm. It must be cleaned
up now and then, and new straw and
earth put In for the mice, but- aside
from this, her only care is to feed
them twice a day and keep their basin
fuLl of fresh water. The mice in-
crease at such a rapid rate that by
selling fifty every week she is able
to keep the number down to about
the original limits.—Washington Post.

Warner, of Farmington,
candidate for the Republican nomina-
tion of Governor, is out with a state-
ment of his position on primary elec-
tion matters. Mr.-NYarner says because
of the persistent misrepresentation of
his position on this question he deems
it his duty to his friends and the pub*
lie to make this statement. Mr. War-
ner says:

In considering the question of pri-
mary reform, the central tact ought
never to be lost sight of that the evil

f to be done away with is the improper
use of money, patronage or other cor-
rupt influences in making-«oininatiou9.

A It always has been and always will be

Vny earnest eudeavor, whether in pri-
V te or in public life, to do all in my
jpower to aid in the work of securing
«clean.politics for Michigan. There is
oo doubt that a great number of the
people of this state are favoring a di-
rect vote primary law, but the position
‘taken by some that such a law must
be mandatory in all instances and made
applicable toeverynominee, from town-
ship constable to justices of the Su-
preme Gourt, and that it must by legis-
lative enactment be forced upon every
county* in the state, even though
.against the will of the people, and
without regard to whether the conven-
tions of those counties have been kept
free from political*borruption.lseems
‘to me to be too extreme} a course. |
lind 'many who favor “primary laws
which follow along the lines of the pri-
mary laws of the great majorityjof the
other states. In nearlv'every instance
these laws make it optional“in the dig-
ferenbefcounties or districts as to whbat
«system shall be adopted, This, it seems
to me, represents the true principle of
self-government.

Personally, | believe a primary law
-should be passed by the next legisla-
ture, aud | trust that every' citizen in
tthe state will become interested and
Kiarefully stjudy any proposedjlaw, and
‘compare it .with the primary laws of
other state®, which have been’in opera-
tion for several years. The manda-
tory, in alii cases, direct primary voting
law6 of such states as Mississippi. Flor-
ida and Texas should be compared
with the optional laws of Ohio, Indi-
ana” California and many other north-
ern and western states. It is true that
| feel free to sav at this time, what |
have so often said before, that after
carefully investigating the [primary
laws of all the states, and their practi-
cal workings, | very greatly doubt
whether Michigan neecte-jsuch an ex-
tremely mandatory direct voting law
as some people are urging. No such
extreme measure has been tried as
yet except in some of the southern
states, where the conditions not only
are very different from those existing
here, but where the chief purpose of
the enactment was also entirely differ-
ent. If the politics-of a county have
‘been debauched by the use of money,
or patronage, or in any other way. a
stringent law should be enacted to
take care of such a case. But | believe'
fcfcatin a large majority of the counties
of this state the politics are practically
clean, and | do not think that such
-counties should be compelled against
their will to make an entire change in
‘their manner of making nominations,
simply because a change is needed in
other counties. Especially is thi9 true
where those needing or those desiring
tsuch a change can enjoy all the benefits
tioped for through the means of an
-optional primary law.

With regard to the twelve hundred
townships of the 9tate, 1 think all di-
rect voting primary laws for the nomi-
nation of local officers should be op-
tional or subject to adoption by the
townships. If the township politics
have been debauched in any measure,
or if the people of any township desire
the change, they should, by all means,
be afforded the opportunity. But in
townships where the present system of
township nominations has long been
in use, in many instances for upwards
«of fifty years, with no just cause for
escomplaint, and where the people still
prefer to nominate their township offi-
cers by the majority vote of those pres-
ent at the primaries, rather than to
make radical changes or open the way
to unnecessary changes, | say let the
people in such townships settle these
matters for themselves.

Plymouth Railroaders Give Evidence in
Pere Marquette Wreck.

The coroner’, inquest in the Fere
Marquette wreck at East Faria, Dec.
2t»th, in  which Plymouth people are
more or less interested, began its labors
Wednesday morning. Following is the
report of the first day’d doings as sent
out from Grand Rapids: v

X. L. Clancy, chief train dispatcher
for the Fere Marquette, explained in
detatM lie system of operating trains
by telegraph.1 He said A. L. Marzoif®
au assistant, was on duty for the
Grand Rapids division on the after-
noon of December 26; Clancy was on
duty also that afternoon between 5and
6 o'clock, but Marzolf did; not consult
him regarding the movements of any
trains. Marzolf told Clancy at5:400f
the impending wreck..that No 5 had
g?>ne by McCord’s without orders and
was against No.6. The witness then
explained the -double order” system.
When he learned of the situation
Clancy says he took the wire and asked
McCords and Ninth avenue station If
there was not some way of reaching
Fox station by telephone. No. 6 out of
Grand Rapids, was given a change of
orders at 5:33 from the Ninth avenue
station and No. 6 was the superior
traiu and had the right of way when it
left the Ninth avenue station. The
order was changed giving No. the
meeting point at Fox station.

Witness Ciancyl said an effort was
made to reach No. 5 at Alto, but the

operator could not be -raised” so the
order was sent to McCords.
Allen Marzolf, the assistant dis-

patcher at Plymouth, who gave the
fatal orders, was next called. He ex-
plained the sending of the orders and
the change same as witness Clancy.

“After Lhad sent the order | was
busy sending another Jwhen the circuit
became broken. There was a slight
pause and then | heard the operator at
McCords exclaim, ‘My God, my bug
has blown out and train No. 5 has
passed."”

“His voice shook as he told of the
strain of the moment that jfollowed
and of the efforts made to avert the
calamity. Mr. Marzolf said the Alto
operator should have been on duty,
but that he failed to get him. If he
had, the wreck might have been avert-
ed. He denied that the operator at
McCords had been negligent.

L. N. Booth, the operator at McCords,
was the next witness and told of his
receipt of the orders from Marzolf at
5:34. He had repeated the order back
after setting his i~d light in the order
board before the train 'rushed by. He
then snatched the emergency lamp and
rushed out on the platform, only to see
the train disappear. Witness said this
light had never blown out before, but
others had blown out on him many
times.

The inquest adjourned to 10 o‘clotk
Thursday morning. v ;

As narrated by
one.of the most hospitable and typ-
ical Virginians, himself a scion of a
family noted for the brave deeds and
heroic sacrifices, the story of Lincoln
and the Lees reveals a depth of fra-
ternal affection, chivalry and heroism
of which Americans may justly is?
proud, no matter what state may claim
their allegiance.

“It was after the battle of Brandj
station, in -which Gen. W. H. F. Lee,
called by his father and family
‘Rooney’ Lee, was not only badly
Wounded, but captured by the Federal
forces. Upon being taken to the
headquarters of the Union army his
identity became known and there was
consequently great rejoicing over such
a capture. Subsequently a Federal
officer who had been captured by the
Confederates was shot trader peculiar
circumstances and the captors of
Rooney Lee determined that he should
be executed by way of retaliation. A
day had been fixed when he was to be
shot at sunrise. In some manner
Gen. Washington Parke Custig Lee,'
who once owned .the Arlington estate,
which was subsequently made a na-
tional cemetery by the United States
government, learned of his brother’s
peril. By means of a flag of truce,
Custis Lee appeared at the headquar-
ters of the Union commander, who
cordially received him and inquired
the nature of his visit.

“To save fay brother’s life, if pos-
sible.” was the reply, ‘and return him
to his wife and children. You must
know, general,” continued Cnstis Leo,
‘'l am a bachelor, and not only that,
but | outrank my brother, who is a
brigadier-general, while I am a major-
general. If any one Is to suffer for
the unfortunate occurrence by which
one of yonr officers forfeited his life,
let the blow fall upon me. There will
be no one to grieve and worry about
me, for | am a single man and a sol-
dier. able and willing to abide by the
arbitrament of war. With my brother
it is, different, for lie is a man of fam-
ily, with a wife, and four little ones
awaiting him at home. He knows
nothing of my visit, neither does our
father—Gen. Robert E. Lee. Know-
ing both of them as I do, it is my con-
jecture that if my purpose had Veen
communicated to either of then* they
would have endeavored to dissuade

e from such an undertaking. Conse-
quently | have come to your headquar-
ters of my own volition, and without
any advice whatever, either from my
family or friends. Give me my broth-
er’s life for his family’s sake, and
take mine as a means of retaliation
Tor a regrettable and unlooked-for act
of war and its misery.’

HAS THE BEST BRAIN

ELEPHANT MOST INTELLIGENT
OF ALL WILD ANIMALS.

Monkey Merely Imitative, Without
Powers of Reasoning—Elephant the
Readiest to Own the Superiority of
Man.

"Which ic the most intelligent ani-
the elephant or the monkey?”

William T. Hornaday. the director of
the New York Zoological Park, and
one of the best known “animal men”
in this country.

“You could not have put a more puz-
zling question." Mr. Hornaday replied.
“There is a great difference of opinion
on that subject among men who have
to deal with both animals. Undoubted-
ly, they are the two most intelligent of
beasts; but ariimal psychologists, with
their theories, and trainers and keep-
ers. with their practical knowledge,
are equally in the dark as to which
stands first.

“1 think I should be inclined to favor
the monkey because of the marvelous
tricks |1 have seen the larger . apes
trained to do—tricks which are not
merely imitative, but disclose powers
o{ reasoning. On the other hand, |
have seen elephants in the East work
as intelligently as men.

“‘Animal psychology is practically a
new science, and | think some animal
psychologist ought to devote himself
for years to making a careful com-
parative study of the brain capacity
and the intellectual achievements, if
! may use the term, of the elephant
and the larger lapes, so that this
vexed question might be cleared up.

“In ODe respect, the elephant Is the
most intelligent of all wild animals.
He is the most formidable of all of
them, but he Is the readiest to own
man’s superiority and make the best
of a condition of servitude. Tigers,
lions, jaguars, monkeys, and other
beasts can never be made anything
of ~hen they are Captured full grown,
luey sulk and rage themselves to
death. But the elephant is a philoso-
pher. In a month or two after he is
removed from his native jungle, a
child can ride him. If respect for
one’s superiors is a mark of intelli-
gent the elephant Is certainly the
most Intelligent of beasts.”
