Rural Mall Carrier* Pay.

Tlie liduse voted to increase the
salaries of rural mail carriers from
$CO00 to $720 a year, by reinserting in
the postotflce appropriation bill an
amendment to that effect. The amend-
ment was substituted for the one voted
out on a point of order the previous
day. and differs from it in that it
prohibits the soliciting of business or
the reception of orders by carriers
from any person, -firm or corporation,
but permits the.carriers, under cer-
tain restrictions, to carry merchandise
for hire and upon request of patrons
residing npon their respective routes.
This prevents carriers}takin'g subscrip-
tions to newspapers. -whliicli was a re-
munerative side line in many sections.

Every effort made to amend the
section was voted down.

The Rural . Carriers’ association
wanted a sliding scale. $HK) for the
first year. $720 for the second and
SS00 for the third, but this was beat-
mi. as was also Representative Gard-
ner's amendment giving them 15 days'
furlough each year.

Burton'* Conviction.

The conviction of Senator Burton, of
Kansas, of having accepted compensa-
tion to protect the interests of the Ri-
alto Grain & Securities Co., of St.
Louis, against exclusion from tlio
mails, if sustained by the higher court
means ilint Senator” Burton wili lose
his seat in the senate and forever be
prohibited from holding any office of
public trust.  Each count constitutes
a separate defense and tjejiator Bur-
ton could receive a peniumtiary sen-
tence of two years or a $10(KV> fine
on each count. ’ Senator Burton’s con-
viction is the first under this section
of the-statute which was enacted by
congress in 1SU4. *

become possessed of sufficient farm
laud to assure a competence for tho .
future. This, not only Interests tho
head of the family, but ovary Indi-
vidual member of it.

Having before me the knowledge
where he can secure a home- with tne
expenditure of but little money, it is
wjll for him to obtain all informa-
tion possible regarding the product-
iveness, of the land in the country
that he may select. For several years
past a .large number of Americans
have removed to Western Canada,
and as nearly as it can be ascer-
tained almost all of these have ex-
pressed themselves satisfied with the
conditions that exist there. During
the past summer a number of the ed-
itors of farm, papers throughout the
United- States made a personal visit
on a tour of inspection and the re»
ports of these gentlemen prove inter-
esting reading. Mr. H. E. Heath, ed-
itor of the "Nebraska Farmer,” a
paper enjoying a wide circulation as
well as the confidence of its sub-
scribers, after giving some idea of
the extent of this wonderful country

‘Western Canada is the _laat nn-(j
occupied and unimproved good agri-
cultural landl in. America available
t>day.”

He then discusses its possibilities
for raising live stock and the advan-
tages it possesses for dairying, farm-
ing and wheat growing, and iajys.

Another Influence on climate, more
potent than those named above,
which applies more to the Alberta
district, is the warm Chinook breeze
from the Pacific ocean, which 1b 600
or 700 miles nearer than Colorado or
Wyoming, besides the Rocky Moun-
tain range is not nearly so-high nor
half so far from the ocean as it is
down In the States. -

In further considering the climate
of the Canadian prairies, we should
not lose sight of the fact of the in-
fluence of the rains; the total avei®
age rainfall for the season is but 13.85
Inches for the territories, and 17.84
inches in  Manitoba, and that the
amounts falling between April 1st and
October 1st are respectively 9.3I
inches and 12.87 inches or about three-
fourths of the entire rainfall. From
the middle of June to the middle of
July there are pver two hours more
daylight In every twenty-four hours
than there Is in Nebraska. The main
reason why Western Canada wheat
grows to such perfection is the effect
of solar light, or longer period of sun-
shine It gets each day. This Is what
makes seeds or grain more perfect,
grown in this country than elsewhere.

the savings system; that self-responsi-
bility and the practical dealing with
«and the saving of their pennies, make
ghildren more thoughtful of other
people!” property and more law abid-
ing, and that it tends in every way to
good citizenship, good habits and good
morals/

Introduced in 1885, it is now ia use
in 3511 public schools of the U. S.,and
the scholars deposits of savings
through this avenue have been $2,109,

SAVEDMOUNT YERINON

HOW WOMEN’S ACTION PRESERV-
ED HI8TORIC SPOT.

Ann Pamela Cunningham of South
Carolina the Moving Spirit in An
Association Which Saved for Ue
1the Home of Washington.

If there is one action, above all
others rfor which the women of
America can fee| proud, it is the

preservation of the home of Wash-
ton. How Mt Vernon was saved as
a monument to patriotism is an in-
teresting story, for it was through the
formation of the oldest patriotic asso-
ciation of women now in existence
in the United States that this historic
spot was preserved to posterity.*

Upon the death of George Wash
ington, in 1799. a life interest in tlu
estate passed to his wife, writer
Katherine Louise Smith in the House
keeper. From her it fell to varicu
Washington relatives until, in 185.
John Augustine  Washington, Jr.,
found himself in possession of cr
historic place which was un»bir
to keep in a proper st .to of repair
With the consent of his family he
endeavored to effect its epermanent
preservation by selling it to the
United States government, and. fail
ing in this, offered it to the common-
wealth of Virginia. It was at this
crisis that Ann Pamela Cunningham
of South Carolina determined that
the tomb offWashington must be pre-
served* as apermanent shrine of pa-
triotism.

Accordingly, she organized the Mt.
Vernon Ladies’ Association and ap-
pointed vice-regents in the various
states to aid in the work. Contribu-
tions to a fund to buy the propert*’
were solicited, and scon every section
of the country became Interested.
Thousands of school children* gave
pennies, Edward Everest presented the
immense proceeds of his lectures on
"Washington,”  societies donated
funds, and Mt. Vernon was saved to
the nation. In 1860 over 200 acres
of the estate, including the wharf,
tomb and mansion, were purchased by
the association lor $200,000. As the
society was formed for the sole pur-
pose of acquiring Mt. Vernon, the
estate can never pass from Its pos-
session and is owned y it, though
the state of Virginia regains a super-
vision over it. Since Miss Cunning-
ham's. death the office of regent has
passed through various hands until
today it is held by Mrs. Justine Van
RenBsaelaer Townsend of New York,
who is ably assisted by vice-regent§
from twenty-nine states.

When the
morning dawned It waa found that
only fifty or sixty of them were left
behind as a tort of reserve, all the rest
having set out on what the people
call a ‘punitive expedition* In the
direction indicated. The people of
that place believe that this singular
conduct of the birds is a good omen
in the struggle with Russia.

CHASE EXPOSITION.
8L Louis Man Describes in Poetic

For when the first breath of Spring
blows from the Southland, that sleep
will have ended and the bewitching
Goddess of the Louisiana Purchase
will stand forth in all her regal splen-
dor with her flowing creamy robes
shimmering in the sunlight, h8r fair
broad brow garlanded with flowers,
her lustrous starlike eyes lifted to
the Heavens ana stretching out her
beautiful arms to the four corners of
the earth, she will beckon all people
to her feet. Aye. and they will come
in tens of thousands to drink in that
matchless grace, beauty and purity
which, distilled from all the centuries
that have passed, and caught up by
the magic hand of time, have been \
lavished Upon her.
