After King Edward had given his 
personal assurances to Emperor Nich­
olas that the anti-Russian comments 
in the British press did not represent 
the feeling of bis government, Forejgn 
Secretary Lansdowne Informed the 
Russian ambassador. Count Benken­
dorff, that he would be glad to reopen 
the negotiations looking to a settle­
ment of all matters now in dispute be­
tween Russhi and Great Britain. Lord 
Lansdowne did Dot stipulate any basis 
of entering into any details. Ambassa­
dor Benkendorff expressed Ms pleas­
ure a t the offer and transmitted it to 
St. Petersburg where Lord Lans- 
downe's action is understood to have 
been taken as a material expression 
of King Edward's personal messages.

Canadian Cheese In Great Britain.
Canadian cheese is apparently tak­

ing a  very high place in the market 
of Great Britain. I t lofig ago drove 
out American cheese, which had ob­
tained a  bad name from the amount 
of filled cheese that was sent from 
this country under the wame of fall 
cream cheese. Last year Canada sup­
plied 68 per cent of all the cheese 
used in Great Britain, the money re­
ceived from Canadians from this 
source being over $21,000,000. So 
much to t  honesty in a manufactured 
product Legislation has much to do 
with the success of the business of a 
country, as is seen in the case In 
hand. When -Americans were debat 
ing whether it was right to prohibit 
the making of filled cheese, Canada 
had already passed a  law prohibiting 
the manufacture of a pound of that 
kind of cheese for any purpose. Some 
men said that it was tyrannical, but 
others said it was good business fore­
sight. The money that has rolled into 
Canada since th a t time on account 
of its good cheese has proved that 
the legislation was the best kind of 
a business policy. After tha t time 
the United States passed a law mak­
ing it practically Impossible to manu­
facture filled cheese for sale in this 
country, but we still permit the manu­
facture of filled cheese for export to 
foreign countries. Some of our manu­
facturers are taking advantage of the 
law to make for English trade the 
same kind of cheese , that lost u b  our 
trade in the first place. It goes out 
of the country properly branded, but 
it is very doubtful if it is retailed on 
the other side of the water as filled 
cheese.

Preservatives In Milk.
From Germany comes the report of 

the invention of a new milk preserva­
tive so powerful that it will destroy 
all bacteria in milk and .will then dis­
sipate itself id water, making- it im­
possible for the chemist to discover 
ts presence, especially if it has been 

::ept a  day or so before being tested. 
There is no doubt that if this pre­
servative were introduced into this 
country it would have a ready sale 
with some of our milk handlers. Their 
policy has been to buy those preserva­
tives th a t cannot be detected. F irst 
they were using borax in one form 
or another, but the chemist had no 
trouble in detecting that kind of a 
preservative. Then the users of pre­
servatives changed to salicylic acid, 
Put the chemist followed them. After 
hat some one suggested th a t formal- 
lehyde could not be detected and at 
mce there was an enormouB sate ■ of 
this deadly chemical for the use' 6i 
nilk handlers. I t took the chemists 
jome time to find a  way of detecting 
formaldehyde, but they did find a  test 
in the end. Now the Bellers of these 
compounds are looking for something 
Jlse th a t can be used to mystify the 
hemists.
How many deaths have been caused 

by the use of the^e clrugs in milk we 
will never be able to guess. What 
*ver preservative is used In o ther food 
materials, none should be used In 
nilk th a t has a harmful effect o s the 
luman system. We say harmful, be­
cause there are preservatives, like 
>ugar and molasses, tha t are not 
n themselves harmful to the digestive 
systems. As yet many of our states 
lave taken no action to prevent the 
(me of preservatives in milk.

A Check on Siberian Butter.
. During the last few years Siberian 
and Russian butter ha6 become e 
very important factor in the European 
market. About 16,000. tons of Siberian 
butter went to England each of th< 
recent years, and several thousand 
tons more to other European couc 
tries. I t had been improving in quai 
ity to such an extent that H was prov 
m g a  strong competitor* to the butter 
made In Denmark, France and other 
countries. The Russian govern met)' 
was fostering this trade, going to' the 
trouble of providing refrigerato> 
steamers to carry the butter fron 
Baltic ports to England. But now th 
outbreak of the war in the East ha* 
apparently paralyzed the whole traf 
flc. a t least so far as Siberian butter 
is concerned. The government ha: 
found ft necessary to use the Siberia! 
railway almost exclusively for th* 
transportation of troops and of arm.' 
supplies. As It.is  a single-track roac 
it does* not require very mucb of i 
traffic to te s t its  capacity It is ther. 
fore very doubtful -if the butter ca; 
a t the present be shipped west. Per 
haps th e  government will be able t« 
take the  entire output of the Siberia!., 
creameries for use in its Asiatic arm 3 
but in any event the butter must tern 
porarily disappear from the Engllsi 
market.

Peculiar Construction of Dwelling 
|l Houses in Burma.

In Burma a dwelling house Is built 
without; a naVL It is hung on four 
upright posts of teak or bamboo; seven 
or eight feet from the ground the 
planking of the floor Is tied to the up­
rights vfith rattan; the walls are made 
of spilt . bamboo plaited into beautiful 
and fanciful patterns. The rOof con­
sists off the leaves of the toddy palm, 
which have been soaked in salt water 
to make them insect-proof. There are 
no winidows, but large flaps of the 
plaited j bamboo walls are raised la 
the daytime to admit light and air. 
The house consists, in the case of the 
poor, of only one good-sized room, but 
when there are several chambers they 
lead off from the common room and 
are separated from it by partitions of 
plaited bamboo. These are generally 
raised one or two feet from the floor 
of the common room, but in no case 
is one floor above the other in a 
Burmese house, it being thought a 
'great indignity to have any one’s feet 
over one’s head. The thatched roofs 
are highly inflammable and leaning 
against every thatched house may be 
seen a long hooked stick with which 
to pull off the roof should it catch 
fire.

Use Sulphur to Protect Vines.
All the large vineyard owners of 

California sulphur their vines as  a 
protection against mildew and thrips. 
The method used is the sulphur bel­
lows, which is so constructed that the 
operator can expel material without 
excess, thereby saving a  large per 
centage. There is a  receptacle on top 
c i the bellows proper which is filled 
with powdered sulphur. A tube passes 
from the bellows through the sulphur 
to the lid.
