It has had its epidemics, 
carrying off thousands of fine young 
fellows. Its land rose from nothing 
to as much as a hundred pounds a 
foot. European investors have taken 
millions out of it and have sunk mil­
lions more. The government has 
gained about $f50.000 from the sale 
of its sites. And its wealth has help­
ed to turn W estralia from a forsaken 
land to a coming crown of empire.

The old Kalgoorlie citizen will tell 
you. if you ask him, that the place Is 
spoiled now. The real time was be­
fore the railway and the millionaire 
came, when you had to force your 
way up over two hundred miles from 
Southern Cross by camel or coach. 
Those were the . grand days, when 
fresh meat, .fresh milk, or fresh veget­
ables were unknowgu when water 
was worth half a crown a gallon, and 
was hard to get a t that. The only 
thing easy to buy was whisky, and it 
was of a kind warranted to kill an 
ordinary man in the briefest possible 
time. Every man w-orked like three.

What a mixed crowd it was! Here 
was tho old hand, who had been in 
a hundred rushes, and had, according 
to his own account, lost and found 
half a hundred fortunes. Here was 
the former hussar, here the boy from 
a city office stool, here the Victorian 
farmer’s son, here the English navvy.

Every man was equal here, and 
none dared be other than honest.

Gustav Marx and 
Harvey Van Dine, the notorious car 
barn bandits and confessed murderers 
o* eight men. were hanged in Chicago 
Friday. Xeideriueier, the leader, was 
the first to die. the trap  being sprung 
In liis case a t Neidermcicr com­
pelled his executioners to carry b in  
to the scaffold. Weak and pale, but 
with a^slight suggestion of a smile, 
the bandit failed to carry out bis oft- 
repeated boast that he would die be­
fore reaching tbe gallows. Ncider- 
meier appeared on the scaffold wear­
ing a red rose, but without a coat.

Shortly a fter 11 o’clock Marx was 
led to the scaffold, neatly dressed and 
with a white rose as a boutonniere, 
which lia,d been given him by bis small 
sister the night before. He was pale, 
but his courage never left him while 
lie stood on the scaffold. He made 
no statement. Two priests of the Ro­
man Catholic church, of which Marx 
had become a member, accompanied 
him to the gallows. lie  repeated the 
litany with them, kissed a crucifix, a f­
ter which the jailer adjusted the noose 
and sprang the trap  at 11:17. lie  was 
pronounced dead a t 11:34, his neck 
having been broken.

Ilarve.v Van Dine was hanged a 
short time af:e^ the execution of his 
companion. Marx. who. but a few days 
bet ore was a b itter enemy of Van 
Dine. They, however. Were the best 
of friends in their last hours of life.

Incidents of .'Van Dine’s execution 
were similar to (those which character­
ized the execution of Marx. Like Marx, 
Van Dine was composed preceding his 
execution. With tl.e. Ca.holic priests 
who had accompanied Marx. Van 
Dine walked unfalteringly to the scaf­
fold. attired neatly in black like Marx 
and wearing a white waistcoat anti 
white rose.

(ban has been assembled on two 
•quare miles comprising the Louisiana 
Fnrrhase  Exposition.

More than a  thousand native Filipi­
nos are living in the 40-acre Philip­
pine tract a t the World's Fair. Their 
fcoroes have been reproduced in St. 
Louis and they tfre counterparts o f  
4b©*e le ft behind in  the Pacific archi­
pelago. The FHfplno »colony em­
b races representatives from many 
tribes, and Americans and Europeans 
frill bo interested In seeing the sub­
jects th a t Uncle Sam . acquired with 
the Philippine islands, and In learn­
ing of-their lives and habits.

Besides the native, villages, the 
'Philippine commission, which has ex­
pended nearly $1,000,000 on the exhi­
bit, has erected replicas of many of 
the most famous buildings on the is­
lands. Several bits of old Spanish 
architecture are sure to delight all 
visitors.

Patagonian giants are even less 
toow n than Filipinos. And there are 
a  number of these strange people 
domiciled nearby, while a  little fur­
ther on may be found another strange 
T»CP—pygmies from darkest Africa, 
who*e very existence, until recent 
penis, was doubted. The Ainus, the 

- aborigines of northern Japan, are an­
other strange race th a t may bo seen

Never was the United States gov­
ernment so deeply interested in an ex­
position as it is in this 1904 World’s 
Fair. Already the government’s In­
vestm ent has reached the $11,000,000 
mark, and this does not Include .the 
Philippine expenditures, which were 
paid out of the insular treasury. The 
result Is the greatest exhibit ever 
made by Uncle Sam.

One of the Interesting government 
exhibits is the great map of the 
United States, worked out in growing 
crops, each state  being represented 
by crops chiefly grown in that state. 
This map covers six acres of ground. 
One who. has not 6een the map may 
have an ideat of its immense slxe 
when he lsUold that Illinois on this 
crop map 48 75 feet long. The bound­
ary lines between the states are 
gravel walks and the World’s Fair 
visitors stroll a t will through the 
states, and receive simultaneously a 
lesson In geography and agriculture.

The largest timepiece in the yvorld 
is a t the World’s Fair, and -may be 
seen on a slope on the north side of 
Agriculture Hill. The. dial t»f this 
great clock is 112 feet in diameter. 
The framo work Is steel, of course, 
but It is so covered with flowers that 
it appears to have been built entirely 
of flowers, and for that reason It is 
popularly known as the "floral clock.”

Germany’s participation in . this 
World’s Fair surpasses anything that 
that great nation has ever done a t any 
other international exposition. The 
National pavilion, on a  high hill over­
looking the  Cascades, Is a faithful 
reproduction of the ancient castle 
Charlottenburg, and the gardens sur-

The landscape of the World's Fair 
is a  feature of diversified beauty.

In the Cascade region alone 
more than 4,000,000 brilliantly colored 
flowering and foliage plants are used 
in the creation of the Rainbow Gar­
dens. More than 30,000,000 plants are 
used In beautifying other sections of 
the grounds. All of the main avenues 
are delightfully- shaded with rows of 
siiver maples, and in several sections 
there are great groups of forest 
trees- that ever afford a  delightful 
shade.

The largest engine In the world Is 
an exhibit in the Palace of Machinery. 
Thl3 monster with a  power equal to 
th a t of 5.000 horses, occupies a space 
in the center of the great structure, 
and towers 35 feet in the air. It is 
as large as an ordinary three-story 
house. Altogether the engines devel­
op a power of 50,000 horses. At the 
Chicago exposition ten  years ago, 
which more nearly than any other 
similar enterprise approaches the 
present in magnitude, the greatest 
power developed was 12,000 horse 
power.

The Pike is a  most alluring place. 
It Is a broad boulevard more than a 
mile long, with, the shows of all na­
tions arranged on either side In the 
most captivating array.

Instead of the sound waves merely 
knocktpg on the tympanum of the 
ear. as In listening to music, the 
waves of harmony course clear 
through jib© body, so that the tune is 
felt from head to foot. The device 
can be attached to any kind of mu­
sical instrument, so that one can feel 
a piano, phonograph, guitar, banjo or 
an organ play, or feel the blowing of 
a cornet o r a  trombone, and If a wire 
could be attached to every horn a 
person could feel the music of a 
brass band. Thotfe who have prac­
ticed “feeling" music have demon­
strated that they can easily discrim­
inate between the feeling of different 
airs as well as of different instru­
ments.

4 Analysis of Radium.
At the Paris academy of science re­

cently Mr. Darboux read a  communi­
cation from M. Curie as to the disap- 
pearancle of the radio activity induced 
by radium in solid bodies. For ex­
plaining this phenomenon and the 
law which governs It, Mr. Curie ad­
vances the hypothesis of radium 
transforming itself into a substance 
that may give rise to a second body, 
and th$s bring about a diminution in 
the intensity of the radio-activity.

THE WOMEN CF JAPAN.

Trained for Centuries in Implicit Obe­
dience toi Man.

Wholly Interesting Is it to note the 
groat contrast between the women of 
Russia and those o f Japan. Refined 
femininity, simplicity, obedience, mat­
ed to a naive personal charm, arc 
some of the characteristics going to 
the making of the merry, laughing 
daughters of Japan, who for centuries 
and centuries have been educated, 
tray, rearqd in a totally different school 
from its men—the school of implicit 
■obedience, commencing with father, 
and then husband, only to finish with 
the  sons. The Japanese woman who 
values home life and matrimonial hap­
piness has to be exceedingly tactful 
and even o f  temperament, seeing that 
1o th a t country a  marriage is subject 
to dissolution by such mere English 
trifles as  disobedience, jealousy, and 
“talking too much.” The mother-in- 
law, whom the English girl talks more 
of than really suffers from, is in stern 
reality a  daily fret to the Japanese 
girl, with whom She invariably makes 
her home, feoes it not, of a  surety, 
•ay something to women, who. lcudly 
protesting against the slightest re­
striction, that with all the limitations 
which begird her sex, the Japanese 
woman still retains a  gracious sweet­
ness a n d  a  cheerful serenity we would

A ffin ity  o f  M e teo r ites  F or M o u n ta in s.
A total of G34 meteorites was kuown 

up to 1903, of which there were 182 
irons and only seventy-four stones in 
the Western hemisphere, and 29'.) 
stones and only seventy-uine irons In 
the Eastern hemisphere. The records 
show only the fall of 350 of these me­
teorites, dating back to the fifteenth 
century. Frofessor Berwerth, of Vi­
enna, despite this small number of 
known specimens, calculates that 900 
meteorites must fall to the earth each 
year, not counting shooting stars that 
disappear In the atmosphere, and that 
fifty-five of these a t least should come 
under observation. Professor Ber­
werth finds that meteorites have been 
chiefly recorded in civilized countries, 
but that in many Instances they are 
more numerous in  thinly settled dis­
tricts, and that they have an especial 
affinity for moufitainous areas.—Phila­
delphia Record.

Having incidentally made a refer 

ence in a former article to the spacious 
and magnificent temple of the Chris­
tian Scientists now nearing its comple­
tion, and having been told of their 
wealth and intelligence, I  yielded to 
the solicitations of friends and went to 
their prayer meeting one Wednesday 
night.

The very dome of 
the sky seemed lifted, and amber 
streams of gladness wont rippling 
along the firmament and sparkling to 
the edge of the remotest constellations.

I  have not seen a  more 
cultured audience in many a day than 
the one I  saw the other night, and I  
have not heard saner testimonies in 
any meeting. As I  saw this multitude 
of people, the most of them once mem 
bers of orthodox and liberal churches,
I could not refrain from asking, AVhat 
is the secret of Christian Science an,d 
where is its magnet? I t  has be^n aS 
sailed, ndiculed.-and branded as ajhere- 
sv. Scores of writers have vehemently 
denounced it as anti-Christ. And yet 
the truths I heard that n ig h t. hover in 
the van of the face, live in the proud 
est chisellings of the sculptor, and 
breathe in the deepest thoughts of the 
poet.

Mark Twain, in an. elabmate article 
in a great review, hurled his keen and 
glittering darts of w it a t it [Clyristian 
Science); and when his wit, piercing as 
a two-edged sword, failed, he pounced 
upon it the flaming petroleum of his 
ridicule, and still it is unconsumed, 
Other leviathans of the sea of contro 
versy have attacked it, but it lives and 
grows in the very teeth of opposition 
I t  has its being in something more sub 
stantial than  poetic dreams of human 
perfectibility. Did it have no rootage 
in realty it would pass away like the 
mottled splendor of the sea a fte r the 
s an is out of sight. W ithout discuss­
ing its philosophy, I  simply note it as a 
fact to be reckoned with. I t  is here. 
Is it here to stay? Will it gradually 
absorb the strength of the churches 
and make orthodox creeds more intol­
erable to the expanding intellecta of 
the age? Does it present a fine thought 
of God and man and proclaim a richer 
constellation of truths? Or, as a sys­
tem of thought, will it yield to another 
more refined and ethereal? Whatever 
the future may reveal, not one glint or 
ray from the centra! orb of tru th  will 
be quenched. Isms,sects, cults are but 
scuas of foam upon the boundless deep 
Rut the great and wide s ta  of humani
