Sydney Smith's love of animals led 
him irffo ludicrous mistakes a t times, 
as when, having given his pigs fer­
mented grains, he found them all 
d runk. and “grunting ‘God Save the 
King’ about the style,” and when he 
allowed one of his quadrupeds to swal­
low a mighty dose of pills, boxes and 
all.

“How is i t  th a t some persons want 
much sleep, some can do on little, 
while there  are still others who can 
get along without any sleep a t all?”

“Of his case Herpin says; ‘I have 
been to hospitals, where they at­
tempted to drug me in order to pro­
duce sleep, but I would not undergo 
that sort of trea tm en t I have given 
up the idea of sleeping for the rest 
of my life; in fact, I’m so used to it 
that I think no more about tho mat­
ter. I’ve heard of people going in­
sane that were troubled with insom­
nia, but I never will. I am well and 
eat three meals a day.'

“It would seem from this that sleep 
is not one of life’s essentials. Is 
sleep absolutely necessary to health­
ful existence? An it possible for men 
to live to the reasonable and average

age without sleep? These are largo 
questions and they ramify in many 
ways when one begins to deal with 
them speculatively. In the first place 
much will depend upon the type and 
temperament of the man. Persons 
whose mental capabilities are of a 
low order, whose receptive powers 
are limited, and who are without the 
afflatus which gives a .rich poetic 
color to the things of this life—per­
sons who are sluggish mentally and 
temperamentally, and who feel only 
when pricked and prodded by the 
sharp exigencies of the struggle for 
existence, the ‘dumb, driven cattle’ of 
the world, must needs sleep much, 
whereas the men and women of a 
sensitive mold, whose minds are as 
fragile and responsive as the most 
delicate of photographers’ plates, who 
catch and hold, and love the images 
as they flit in variant shadings—the 
men and women who mentally trace 
the very finest of the nuances -and 
absorb much of the forces which play_ 
upon them—such as these may do on 
less sleep than persons of the dull, 
unresponsive and unpoetlc type. Na­
poleon required but little sleep; hut, 
as a great American who was once 
reminded of the fact remarked, all 
men are not Napoleons. I have known 
many men, well advanced in years, 
who actually slept less than younger 
and more ^vigorous men;”

Biologists admit that psychic cen­
ters are localized in the eort,ex of the 
brain.

It comprises 
the immaterial intelligence and the 
thought expressed, associated as we 
observe it in human life. For this 
psychic function a material organ or 
instrument as well as the immaterial 
intelligence is required, and this organ 
is tho cortex of the brain. W hether 
the psychic center of the cortex only- 
serves to clothe the idea, to express 
the thought, or intervenes otherwise.

AT GATE OF JERUSALEM.

Active Business Is Carried on tv  
Small Hucksters.

Following up his researches, he has 
found that thtf only other breed of 
horses in which a similar peculiarity 
is to be found is that of Barbary.”

So Cunninghame Graham, who has 
ridden the horses of the Moors in 
Morocco as well as the horses of Mex­

ico Iand[ the Pampas, is of the opinion 
that these horses are evidently de­
scended from those of Barbary.

•Of life  years thousands of American 
horses jh&ve been imported into Mex­
ico, often thoroughbreds, and undoubt­
edly the type of the Mexican horse of 
to-day has changed'somewhat through 
the infusion of new blood. Some one 
competent, and with leisure (and it is 
indispensable th a t he be a lover of 
horses) should take up this theme of 
the Mexican horse and make a big 
book cii the subject.

Experiments on the brain of a living 
subject with electric currents have 
been comparatively rare, as there has 
prevailed among physicians and phys­
iologists the idea that such a  course of 
experimentation was extremely dan­
gerous, says Harper's Weekly. There 
have recently been published, how­
ever, records of some experiments car­
ried on by M. S. Leduc, with the object 
of using the electric, current to pro­
duce sleep and of studying its effects 
on the brain generally.

In early experiments it was shown 
that the brain is the best conductor of 
electricity in the human body, being 
about 3,000 times more conducting 
than muscle. It was also observed 
th a t when a continuous current was 
passed through the head from one ear 
to the other the sensation of giddiness 
was produced and that objects ap­
peared to revolve in the same direc­
tion as the current flowed. However, 
when the electrodes are placed on the 
forehead and neck and the current 
sent from back to front the effects are 
Innocuous so long as a mild current is 

ed and In some cases may be bene- 
ial. According to M. Leduc,

ur milliamperes a t thirty volts, 
ich is broken or interrupted 100 

times a second for nine-tenths of the 
period of the interruption. The first 
effect noted was the disappearance of 
the faculty of speech, after which fol­
lowed the loss of the motor faculties.

, affection of the respiration or pulse 
I unless the current is increased, and 

then ft may cease. The patient is said 
to awaken instantaneously from the 
electric sleep and to experience a  feel­
ing of refreshm ent/
