LOCUST PLAGUE IN EGYPT.

The Invasion of Insects Is a Very Se-
rious.;. One.

There is every probability of the
plague of locusts which has now de-
scended on; Egypt proving a very se-
rious one. Great anxiety is felt for
the young “otton and other crops.

The locusts first arrive in compar-
atively small numbers, but they mul-
tiply very rapidly 'as soon as e they
reach the edge*of cultivation. With-
in ten days the young Insects, though
still wingless, advance in a solid pha-
lanx sometimes two or three feet deep
and several miles in'length.

It is essential that at this stage
they should be destroyed, as It would
be impossible to cneck the ravages of
flying locusts.

The method adopted during the last

We doubt
very much if 20 cents per 100 pounds
represents the true value of the skim
milk for feeding purposes. That may
be indicated by the actual chemical
content of the milk, but it has a value
beyond that, which is the value that
it has in combination with corn. Jt
has been shown that corn is worth
very much more when fed with skim
milk than when fed alone. As a bal-
ancer for corn it has a value that th*
chemist will never be able to deter-
mine. -

Demand for Sweet Cream Butter.

Sweet cream better is bntter that
has not bean salted and not butter
mado from unripened cream. That
tho demand for this kind of butter is
increasing is a remarkablo fact. The
creamery at Ringwood. Illinois, is ma-
king about 30,000 pounds of butter a
month and all, except that used by
the patrons, is being taken by a large
dairy company of Chicago. Gradually
there has been an’increase in the de-
for unsalted butter, till now
JSO.thfrd6é of an the butter supplied
by that creamery is of this kind. That
is, about 20,000 pounds of unsalted
butter is being supplied by this one
creamery every month and there are
numerous other creameries making
some sweet cream butter. At first the
demand was from the foreigners al-
most wholly, and especially from the
Jews. Indeed, the Jews were such
great users of this unsalted butter
that the factory men dubbed It “Jew
butter.” But it is now losing that
characterization, for the reason that
many native Americans are using it
instead of the salted article. We have
supposed that the demand for the
fresh article was to be confined to
European countrios like France, but
we are evidently mistaken. The but-
ter is making great headway In Eng
land, where the demand has alwayt
previously been-for salted butter. This
in our country at least marks a new
phase of creamery development

The Dairies and the Doctors.
One man that has the handling of
good deal of milk for Chicago tolls
o writer that he has an arrangement

with tho doctors in several towns
mm which he buys milk, by which
ne doctors report to him the presence
of any contagious disease on any farm
in tho locality, whether that farm Is
producing milk or not. In this way it
is possible for him to know’ about the
conditions under which milk is being
mado for his trade. This he finds to
be a very good plan. In the case of
the contagious disease being on the
tarm of a man that is selling'him
milk, he can tak™ measures to prevent
the sending out of that milk. On the
other hand, if the disease is on the
farm of a man that is not selling him
milk, he can serve a notice on the
men that are selling him milk that
they are not to receive the milk from
such a farm. If thi6 practice were
made general lit would greatly Im-
prote the situation as to the spread
of contagious diseases by means of
milk. Cases are constantly coming to
the attention of the public where some
man that is supplying perhaps only a
very small amount of milk to the
trade Is the means of scattering dis-
eases that ravage communities using
,heanilk. Every man should have too
much conscience to sell milk when he
has a deadly disease in his family, but
actual experience demonstrates that
that is just the time he will sell his
product, as a general thing, for the
reason that his needs are greatest at
that time. This phase of human na-
ture must be taken into consideration.

LIFE OF RUSSIAN POOR.

Peasants in the Village Lead a Far*
lorn Existence These Oars.

QUEER EFFECTS OF SUNSHINE*

Stona as Well as Metals Expands Un-
der Heat Raj'S.

Every one knows that the heat of
the aun will expand Iron and steel.
Stevenson’s tubular bridge over the
Menai straits is 400 feet long. The
heaviest train passing over it bends it
just half an inch, yet on a July day,
after the sun has been shining on it
for several hours, it is found to be
bent an inch and a half below its usual
horizontal line. The heat of the sun
acta on stone as well as metal, a fact
which is proved by the Washington
monument. It is 555 feet high, but
It will be found to be about two inches
higher in the evening than in the
morning of a sunny day. A strange
effect of sunshine was noted at Plym-
outh, where to' lay the foundation of a
sea wall the workmen had to descend
in a diving bell. These bells had stu-
pidly been fitted with convex cir-
cular glasses at the top. The sea was
very calm and the glasses so concen-
trated the rays of the sun that the
clothing of one of the workmen were
set on fire, and that at no less than
twenty-five feet below the surface of
the water.

SEIZED BY A CROCODILE.

African Boy Had Narrow Escape From
Awful Death.

A hunter in Africa tells some stories
about Crocodiles. He says: “One
afternoon | went out to hunt lechwe
(a kind otantelope), which were plen
tiful in tbe swamps. | wounded one
splendid bull and g*ve chase, accom-
panied by two boys. We followed it
across one or two channels, and Anal-
ly the. boy who was leading caught
It up in an arm of the stream about
two feet deep. As he was holding
on to the buck a crocodile—attracted,
no doubt, by the blood which flowed
from the wounded animal—shot up
and seized the boy by the leg below
the knee. He hung on to the other
boy. Who had come up, and | arrived
to the accompaniment of yells. For-
tunately the crocodile was only a small
one and we managed to get the boy
from him. The lechwe meantime made
his escape, and | sent back to camp
for men to carry in the wounded naj
tive. His leg was badly lacerated,
but with careful treatment he recov-
ered soon."

Valuable Manuscripts in America.

ALL BUILT WITHOUT NAILS.

Peculiar Construction of
Houees In Burma.
In.Burma a dwelling house is built
without a nail. It is hung on four
upright posts of teak or bamboo; seven
or eight feet from the ground the
planking of the fleor 18 tied to the up-
rights with rattan; the walls are made
of split bamboo plaited into beautiful
and farciful patterns. The roof con-
sists of the leaves of the toddy palm,
which have been soaked in salt water
to make them insect-proof. There are
no windows, but Isrge flaps of the
plaited bamboo walls are raised in
the daytime to admit light and air.
The house consists, in the case of the
poor, of only one good-sized room, but
.when there are several chambers they
lea- om the common room and
are sep~ -ed from it by partitions of
plaited 'mmboo. These are generally
raised one or two feet from the floor
of'the com m room, but in no case
b one floor above the other in a
Burmese house, it being thought a
great indignity toChave any one’s feet
over one s head. The thatched roofs
are highly inflammable and leaning
against every thatched house may be
seen a long hooked stick with which
to pull off the rbof should it catch
Are.

BLOCD AS A FERTILIZER.

Gave Renewed Life to Tree That Was
Fast Dying.

For several seasons a very ancient
walnut, with long, gaunt boughs car-
rying much dead, wood, had been
struggling to live, but each year man-
ifested signs that its life was fast
disappearing.

The following spring this
tree put forth an astonishing crop of
leaves, and in less than three seasons
it was making new wood and showing
all tbe vigor which had characterized
it thirty years before. Its renewed
youth was entirely attributable to the
fertilizing properties of the blood with
which it h$d been so liberally dressed.

Use Sulphur to Protect Vines.

All the large vineyard owners of
California sulphur their vines as a
protection agalflst mildew and thrips.
The method used is the sulphur bel-
lows, which is so constructed thatthe
operator can expel material without
excess, thereby saving a large per-
centage. There is a receptacle on top
oi the belVows proper which is filled
with powdered sulphur. A tube passes
from the bellows through the sulphur
to the lid. This tube has a cap which
has four long Jboles cut in it and is
kept on the tube by a little brass
spring.  When forcinglair through,
the tube lifts the cap up to the holes
and forces the powdered sulphur out
of the discharge tube.

Animal’s Idea of Numbers.

Many animals have an idea of con-
crete numbers up to a few units and
some go even farther. A dog which
is accustomed to receive only three
pieces of sugar will not ask for more
after he has’had his quota. In certain
mines where horses are required to
make thirty trips a day they walk-at
