The committee of safety was In see* 
slon nearly all day Saturday holding 
examinations.

Plymouth, Ju ly  14, 1848.
This dhy commenced the brick work 

o f the Second Presbyterian Society 
church. Mason work by Adolphus 
Brigham and George Peters. Wood­
work by Christopher G. Cramer. 
Jonathan  Shearer and Henry Fralick, 
building committee. E. S. Shepard, 
pastor. Erastus G-. Landon, Luther 
Safford. Jonathan Sherer, Henry Fra- 
Jiok, trustees.
- The town of Plymouth in 1845, 1846, 

1847 and 1848 voted by majorities from 
<66 to 165 'against license for the sale 
o f  intoxicating drinks. Population of 

. township, census of 1845, 2602. Plym­
o u th  division No. 7, Sons of Tem per­
ance. numbers about 90 men.

Dairy-Breed Steer*.
The attem pt tha t is frequently made 

to make beef out of dairy steers 
should be abandoned, .texcept where an 
inimal. has .passed his usefulness and 
Has to be turned off. or where a cow 
or ealf is unprofitable to keep for 
some reason. A good many farmers 
have been fooled by their own experi­
ments in this matter. They have fed 
such steers and have kept an account 
o f the gains made and have 6een that 
in many instances a dairy animal will 
make as rapid gains as a beef animal. 
If that were the only test to be made 
we would hare  nothing to say against 
trying to make beef with dairy blood... 
At some of our stations dairy steers 
and beef steers have bean fed side 
by side and the dairy steer has com­
pared favorably with the animal at 
his side. The difference came when 
the animal was marketed. Then the 
dairy 6teer was found to have put an 
Immense amount of fa t on the intes­
tines, where It could be of little com­
mercial value, and to have a  great 
abundanco of low priced cuts. The 
beef steer, on the other hand, was 
found to have put much of his added 
fat into the high-priced cuts, and at 
time e l  being cut up for meat fur­
nished a very large proportion of 
these high-priced cuts. This differ­
ence was so great that It amounted to 
a  considerable sura of money. The 
buyers of cattle understand this and 
make due allowance. Sometime* they 
make more than a  fair deduction, as 
they do not seem to care to encourage 
the making of beef from dairy blood. 
It will not in the main pay any1 farmer 
to try to raise beeves from dairy cows

Shorten the Feeding Period.
In grading up the herd the farmer 

should have one object in view if hp 
Is trying to produce profitable beef. 
That one aim should be to produce 
an animal that will mature In a short 
time and be of a conformation that 
will yield the largest possible ai>ount 
of bigh-prlced cuts. This Is a great 
item in the m atter of profits, as the 
less time required to  get an animal 
ready for market, the less feed will 
be used and tho less money paid out 
for care, which must always be fig 
ured a» having some marketable 
value. The work of more than a hun­
dred years in scientific breeding ha* 
been to produce an animal that would 
m aturs rapidly. In grading up this 
should be kept fully i»  mind. Also at 
time of putting such cattle into the 
feed lot the fact should not be forgot­
ten th a t the herdsman is dealing with 
cattle that have been bred up to be 
fattened in a  short instead of a long 
time. A good many herdsmen that 
have been accustomed to feeding the 
old-fashioned steer make the mistake 
of feeding the improved steer for too 
long a  time, and so both over-finish 
him and lose valuable tirwo and feed. 
Beyond a certain point every pound 
of feed put Into the steer is so much 
money thrown away. The professional 
feeder must watch this m atter and 
turn off his animals ^  soon as they 
are ready to go to the slaughter pens, 
and a t once put in a now lot of ani­
mals to be fed. In this way it is per­
fectly easy to feed to ripeness three 
tranches of cattle in  the same time it 
took to feed two of the so rub variety.

In 3-871 only 50,000 dozen of 
eggs were exported, bat the next year 
it jumped np to 555,000 dozen, and in 
1873 it made another great gain, 
2.310,000 dozen j being exported that 
year. In 1895 the Danish Co-operative 
Egg Export association was organized, 
and the next year the eggs exported 
amounted to 20,379,000 dozen. In 1902, 
the last year for which we have sta­
tistics, there were exported 35,967,000 
dozen. The producers of (these egg3 
are mostly small farmers with only 
two Or three acres of land.-

The breeds most popular In Den- 
m ar’.: are said to  be the Brown Leg­
horns, Spanish Minorcas and the An­
dalusians. Plymouth Rocks and Wy- 
andotttes have been introduced there, 
and are growing in favor. Langshans 
and Orpingtons are also beginning to 
draw attention. Brahmas and Co­
chins are not popular, being consid­
ered too ccarfee and too often 
“broody."

Mechanical incubator? and brooders 
are being used, but the most popular 
brooder is said to be the turkey. Few 
peoplo. however, make a specialty of 
poultry farming, and there are tew 
large .poultry establishments in the 
kingdom. Egg production is carried 
on as a side issue.

:he best gsod of the butter making In­
dustry. if vegetable Coloring m atter Is 
to be used. We are trying to get back 
to vegetable cqloring matter, as the 
analine dyes are now being prohibited 
In different states and are likely to 
bo in all states where butter-making 
is largely oarried on. The use of 
these coal ta r  dyes Taas led to the 
-higher ooloring of tho butter, than for­
merly, and the vegetable colors being 
weaker have to be nsecj In too large 
quantities if the same color is to be 
kept np. The large nse of theseweg 
eta Mo colors does not injure th e  food 
ra ise  of the batter, but^doei some- 
thnes afi-tot the flavor, according • to 
the testimony of experts.
