Chelsea Standard:—The Boland
road, so far as Chelsea is concerned is
now almost a reality. It is probable
that the stringing of the trolley wire,
from where the third rail leaves off, is
going forward as we go to press as the
supports for it were nearly ready yes-
terday.

Imagine an Andalusian city, semi-
oriental, with much of the Moorish
in its architecture, flung into a great
mountain gorge; its streets sometimes
so narrow that neighbors are neigh-
bors indeed; streets that ascend the
mountain side with amazing steep-
ness, with here and there massive
arches thrown across, and everywhere
color to delight an artist.

There is nothing like it anywhere
else; for sheer picturesqueness, for
something that sebms remote from
America—a city that might be found
id the heart of Asia or in northern
Africa—Guanajuato is without peer or
rival. And underneath these streets
that wind and climb, and down which
on rainy afternoons the water pours
In torrents, are some of the deepest
mines in the world, min®s whose pro-
duction in silver and gold, the ore
often rich in the yellow metal, now
reaches to mere than a thousand mil-
lion dollars.

Families here have in the pastbeen
enriched beyond the dreams of ava-
rice; daughters of the great miners
have astonished the capitals of Eu-
rope with their lavishness, and the men
fcEve squandered wealth with open
hand in Paris, in the great gambling
palaces of the old world, or built them
mansions in the city of Mexico.

Mines there are here dating back
to 1548. to tho days when the Kking’s
co-ductas, or treasure trains, with
their little flags flying, passed safely
down the long and dutsy roads to the
capital jwhere the viceroys ruled.

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THE SCIENCE OF BREEDING.

The man who has proved himself a
successful breeder Is of inestimable
value In the realm of stockdom and
to him honor Is truly due. There are
many engaged in breeding stock and
many have been more or less success-
ful, but how *many can we point out
as masters of their art. Unfortunate-
ly they are few. There are many
prominent breeders who own prize
winning herds but In bow many cases
axe the animals In their possession
the result of their success as breed-
ers. A great number of men in the
business are more deserving of the
name speculators than breeders.

It requires clear Insight Into the
laws r$J*d*g to breeding, and thI3 In
turn demands feonsiderable experi-
ence before the height of*success can
be reached. There are so many influ-
ences having a bearing more or less
direct on the laws of breeding and
of some of the laws so little is
known, that he who would be suc-
cessful must be a close student. The
most prevalent cause of failure is
that many of fihose engaged Jn the
work fall to comprehend its intricacy.

It be.that a herd of cattle
Is deficient in some particular point
and the owner In his endeavor to
rectify this weakness secures a sire
that la strong In that particular but
at the same time bo overlooks some
weakness In the sire that may be
even more objectionable than the one
he endeavors to remedy, and as a
result finds himself In a serious pre-
dicament. This will Illustrate one of
the pitfalls into wl?lch the unwary
may faH and points out one of the dif-
ficulties which WN continually ‘pre-
sent themselves. It Is Impossible to
get a perfect sire and the intending
purchaser must reason out for him-
self whether or not his herd will be
improved by the ase of a certain ani-
mat

The breeder must have in his mind
some definite Ideal which he Is en-
deavoring to reach and without such
an Ideal in hts mind little headway la
likely to be made. A sire should bo
selected not only because he Is a
good Individual, but because of the
value he will be to that particular
herd In which he Is to be used; Sap-
osing there are two animals to
choose from. The first may, in the
show ring, wtn over the second, bu\
for use ha a oertaln herd the second
may be of much more value than the
first. As an explanation of this, the
first may be deficient in a certafli
f)omt In which many of the herd are
kewise deficient and the use of such
a sire would tend to fix the existing
evil more firmly and render Improve-
ment more difficult.

Let the breeder never be satisfied

with hfs present attainments, but
strive for something better. Let his
watchword be Improvement and

though he may have reached a cer-
tain ideal in which he had in mind
as a beginner, let him set up another
standard. Only the progressive gan
hope for permanent success and .we
are in duty bound to strive, for some-
thing better than present Attainment
and to give the world the best we
can.

CITY AND COUNTRY.

We frequently' hear about the “slav-
ery of farm life.” True, farming; If
properly attended to often means hard
work, and on some days long houifs;
but If rightly hud successfully man-
aged It cannot be otherwise than a
labor of love, requiring the use of
brains, of thought and study. The
right kind of farmer masters the soil
with bis head moro than with his
hands. The oitj merchant, the sthre
clerk, the city laborer generally—and
this includes physicians, teachers, pro-
fessionals, and often millionaires—all
have far greater reason to talk about
the “slavery of city life” than the mod-
em farmer, who has no boss, is not
kept Imprisoned for ten or twelve
hours a day In a dingy room, and
whose whole life is the most satisfac-
tory combination of congenial work,
both of brain and hand, with perfec-
tion Independence, and the purest, of
life's pleasures and blessings, has|no
reason to talk about the "slavery|cl
farm life.” Lei os appreciate onr iad
vautages and make the most of bur
opportunities, rstther than indulge, In
such slurs on our occupation os that
which is expressed in the absurd
phraae “"slavery of farm life.”

It is well to remember that a model
udder is 'usually an indication of a
good cow; howeTer, an ideal udder or
an extremely large udder Is occasion-
ally found attached to a very ordinary
cow. A well-balanced udder with wjcll-
placed pleats is as good an indication
as abnormal size, as size does not
always indicate quality. As a cow
ages her udder usually becomes long-
er, even though she gives no more
milk than formerly, hence the age of
the cow should be considered when
giving credit to the size of her udder.
Wo also remember that the udder
neither Indicates quality of milk nor
persistency in ~mltking.

In the northern limits of melon cul-
ture It is desirable to so stimulate the
plants that they will produce fruif. as
early as possible and this may be
done by constantly feeding the plants
during the whole season. Nitrate of
soda, where It can be got, Is a good
stimulant, and -while It is a pretty
costly way to supply the plants with
nitrogen It pays with as valuable a
crop as melons. Stable manure spread
over the surface of the soil and work-
ed Inis good, and Is Is hardly possible
to overdo this kind of fertilization,
especially If the plants can be watered
freely.

In cultlvatmg melons of any kind
do not disturb the vines more than is
absolutely negessary, as to do so re-
tards growth and-makes them produce
smaller and later melons.

Attractive and econvenient farm
homes are rapidly becoming more com-
mon, and afford a pleasing contract
with those when log houses, log
schoofhouses and rad fences were
common sights.

We used to let the hogs run until
they were a year old and older, and
then fatten them. We have learned a
better way and sd have most feeders.
Nobody feedB hogs that way now;

When you wish to “break up” a sit-
ting hen, don’t pull her tall feathers
all out and duck her in water, but
coaflne her In good quarters without
nests and property feed and water her.
The thing you should aim at Is to put
yonr hen6 in laying order again as
-soon as possible. -

The whole mission .of the steer|is to
convert feed Into beef, and the quicker
he converts a given amount of [feed
into beef the more ppunds of beef he
will get for the food consumed. Keep
the animal busy every day at its
proper work, from birth to sals day.

Tho firmer who takes into consider-
ation the keeping up of the fertility
of his soil will aim to produce crop*
to tyed at home and keep such stock
as fab can feed and do it well. ; The
taking of crops off die farm without
planning to recuperate the will Is a
bad practice. ' ;

If we are goingto make any money
in raising and feeding cattle, wejmust
eliminate a year <r more of tfme from
the process of making a prime beef.

There are mom*
who desire to go, but cannot arrange
to do so tm account of the ftnamee
question or Inability to secure a sue
to operate their creamery during tLwfr
absenee. while there are others who
are eligible to neither excuse sad wto>
are serely in need of the tostruoften
to be obtained at the school. A nw
who is operating a creamery in tots,
day and age le working at a great die-
advantage If he does not possess a
dairy school education.

It Is Idle*to discuss this question, as
the profit from one or the other of
tnese will depend almost entirely an
the conditions under which they arc
kept.

Great Events*That Hava Transpired

When one thinks of tho great
events that have taken place In the
Holy Land, the multitude of cities,
villages and towns, the countless mil-
lions who have been born there and
whose bones now lie in its rock-ribbed
hl”S the small dimensions of Pales-

a]mo8t startling. West of the
Jordan, where most of the historic
events took place, there are only 3-
S00 square miles, including all the
geographical divisions now called Pal-
estine; Including the land both east
and west of the Jordan, the total area
Is 9,840 square miles. The length of
Palestine from north to south is about
150°miles. It varies in breadth from
twenty-three to eighty miles.

} Beacons Line the Coast. ,,

That the United ~States govern-
ment has been mindful of the welfare
of people who go down to the sea In
ships is shown by the fact that there
are 9,000 burning lights and signals
stretched along the American coasts,
forming a perfect link, so that the
navigator never need be beyond sight
of one of the beacons. One thousand
of these are located on the Atlantic
coast. 1,500 are scattered along the
rivers and inland waterways, 500 on
the great lakes and 200 on the Pacific
coast. Of the grand total, including
lighthouses of different classes, buoys,
beacons gnd danger signals, 3,000 are
lighted, giving forth their warnings
at. night time. Of these a score or
more throw a beam of 100,000 candle-
power.

There Is a Wealth of Coloring to Bo
Found In the Yellowstone.

Nature is a most exquisite colorist.
Nowhere is her work more lovely than
along the created rims and overflow
channels of warm, spring pools. Tour-
isms are seldom aware that these har-
monious and brilliant tints -owe their
origin mainly to plant life. They are
usually told by so-called guides that
the colors are due to mineral mat-

ter, which tends to enhance their hor-1

ror of underground waters. Algae
flourish equally well in the waters of
all geyser basins and on the ter-
races of Mammoth Hot Springs. War
ter bolls on the plateau at 198 degree
Fahrenheit and rudimentary organ-
isms appear s| about 185 degrees Fah-
renheit, although no definite line can
be drawn beyond which all life ceases.

Wherever these boiling waters cool
to the latter temperature, algous
growths appear, and <>y the lowering
of the temperaturei on exposure to
air still more highly organized forms
gradually come in. It is said thht at
about 149 degrees the conditions are
favorable for the rapid growth of sev-
eral species. The development of
plant life at such excessive tempera-
tures and on a Beale of such magni-
tude seems,a marvelous thing. No-

The introduction of
our present numbers between 60 &nji
120 arose out of the introduction of
the decimal hund or hundred, that is.
100, in distinction from which Qie old
hundred (120) was called the duodeci-
mal hundred, or the “great hundred,”
which is qtlll used in Iceland and parts
of England.

What Causes- Fires.

The annual losses by fire In the
United States which have averaged aa
high as $100,000,000 a year at cer-
tain periods, were attributed during
a single year to the following causes,
the number of fires from each cause
being given: Incendiarism, 1,927; de-
fective flues, 1,309; sparks (not *from
locomotives), 715; matches, 636; ex-
plosions (of lamps, etc.), 430; stoves,
429; lightning, 369; spontaneous com-
bustion, 326; prairie and forest Area,
280; lamp and lantern accidents
(other than explosions), 238; locomo-
tive spark*. 211; cigar stubs and
pipes, 203; friction, 179; gas jets, 176;
engines and boilers. 150:  furnaces,
135; and from firecrackers, 105.

Myrrh Simply a Gum Resin.

Myrrh is a gum resin that exudes
from the cracks of a tree .found in
Arabian and#East African countries.
It flows rather freely, but the natives,
in order to get a larger supply of the
article, often bruise the trunk of the
trees with rocks. The myrrh tree it-
self is a. low tree, growing about ten
or twelve feet.high, with thorny
branches. When the myrrh first ex-
udes from the tree it is of a yellowish,
whltiftb, buttery consistency that grad-
ually hardens and assumes a reddish
semitransparent color. It is used
principally as one of the components
of incense.

IN WILDS OF MEXICO

out at one stroke, the child scratched
Its head a little and slept on.
