THE CROPS.

IVot ForontbIf on W heat anil
Fairly So on Other*.

The Michigan crop reports’ tor
August, estimates the wheat yield in
the state thi$ year at eight "bushels
an acre, based du returns from thresh-
ers. The wheat <rop proves to, I> the
poorest grown in the state in many-
years. The quality and yield is even
more disappointing than~ looked for
before threshing time. In many eases
the quality is exceedingly poor, being
whol.ly unfit lor milling purposes. *

Rye as a farm crop is proving tb
be more valuable than wheat this
year. The average estimated yield per
acre is. in the southern, central ami
northern counties and in tin; state,
12_bushels.

The condition of corn as compared
with aji average is. in the southern
and northern counties, 73, .in the cen-
tral counties Gi. and in the state 72.

The estimated average vyield per
acre of oats in Busluda is in the south-
ern counties 30, in the northern coun-
ties 20, and in the state 33.

The potato crop is in very good
condition in most parts of the state.
The condition in the southern and
northern counties is 80. in the central
counties and in the state 87.

The sugar beet crop is in fairly good
condition. Farmers bnye been taught
many valuable lessons by experience
in regard to growing sugar beets so
that not so many difficulties are met|
as in the past.

The prospect for ap_FIes is very good
at the present time. The trees of most
varieties are well wot with fruit. Tin*
prospect for an average crop is, in
the southern counties. 70. in the cen-
tral counties 72, in the northern coun-
ties 48 and in tlie state 00.

The peach crop will be light this
year outside of the fruit belt. There
will be a fair crop of some of the
hardier varieties in favored locations.

Plymouth’s Population Shows Increase.

We.have received from Secretary of
“State Warner the census returns for
VWavne county; Plymouth township
stows a population of 2264. The
population of Plymouth village is 1,663
a substantial gain over four years ago,
andlexceeding Northville by 36. Li-
vonia township has population of 1,383;
Canton 1,159. Detroit 3-17591. The
county 386,727.

Did the Right Thing.

Walter Waldrgn was arrested last
Friday morning by Deputy Sheriff
Springer, on complaint of Chester
Arthur who charged him with assault
and battery, committed the night be-
fore. Waldron was found in the nortli
part of town and resisted arrest. Of-
ficer Springer would take no chances
with his man and used the handcuffs
with telling effect on his head, sending
him down to the ground. He was
very submissive after that. When
brought into Justice Valentine’s court
he demanded a jury trial, which*was
granted. Hearing the evidence took
but a short time, the jury finding him
guilty. Justice Valentine made it a
fine of $5 and costs of £10, or sixty
days. He paid up.

Much satisfaction is expressed by
the citizens of Plymouth for the way
«Officer Springer handled: Waldron.!
This man has a bad reputation and is
generally feared to be met with after
daylight. That he undertook to get
away from the officer was not surpris-
ing, and thaQthe latter promptly took
the most effective way of subduing
Aim finds popular approval. Officer
Springer-proved himself the man for
the emergency and there is -only one
regret, and that is that he did not
make complaint against Waldron for
-reaisfjftg an officer and have him sent
-over the road. Everybody would te
glad to see this man go.

Water Works Improvements.

At a special session of the council
Tuesday evening, it was determined
to submit to the electors of the village
a proposition to bond for 915,000 for
mthe purpose of improving the water
works system. Surveys for the same
are now in the hands of thfe council-
The planis to build a new line and
<io away with the present pipe-line
across the Benton and Shernyd hills.
The. new line proposed to be built
avoids these hills, crosses a corner of
the Northville cemetery and comes
out near the house of Cass Benton on
the Plymouth road, running thence
south until it again joins the main
line. This route is the cheapestand
most practical, so said.

it is very certain that something
must be done to increase the supply of
water for the village. The number of
takers is increasing rapidly and the
supply must be increased in propor-
tion. The present pipe line does not
<io this and there will be no improve-
ment in the supply until :i new line is
bailt. Careful investigation and ex-
periments have been made by this
council, and former councils, all of
whom express the opinion that while
there is plenty of water at tire spring,
the 12-inch pipe running full until it
reaches the hills, the delivery at the
reservoir should be more than three
times what it actually is. The conclu-
sion is therefore reached that the diffi-
culty lies somewhere in the hills men-
tioned. It therefore, seems to be not
a matter of option, but an actual ne-
cessity that tbe contemplated now line
must be built. The people of the vil-
lage who are using water will readily
see the dilemma in which they are in
when the water supply is cut short.
Then itmust alsé be considered that
ow fire protection Is inadequate, and |
this is perhaps the most important
public consideration, and needs no
words pf ours to bring to a proper
realisation in the mind of every proper-
ty owner. There are no arguments
eagainst a larger water supply and con-
sequently there can be none against
voting for the bonding of tbe village.

It is almost certain, to say that with

abundant water, the railroad company
conW be supplied it a revenue that
would take care of all the bonds. A
proper notice of election is found in
another column.

Famous Poets Composed Great Works
In Solitude.

John Bunyan wrote "Ellgrim’ Prog-

onment at Vincennes, wrote many
pamp~ets and his "Lettres de cachet
et prisons d’etat.”

During his thirteen
years’ confinement in the tower of
London Sir Walter Raleigh wrote a

onment several of the 210 works he Is
said to have written. The poet Love-
lace, wrote "Lucasta” while a political
prisoner, and the Roman philosopher,.
Boethius, wrote in prison a work sin-
gularly appropriate to his. situatlpn—
“On the Consolation of Philosophy.”
