Those Roosevelt Expenditures

We Ire indebted to Leslie’s Weekly
for exact figures to refute the exag
gerated statements of the Democratic
press concerning the Government ex-
penditures Under Roosevelt.

“As shown by the Government re-
ports, the expenditures for the ten
months of the fiscal year ending with
June 30th, 1902, which cover the first
part of Roosevelt’s service, Roosevelt's
accession, dating from Sept. 14th, 1901>
were 8379,000,000.5 For the year end-
ing June 30th, 1908, they were $506,000-
000and for the twelve months ending
at that date in 1904 they were $682°000-
000, or $1,467,000,000in the aggregate.
Add about $100,000,000 for the time
since June 30th, 1904, and we have an
outgo of $1,567,000,000 for President
Roosevelt’s administration to date, or
at the rate of a little over $500,000,000
a year.”

This amount is considerably less
than the $2,640,000,000 claimed by Mr.
Parker’s editors. Leslie’s Weekly con-
cludes its examination of the real fig-
ures as follows:

“Several things have taken place,
among them the Spanish war and the
increase in the army and navy, which
that confiict and the country’s grow-
ing importance necessitated, t that
render a comparison between the Gov-
ernment’s outgo now and in Cleve-
land’s days decidedly unfair. Several
millions have been added to the
country’s population since March 4th,
1897, when Cleveland left office.” .

“The country’s wealth and the vol-
gme of its- business activities have
since that date, increased in a much
higher ratio than have the Govern-
ment’s expenditures. Our Charleston
friend has been deluded about the cost
of Roosevelt’s administration, probably,
bythe New York Democratic papers.
Notacent of the Government’s outgo
in the past threeyears has beep unnec-

or improper.** |

A Trick In Seed Selling.

The Grain Dealers’National Associ
atlon, recently in session in Milwau
kee, passed the following resolutions:

Whereas, Seed houses do a large
business in the sale of seed grains
and thereby may materially affect the
general business of the crops of grain
thus produced, either for better oi
worse; and,

Whereas, It is known that seed
thns sold by seed houses does not al-
ways possess'the merit of tyfre and
breeding sufficient to meet the expec-
tations of the purchaser, and in fact
often does not tend to raise the
standard of the general crops pro
duced. For example it has been toe
common a practice for seedsmen tc
purchase ordinary corn from farmers’
cribs and sell the same under special
brands when in/fact it possessed no
special merit whatever, with respect
to type and-bresraing, and the same is
true In regard to other grains; there
fore,

Resolved, That the Grain Dealers’
National Association, now in conven-
tion assembled in Milwaukee this 23d
day of Jane, 1904, does hereby urgent-
ly request all firms engaged in the
selling of seed grain to adopt a line
of business policy that will result in
giving more attention to the questions
of type and breeding and adaptability
and thereby assist in Improving the
quality and yield of grains; also,

Resolved, That the secretary be In-
structed to send a.copy of this, reso-
lution to all tbe principal firms en-
gaged In the business of selling seed
grains in the grain producing states,
and also to all the leading agricul
tural pape.-s in the country.

Thq. practice against which the re&
olution is directed is one that has
long been condemned by conscientious
dealers. Tt not only injures the farm-
ers, but Injures the firms that are try-
ing. to do an honest business. It is
gratifying to see a great association,
take tbe stand that this one has taken.
The agitation fs sure .to bear fruit.—
Farmers’ Review.

Spelt (Triticum Spelta).

Spelt is a cereal which In appear-
ance Is Intermediate between wheat
and barley, but, in reality, is one of
the types into which wheat is di-
vided. It is a native of the countries
near the Mediterranean sea. At the
present time it is grown principally on
the poorer soils in Switzerland, south-
ern Germany and northern Spain. It
is also grown at an elevation in Swit-
zerland where the common wheat
(Trtticum wvulgare) will nbt thrive
Fot general cultivation is is consid-
ere| much inferior to the finer varie-
ties ef wheat. The head is open, nar-
row, beaded or bald, and is usually
very long. When the grain Is threshed
the head breaks into pieces at the dif-
ferent joints, or nodes, leaving the
grain still clasped firmly by the chaff.
In order to make a separation, of the
chaff from the seed, special machinery
is required. The grain is medium
hard, and somewhat compressed at-
the sides. The grain ifi Ontario fre-
quently called Spelt belongs to the
Emmer class, and Is, therefore, im-
properly named. To find out the
value of Spelt for growing In Ontario.,
wo have imported at different timee
no less than ten varieties irom Swit-
zerland, Russia, Germany, the Argen-
tine Republic and the United States.
Two of these varieties proved entire
failures, two others gave poor results,
and the other six varieties yielded
moderately well. As the grain is en-
closed by a chaff somewhat similar to
4ats, and weighs-less than 40 pounds
per measured bushel, the results here
presented are given in pounds,
stead of bushels of grain per acre.
One of the besfcMarieties of Spelt has
now been grown In the experimental
plots for five years, and has given an
average yield of 1,623 poundB of grain
per acre.—Ontario Station*

Loss in OverRIpe Wheat.

In 1879, Dr. R. C. Kedzie, in an ex-
haustive study of the ripening oi
wheat, pointed out that there was a
slight loss in weight between com-
plete ripeness and the stage generally
designated as dead ripe. 1 Subsequent
experiment at this college and else
where have given like results. There
Is. not only a loss by shelling when
the grain becomes over-ripe, but a
given number of well (fried kernels,
or the product of a given area, kept
in the ordinary manner, will weigh
less if taken from an over-ripe field
than it taken from a field cut at th™
proper time.

SWEET PEAS KILL FLIES.

Druggist Makes a Discovery of Value
to the World.

A local druggist has found a new
agent for the destruction of flies that
for activity and effectiveness discounts
anything heretofore offered for that
purpose. And not only is it harmless,
but it is a thing of beauty as well.
After selling annually thousands of
sheets of fly paper of the sticky and
“poisoned varieties and a ton more or
less of insect powder, the new anti-
dote for the pest bids fair to super-
sede all previous methods with him
and those of his friends who are in on
the secreL

For several days the druggist, who
Is_a lover of flowers, has had upon
his front cases bunches of sweet peas
of a variety grown originally in Cali-
fornia and but recently cultivated In
this section;of the country. Each
morning after opening up the store he
has found collected around the base
of the vessel containing the peas quite
an accumulation of dead flies.

For the first day or so he regarded
the mass, of defunct dipterous insepts
as an accidental gathering in the
neighborhood of the flowers, but curt*
osity prompted him later to™watch the
conduct of the tew flies left in tho
store. ' It was observed when the peas
were freshly picked that immediately
after their being placed in the vases
those flies in the vicinity swarmed
upon the petals and proceeded to
fasten themselves there. Shortly aft-
erward they fell from their positions,
dead.

It is presumed that the odor of the
peas attracted them firet and that aft-
erward they absorbed some, poisonous
exudation that the flowers possess and’
died in consequence. So.far as known
the ppas possess no toxic effect upon
the human being.— Springfield Journal

A Trific Late.

A Mr. Ward, of Ann Arbor, has
made a proposition to the village
council, which if it had been made a
year ago would have been eagerly
accepted. Mr. Ward's plans are yet in
an embryo state, but be has in mind
the building of a water power plant at
Hamburg, whereby he expects to .be
able to furnish electricity enough to
supply a half dozen villages and cities,
including Pontiac. The building of
the plant, however, hinges on his
ability to secure ten-year -contracts
from these villages, that his invest-
ment may become profitable. He will
sell electricity to the village of Plym-
outh at two cents per kilowatt per hour.
The price is so low that he thinks
Plymouth would make good money
to allow its electric lighting plantto
lie idle and make a contract with
him. He assumes no other responsi-
bility beyond the furnishing of the
electric current. The village must take,
cate of its own lights. It costs the
village now approximately about $200
per month to run its lighting plant. It
charges 10 cents per kilowatt per hour
to consumers, and it is claimed this is
about cost. A contract with Mr. Ward
at two cents would undoubtedly affect
a large saving in the matter of expense
of street lights.

The matter was formally presented
by Mr. Ward to the council, Wednes-
day evening and turned over to the
electric lighting committee. The pro-
babilities are, however, that there will
be no contracLuntilMr. Ward’s scheme
has assumed ~more substantial .shape.

The ses-
sion of the trustees last Wednesday

evening was an interesting one and at

which further steps -were taken to-
d ward the building of the water works
pipe-line and the. Main street sewer.
1 The street committee reported that
they were “up a tree”’in the (matter of
building a tile drain on Harvey street.
They had estimated the expense to be
something like 8600 and the village
fnnds at the present time wpre rather
low to provide payments. The matter
was finally left “in the ay*” |nd noth-
ing may be done until next year.

A petition was presented signed by
a large number of represenfjve citizens
from the north side asking for a ce-
ment crosswalk on Oak street, crossing
Liberty. The petition was granted.

Trustee McLaren was delegated.and
authorized by £he councilto make the
best bargain, possible for the purchase
of land owned by the Goodall estate,
Northville, on which is located the
source of the Plymouth watef supply.
The council visited the locality last
Saturday and returned convinced that
it.was the proper thing that the village
own the land in question, to prevent
apy future action of hostile owners
that might deprive the village of a
large part of its water. With the pur-
chase of this land, underneath which
ityis believed lies a large lake, the
supply would be safficent for a city of
25,000 people, and there would never
be a failure. The tract comprises 80
acres, which the heirs desire to sell as
a whole for 83500. The village does
not wish.to acquire more than 40 acres.
Mr. McLaren was instructed to secure
the south 40*if possible.. If not, to
take the whole 80. A buyer-is ready
to take the north 40 off Mr. McLaren’s
hands as soon as the deal is made.
This, with the timber that can be sold
on the south 40, would reduce the
price to the village of the land wanted
to from 81000 to 31200. ‘Considering
all the advantage gained, the village
is getting a decided bargain and at the
same time may rest secure that there
will be no trouble in the future about
its water supply.

A report of the special assessors on
the Main street sewers was presented)
which showed 8209.62 as being the.
amount assessed to the property abutt-
ing. The report was accepted and the
clerk instructed to™give notice that the
property owners would be heard in the
matter at a meeting of the council
Sept. 29th.

Resolutions were adopted in which
the clerk was instructed to advertise
for bids foe the,, construction of the
water works pipe-line and the Main
street sewer, bids to be opened on
Sept. 29th.

The villiage has on hand 600, more
or less, railroad ties, acquired on a tax
levy. These were ordered to be sold at
public auction on Saturday Sept. 30.

A communication was presented
from Chief of Fire Department Mim-
mack, which was read and referred to
the committee On fire. The chief
recommends a reorganization of the
fire department with less members
and that the department be put on
some kind of pay basis. No sum -was
specified, but regular monthly meet-
ings are to be held, and absence of a
member from any meeting or at any
-fire, unless unavoidable, will forfeit
his pay. The plan has been under
consideration for some time and un-
doubtedly something will be done to
help out the boys.

Several property owners having re-
fused or neglected to build new side-
walks when ordered by the council,
the street commissioner was instructed
to order Mr. Kimmel to lay new walks
at once and the expense will be assess-
ed to the owners.

The street commissioner was also
instructed to see that in future all
village crosswalks be kept clean, an
ordeT that will certainly be approved
by every pne. Wading through an
inch or two of mud after every little
rain is not;to the liking of any citi-
zen, especially the ladies. We hope

the street, commissioner will attend
strictly to this duty.

The tariff ‘affects trusts only as it af-
fects all other Interests.

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Mexico te probably one of the most
picturesque cities of Latin America. If
it does not have the size and modem
magnificence of Buenos Ayres it is far
either. The city contains a wealth of
eld architecture, but, like all big cities
in a transition state, vandalism is do-
ing all it can to destroy the ancient
romantic atmosphere of the Spanish
colonial buildings. In the last five
years frightful gaps have been maie
in the lines of old houses; the re-
fronting of so many of the colonial
mansions entirely destroying the j)ic-
turesque vista of the streets.

It is not sufficient to see many of
the old houses from the outside. The
massive doors do not reveal the bean-
,tiful interior patios. One of the best

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If the visitor is very enthusiastic be

may perhaps care to penetrate the dis-
trict of Saji Pablo and view what re-
mains of the old house known as Ia
Cas de los Judies, or the Jews’ house.
It is a hou$e with a curious history.,
. The old streets around the cathedral
are very picturesque, and some of the
streets have remained practically un-
changed since the colonial period. The
Calle Moneda or Mint street contains
many fine old houses of the red brick
style €f the colonial period. The great
Benito Juarez died in a house in th*s
street. The Academy of Arts which i6
close by is a fine example cf the old
classic architecture ~sf the city.

The city; is full of old convents,
many of them in ruins that remind

samples ot old colonial architecture
tuat visitors can see without molesting
the inhabitants is the Wells-Fargo
building situated on Manrique street.
This building is magnificent and in
splendid condition.

Another fine specimen of the old
colonial  architecture is situated in
front of the Hotel Humboldt in Jesus
Nazaxeco street. This house contains
a magnificent coat of arms that wonld
rejoice the heart of a book plate col-
lector. Search the city through, :t
would be difficult to find ittf equal.
San Augustin street contains the bouse
where the great Baron Humboldt lived
and it is marked by an inscription.
Here the great scientist resided for
some years while making many of his
observations regarding the republic.
The house is not pretentious, but it is
regarded very affectionately by the
Mexicans, who reverence everything
in connection with Baron Humboldt.

The house, now occupied, by the ci-
garette factory, situated in the street
known as Puente Alvardo, has a re-
markable history. The house is ey
to find, as it stands back in a semi-
circle. At the time of the interven-
tion when Maximilian arrived it was
handed over to Marshal Bazaine, and
probably Maximiljan stopped here for
a considerable period. After the death
of Maximilian in 1S66 it was closed for
a period of thirty-three years; en-
trance was. rigidly forbidden, and not
until 1899 were the windows thrown
open and the few last remaining relies
of the intervention scattered among
the antiquity dealers.

Ngq visitor should omit paying a visit
o0 "the college of Viscayianas. It is
not easy to-find, but once found it will
repay the antiquarian for the trouble
ho has taken to find it. It was found-
ed in the eighteenth century by some
old Spanish colonists from the Biscay
district. It is a very long building,
in red brick, of no great height, but
has a solemn air, probably heightened
by the deep red of the old bricks.

In quite another direction's the
Casa de los Mascarones, the”Jesuit
college. The college is called the Mas-
carones because of the magnificent
carved front, and Is probably one of
the oldest buildings in Mexico. The
Jesuit Fathers are always very polite,

those wljo have visited the art gal-
leries of Brusels and Antwerp of the
pictures of Wouvermans. One very
striking example is in- Mina street,
and is now a yard lor shoeing horses
and for doinp; blacksmith -work. There
is a curious $host story connected with
this _venerable building! that makes
the ancient pile more interesting. Don
Manuel street contains some old
houses, and; there the fannaus mur-
derer is supposed to have committed
many of his crimes.

In the outskirts of the city, the
visitor should not fail to visit the
museum fortned by the old bullfighter
on the banks of the Viga Canal at
Jamaica. Here an old bullfighter of
a benevolent disposition collected an-
tiquities from all parts of Mexico.-some
of which are now of priceless Value.
Visitors aretasked to give a trifle to-
wards sustaining the museum, and the
school for which the old bullfighter
left a certain suia. It is for the ed-
ucation of poor children.

Tho Plaza Santa Domingo Is one
of the most picturesque in the city
and contains a genuine portal© or
covered in-stlreet. that-might be a page
from Don Quixote. The houses In this
neighborhood are very picturesque.

Mr. Edison'told the story of this In-
vention to a visitor recently. At the
time, he si<J, he was singing into a
telephone, eand in  the telephone’s
mouthpiece he had placed for safe-
keeping a fine steel point.

SIMPLE TEST FOR EGGS.

Method Used in Germany Said to Be
Infal iWe.

A new and simple method for test-
ing eggs is published In German pa-
pers. It is based upon the fact that
the air chamber in the flat end of the
egg increases with age. If the egg is
placed in a saturated solution of com-
mon salt it wilt show an increasing
inclination to float with the long axis
vertical. A scale is attached to the
vessel containing the salt solution so
that the inclination of the floating egg
toward the horizontal can be meas-
ured. In this way the age of the egg®
can be determined almost to a day.
A fresh egg lies In a horizontal posi-
tion at the bottom of the vessel; an
egg from three to five days old shows
&n elevation of the flat end so tlat Its

» long axis forms an angle of 20 de-
grees- With aq egg eight days old the
angle Increases to 45 degrees; with
an eggs fourteen days old "to 60 de-
grees, and with one three weeks old
to 75 degrees, while an egg a month
old floats vertically upon the pointed
end.

Forgetting the Srit.

It is a Very easy raatt* * to forget
to salt the cows, as every. .<vzon that
has had the care of <.iry ¢ s knows.
Many a farmer realizes t"i need of
the Animals for salt iwd intends to

j give them salt-at regular intervals.
Frequently he does not awake t6 the
fact that the cows are not getting
enougjj salt till he notices a flat fresh
taste in the milk, and he at once con-
nects this, with the absence of salt.
This flatness is supposed to be the
only "detriment to the non-salting of
rhe cows. But tests made at different
times show that the volume of the
milk is decreased by this withholding
of the mineral that every animal
craves. At. the Mississippi Experi-
ment station the experiment was
tried of keeping cows without salt
for a number of wleeks. Three cows
were deprived of salt for four weeks.
The first two weeks the milk was
not weighed, as it.was likely that the
cows would not at first notice the loss
of the salt by decreasing their milk.
During the two last weeks of the
period, however, the milk was
weighed and was found to be 454
pounds for the period. The salt was
given to them again and the milk
weighed for the ensuing two week ,
when it was found to amount to 5%
pounds. This was a gain of 1W
pounds of milk due to the saltinr.
Doubtless the best way to give tie
salt is -to place large lumps of rock
salt where the animals can lick them
at leisure. There will then be no dan-
der of the animals eating too much
at any one time or of poultry getting
at It and eating enough to kill them.
The love of all animals for salt is
shown by the hjabit they have of fre-
quenting plac™g where salt is to be
found. In the early history of the
country, when hunting was a busl
ness as much as any ot!far, the hunt-
ers used to lie in waitin' the places
where salt streams"TK)wed from the
mountains and left crystal deposits
on the rocks, for the .unters knew
that such< places were frequented by
animals from far and near for the
purpose of licking the salty rocks.
The processes of digestion require
salts to assist them. They can be
carried on without salt, but always
at a disadvantage.

Tricks in Belling Creamers.
Agents of creamers of various
kinds make a goad living by going
through the country and selling the
creamers at high prices. Now some
of the creamers are probably all right
as fay as they go, but lost of them
are not worth the high prices that
are paid for them. The agents also
go as far as possible in building up a
case for the things they are selling.
Reports from Canada sry that three
agents of these creamers have been
arrested and sentenced to jail terms
no account of having made fraudu-
statements in the sale of the
creamers. The statements were, of
course, made to insure sales. The
farmers in witnessing at the trial tes-
tified that the agents declared that
the creamers would KksSep anything
cool without the use of Ice. Butter
would be hard even in the hott-ot
day of summer. The creamers were
said to be packed with asbestos,
which the agents represented as per-
fectly impervious to heat. The
agents also declared that commission
men would pay a higher price for
butter from such creamers than, that
made in the ordinal way.

The cost of euch of these wonderful
creamers was in excess of |50. Isn't-
it a little remarkable that some farm-
ers are so suspicious of each other
that they will not.meet each other in
fny form of co-opertticm and yet will
rlacE such confidence in smooth-
tongued strangers that they will pay
out their money on almost any kind
of representation?

It makes it possible
for live stock raisers Irom all parts
of the country and of the continent to
meet each other and compare notes.
Not only this, but it shows the live
stock raised in the different sections
of the country and unSer different
modes of treatment. Next to the

.Canadians, the people of the North-

west show perhaps the greatest inter-
est in this event, for they realize that
live stock raising is to be the great
industry of their part of the country,
or, at least, a sort of cornerstone of
agriculture there. The cost of attend-
ing the exposition is not great, and a
week spent in attendance on the show
is one of the best paying weeks that
a man can record in his summary of
the year's work. The pulse of the
whole live stock industry is felt here,
and truths are Impressed on the vis-
itor that he gets in no other way.

The Feed of the Cow.

There are few of our farmers that
follow the practice of feeding slops to
the cows, as Is the case in the towns
and cities where cows have little pas-
turage. Nevertheless many of our
cows have access to weeds and other
herbage that taints the milk, in one-
way or another. Some say the flavor
goes through the cow and others say
that it is cblown to the milk on milk-
ing. But in whatever way it comes U
is found in the milk at milking time
and later in the butter. The cows
that have to depend on dry pastures
at this time of year are the ones
that are most apt to eat foul-smelling,
weeds. If they have fresh cornstalks
or other cut feed they will not trou-
ble the weeds. But most of our farm
cows are given no attention of this
kind and simply have to make their
living from the pastures the best they
may. Wild onions have an oil that
certainly passes through the cow into
the milk and the same is said to be
the case with wild garlic. If this is so
regarding these two weeds that cows
eat, may it not be so with some of the
other weeds they eat, of which we
know less than of these two. The
weedy taste in milk is very obnoxious
to some of the consumers of milk: If
the farmer has not sheep enough to
keep the weeds out of the pasture it
will pay to attack them with a scythe.

Future Sheep ~Supply. 1
The feeders of sheep are concerned !
in the supply of that animal, especial- |
ly those that are engaged in the feed-
ing of sheep for the final market.
the present time the great source of
supply is the western range. But can
that continue to supply the demand for
sheep to feed in our feed lots in the
corn belt? The answer must be a
negative one. The ranges are now
producing all the sheep they . re likely
to produce, but the corn belt is not
producing all the corn it is able to
produce. The improvements In corn
culture and in corn seed enormously
increase the Aolume of this kind of
food that can be produced yearly and
we shall se-' greater imr"ovements In
the years to come. This com must be
for a long tl -ie yet used as the finish-
ing food for stock including the sheep
More' shgep will be demanded In the
future both by the consumers and by
the finishers. It is evident that we
must raifie more sheep on the farms
east of the Great Father of Waters.
