report to St. Petei-sburg indicate that 
the Japanese are again on the
move. Gen. Kuropatkin's reconnais­
sances establish the fact that they are 
massing on his east flank ami bodies 
of Japanese are moving up the Liao 
river valley. St. Petersburg, however, 
still believes that a serious engage­
ment is not immediately at hand, but 
that it will require some weeks for 
Marshal Oyamu to be in shape for an 
other attack.

In the meantime the Russians con­
tinue to fortify Tie I’ass. and state-, 
meuts that Kuropatkln will not aban­
don Mukden are received in St. Peters 
burg with some skepticism.

St. Petersburg expects the Japan­
ese to now redouble their efforts before 
Port Arthur and another sortie of the 
fleet is. expected.

E m n c r o r  O n lc r *  S e c o n d  A r m y .
Acting upon the advice of his mili­

tary advisers. Emperor Nicholas has 
decided to form a second Manchurian 
army. It will be formed of the corps 
which are* being sent to the far east 
and Lieut.-Gen. j.Ijinevitcb probably 
will be given the ■ command of the sec­
ond army. Gen.. Kuropatkin will be­
come chief of both armies, but prob­
ably without the Title of commander- 
in-chief.

It is this impending reorganization 
which seems to have led to’.the count­
less rumors and reports afloat here 
of Kuropatkin*s supcrcession of Vice­
roy Alexieff as commander-in-chief of 
the army, tbe latter's resignation, etc., 
but the Associated- Pres*?' investiga­
tions indicate that tho above Is tbe real 
situation.

J a p a n e s e  T r o p h ie s .
Field Marshal Oyirnia, commanding 

the Japanese forces in Manchuria, te.'e- 
graplied today aft follows:

An investigation of the trophies cap­
tured by us, made since our last report, 
shows the njnn^cr of Russian build­
ings occupied by us in the neighbor­
hood of Liao Vang station to be 36-3 
houses and 214 j warehouses, covering 
an area of 58.000 square yards. We 
also seized 7fi,3CO bushels of barley, 
rjee. wheat and ; millet. 1,300 cases of 
kerosene, 1 .800. cases of sugar,’ 100 tous 
of coal and much cordwood. The 
amount of coal captured by Gen. Ivu- 
rokl will be reported later.

Gzact Ra*»Iaa . 1 .omen In Mao Yang 
Fight.

Exact figures’, of Russian losses in 
killed, wounded and missing in opera­
tions before Liao Yang from August 13 
to August 26 have been received by the 
general staff, according to the Journal's 
St. Petersburg correspondent. These 
amount io tiyo generals, 256 officers 
and 21.8(H) sokHers. In addition 133 
grins were lost. The material losses in­
clude fori ideations costing &30,0t)0,000.

The official returns fsstied to date of 

tile casualties among the Russian of­
ficers at tbe battle of Liao Yang show 
them to be 465ii killed or wounded, in­
cluding 6 generkls and 39 field officers.

St. Petersburg, September 21.—While 
the war office advices do not indlcatc- 
ttiat Field Marshal Oyama's main arm­
ies have yet resumed their forward, 
movement, advanced detachments of 
Japanese are feeling out the strength, 
and disposition of the Russian force* 
and Japanese flanking columns are al- 
yeadyt pressing northward, i The reports 
that a battle at MnkQen/is inuubAnt 
are, however, regarded as premature. 
All that seems to be definitely, estab­
lished Is that O^ama Is again -essaying 
to flank Gen. Kuropatkin from the 
.east. His advance forces are seeking 
to obtain command of the roads lead­
ing 20 to 50 fniles east of Mukden. 
Yesterday they attempted to seize Da 
Pass on tbe road to Kusliun. in order tu 
turn the Russian left, but they were re­
pulsed.

In addition to the two Russian corps 
already mobilizing several other corps 
arc to be called to the colors.

With every prospect of gainidg a re­

prieve and eventually a commutation 
to a short term of imprisonment, James 
Webb, of Philadelphia, under death 
sentence for the murder of his wife 
and mother-in-law. has declared in his 
cell at Moyamensing prison that lie 
wishes to die. and by his own act has 
cut off his one chance of escaping the 
gallows.

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French Shrapnel Sheila’ Deadly Effect.
The grand maneuvers just concluded 

at Dijon have shown the development 
of scientific warfare since the Franco-. 

The guns used throw 
shells which burst into 240 deadly frag­
ments. whereas the shells'used in the 
war of 1870-71 only burst into 30 frag­
ments. Tho present French shrapnel 
shells are calculated to scatter 4<H» 
deadly particles, whereas-the former 
shrapnel, shells only scattered 37 par­
ticles.

The Young Orchard.
The ground on which the new or­

chard is growing need not be left 
bare, but the crop, grown there should 
not be one that win injure the trees. 
We have seen young orchards stand-, 
ing in fields that were being mown 
for hay. This is a great mistake, as 
the drain on the ground is very great 
both for plant food and for moisture. 
The writer remembers one orchard that 
had stood in grass for five years from 
planting. At the end of that time it 
seemed not to have grown at ail. 
Near it was another orchard that had 
been given the best of care. It had 
made a great growth aDd was already 
bearing fruit. -The contrast was a re­
markable one, showing the result of 
caring for and not caring for the 
orchard. These instances can be mul­
tiplied ten thousand times in the his­
tory of orcharding in the United 
States. i

The best crops to grow in the or­
chards are those that cover the 
ground quite well and yet take more 
from the air than from the soil. For 
this reason the potato is a remark­
ably good plant to grow. The tuber 
is the only part taken from the field 
and that is composed largely of 
Starch, and this starch has been gath­
ered from the air by the leaver- The 
plant itself requires a good deal of 
potassium, but this potassium is to a 
considerable extent in the leaves and 
goes back into the ground when the 
leaves and stalks of the potato decay. 
The work of cultivating the potato 
stirs the ground and keeps it in 
loose state very favorable for the de­
velopment of the latent plant food in 
the soil (that the roots of the trees 
are seeking after as they extend 
through the ground. Moreover, the 
cultivation of the ground in the po­
tato crop makes the roots of the trees 
strike deep, which is desirable. On 
land that is hot cultivated at all the 
roots follow the surface layer of 6oll 
largely, and when the trees become 

v large the ground is so filled with 
roots that it is impossible to put even 
a cultivator to work among the trees.

There is another thing that may be 
said in favor of the potato crop and 
that is ’that t^e tops cover the ground 
at the time of year when the ground 
asst needs protection from the hot 
rays of the sun In midsummer. With 
many crops the land is left oare and 
dry at the very time of year when of 
all others it needs protection. This Is 
true of the winter grain crops, which 
are cut in early summer. The ground 
is unprotected during the hottest 
period and dries out to a  considerable 
depth. In such circumstances trees 
sometimes stop growing altogether. 
It is hard On trees the first year to 
have the ground over their roots de 
void of a crop. The roots have not 
obtained much of a grasp of the earth 
in any way and the ground dries oul 
to the roots themselves. The treê  
do well if they keep from dying undei 
such conditions.

The young orchard should be en 
couraged to grow, but it should not 
be encouraged to grow very fast 
Some men seem to have the idea that 
t^e faster the young trees grow the 
better. But a tree that makes a grea- 
growth during the summer and grow* 
after the end of July is likely to suf­
fer, if the oocceeding winter be r. 
hard one. Many a tree has died be­
cause it made more wood than It 
could ripen before cold weather came

The trees should be encouraged to 
make a reasonable growth. On land 
that is rich no manure should be 
given while the trees are young, but 
after they come into bearing the 
orchardist may be more liberal with

A Plum Orchard Village.
One day some years ago an enter­

prising resident of* the village of Syra­
cuse, O., brought a  Damson plum tree 
home with him and planted it in his 
own front yard, says Country Life in 
America^ It grew and thrived and 
in good time bore fruit. It was good' 
fruit and he planted more along bis 
garden fence from sprouts tha t came 
up from the first tree. They alsoreoon 
bore fine plums. By this tim e his 
neighbors had their attention attracted 
to his modest plum orchard. They 
bought his surplus plums and begged 
sprouts from about bis trees, th u s ' ex­
emplifying th e  spirit of the boys who 
desire to cast their lines in productive 
pools.

I t  was found th a t the locality was 
comparatively free from t^ro annoying 
plum pests—black knot and. insects— 
And the  g iea t bend of the river seemed 
to protect the fruit from late frosts, 
so that two full crops every, three 
years might bft expected with reason­
able certainty. The result was tnat 
plum growing spread from lot to lot 
and from street to alley until the In­
dustry amounted almost to a  craze. 
The m arket^ grew and expanded, how­
ever, and there never was any 
difficulty in disposing of the crops a t  
good prices. When o ther localities 
had crops Syracuse had to be content 
with th e  ruling prices In the general 
markets, but when other places failed 
Syracnr* marts her own prices. .

A Family Reunion.

How Primary Election May Result.
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Primary election reform is the slogan 
that now stirs the political atmoophere. 
Its advocates are exceedingly strenuous 
in,the larger cities and towns, and the 
pre&s is giving the question wide publi­
city. In the smaller towns, villages 
and among the farmers, primary re­
form has been discussed in all its 
phases, an,<̂  while it is generally con­
ceded that machine rule is odious in 
either party, yet the population in the 
country districts has no desire to have 
its political representation completely 
snuffed out by the enactment of a law 
that may be so sweeping in its enforce­
ment.

Take for instance our own county of 
Wayne as-an object lesson. The poli- 
tician8 in both parties under the con­
vention system always conceded that 
portion of Wayne county outside of 
the City of Detroit representation on 
ou their party ticket. Invariably this 
just acknowledgment meant the elect­
ion of some favorite representative 
farmer or business man from the town­
ships. Now the qtiestion is, under 
primary reform \W>uld the aspirant 
from the country/district with the 
lesser vote be snowed under by the 
candidates from the city with its over­
whelming vote?
r At presept the townships have but 
one representative in the countv build 
ing in the person of Orrin P. Gulley, of 
Dearborn, who, as Register of Deeds, 
has given Wayne County a splendid 
business administration in that office. 
Mr. Gulley’ r̂ecord is an admirable one, 
and goes to show that the townships 
can produce men who are worthy and 
competent to fill the highest offices in 
the.gift of the people. Under the com 
vention system Mr. Gulley would be 

, conceded a unanimous rehomination 
by the Republican party this year for a 
second term, but Wayne county is to 
experiment1 with primary reform as a 
law in October, and this fact has 
brought him opposition from three 
candidates' from the city of Detroit. 
Here is whjere the people outside of 
Detroit wifFhave their representation 
endangered.

In Register of Deeds Gulley’s parti 
cular case, the element of danger is 
partly eliminated because of his wide 
acquaintance and well deserved popu­
larity, but we must think of the future. 
However, we hope that the citizens of 
D etroit with their reputation for fair­
ness'and square dealing will by their 
votes a t  their primaries show us that 
they w ant us to bsvq representation by 
recognizing the claims of Orrin P. 
Gulley, of Dearborn,4o a second term 
in th a t im portant office.

A t the same time it behooves every 
voter in  the townships to remember 
th a t he m ust register and vote a t the 
prim ary election on October 19th to 

1 indicate his choice of candidates. 
Failure to do this will preclude the 
voter from exercising his citizenship 
on election day.

About three miles north of the 
thrifty hospitable town of Plymouth, 
Michigan, in the township of Livonia, 
is a little churchyard. It is situated 
on the north side of a road running 
east and west. The old wooden 
church (with its double' entry), prob­
ably built fifty or sixty years ago, faces 
south.

Here they have slept for over fifty 
years. He-was born in Newport, Rhode 
Island, 1771, removed, with his parents 
to Berkshire County, Mass, in 1773, 
whefe he married Betsey Leland. 
daughter of Elder John Leland (a 
Baptist minister of much renown) 
and shortly thereafter removed to 
New York state near Rochester, where 
they reared a large family. Ln 1833 
their sons had married and removed 
to Cattaraugus County, New .Yorkf 
and it was with the view of reuniting 
4he family as well as )to better their 
fortunes that they all removed to 
Wayne , county, Mich., where the 
father purchased the farm now owned 
and occupied by Mr. Whipple od 
“Plymouth ridge” between Plymouth 
and Livonia cemetery. Many still 
living knew John Barker and his good 
wife Betsey in this home, and followed 
them to their last resting place. Many 
a story of their life, and character has 
pleased the eager ears of grandchildren 
and great-grandchildren, as around 
the winter fires they have listened to 
parents and friends recounting the 
incidents of those pioneer days. Thus 
the desire'was kindled to search out 
the family history, and an annual 
family gathering was instituted, the 
first being held at the home of Harriet 
Stringer in Nankin, near Inkster, in 
the fall of 1902, which had a small

Harvey Piibeam, a farm hand work­
ing for H. Q. Hanford, in Canton 
township, committed suicide Wednes­
day morning dv shooting himself with 
a shot gun. Pil^eam. who was only 
22 years of age, is given an excellent 
reputation for character by Mr. Han­
ford, and the latter is unable to ac­
count for any motive which prompted 
the young man to take his life. He 
was of a cheerful disposition, had no 
love affairs and had never shown signs 
of mental derangement. He arose as 
usufcl, Wednesday morning about five 
o'clock, dressed himself and passed 
from his room into another where 
stood an empty shot-gun, with shells 
lying ou actable close by. He loaded 
the gun, a breech-loader, placed the 
butt on the floor and muzzle tinder 
his chin and: either with his foot or 
hand pressed’ the trigger, the charge 
entering his bead, killing him almost 
instantly.

Mr. H anford’s son, Jam es, heard the 
shot and fall of a  body, and hurried up 
stairs to investigate. H e found the 
young man on the floor with an ugly 
wound in the throat. He was alive, 
and Mr. H anford hastened down stairs 
to  give the alarm.

Research into the origin of the whip­
pet shows that it is a modern type of 
dog. and, considering how good it is 
in its way, it is a wonder that it Is not 
more generally known and appreciat­
ed. The word is not in Webster’s, 
nor is it to be found in many ency­
clopedias. Dalziel failed to trace the 
etymology of the word, but fan­
cied it to be a provincial name expres­
sive of the diminutive size as well as 
the quick action of these dogs. The 
old writers who mention it evidently 
have in mind a very different animal 
from the one now seen at our bench 
shows. Halliwell says jt  is a,cross be­
tween a spaniel and a greyhound, 
which could not produce the present 
type. John Taylor says: “In the 
shapes and forms of dogges; of all 
which there are but two sorts that 
are useful to man’s profits, which two 
are the mastiffe and the little curre, 
whippet or house-dogge; all the rest 
are for pleasure and recreation.”

The modern whippet is a greyhound 
crossed with a small terrior, so as to 
reduce the" size of th^jprogeny, and 
by selection"the terrieritype has been 
obliterated and-that of the greyhound 
preserved. This cross goes back sixty 
years or more, during which time a 
record of some sort has been kept, so 
that a stud book exists. But the dog 
has not been popular in shows, be­

cause, being bred to race, its appear­
ance is of little consequence.

There is nothing cruel about dog 
racing, and, although it is not known 
among wealthy sportsmen, it; is a pop­
ular pastime of ai large class in the 
manufacturing districts of England 
and this country, pin England as many 
as 500 dogs are entered in one handle 
cap and a thousand pounds will chango. 
hands .on the result.

The course is usually 200 yards, and, 
the races-are run in heats in which 
three dogs compete. The winners of 
these trial heats’ run against each 
other until there ji are but three left 
for the final. There are races for 
puppies, maiden races, handicaps and 
races with penalties and allowances. 
The dogs are held at the start and 
run past the judge to their owners.

The whippet is the fastest four­
legged animal, ia proportion to its 
weight, that is known* A good one 
will run 200 yard® in twelve seconds, 
which is at the rate of sixteen and 
two-thirds yards per second. A race 
horse, running at the rate of a mile 
in one minute and forty seconds, is 
covering only seventeen aDd thiee- 

yard8 per .second. The dog 
weighs about twenty pounds, and 
strides about flftepn feet; the average 
stride of a race horse is twenty -one 
feet.—Town Topics.

VARIOUS KINDS OF DAYS.

Word Said to Have No Real Meaning 
W ithout Defining Adjective.

Five kinds of day are recognized.
and i t  has been said that the word 
“day” has no real meaning without an 
adjective defining what kind o f-a day 
Is meant. There is a  civil day, toe 
astronomical day, toe apparent solar 
day, toe mean solar day, and the sid­
ereal day. The civil day begins a t  toe 
midnight preceding mean noon, and 
consists o f  twenty-fear hours counted 
after twelve o’clock; toe astronomical 
day begins twelve hours after toe  civil 
day, o r a t the mean noon of to *  cor­
responding civil day. These hou rs 
are reckoned from 0 to 24. I t  Yffl be 
seen, therefore, that while tOhr. 
12min.. January 1st astronomical time. 
Is also lOhr. 12min. January 1st civil 
time, yet 22hr. 12mtn., January l i t  a s ­
tronomical time, is also 101m. 22min. 
a. m., January 2nd civil time. There 
are many anomalies growing out ot 
this use of the civil day, and there are 
many arguments in favor ef using  the 
astronomical day. It is one of toe 
reforms which undoubtedly wffl come, 
some time.

It It Kept on Ice to 8ecurt Accurst* 
Adjustment.

Each year the time chronometers 
of the United States navy are •ub-' 
jested to a test to determine their ac­
curacy and to correct any Irregulari­
ties. This operation commences In 
January and usually lasts until the 
middle of June, and during that time 
those delicate timepieces are kept onx 
icc at the United States naval observ­
atory. It is not for any fear that 
they will spoil that they are subject­
ed to this frigid experience, but it is 
necessary for the purpose of accurate 
adjustment that they should ail be 
maintained In a constant temperature.

The necessity of having a ship’s 
clocks all absolutely aliks will be real­
ized by the layman when he is re­
minded that an error of four seconds 
In the'chronometer means an error of 
a mile in calculating the vessel’s loca­
tion. The temperature varies at dif­
ferent times of the test from 50 to 
90 degrees and the losing or gaining 
Qualities of the chronometers under 
tcese conditions are accurately kept. 
Thus with a chart expressing in 
curves just what he may expect from 
tis chronometer under different condi­
tions of climate, and, with his ther­
mometer and barometer close at hand, 
a sailing master may calculate to a 
nicety the correct time and get his 
location to a certainty

On the other hand, there 
are but three th a t have adopted a gen 
eral mandatory primary law  for the 
nomination of all state  and local offi­
cers and  abolishing conventions, and 
these threeAredr’lorida, Mississippi and 
Texas, F lorida aiso including U .S . sen­
ators. All o f the other states retain 

-conventions’ for the nomination of at 
least a  portion of their officers, either 
optionally orcompnlsorily. Minnesota
has a  mandatory law for all except- 
s tate  officers. New Hampshire has a 
mandatory law fo r representatives and 
municipal officers. Nevada has a  man­
datory law for primary election of del­
egates to the nominating state oonven- 

- tion; while Arkansas reverses th a t and 
chooses delegates in county conven­
tions who nom inate a  s tate  ticket un­
der direction of county primaries, and 
this is optional w ith the  party commit­
tee. Other states have optional prim­
ary election (or direct nomination) of
state  and county officers only, or chun- 
ty and local officers, or town and city 
officers and legislators, or legislators 
only, or of all officers; and the option 
is either fo r candidates, or for dele­
gates to  nom inate candidates, or for 
both; i t  is  a t  the option of counties, or 
of party conventions, or of party com­
mittees, state o r county, and the laws 
are applicable to certain cities or coun­
ties, or to entire states, either in the 
mandatory or per misgive forms; and 
there is, besides, voluritary primary re­
form, as  in  Virginia, where all officers 
from senators down are so chosen, and 
conventions abolished, under resolution 
of a state convention.

One skillful in permutation might 
calculate bow many-varieties of prim­
ary reform are here made possible; but 
It may b e  noticed th a t only in three 
gulf states by law, and in one other 
southern state  by voluntary party ac­
tion, has the  full ex tent of primary re­
form demanded In Michigan beep en­
dorsed; and only In one northern state, 
Minnesota, has so much been granted 
as was granted by the senate bill 
passed in the last M ichigan legislature 
and rejected by the  radical primary 
reformers In the bouse. Wieoonsln 
will vote In November upon a .  propo­
sition for en tire , s tate  direct nomina­
tions, and Oregon did to vote affirma­
tively in June,'and will legislate under 
it; b u t not one of the great Republi­
can states of Pennsylvania, Indiana, 
Illinois, Iow a and Kansas, all of which 
hove primary election Is w b ,  has gone 
nearly so far in th a t reform as the 
Michigan senate b(ll th a t would now 
have been a - la w  if  the  supposed 
friends of primary reform, some of 
whom are now condemning the R e­
publican party for failure to pass a 
primary reform bill, had not de­
feated it. The Republican party 
is now pledged in  its convention 
platform  to pass a  primary reform law 
th a t shall secure the right to every 
county desiring it, and will assuredly 
fulfill th a t plege if invested with the 
power to do so, and more than that, 
will meet the demand for whatever 
changes in the law experience shall 
determine is for the public benefit. 
W hen the lies told by malicious papers 
Are all exploded Republicans will 
be in line. '

The popularity of the tune is 
proof that a  melody made for one par­
ty is recognized as good by all if it 
has the quality of being singable. “The 
White Cockade” was originally a Ja ­
cobite tune, but it made a  good march 
for the descendants of the English 
Puritans, ‘April 19, 1775, when Capt: 
Davis mAde his musicians strike up. 
As they were the first American force 
that ever advanced to battle as Amer­
icans, "The White Cockade” Is the old­
est melody of the American army.— 
Boston Transcript.
