Slv* Dance to Boast of VBtalniea 
Committed by Braves.

John Bradbury, who traveled fa the
egion lying west of the Mississippi 
iver early in the last century, has aa 
oteresting description of a  squaw 
.ance which he witnessed. He says: 
The darce was performed In a  circle, 

:he dancers moving around with toma­
hawks in their hands. At intervals 
they turned their faces, all a t once, 
toward the middle of the circle and 
orandished their weapons. After some 
time one of them would, step into the 
ring and make an harangue, frequent­
ly brandishing her weapon. I found 
that the nature of all the speeches 
was trie same, whibh waa to boast of 
the actions of thdir husbands. One 
woman said that her husband had 
traveled southeast to a country in­
habited by white popple, which jour-’ 
uey took him twenty days to perform. 
He went to steal horses and when he 
came to the white people’s Douses he 
found one where the men had. gone 
out. Here he killed two women and 
stole from them a number of horses.*’

O r ie n ta l  Plants That Flower and 
Then Pass Away. ,

In some parts of China the native* 
are in dread of the: bloom of the 
bamboo, a t which season all kinds 
of dreadful disasters are predieted 
and confidently looked fqj\ Like some 
other superstitions, this one has a  
slight foundation. The fact is that 
the bamboo only flowers once and 
then dies, and as & rule the whole 
lot of' plants, often covering large 
areas, bloom together.

The reason of this is that the Indi­
viduals o f  a species are commonly 
gregarious, and all are of the sam e 
age, having taken simultaneous pos­
session of a ground rendered vacamt 
perhaps by a similar depopulation.

A somewhat analogous case is pre­
sented by some of the Strobilanths 
of tropical Asia. These plants live 
about seven, years, then all burst out 
into a glorious m ass of blue flowers 
and then die away, leaving, it may 
be, hundreds of acres of ground des­
titute of the luxuriant vegetation it 
previously supported.

Sw ordfish a Hard F ighter
CapL Swejison- of tbe power launch 

Leone, which arrived last night from . 
San Nicholas Island, reports a desper­
ate battle between a  sword fish and 
two whales which occurred day be- | 
fore yekterday off that island and r e - ! 
suited in the death oj both the whales, J 
the bodies being later washed ashore 
by the tides and secured by Swenson.

When first seen by Swenson the 
battle was a t Its height and ,the mon­
sters of the- deep were lashing the 
waves into fnry In their desperate 
conflict, the huge bodies of the whale* 
rising many feet out of the water in 
their attem pt to inflict damage to 
theii enemy. The sword fish, which 
was an exceptionally large specimen, 
had the fight all its  own way and suc­

ceeded in killing both its adversaries.
The larger of the whales Is about 

seveflty feet iu length and twent^Teet 
in diameter, ^h ile  the smaller is fifty- 
five feet in length and fifteen feet in 
diameter. The sword of the sword 
fish had entirely penetrated the body 
of the. larger whale, and there were 
numerous jabfc in the£)*odies of both- 
The bodies were washed upon the 
beach and CapL Swenson made an in­
effectual attem pt to pull the small 
specimen off the beach and tow Jt.to 
San Pedro, but the weight was too: 
much for his engines. He thereupon 
covered the bpdies with sand and will 
make an attem pt to bring them over, 
using a  larger boa t—San Pedro cor­
respondence Los Angeles Times.

Drain Will Be Laid.

At the council meeting last Monday 
evening a large number of bills were 
paid, including one of §540 for cement 
sidewalks. The village has paid this 
year ove^ 81000 for “crosswalks and its 
one-third share “of sidewalks. Money 
well spent.

The committee on streets recom­
mended that the bid of §975 of George 
White for constructing the Main street 
drain be accepted. The recommenda­
tion was adopted and the President 
and clerk instructed- to enter into a 
contract with Mr. White for building 
the drain a t once. The assessment roll 
having been made out on an estimated 
basis!of expense for the drain of §833, 
the street committee further recom­
mended that the roll remain unchang­
ed and that the difference be paid out 
of the general village fund.

J-ir. Wilmarth. surveyor of the water 
works pipe line, was present and stated 
th a t with certain changes of grade in 
the line, which would not be to its 

' detrim ent, the line could be built for 
about §1,000 less than the bid received 
by t^e council of §15,930. He was in­
structed to make these changes, when 
the council will be ready to receive 
further bids. As stated, however, in 
our last issue, contractors are n o t anx­
ious to do the work as the trouble ex­
perienced by the former builders of 
the line in digging through the quick­
sand, is still in the minds of these 
gentlemen. There is no probability, 
however, th a t the new line will be con­
structed^ this fall. Y'et the m atter 
should not be allowed to drop a t this 
time, but a contract made, if possible.

George A. Starkweather deeded to 
the village as a public alley a strip of 
land twenty feet wide in the rear of 
stores in north village, provided the 
village would build a crosswalk and ap­
proaches thereto, estimated to cost 
about §15. The council accepted the 
conditions. *

are selling inferior goods a t a low 
price. The farmer thinks he is get­
ting a  bargain in buying these cheap 
goods and so goes to the men that sell 
aim the poorest 6tuff and makq the 
most out of him. If the men that are 
selling the cheap fertilizers sold it as 
low as do the men that sell only high 
grade fertilizers the men that sell the 
poor stuff would have to go out ol 
business. They sell the poor, stuff 
and make money by really getting for

V aluable Red Sea Jew els
Many valuable Jewels are fished out 

of the Red Sea. The pearl fisheries 
in that body of water are very little 
known, bu t. according to iftiited 
States Consul Masterson, whofwrites 
from Aden. Arabia, they are Import­
ant.

“The name Lohia applies to a  small 
group of islands a t the lower end of 
the Red sea, and pearl fishing has 
been carried on there fo r a number 
of years. The divers are all Arabs, 
but the men who finance the industry 
«rre generally natives o f  India, and for 
this reason Jt is hard to get the cor­
rect output in numbers of pearls or 
the ir value for any particular year, as 
a  great number of the pearls found at 
Lohia go direct- to Bombay and are 
®ot reported, here a t all.

"There are several merchants who 
handle these pearls. Each pearl or

collection of pearls is sold according 
to the particular perfection of the 
pearl or collection, and there can be 
no price given for pearls indiscrimi­
nately.

"Several years ago there was a 
trade with the  United States in 
mother-of-pearl • shells from these 
pearl fisheries, but the entire output 
now goes to Europe.

"Pearls are the most popular of all 
the precious stones among the inhabi­
tant* of India* and Arabia, and it is 
very seldom that a  native woman of 
any social position is seen without 
pearl ornaments of some kind, either 
in rings for the. nose, ears or fingers, 
and some even wear pearl rings on 
their tees. There are also extensive 
pear] fisheries In the Persian gulf, the 
entire output going to Bombay.”— 
Jewelers’ Circular Weekly.
