The swordfish Is lord and master
of every creature that lives in the sea.
He is an absolute ruler, and holds the
power of irfe and death over all the
inhabitants of the mighty deep.
“What about sharks?’! hear some
reader say. The shark is a fraud, a
fakir, a sneak and a coward. He eats
carrion and attacks only cripples and
weaklings; he is disgusting to look
.at Every deep-sea fisherman holds
the shark in utter contempt/ not fear.
He is the most- despised inhabitant
of the ocean. * The only man a shark
ever attacks is a dead man or a man
the shark thinks is dead. Get the
shark once for all in your mind as
the hyena of the sea.

The swordfish is a “ruler by divine
right” if there ever was one. .He
looks- every inch a king. He is the
Incarnation of independence, courage,
strength and speed. He eats'nothing
he has not killed with his own sword
in open battle, and when angered or
wounded he will attack anything
afloat. The killing of the swordfish
Is more suggestive of hunting big
game than of catching any kind of
fish. Indeed the sport may be justly
compared to hunting lions or grizzly
bears. The element of danger is, |
~believe, even greater, for these ani-
mals are not more ferocious whenj
wounded than is the swordfish, and
you have the added danger of being
drowned. if upset by one of their
charges.

It was 4 o’clock one July morning.
The sun made the eastern sky look
like a fire in the oil tanks at Green-
point. The Earl and Nettie, a two-
master, sailed out of Block Island har-
bor "under power,” with Capt Tal at
the wheel, bound for the swordfishing
grounds, thirty miles to ska off Mon-
task Point.

The proper .equipment for hunting

swordfish is a two-masted schooner,
having a twenty-five horse power
gasoline engine to furnish “power”

for rapid maneuvering, and a crew of'
six men, who are not only expert sail-
ors, but are also expert swordfish
hunters, as this is a very special and
dangerous kind of sport, and one
which novices had better let alone. A
heavy bar of iron Is firmly bolted to
the free end of the schooner’s bow-
; 6prit; it is long enough to reach to
the waistband of an average man, and
stand perpendicular and almost at a
right angle to the bowsprit. A strong
iron band bent into a half circle is
mwelded at Its middle to the free end
of the upright bar, the half circle be-
ing large enough to admit a man's
body. The free ends oF this semi-
circular band are braced by iron bars,
which slant backward and are bolted
to the sides of the bowsprit some dis-
tance from Its end. This structure is
called the “pulpit.” And it makes it
possible for a man to stand safely on
t the very end of the bowsprit with
both bands free while he leans
against the semi-circular band, which

catches him around the middle. The
man in the “pulpit” is called the
“striker,” and It is his business to

drive the dart into the swordfish. He
Jjas a wooden pole some fifteen feet
long, in one end of which an iron rod
two feet long is firmly set A barbed
dart, made of brass or bronze, four
inches long, Is loosely fitted on the
end of this rod. In the middle of the
dprt there Is a hole. In which a thin,
strong rope is -fastened. This rope
passes taut along the pole and |Is
grasped by the striker’s hand along
with the pole, and thusSM rdart is
kept in position on the en-cRrthe iron
rod until it is driven through the
mwordfiéh, when the striker lets go
the rope and draws back the rod and
pole,.leaving the dart burled In the
fish’s body or hanging below its belly
and at right angles to it, thus ren-
dering it impossfite to pull out the
dart when the fish rushes through the
water or when it is being hauled
aboard. The rope, the end of which
is attached to the dart as described
above, is three hundred feet long and
is coiled ui> in a tub on deck. To the
other end of this rope a keg Is attach-
ed by a bridle fastened round each
end of It. This keg Is abou” the size
of an ordinary beer keg. but lighter,
and is painted black so it can be read-
ily seen at a distance.

-Three stanch rowboats in tow com-

plete the “rig” necessary for sword-
fish hunting.- On July 4. 1904, at 4
a. m., the Bari and Nettie lifted her-

anchor, put up-her sails and, with her
gasoline engine giving an Imitation
of a Gatling or Nordenfelt rapid-fire
gun In action, passed out of'the har-
bor at Block island.

Will Hooper steadied himself, lean-
ed forward over the pulpit, gripped
the pole with his brawfiy hands, pois-
ed the harpoon two feet from the
water for an instant and then “chug”
we heard, and the bronze dart bad
gore clear through the swordfish, car-
rying the rope with it aind hung at
right angles six inches below Its belly.
The fish darted?® toward the ocean
depths like a flash of light. “Over-
board with tho keg!” shouts Capt.
Tal. and overboard we. threw it, to-
gether with 3u0 feet of coiled rope,
and the Earl and Nettie sailed on.
The fish straightened out toe coiled
rone in a few seconds and began tow-
ing the keg.

Away it went over the surface of
the ocean, sometimes half.submerged,
again disappearing entirely in a wave
to bob up on the other side, suddenly
stopping and starting and changing
direction as the Infuriated fish strug-
gled in the depths to free Itself from
the dart.

After a time He keg became more
quiet and the Bari and Nettie, which
had been circling in the neighborhood,
sailed near to the keg, and Tony went
out'to it In a rowboat to “tend the
fish." He put the keg In the boat, and
standing in the stern began hauling in
on the rope, coiling it in a tub, as it is
dangerous to have the coil in the bot--
tom of the boat, where the feet may
get tangled in it. The fish submitted
to be hauled up for a time, but. “vhen
about 100 feet of rope had been coil-
ed it suddenly parted. The rope was
jerked from Tony's hands and the
coil went out with a rush.

The Portuguese laid down on the
keg to keep it in the boat, and away
went boat, keg and Portuguese, the
square stern of the boat throwing up
a spray which ,at times nearly hid it
from view. The fish was so exhaust-
ed and the tow was so heavy that this
performance did not last long, so witn
some minor struggles Tony finally
hauled1lthe fish up to the neighbor-
hood of the boat When the fish saw
the boat It summoned its remaining
strength and charged it This slack-
ened the iope and Tony soon had him
alongside. Holding the rope with one
hand he drove a gaff fast behind the
gills; the water about the boat was
red with Wood and the battle was
over. He passed a noose over the
two flukes of its tail, hauled it up
to the stern of the boat, made the
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noose fast to a thwart and was ready
for the Earl and Nettie.

We sailed by, caught the palntei
of Tonys boat, and with block-and-
tackle hoisted the fish on deck. We
caught altogether fourteen swordfish
that day* And as the sun sank dowD
into the bosom of the ocean we sail
ed homeward. The crew dressed the
fish on deck with knife, axe and saw
When their heads, tails and fins were
cut off, and they were all ready foi
the market, the fourteen weighed
three thousand four hundred pounds

ARTILLERY I"UEL IS DESPERATE

Heavy Rain of Shells Sweeps the Po-
sitions  Held by  Kouropatkirv’s
Forces and Compels a Retreat
Amid Fearful Slaughter.

Mukden, Oct. 11.—All day Tuesday
a bloody™ but indecisive, battle has
been raging six miles north of Yentai.
railroad station. Hundreds of men
wounded in the fighting are arriving
here. Preparations have been- made
to care for thousands.

Before the swift advance of the

Russ.” army tta Japaneae on S.mday
fell back along their entire front. The i
Russian advance guards crossed the
Schili river—aibout half way between
Mukden and Liao- Yang—after desul-
tory fighting.

Driving the Japanese outposts be-
fore them, the advance guards of
Kouropatkin®® army penetrated to
point within threo miles of Yentai.

Here, Monday, the Russian army
received the first chock to its advance.
Reinforced bjt strong detachments of
infantry and ,artillery, the Japanese
stubbornly defended their positions,
and, after several hofrs of the most
furious figbtiiig, assumed the offen-
sive, rushing forward to attack

Fighting Is Continuous.

T*£e fighting lasted the entire day
and nigijt. It developed from a ter-
rific infantry duel at close range,
maintained for several hours, into an
infantry engagement of the mest san-
guinary nature.

The Japanese artillery fire was won-
derfully accurate. A steady rain of
shells sWept the Russian positions so
fiercely that they were rendered un-
tenable and their defenders forced to
fall back.

Under an artillery fire seldom
equaled in precision and steadiness,
the Russians;! fell back upon the Schili
river, rocrossing near tho railroad,
seven miles north of Yentai.

At dawn Tuesday morning the Rus-
sians again advanced to the attack,
crossing the Schili river again and en-
gaging the Japanese two miles to the
south.

An artillery duel of unparalleled
fierceness was instantly precipitated,
TthisXcontmucd incessantly the en-
tire day. ifhe artillery on both sides
is in actionlalong the entire front.

Shell; Fire Is Appalling.

The armies are in the closest con-
tact and tlje destruction wrought by
the high power guns at close range
is appalling.

It is impossible to obtain an esti-
mate of the losses, which are reported
heavy on both sides, or to which side
the advantage of the bsftfle is falling.

Since eariy Tuesday morning trains
carrying the wouddfid have been pour-
ing into Mukden. Absolutely no offi-
cial details of the operations are ob-
tainable. The wounded men who have
been interviewed by correspondents
declare the fighting is as fierce as at
the first battle of Liao Yang. They
are in infinitely better spirits than
those wounded at Liao Yang and dur-
ing the retreat.

They all express the utmost confi-
dence. Thftdr chief desire Js to finish
the war qdlckly and get back home.

“We huvie enough troops now,” a
wounded officer said, “antf the one do-
tfimination of officers and men is to
drive the Japanese back into the sea."

THREE HUNDRED DROWN.

Japanece Gunboat Strikes a Sub-
merged Mine and Goes Down.
Tokio, Oct. 12—While runnim
der full steagi for shelter from a ter-
rinc storm IniPigeon bay the Japanese
armored gunboat Hei Yen struck a
submerged mine and went down with
her entire, crew of'almost; 300 men.
Only four men out of the gunboat’s

complement succeeded in reaching thev

shore.

TO MAKE GOOD COFEE.
Here Is the Recipe of Veteran New

York Hotel Manager.

“The coffee at any breakfast table,”
says a veteran New York hotel man-
ager. “Is one of the most important
elements of a satisfactory meal.

“Coffee should never be decanted.
The pot* must be fitted with a .cover
that lifts eff, and not one which
swings back. It must also have a
cover for the spout. Make your own
filter from a piece of not too fins
white flannel, sewn into a bag ter-
minating in a point, which must be
long enough to reach half-way down
the pot and wide enough to fit snugly
over the top. Have your coffee (two-
thirds Java, one-third Mocha, or any
mixture you prefer) ground as fine as
powder, says Good Housekeeping. It
will require all your blandishment td
get your grocer to do this, but the
secret of the excellence *of this way
of making coffee depends upon the
fineness with which It is ground- Fill
your pot with boiling water to heat Il
pour it out, fit bn the flannel bag, put
in a heaping teaspoon for’each per
son, and ‘one for the pot,” and pour on
one large cup of boiling water for
each spoonful of coffee.  The water
mtfSt be absolutely boiling and it must
be poured slowly. Letr It stand sev-
eral minutes on the back of the range;
lift out the bag and send It to th«
table. I will not say ‘have hot milk.'
For the perfect coffee you must have
thick* sweet, rich cream; put in the
sugar, then the cream, fill up the cup
from the steaming vessel and you
have that ‘coffee which makes the
politician wise.””

THE UNITED STATES WILL SOON
KNOCK AT THE DOORS OF
CANADA FOR WHEAT.

A Crop of 60,000,000 Bushels of W heat
Will Be the Record of 1904.

The results of the threshing in
Western Canada are not yet complet-
ed, but from information at hand, ft is
safe to say that the average per acT®
will be reasonably high, and a fair
estimate will place the total yjeld of
wheat at 60,000,000 bushels. At pres-
ent prices this will add to tho wealth
of the farmers nearly $60,006,000.
Then think of. the immense yield of
oats and barley, and the large herds
of cattle, for all of which good prices
will be paid.

The following official telegram was
sent by Honorable Clifford Sifbon, Min-
ister cf the Interior, to 1Mord Btrath-
cona. High Commissioner for Can-
ada:

. “Am now able to state definitely
that under conditions of unusual dIfflr
culty in Northwest a,falr average crf>p
of wheat of good quality has been
reaped and is now secure from sub-
stantial damage. The reports of in-
jury by frost and rust were grossly
exaggerated. The wheat of Manitoba
and Northwest Territories will ftggre-
gate from fifty-five to sixty million

bushels. The quality is good and the
price is ranging around one dollar
per bushel.”

Frank H. Spearman, In the Satur-
day Evening Post, says:

“When cur first transcontinental
railroad, was bnilt, learned men at-
tempted by isotherman demonstration
to prove that wheat could not profit-
ably be grown north of where the line
was projected; but the real granary
of the world lies up to 300 miles north
of the Canadian Pacific railroad’, and
the day- is not definitely distant when
tho United States will knock at the
doors of Canada for its bread. Rail-
road men see such a day; it may be
hoped that statesmen also will see it.
and arrange their reciprocities while
they may do so gracefully. Americans
already have swarmed Into that far
country and to a degree have taken
the American wheat field with them.
Despite the fact'that for years a little
Dakota station on the St. Paul road—
Eureka—held the distinction of being
the largest primary grain market in
the world, the Dakofas and Minnesota
will one day yield their palm to Sas-
katchewan.”
