T he coddling ceased bo o il  a fte r  the 
m ajo r’s arrival.

P riv a te  Go m i an re tu rned  to. duty 
w ith  a com plaint, and subsequent 
ev e n ts  proved th a t {he m artine t had 
a  Jpdcial eye on him. He w as tw ice 
reprim anded during  com pany drill one 
day, and following th a t ho w as placed 
on sen try  duty  and; took h is  post a t 
Ipldnlgfrt in 4 rain storm .

It was an Inside p o st and of no 
oonaeiioence. The wounded man took 
th e  chance  of getting under shelter 
for a  short time. Thfe major w ent tho 
rounds that n ig h t caught him dere­
lic t and saw . him hustled off to the 
guard  house.

The affair waa looked upon as serl- 
eusly as if  the Sioux warriors were 
a t  the  gates of the fort In war pa in t 
instead of being In their lodges fifty

B irthplac* of M ozart „
loved m usic passionately. As a  "child 
U play he w£s fond of m usical ..games, 
ind always happy if some one would 
play for th e 'c h ild re n  . i n  all the ir 
^amesr. His sense of hearing  w as ex- 
'rao rd inary . ‘ He w as able to detect 
ho difference of an eighth note in the 

runing of a  violin; and sm all sounds 
vere tq him  annoying although many 
tim es these sam e noises w ere unno­
ticed by o ther people. Loud noises 
were a  source of absolu te  to rtu re  to 
him. '

At the  age -o f 5 years, M ozart’s 
skill upon the  harpsichord #vas very 
inusual. B ut the little  lad 's  shyness' 
t‘ playing before m usicians was 

strong.
W hen M ozart w as b u t 6 years old 

his genius and skill w ere so g rea t and 
his fam e so w idespread th a t the  elder 
M ozart planned to  take the  children 
10 V ienna to  th e  court of the Em peror 
F rancis and the  beautiful Em press 
M aria T heresa , both of w hom  w ere 
fond of music.

I t is related  th a t even a t  th is  early 
age the  little  M ozart w as of so sweet 
ana w inning a  na tu re  th a t he made 
friends w ith tt^e custom s officers, 
played a  fn in iieffipon his little 'v io lin , 
and presto, “Pasg- free  of duty,” said 
the officer.

The im perial fam ily w ere sincere 
lovers of m usic and w ith a  court so 
favorably disposed it  was not sur­
prising th a t Leopold M ozart should re­
ceive a  com mand shortly  a fte r  his a r­
rival to  p resen t the  two won'derful 
children a t court a t  Schonbrunn, an 
im perial palace nea r Vienna, and all 
th is w ith o u t 'th e  le as t solicita tion oh 
the p a r t of the  father.

M ozart a t  th is  tim e w as a worfoer- 
fully handsom e child! very attrac tive , 
bis m anners quite frank  and natural 
and instinctively  good. He was a 
b it shy when he w as presented  to 
the Em press. Then he looked up, and 
into h e r eyes. H er beautiful face 
was sm iling, and in a  m om ent the  
lad had  kissed her, although he had 
been instructed  to kneel to  his Em ­
press. And the  E m press w as much 
pleased.

M ozart’s hppearance a t  the court of 
A ustria w as a  decided success. The 
Em peror ordered 100 ducats to  be paid 
to M ozart; th e  Em press sec t th e  fam ­
ily costly dresses. T he g ift to  Mozart 
to W olferl, as he w as Intim ately call­
ed, w as the  clothing h e  wore in the 
pain ting  which, in preserved of him  in 
{Salzburg, and fli- of fine 'fcloth, lilac- 
colored. the  vest of s ilk  of the sam e

m arkab le sk ill and genius. They w ere 
com manded to  appear a t  the  Frdnch 
court a t  V ersailles. From P aris  to Lon­
don, through H olland and Switzerland, 
and, a fte r  tw o years, they  re tu rned  
home to  Salzburg.

M ozart was then 8 years old. An<J 
his fa ther, th a t year, published for 
him  four sonatas fo r th e  piano and’: 
violin, thus  in troducing the  boy as a 
com poser a,t th is  rem arkable age.

T he next six years w ere full of 
study for .the boy. Some few composi­
tions w ere published. H is fa ther de­
term ined n o ^  to  take  him to Italy. 
Italy proved one long series of deligl^- 
ful experiences for the  boy. Fam e and 
trTory abounded. In Milan he receiv-. 
ed an order for an opera, and accom- 
plisihed his work very satisfactorily— 
a t 15 years of age!

In Rome the Pope, Clem ent XIV., 
conferred upon him the o rder of the 
Golden Spur, a  very high compliment, 
and thus  the boy of 14 wore the title  
of C hevalier Mozart!

From  one .of his fa th ers’ le tte rs  we 
learn th a t while in Rome M ozart heard 
the  Ifamous “M iserere” by Allegri sung 
in the  S istine chapel, and the render­
ing made so deep an im pression upon 
the lad th a t on reaching  home ho 
wrote down from m em ory, every bar 
of the  m usic—a grteat work, which 
tiusicians w ere forbidden to  copy any 
'a r t  of.

At 16 the  city  of M unich gave the 
• oung com poser an o rder to  w rite an 
>pera, and  the  work was a g rea t suc­
cess. The archbishop of Salzburg em­
ployed him now as concert m aster. 
Tne sa la ry  was sm all and the arch­
bishop not only exacting but jealous 
of the  young m an’s success. So those 
years under Jerom e, the  archbishop, 
w ere hard  ones. t

W hen M ozart was 20 he and his 
m other w ent to  P aris  (he having left 
the  service of the  archbishop), where 
F rau  M ozart was taken ill suddenly 
and died. P aris now seem ed s o ‘hor 
rib le  to  the  youaig man th a t l\o left 
the  .city and retu rned  to  Munich, 
where he w rote his opera “Idomeneo,” 
which m et with g rea t success.

At 26 M ozart m arried Constance 
W eber, and, like the people in the 
story books, they lived happily ever 
a f te r  until th e  too soon' ending of the 
life of th is w onderful man.

T he w riting  of the  “M arriage o l 1 
F igaro” and “Don Giovanni" followed j 
his m arriage, and in these operas we 
find the s trongest m usic M ozart^had ! 
w ritten  up to th is time. The .operas at | 
once made a  m arvelous success, and 1 
gained a t a jum p a place in the  world 
th a t they have always kept. The Em­
peror a t - th is  tim e appointed Mozart 
court composer. Tjben came the "Magic 
F lh te ,” w herein M bzart is a t his b e s t

H is wife, joining him in V ienna, waa 
much shocked a t ^ o z a r t’s weakness. 
He was w orking hard  upon his "Re­
quiem ” ; he had w ithdraw n from all 
p leasures and w rote, w rote, w rote un­
til it  seem ed his y£ung life was being 
woven into the  music. He grew stead­
ily w eaker, and on the  5th of Decem­
ber, 1791,- the' young man of but 35 laid 
down his pen, giving careful directions 
fo r the  finishing of his m asterly  work, 
the  “Requiem .”

M ozart le ft over 600 com positions,. 
including operas, 15 m asses, 49 sym-1 
phonies. H is symphony In G m inor is 
one of which S chubert said : “You <*in 
hea r the  angels singing in  I t ” Hb 
w ro te ' m any -quarte ts , and they are 
am ong his g rea tes t w o rts , songs, so­
natas affil cham ber m psic: and finally 
the “Requiem ," the  g rea te s t in th'e 
world’s h isto ry  of music.
