Fire wrought from $75,000 to $100.-
000 damage in the heart of Battle
Creek’s business district Suuday, and
came near costing Sid A. Erwin, of
the state board of pharmacists, and
Attorney.C. F. McKenzie their lives,
The Noble block and its mate, the An-
nex, three-story business and office
buildings, at the intersection of Main
street and Jefferson avenue, were the
structures damaged.

Fought Japan

In 1863, the British squadron, un-
der Admiral Keyser, in Japanese wa-
ters, was compelled to take measures
of coercion against one of the Damios,
or holy ipdependent princes of Japan,
which involved the loss of many lives.
In September, 1862, a murderous as-
sault had been made on an English
lady and two gentlemen in the terri-
tory of the Prince of Satsuma, and a
Mr. Richardson, who was riding with
them, was slain. The English govern-
ment demanded that the tycoon—the
temporal sovereign of Japah—and the
Prince of Satsuma should pay the sum
of £100,000 -as compensation. After
much parleying, the tycoon agreed to
pay; but the prince could not be
brought to reason, so our squadron
sailed to the prince’s capital—Kago-
sima, and no answer being received
by Aug. 15 1863, three valuable
steamers were seized by the British.
About noon on the, same day, as the
vessels lay in line with springs on
their cables, the shore batteries sud-
denly opened fire upon the Euryalu3,
which was the only ship within range.

with later.

As soon as-the horse becomes fa-
miliar with anything and has learned
to believe that it will not hurt him, he
will stand quietly or trot along peace-
fully, even th'ough all sorts of noises
and queer sights are about him. Thus
the artillery horse will stand amid the
roar of cannon, being u~ed to the
noise and not knowing that the sound
predicts anguish and death. It is
well to accustom a horse to unusual
sounds as sodn as possible after he is
trained for riding or driving. It ren-
ders him safe and docile, even though
he be a spirited animal.

A certain trainer of horses said that
an ideal school for horses would
contain thraghjug machines, pile driv-
ers, steam dmJSL electric, steam and
elevated cars, a”nknd of martial music
and a gang of quarrymen blasting
rocks. A horse that was drilled
among such a bedlam as this would,
indeed, prove immune to strange
noises.

curred in Michigan before. *

The Wayne county, Republican plu-
rality for Roosevelt is nearly 30,000. In
spite of this large vote, Ferris defeated
Warner by 6,000. The entire Republi-
can county ticket is elected by majori-
ties varying from 3,000Tor Hoffman to
25,000 for Christian. Nearly all the
candidates received over 20,000. It
was a regular landslide all around.

Maybury was defeated by Codd by
8.450 votes.

Borrows Money.

With the taxes hardly paid in the

village council finds itself with
funds all gone for expenses in-
curred for improvements, sidewalks,

lights, etc., this summer and fall. At
the council session Monday evening
the Presideht and clerk were author-
ized to borrow $21900 for ten months at
six per cent. The expenses of the vil-
lage have been unusually heavy and
when the annual levy' was made last
June, the sum needed was not suffi-
ciently considered. The result will
be a heavy assessment next year to
meet the deficiency.

A petition was presented to the
council signed by all the members of
the Woman’ Literary Club asking
that a system of heating apparatus be
placed in the village hall. The coun-
cil had the matter under consideration
last winter and it was estimated the
cost would be something like 8500.
The present condition of village finan-
ces warrants no further expenditure
and the petition of the ladies, was, on
motion, ordered laid on the table until
next August.

The labors of village clerk Lauffer
have been much more than usual this
year and the council voted to give him
850 as extra compensation.

The.clerk was instructed to corres-
pond with monied concerns and obtain
figures on the 815,000 water works
bonds the village has for sale. The
rate of interest to be 'drawn by these
bonds cannot exceed four per cent and
it is probable they will have to be sold
at a discount.

A New Business for Plymouth.

Having purchased the Robert Green-
law farm, upon which there isa vast
quantity of sand and gravel, L. H.
Chappel, in conjunction with Messrs.
Becker and Becker, of No. 44 Jefferson
avenue,; Detroit, has formed a stock
company with 830,000 capital, to ship
out sand and gravel, manufacture ce-
ment building blocks and contract to
elrect cement buildings, etc. Thev will
build foundations, walls, partitions,
chimneys, roofs and everything for
which cement can be used, or will fur-
nish materials for them. An exper-
ienced architect and competent mason
will be connected wfth the company
and under their supervision every
block will fit into its proper place, in
buildings they construct, without
cutting or waste. The company has a
process for treating the blocks so they
will not absorb moisture and the walls
will always remain dry and healthy.
Detroit will be the principal market
and an office and yard will be main-
tained there. About 820,000 of the
stock has been subscribed for and it is
probable the balance will soon be
placed. The company will be ready
for active operations with the opening
of spring.

esus said. Take ye away the atone.—St
-John xi.. 39.

Jesus said this at the grave of Laz-
arus. The question naturally sug-
gests itself. Why could not the pow-
er about to restore the dead to life
do this smaller thing as well? The
Oaswer s, that it could, but so could
haman power and, therefore, it wa3
required of human power to do it.

This incident reveals a principle of
Ood’sr working in the world. It is
God's will to help men; It is also His
wiH that men shall develop by using
their own strength. Hence his set-
tled purpose is to do nothing for us
which we can and should do for our-
selves. He [ays no burdens on us
swhich we cannot bear. He helps us
‘bear the burdens we must to the

than over the world has seen. Before
the door of each, blocking its en-
trance, lies a stone of human selfish-
ness or -indifference or greed or false-
thool. To remove these is not God’s
-work, but ours. “Take ye away the
atone;*’ lift, at any rate, your share.
That la our responsibility and our
bearing toward it will at the last be
the true measure of our life’s signifi-
cance.—Rev. Herbert Shipman.

Through'Sorrow’ Gate.

GREAT TOMB OF CONFUCIUS.

BJld Plhce Its Approaches
Scenes of Remarkable Interest.
The city of Chrufuhsien, the Mecca

of the believers of Confucianism, is
in the province of Shantung, one of
the most populous districts of the
orient. Here Confucius was bom, and
here his sacred bones lie buried. The
tomb, which is located in one of the
largest cemeteries in the province,
three miles out from the city above
mentioned, is one of the most impos-
ing in the whole empire.

The grave itself Is surmounted by
an earth mound twelve feet in height,
the whole surrounded by a cluster of
gnarled oaks and stately cypress trees.
Before the mound is a tablet six feet
broad and twenty feet high, upon
which are inscribed the names and
deeds of the great founder of Confu-
cianism, a religion adhered to by 400,-
000,000 human beings. The bu~den of
this inscription, according to reliable
translation,9is “Perfect One,” “Abso-
lutely Pure,” “Perfect Sage,” “First
Sage,” “Great Philosopher,” etc.

The avenue which leads up to the
philosopher’s tomb is even more inter-
esting than the actual place of burial
itself. On each side of the avenue are
rows of figures of huge animals cut
in stone—lions, tigers, elephants and
horses, besides numerous mythical
creatures, such as animals half dog
and half frog, beasts with four legs
and twice as many wings, besides a
multitude of unnamable monsters that
never lived on earth, in the water or
in the air. Taken altogether, the
burial place of Confucius is one of
the chief spots of interest in the
orient

proved by a story told by Young D.
Hance, who owns the birthplace of
Chief Justice Taney, on Battle creek,
in Calvert county.

Doctor Considers Important Subject In
the Matter of Diet.

A medical pract.tioner has drawn
attention in the London Chronicle to
a very important subject in the mat-
ter of diet. He points out that the
stoker grilling in the stokehole of a
Red sea liner and the explorer among
the ice floes of the frozen North—pro-
vided they are nealthy men—have
identical temperatures. The automat-
ic heat-regulating mechanism in the
body, no matter what the thermom-
eter may register outside, sees that
the body is kept at a normal tempera-
ture of*about 98.6 degrees Fahrenheit
in Order'to assist this wonderfull proc-
ess in extremes of weather, it is
necessary to consider the subject of
food, and one of the most important
items of food in hot weather is water.
Water, as the writer points out. is a
food, and it should be taken in sum-
mer weather as a regular article of
diet. The habit of drinking iced wa-
ter is discountenanced, and the ice
cream is barred as the most fruitful
cause if innumerable dyspepsias. Bet-
ter than cold drinks are hot .drinks,
and tea with a slice of lemon is rec-
ommended as the most cooling drink
in hot weather.

VARIOUS KINDS OF DAY*.

Word Said to Have No Reol Mooning
Without Defining Adjective.

Five kinds of day are recognized,
and It has been said that the word
“day” has no real meaning without an
adjective defining what k<nd of a day
Is meant. There Is a civil day, the
astronomical day, the apparent solar
day, the mean solar day, and the sid-
ereal day. The civil day begins at the
midnfght preceding mean noon, and
consists of twenty-four hours counted
after twelve o’clock; the astronomical
day begins twelve hours after the civil
day, or at the mean “noon of the cor-

responding civil day. These hours
are reckoned from 0 to 24. It will be
seen, therefore, that while 10nr.

12min., January 1st astronomical time,
Is also IOhr. 12min. January 1st civil
time, yet 22hr. 12min., January 1st as-
tronomical time, is also IOhr. 12nin.
a. m., January 2nd civil time. There
are many anomalies growing out of
this use of the civil day, and there are
many arguments in favor of using the
astronomical day. It k one of the
reforms which undoubtedly will come
some time.

The Old-Time “Nanna."”
A writer in a recent r mber of the
Queen expresses the opinion (which is
shared by many other people) that

children are not one whit better
brought _up. by the smart, white-
frocked, certificated nurses so much

sought after flowadays than they were
by the comfortable “Nanna” of the
days gone by.
