TIbe burglary ef A. J. Lapham’s
atore a week ago Sunday night, is
cleared up. The Mai) stated last week
that suspicion rested on certain per-
sons. #These suspicions were made a
certainty and culminated in the arrest
by Marshal Brown of Eldredge Hall,
and Elmore Shippey of Plymouth and
Lewia,Y ager and Otto Jahn of Detroit.

All the boys are under 16 yfears ex-
cept Jahn. The ringleader of the
affair was young Hall, who is a nephew
of Mr. Lapham and had been employ-
ed in the store. The boys were
brought before Justice Valentine
Wednesday afternoon, i‘ruant Officer
Lawrence and a member of the prose-
cuting attorney’s office appearing for
the defense and the prosecution.

The original complaint agaiust the
boys stated that goods to the value of
#30 had been stolen. This would have
ufhde it a circuit court case. Mr. Lap-
hhm, however, maca statement that
he believed the goods were,,not worth
over #25 and a new complaint to that
effect was made, the boys”being dis-
charged ort the first. Young Shippey
was™ ot included in thddast-complaint.
Under the law the boys could not plead
guiltv and neither cjould the court-try
the case. A jury was therefore em-
panelled and the case uxoceeded with.
No evidence was giverJexcept that of
Mr. Lapham and that of the boys, who
owned up the whole affair. After all
had been examined.the jury retired
for a few moments and then brought
in a verdict of guilty. Mr. Lawrence
stated to the court that nothing else
could be done with the two boys under
16 and recommended that they be sent
to the Reform School until they arrive
at the age of 17, and that inasmuch as
Jahn. who is over 16, had been led into
the affair by Hall, the court migilt im-
pose a sentence of #10 fine or 30 days
in the house of correction. Justice
Valentine acted accordingly. The
mother of the Jahn boy paid the fine
eancfCook her son away. Mrs. Yager
was also present and pleaded with the
-officers of the law to allow her to pay
a fine, but they were powerless to do
anything for him. Young Hall acted
in the spirit of a bravado and took nis
sentence unflinchingly. His father
was present, but had nothing to say.

It developed before the trial began
that Elmore Shippey was not with the
boys when the burglary took place but
that he received a part of the stolen
goods after they reached Detroit and
which consisted of an overcoat. A
warrant charging him with receiving
stolen property was sworm out and his
trial will take place next Wednesday.

Young Hall said he took the horse
of Mr. Blourit out of the Presbyterian
church sheds. He engineered the
whole job and led the other boys in
with him.

Bottled Sea

“l have never understood,” said a
doctor, “why somebody didn't bottle
the Atlantic ocean and sell the water
under a fine name as a mineral water.

“The water of the Atlantic contains
some of the most wholesome mineral
salts and has a decided value medici-
nally. Some of my. patients keep it on
hand much of the time, and profess to
find It vastly beneficial.

“One of these men gets the sea
witter several miles off shore and at
high tide so as to be reasonably sure
that it is free from pollution. He bot-
tles it in good-sized demijohns, and
lets It ripen much as the famous juni-
per water of the Dismal Swamp is
ripened for carrying to.sea on board
vessels making long voyages.

“Did,you ever smell any of those
Kentucky sulphur waters after they
have lain barreled In a cellar for a
few weeks? The odor Is pretty bad,
but it Isn’t worse than that ofripening

plants and currant bushes make a
fragrant beverage, as do ribwort and
thoroughwort, the latter both as a re-
fresher and a curative, being found in
very many households.

Strange as it may seem, a drink can
be made from sawdust Here is the
recipe:

Two tons of sawdust are boiled with

sulphuric acid for three hours, the
liquid matter then extracted by pres-
sure, neutralized, left for eighteen
hours to cool and clarify, and then
fermented for four or five days.
1 The resulting alcohol is afterward
distilled and rectified, but a yield of
about nine and one-half quarts of
spirit to every hundred-weight of saw-
dust is obtained. Quantities of this
are consumed in France.

Palm wine is made from the sap
oozing from the cut-off blossom stems
of the oily palm tree, and of the
cocoa tree. <tis a pleasant, refreshing
beverage, and not sufficiently known.

Isitshimiyana is the weirdy name
given to a deadly intoxicant made
from molasses by the natives of Natal.
An analysis of this drink made some
time ago by an eminent doctor showed
that it was 50 per cent; stronger than
any known alcohol.— Straw Stories.

Some species of flounders are right-
sided and others are left'-sided.

In the left-sided
species the opposite conditions pre-
vail. It rarely happens that right-sid-
ed species have left-sided individuals,
and vice versa. In a few species both
right-sided and left-sided fish occur in
about equal numbers. <St. Nicnolas.

Horton For Primary Reform

In his address to the 400 delegates Of
the thirty second annual session of the
Michigan State' Grange, at Lansing,
Tuesday, Worthy Master George B.
Horton of Fruit Ridge declared that not
only were they to register the will of
the entire membership on the questions
of Grange usage, but, to discuss and
proclaim upon various matters of
public opinion being one of the chief’
duties of tho Grange.

In the discussion of public affairs Mr.
Horton, who was a primary ' reform
candidate for the nomination for gov-
ernor, but who supported the Repub-
lican nominee, says that the question
of direct nominations has been forced
upon the non-office holding public by
the over-aggressive and often self dis
covered aspirants fpr public place
“through methods so wrong, so dis-
graceful and so disfranchising, yet so
well known to ail that it is not neces-
sary to enumerate them here. Cau-
cuses and conventions as managed to
day do not represent the people, ‘i he
direct nominations plan seems to be
the best way out of the serious difficul-
ties. No substantial objections have
yet been presented in opposition.

“The head9 of both state tickets,” he
8lid, "became pledged to a-general
law, one by party platform, and the
other by public promise to endorse the
conclusions gf the legislature on the
subject.” This placed the matter in a
position that whichever party should
win, the passage of a direct nominat-
ing bill, such as the members of the
legislature have pledged the Grange
legislative committee to pass, ivas as-
sured. It may be truly stated at this
time that the people now hold the
governor-elect responsible for the se-
curing of the law.”
