George Beurss, the murderer of Mrs. 
Abel Brown, of Berville, was on Mon­
day morning started through the court 
in Port Huron from which iie will 
emerge into the state prison for life. 
Bearss pleaded guilty in both the jus­
tice’s court,and the circuit, and at 9:30 
Judge Law sentenced him'to Marquette 
for life, und started the same evening 
for his life home.

The explanation of the cold-blooded 
murder as told Judge Law follows: He 
said that he was in the hotel at Mem­
phis Friday morning and became drunk. 
He then procured a bottle of whisky and 
started for the Brown place. He said 
that his purp .se in going over there was 
to sell Brown some old rubber as Brown 
is accustomed to buy such stuff. When 
he got to Brown’s house he asked Mrs. 
Brown for some cider and she took a' 
pitcher and went down cellar for it. lie 
took the lamp and followed, and at the 
foot of the stairs he stumbled and fell 
against the woman; striking her with 
the lamp. Site screamed and he thought 
that he had killed her. Ife then took a 
club and beat her to death.

Bearss said that if the woman’s 
throat had been cut he must have done 
it. but he does not remember anything 
about it. He said that lie does not re­
member anything of having committed 
an assault or of having attempted to 
commit one. Ilis own words in plead­
ing guilty were: "I did it. I plead 
guilty, but I wouldn’t have done it if I 
hadn’t .been drunk.”

Abel Brown, husband of the murdered 
woman, heard Bearss sentenced, and 
when-jjhe judge came down from the 
bench be clasped Brown’s hand.

"The law has -taken its course. Mr. 
Brown." said the judge. "We feel very, 
very sorry for you. mid* we have done- 
all that we could do."

"You have." said Brown. “You have 
done-'a 11 that could tie done. It was a 
terrible affair. I have been in a daze 
ever since it happened.’’

When Brown left the court room lie 
was accompanied by several men. 
friends and neighbors.

They alb expressed themselves as sat­
isfied with-the outcome, although one of 
them remarked in a solemn sdrtrfdf 
way:

"It’s too bad we ain't got a hanging 
law.”

The murder was committed Friday 
forenoon, after which the murderer 
made the journey to Flint, which place 
he reached Sunday morniug|nnd \vas 
soon after arrested. Sunda ĉafternoon 
lie was taken to Tort Huron.'arraigned, 
placed on trial, pleaded guilty., sent­
enced and was on his way to Marquette 
Monday night.

D r l l n q a r u t  T a x  .I.an«lw .
Aiiditor-Gerteral Powers is opposed 

to th'e talked-of changes in the general 
tax laws at the coming session of the 
legislature. In his annual report he 
will say that these changes should be 
prevented because the people are 
already familiar with the present law 
and the constructions which have 
been placed on it by the supreme 
court. The law has resdlted in the 
sale of more than 3U0.000 acres within 
the past two years for about $37£.000. 
Durimr many years past these lands 
hf»vc \r m a source or Increasing ex­
pense to the state. They were value­
less to the counties through' the fact 
that no taxes were paid upon them, 
and by'reason of their non-improve­
ment. and progress of the townships 
and communities to which they were 
related was retarded. It is said that 
the operation of this law has resulted 
in a reduction of the delinquent adver­
tising expense of the state from a 
maximum of $CG.0()0 to an expense 
last year of. $33,000. .

Got. Bliss brought Christmas cheer to 

Edward T. Bennett and family, of Bay 
City, by the issue of a parole for Ben­
nett. Bennett was sent to Jackson three 
years ago for manslaughter, to serve a 
seven-year sentence. The parole was 
recommended by many leading citizens 
of Bay City and by the pardon hoard. 
Bluett has secured a position as adver­
tising manager of a Bay City paper.

A pathetic feature of the case is that 
Bennett has a mother, 87 years old anil 
blind, who does not know that her son 
has been in prison. He has -written to 
her regularly, anil promised her in all 
his letters to come home soo>n.

Gov. Bliss’ farewell message to the 

state legislature is practically finished.

A JV nvy  S h e l l  D o e n  D e a d l y  W o r k  I n  a  
P e a c e f u l  H o m e .

Lifeless and horribly mutilated.̂  the 
body of Mrs. Mamie Barnes, aged 2G 
years, was found Thursday noon 
across the threshhold of a doorway at. 
the family home, 253 Pine street’, De­
troit. '

A shell, containing a powerful ex­
plosive. which had been sent as a cu­
rio to Mrs. Barnes by her brother, 
Wm. Mayhu, a United States navy 
gunner stationed at Newport News, 
was the cause of her death,! although 
murder was at first feared.

T̂ tte condition of- the room, which 
was used as a back parlor, strength­
ens the explosion theory. The floor, 
walls and ceiling were besmeared with 
human blood and fragments of human 
skin ,and flesh. They were also badly 
damaged by the force of the explosion.

Mrs. Barnes’s fingers and hands had 
been practically blown into shreds. 
Many of the latter were hanging from 
the ceiling.

At 9:30 o’clock neighbors heard the 
detonation of a terrific explosion. 
Rushing out of doors in their alarm 
they sought the cause, but failed to 
find it. The Barnes home, as well as 
others in the vicinity, was quiet.

A few minutes before 12 o’clock a 
passing milkman noticed smoke issu­
ing from an open window of the 
Barnes home.. With William Shea and 
William Kane, neighbors, he entered 
the dwelling.

Mrs. Barnes, shockingly disfigured, 
lay in the midst of flames.

Seizing the woman the men dragged 
her out of the fire and called firemen. 
The blaze was extinguished after a 
short fight.

The fire had evidently been smoul­
dering for several hours, and was just 
gaining headway. Had the rescuing 
party been much later the body would 
have been frightfully burned and the 
two little children, one only a few 
months old and the other less than 3 
years old. would probably have been 
killed also.

Mrs. Barnes was preparing for 
Christmas when the fatality occurred. 
She was stringing popcorn for decor­
ating a Christmas tree. Special prep­
arations were being made as her 
brother, the one who sent .her the 

i deadly souvenir, was to be tneir 
j Christmas guest.., He is now on his 
way to Detroit, ignorant of the fate 

' of his sister.

Queen Bess car­ried it te such an extreme, says Dr. Drake, that her costly wardrobe and jewelry was supplied in this -■ fray.When Henry V III, was receiving costly presents from his courtiers, we read that honest old Latim er handed him a Bible, with some pertinent chapters marked, much to the burly king’s disgust.Dr. Drake tells us that, in the six­teenth century, prince and peasant alike celebrated the New Year with regularity and parade.Much was made o f the wassail bowl at this season. It was carried from door to door with loud singing and merrim ent The word is derived fi;om was haile, the Saxon for “ Here’s to yo u !” an expression still in use by men^ln pledging each other at sup­pers. The present loving cup takes the place of the ancient wassail bowl.In some of the country districts of England old customs are still observ­ed. Fees at the University.

The University of Michigan offers a 
free education in the sense that Ihe  
greater portion of the expenses of the 
institution are paid bv thestate . There 
are, however, various incidental fees 
requiredvwhich are not to'"be confused 
with the\tuition charged by other Uni­
versities^ A comparison of vthe 
charges? made * by the University 
of Michigan with those of other 
leading educational institutions With 
which it ranks,, will show -that the 
system of fees has under state manage- 
nrentT'tteen reduced to a minimum.

Every student, upon entering any de­
partm ent of the University, is required 
to pay a matriculation fee. This fee is 
ten dollars for a. citizen of Michigan, 
and for a person who comes from any , 
other state or country, tweuty-tive dol-. 
lars. I t is paid but once, and entitles 
the student to the privileges of per­
manent membership in the University.
• In  addition to the matriculation fee, 

every student haff'To pay an annual fee 
forjncidental expenses, and, in some 
departments, a small additional fee for 
special purposes. These fees are paid 
the first year of residence a t the U ni­
versity, and every year of residence 
thereafter. Resident graduates are re­
quired to pay the same annual fees as 
undergraduates. The annual fees in 
the several departments of the Univer­
sity are as follows:

Department of literature, science, 
and the arts: for Michigan students, 
thirty dollars; for all others, forty dol­
lars. The fee required from graduate 
students who are granted the privilege 
of pursuing studies for an advanced 
degree in absentia is ten dollars for 
each year of registration. Students in 
this departm ent who are pursuing a 
combined course, and, in consequence, 
are registered a t the same time in one 
of the professional departments, are 
required to pay the annual fee due 
from students in such professional de­
partment.

Department of engineering: for Mich­
igan students, thirty five dollars; for all 
others, forty-five dollars. The fee re 
quired jfrorfi graduate students who are 
granted the privilege of pursuing 
studies for an advanced degree in 
absentia is ten dollars for each year, of 
registration. ' V

Department of medicine and surgery: 
for Michigan students, thirty five dol- 
lars;.for all others, forty-five dollars. 
The fee required from graduate s tu ­
dents who pursue special advanced 
laboratory courses in this department 
i r  in addition to the ordinary laboratory 
expenses, ten dollars for each course 
taken.

Department of law: for Michigan stu ­
dents, thirty-five dollars; for all others 

-forty-five dollars. A library fee of two 
dollars a year i%required of all students 
in this department.

School of pharmacy: for Michigan 
students, thirty-five dollars; for all 
others, forty five dollars'.

Homoeopathic medical college: for 
Michigan students, thirty-five- dollars; 
for all others, forty-five dollars.

College of dental surgery: for Michi­
gan  students, thirty-five dollars; for all 
others, forty-flv? dollars. A further 
charge of three dollars a year is made 
to cover the cost of certain special sup 
plies provided by the University. 
i Student* who take laboratory courses 
in any departm ent are required to pay 
a'sm all sum for the materials actually 
used in their work.

The annelid, Podynce cirrata, Is a 

mean-looking worm about an inch and 
a half In length, of flattened shage, 
blunt at both ends, apparently cov­
ered by a smooth skin of dull brown 
color.
