Substitute for Decoraiive 
Yellow Metal.

One more proof that all is not gold 
that glitters is found in the fact that 
much of the gold lettering seen on 
signs aind also bauch, of the  gilding of 
picture-frames has no gold whatever 
about it. Among laymen the opinion 
prevails that all such decoration re­
quires the actual use of gold leaf, but 
the realty is! different, and. a substi­
tute that defies detection has been 
widely used for some time. The ex­
act effect of gold is secured by using 
a leaf of either silver or aluminum un­
der'yellow paint. The metal backing 
gives the required luster and he paint 
gives the required color. This-m eth­
od cannot be used in all cases, be­
cause the paint is of peculiar quality 
and requires putting on with an even 
thickness. For this reason i t  is  gen­
erally applicable only to flat surfaces.

In four months 
they lost nearly $400 on the butfter and 
the day I got there he had le^t them 
after washing up, and when 1 got 
there about 7 o’clock in the evening 
the cream was at a temperature of 70 
and had degrees of acidity—plenty., 
ripe enough to churn. There was no 
water In the glass on the boiler and no 
water in the tank, the pump w^s brok­
en, and the churn, which wasi p new 
one, was in a very bad condition. I 
got some Ice and pooled the; cream 
down and stayed two days breaking in 
a new man, who, I km pleased; to say, 
has been having good success, some 
of the credit for which may bej due to 
his wife, who works* in the creamery 
with him.—Prof. J. Gi Moore4
