One printer, however, listened to 
Sheppard. This was Horace Greeley. 
He was born in New England in 1811, 
eeftning to New York’ at 20 years of 
age. He excited ridicule by his home- 
spun clothes, but soon people realized 
that despite his clothes and peculiar 
appearance Horace Greeley knew what 
he was about. With a friend named 
Stctry .he formed.a-partnership. They 
agreed to publish Sheppard's paper, 
but Insisted that the price must be 2 
cents. On Jan. 1, 1833. the Morning 
Post was issued amid a terrible snow­
storm.- ... "

chilled and were glad to run home. The 
Post lived Just two weeks and three 
days and then appeared nom ore; The 
venture, however, was net la'failure, 
for from it the modern newspaper was

Suppose an American; in a foreign 
city should be chased by rim obi caught 
and beaten unconscious, then his 
mouth pried open and carbolic acid 
poured down his throat, then his ribs 
kicked in and his face well stamped 
with iron nailed shoes, murdered be­
cause hei tried to earn bread for his 
children. By the Eternal, sir,: a fleet 
of American men of war would; assem­
ble there, clear for action arid blow 
something off the face of the earth, 
if reparation were not made lo r  the 
blood of one of our citizens. !

And what answer do wc make to the 
appeals of the hundreds of widows 
and orphans of those Ataericans mur­
dered by labor unions? H o ^  do we 
try to protect the thousands of intelli­
gent citizens who. with reason, prefer 
not to jbin any labor union ;and be 
subject to the tjranny  of the [heavily 
paid rulers of the labor! trusts]?

Upon a Arm refusal by Mr. iPost to 
join this criminal conspiracy, a gen­
eral boycott was ordered on ' Grape- 
Nuts and Postum all over the coun­
try, which set the good] red tflood of 
our ancestors in motion, bringing 
forth the reply that has now. passed 
into history; "We refuse to Join any 
conspiracy of organized] labor to ruin 
publishers, nor will y e  discharge 
any of our trusted emplpyes upon the 
orders of any 'labor union. I f  they 
can make their boycott] effective and 
sink our ship, we will go doWn with 
the captain on the bridge and In com­
mand.” i

This set the writers ip labor papers 
crazy anjd they redoubled their abuse. 
Finally [one of their bffiejal. organs 
came out with a large double column 
in denunciation of Battle Creek, oalF 
ing it "a running sore $n the,face of 
Michigan," because it would hot be: 
come “organized" and pay in dues to 
their lahor leaders. The usual coarse, 
villainoiis ‘epithets comknon tb labor 
union winters were indulged in.

The result was to weld public-sen­
timent in Buttle Greek-for protection. 
A citizens' association was started, 
and mass meetings held. Good citi­
zens whp happened to be members of 
local unlions, in sbme cases quit the 
unions entirely for there is small need 
of them there.

The. working people of Battle? Creek 
are of the highest order of American 
mechanics. The majority ire  not 
union members, for practically all of 
the manufacturers have for years de­
clined tm employ union men because 
of disturbances about- eleveri years 
ago,, ahd the union men now in i \ e  
city arc; among the best citizens.

No -city in the state of Michigan 
pays as,high average wages as Battle' 
Creek, no city of its size is as pros­
perous, and no city has 60 large a pro­
portion of the best grade of-mechanics 
who .own their own homes.

So "the wot-k people massed, together 
with the other citizens of th e ’organi­
zation of the Citizens’ Ass'n rwith the 
following preamble and constitution:

Wherfcas, From 1891! to 1894 the 
strikes instigated by labor uniicns in 
Battle Crock resulted in the destruc­
tion of property and -loss of large 
sums of money in wages that would 
have been expended here; andy

Whereas, These,acts caused [serious 
damage; to the city and in a ‘m arket 
way delayed its progress a t th-ajt time; 
and.

Whereas. Since the year 1894 the
citizens have been enabled, by public 
sentiment, to prevent the recurrence 
of strikes and labor union disturb­
ances. which have been jprevalfjnt else-
whore; and, '■*

Whp.reas. The employers of this city 
have steadfastly refused to place the 
management of their ti.usic.esi under 
the -control of labor unions, but have 
main tabled., the highest standard' of 
wages paid under.like conditions any­
where- in the United States, arid here­
by unanimously declared ^.heir intent 
to continue such policy; and the em­
ployes of this city, a large percentage 
of whom own homes ajnd have fami­
lies reared and educml»i_uhdef condi­
tions of* peace and the well-earned 

.prosperity of steady employipeit. have 
steadfastly maintained their r[ight as 
free American citizens vto work with­
out the dictation and tyranny Of labor 
union leaders, the bittertf experience of 
the past offering sufficient reason for 
a determined stand for ;jfreedom; and.

Whereas! The attitude of the citi­
zen? on ' this subject has been the 
mean*, ojf preserving peaceful condi­
tions arid continuous prosperity, in 
marked contrast to the.conditions ex­
isting iri other cities suffering from 
the dictation of trades u n io n is t; it?js 
therefore .[ 1 |

Resol vied. That the continuance of 
peace and prosperity iri Battle Creek 
can bo maintained, and the destructive 
work of''outside interference avoided 
under the combined effort andi-ractfoir 
of aft our people, by the formation of 
a ‘Citizens’ Association, J

CONSTITUTION.

Article 1.—Name.
[Article 2.—Objects. L 

First—-To insure, so far as possible.

a permanent condition of peace, pros­
perity arid steady employment to the 
people of Battle Creek.

Second—To energetically assist in 
maintaining law and order a t all times 
and under all conditions..

Third—To protect, its members in 
their rights to manage their property 
and to dispose of their labor in a legal, 
lawful manner without restraint or in­
terference.

Fourth—To insure and permanently 
maintain fair, just treatment; one with 
another, in all the relations-jof life.

Fifth—To preserve the existing 
right of any capable person to obtain 
employment and sell,his labor*, without 
being obliged to join, any particular 
church, secret society, labor union or 
any other organization, and to support 
aft such persons thetr efforts to re­
sist compulsory methods on the part 
of any organized body whatsoever.
• Sixth—To promote among employ­
ers a spirit of fairness, friendship and. 
desire for the best interests* of their 
employes, and to promote among work­
men the sj>Mt of industry, thrift, faith­
fulness to their employers and good 
citizenship.

Seventh—To so .amalgamate the 
public sentiment of all of the best 
citizens of Battle-Creek, that a guar­
antee. can be given to the wdrld of a 
continuance of peaceful conditions, 
and that under such guaran tee . and 
protection manufacturers and capital­
ists can be induced to locate their busi­
ness enterprises In Battle Creek.

Then follows articles relating to 
membership, officers, duties, etc., etc., 
etc.

This constitution has j&en signed 
by the great majority of representa­
tive citizens, including our workpeo­
p le  . [* •

A number o? ■ manufacturers from 
other cities, where jjhey have been 
suffering all sorts oT indignities, in­
convenience and. losses from the gen­

e ra l 'h e ll-o f  labor union, strikes, pick­
eting, assaults and other, interfer­
ence, proposed to move, providing 
they could be guaranteed protection.

The subject grew in importance un­
til it Las reached a'place where abso­
lute protection ran  be guaranteed by 
the citizens of Battle Creek on ,tbe 
following broad and. evenly balanced 
terms which guarantees, to the work­
man : rind to the manufacturer fair­
ness. just ice,? steady work and-regular­
ity of output.

The newcoming manufacturer 
agrees to maintain th e  standard rate 
of wage paid elsewhere for Like serv­
ice, under similar conditions, .the rate 
.to be determined from time to time 
from -well authenticated .reports from 
competing cities. The tabulated wage 
reports issued by the Government 
Department of Commerce and. Labor 
can also be used to Ishow the standard 
rate, and it is expected, later on that; 
this government bureau will furnish 
weekly reports of the labor market 
from different centers, so that the 
wprkman when he is ready to sell hife 
labor and the employer when he i.s 
ready to buy, may each have reliable 
information as to the market or ruling 
price.

.The newcoming manufacturer also 
agrees to maintain the' sanitary and 
hygienic renditions provided for by 
the state laws and" to refrain from any 
lockouts '‘to reduce wages below the 
standard, reserving to himsclt the 
right to discharge any employe for 
cause.

The Citizens^ Association on its part 
agrees to furnish, in such'nufcbers as 
it is possible to obtain! first-class 
workmen who will1 contract to sett 
their labor a t  the standard o rk e  for 
such period as may be fixed, upon,: 
agreeing not to strike, picket, assault 
other workmen, destroy property, or 
'do a ry  -of the. criminal acts common 
to labor unionism. Each workman ro- 

jservfng to himself the • right to quit 
work for cause! and the Citizens’ As­
sociation further pledges its metre 
boils to use its associated power to 
enforce the contracts between em­
ployer and employe, and to act en 
masse to uphold the law a j all times.
• The new industries locating in Bat­

tle Creek will a c t s k j t  under any sort 
of labor union . domination w;hatso- 
!ever. but will make individual con­
t a c t s  with each employe, those con­
trac ts  being fair and equitable and 
guaranteed on both sides.

Thus from ’the abuses of labor 
unions and their Insane efforts to,ruin 
everyone who does not “obey” . has 
evolved this plan which replaces the 
old conditions of injustice, lockouts, 
strikes, violence, loss of money arid 
property, and general industrial war­
fare, and inaugurates an era of perfect 
balance and fairness between em­
ployer and employe, a  steady continu­
ance of industry and consequent pros­
perity. The entire community pledged 
by public sentiment and private act to 

•restore to each man his ancient right 
to “peace, freedom and the pursuit of

Identification. '
The public should remember that 

ttiere are a few labor, unions conducted 
on peaceful lines and in proportion as 
they are worthy, they have won es­
teem, fo|* we, as a people, are strongly 
in sympathy with any right act .that 
has for its purpose better conditions 
fer wage workers. But we do not for­
get that we seek thg good of all and 
not those alone who belong to some 
organization! wheFeas even the law- 
abiding unions show undeniable evi­
dences of tyranny and oppression when 
they are strong enough, while many 
of the unions harbor and encourage 
criminals in their efforts -to force a 
yoke of - slavery upon the American, 
people. As a public speaker lately 
said: “The arrogance of the English 
King that routed-the fiery eloquence 
pf Otis, th a t inspired the immortal 
declaration of Jefferson, that left War­
ren dying on the 6lopes of Bunker 
p ill ,  was not more outrageous than 
the conditions that a closed shop 
would force upon the community. 
'These men burst into rebellion ‘when 
the king did but touch their pockets.’ 
Imagine if you can thejr indignant pro­
te st had he sought to prohibit or 
jrestrict- their occupation or -determine 
the conditions under which they
should earn their livelihood.” and to 
assault, beat and murder them, blow 
up their houses and poison their food 
if they did not submit.

quer. Lacquer is a liquid drier, and 
is used for, the purpose of not only 
making a better paint,, but for caus­
ing the paint to dry more readily. 
The more lacquer put into paint the 
sooner :t  ill dry.

Paint -'ll the buildings and tools, 
and thus keep out the moisture and 
I double the life qf the woodwork.

When you get a new brush hold it 
with the hair end up and the handle 
down, spread the bristles and pour in 
ja spoonful of good varnish, allowing 
tt to become dry.
