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A Leost Lincoln Monument.

In 1jS67 It Was Proposed to Erect a National Memorial in Washington In Honor oil the
Great President—Captured Confederate Cannon Supplied fo® the Work—No Record Now
of the $100.00j0 That Was Raised foj* This Object.

A movement tp erect a monument
«to President Lincoln has feqalled the j
existence and mysterious passing of
tie National Ldncoln Monument asso-
ciation, chartered.by act. of Congress, j
March 30, 1867.

The plan was backed by the most j
prominent meii in the country at the
time, and $100,000 was raised by popu- |
lar subscription. The design for the
monument was executed by Clark |
Mills, the sculptor,_a site in front of
the Capitol was selected, and cap-
tured Confederate-cannon were turned.
"Over to tie association by the wagjde-
“part'merft from which, to cast Qtc
bronze figures surmounting the pedes-
tal.

But the association and its organiz-
ers seem to have vanished into-thin
air, work on the monument was never
even begun, and so far as can be
learned the. money was never re-
turned.

Ip-om 1867 to 1882 the record of the
association is clear, but there is ab-
«eCflutely nothing to show what became

.-of it after thait date. The list of in-
corporators submitted to Congress in
the former year with the application
tdr a charter'included such prominent
men as James Harlan. Alexander
Ramsey," Schuyler Colfax, Frederick
Douglass. Godlove 3. Orth, Shelby M

Cullom, Sambel Shellenbarger and
Richard Yates. Senator Cullom of
Illinois, whose name appear? as one
of the inqorporators, said recently
that he didn't remember anything
about the association and couldn't say
why the project was not carried out
or what, became of the $100,000 col-
lected in one-dollar subscriptions from
all over the country.

From the record It appears that on

vtfjune 26, 1868, a little more than a
fear after the association obtained its j
charter, Congress passed a joint reso- '
lution authorizing the Secretary of
War to plaice at the disposal of the
association damaged and captured
brofize and brass cannon anfi ordnance
out Iof which to cast the principal
figures surmounting the pedestal. The
.act provided that no such allotment
of ordnance should be made, however,
until the voluntary subscriptions to
the mounment fund should reach $100,-
000.

While no record can bo found to
show just how much money was col-
lected, it is probable in view of the
above law that the amount was in ex-
cess of $100,000*ras the records of the
War department show that under the
act twelve brass cannon were issued
to the association.

The last Congress record of the as-
sociation Is an act passed In 1S82, prb-
vidlng that five trustees should con-

. atitute a legal quorum of the asso-
ciation; and it is believed that this
provision was enacted owing to the
dying out of ~Interest In the project
and the difficulty that had been ex-
perienced in securing attendance at
the necessary meetings.

Recently a number of the engraved
subscription receipts of the association
have been found. They were executed
at the bureau of engraving and. bear
the signature of Gen. T\#E. Spinner,
treasurer of the association and at
that time treasurer of the United
Gtates as well. lu_Tiew bf this fact
ft has been suggested that If the
books of the treasury department were
carefully examined the $100,000 or
more subscribed by the people and
placed In. Gen. Spinner’s care would
be found on deposit.

Some of Lincoln’s friends were Afraid
that he, might be a httle short! and
went to him with offers of money if he
needed It. He replied that he (oessed

he hai it all. When thej inspector fig-
ured out the amount tljiat should be
there he went to Lincoln and told him
how much cash there should be in the

postoffice.

“He counted it out and it tallied to
a cent to the amount thelinspector had
found due the government. Lincoln
had kept the government's *xeney sep-
arate at all times.

The people living in the vicinity of
the D. P. & N. power house have for
sometime complained of the smoke
nuisance. The smoke-stack of the
plant blew down a year ago—more or
less—and only projects about ten feet
above the roof. The wind blows the
<lense smoke into the neighboring

" houses and the housewives are mad,
and no one blames them. The matter
was brought to the attention of the
council Tuesday evening and the clerk
,was instructed to notify the officers
that thesmoke-stack must be repaired
and carried up or the' plant would be
ordered closed.

The consensus of opinion among
the eouncilmen seemed to be that the
street railway company had been most
leniently dealt with, and that Plym-
outh might as well be without a road
at all as to any longer put up with the
.present “rattle-de-bang” outfit*, a dis-
grace to the town. The company has
held up the threat they would abandon
the road if made to live up to all re-
quirements and our cdtincilmeh seem
willing to take the consequences. We
believe if the council would make an
earnest effort to enforce the rights of
the people and the service demanded,
the railway company would “come to
time." They cannot afford to abandon
the road. It is paying expenses, so we
are informed, and it is merely a bluff
on the part of the owners to refuse to
egive usa decent equipment and ade-
cent service. Consessions- were grant-
eed last summer on promises given by
-mthe company, but no improvement is
~»n sight or likely to be nntil some
-measures are taken to enforce them.
The sooner the better. If the road
should be temporarily “abandoned,
.Plymouth can exist without it, as it
ihas done heretofore.

Tax Must Not Bo Prohibitive.

There;was some discusAion among
the council members Tuesday evening
relative to the licensing of hucksters
and peddlers.  The matter wjas
brought fjp on a petition signed by the
merchants of the village, and aimied
principally at individuals who come
here from Detroit. The discussion
brought put varied sentiments. Chair-
man Jolfiffe of the ordinance commit-
tee was!not present, but Attornjey
Voorhie” stated the legal phase to tjhe
bollncil, to the effect that no tax could
be imposed upon apy individual, but
that a reasonable license fee could be
demanded and the courts'Vould so up-
hold. Lfcenses might be granted [by
ibe day, week or year. That the
people who peddle or solicit orders for
goods injthe village should be made to
bontribute something toward paying
village expenses seems only just and
equitable, which no one c”rrxleny.
What the “reasonable tax” shall be.
Will be ujpto the pouncil to say.; And

To Test Wool and Lindn.

It often happens that woolen goods
will be doctored with cotton. To dis-
cover this there are several testa that-
can be made. One is the match test.
By applying a lighted match to a
sample of the goods, the manner in,
which it burns will be evidence of it
genuineness.

Wriol will buzn slowly, while cotton
will go like a train .of gunpowder.
Another test is-to unravel the-threads
and the cotton can then, easily be
detected.

To the experienced buyer the “feel”
of linen is a sufficient indication of
the quality, but for: those who lack

Of all-.smokers the Chinaman goes
to the greateist frouble and obtains the
. least result. “He carries,” says an
\ observer, “a little box almost twice
the size of an ordinary silver cigarette
case. Thiis is half-filled with water. In

.the pipe stem. First of all he takes
lout the tube and blows through It to
iremove all.blockage.
