According to mortality statistics of 
Michigan for last year, the total number 
of deaths from all causes was 34,015, an 
increase of 1.208 over 1903.

The report gives the number of 
deaths of children from one to four 
years of age as 2,088, a slight increase 
over the previous year.

Dreaded tuberculosis caused the de­
cease Of 2,648 persons; typhoid fever, 
633; diphtheria and croup, 633; scarlet 
fever, 189; measlesl93. Pneumonia caus­
ed more deaths than any or the other 
diseases, the number reaching 2,685, a 
slight decrease over the previous year. 
Deaths from violence increased from 
2,170 in 1903 to 2,256 in 1904. There 
were 10 deaths from smallpox in *Mich- 
igan during January. Five occurred 
in Jackson City, two each in Columbia 
township, Jackson county, and H ills­
dale City, and one in Battle Creek. 
The total number of deaths in the 
state in January was 3,084, correapomi- 
ing to a death .rate of 14.2 per 1000 pop­
ulation. This is 1.2 higher than in 
December.

Costs to  Open Wrong Letters.

The authorities a t Washington have 
fixed a penalty of 8200 fine on any per­
son taking out of the posloflice mail 
other than their own. All postmasters 
are liable to make mistakes and get the 
mail in the wrong boxes, and the Jaw 
says th a t people must examine their 
mail before leaving the office, and 
should they receive a piece which is 
not addressed to them, it must bb re­
turned a t once. T hat it is the fault of 
the postmaster makes no .difference. 
This law includes newspapers as well 
as first class mail. There is a class of 
curious people everywhere, and they 
are, as a rule, contemptibly carious 
about letters and other mail m atter 
which they chance to get hojd of 
They wifi open all letters coming into 
their possession1, and often when know­
ing full well they don’t belong td them. 
They will, after reading the letters, 
write on the envelope''opened by mis­
take,” and without signing their name 
drop it back in the postoffice be* at 
night or during the night when not ob­
served. This class of curious individ­
uals is warned to be careful in the fu ­
ture. If they open hereafter mail 
Which does not belong to them they 
must sign their name and state why 
they opened the same, whether by ac­
cident or design.—Galesburg Register.

That th ese ; “rules" played :& 
most important part in the formation 
of Washington's character .has b'hen 
acknowledged by all of his biograph­
ers; in fact, the wisest and noblest of 
these “rules” are familiar, in nearly 
every home in the country’, but whence 
they came; whether they  were the 
product of Washington's own brain, 
or. whether they came froin some out­
ride and unknown source, and what 
this source was, has been for over g 
century a matter of dispute and con­
jecture.

This learned clergyman, Rev. James 
Sdlarye, belonged to a prominent Cath­
olic'family of Rouen.

Rev. Jonathan Boucher, teacher of 
Mrs. George Washington’s son. John 
Curtis, says that George Washington 
had for, his first teacher "a  convict 
servant whom his father had bought 
for, a schoolmaster." This convict 
was most [probably one of a shipload 
of convicts brought by Augustine 
Washington. (George Washington’s 
father) from England in 1737. After 
tho death1 q t  his father (April : 12. 
17-13). George, who was then 11 rears 
old, was feent to live with his half- 
brother a{ the . o'd homestead i of 
Wakefield, in Westmoreland county, 
where he was bora. Two years later 
he returned to live with his mother 
opposite, Fredericksburg. It was |then 
he became a pupil of Rev. James 
Marye. _ /

John Fj;?ke. in his “Old Virginia 
and Her J Neighbors.” states that* at 
this time-Washington attended an ex-

But these “Rules of Civility.” as 
they are generally called, have been 
ascribed by the biographers to an ab­
solutely apocrhypal source. Washing­
ton Irving. Chief Justice Marshall and 
Henry Cabot Lodge knew not whence 
they came.

One of the latest of his biographers, 
Henry Cabot Lodge, has the following 
to say: “It was reserved for the 
storms of war to reveal the source of 
the ’rules.’ A little volume was 
found in a Virginia library." On the 
flyleaf, he says, was the name of 
George Washington, written in a boy­
ish hand. It was entitled “Young 
Man’s Companion.” It contained gen­
era l-tru th s  and precepts, which, to­
gether with Hale's ‘'Contemplations,” 
so he says, may have furnished the 
basis of the "rules.” This- “Young 
Man’s Companion” was by W. Math­
er, written in a plain and easv style, 
and was printed in 1742,! and seemed 
to contain much varied.and useful in­
formation. such as .lessons in arith­
metic. surveying, *the drawing up of 
legal documents, measuring land and 
lumber. gardening, etc.

But Mr. Lodge is in error. Moncure 
D. Conway has recently brought to 
light the true history of the “Rules of 
Civility.*' Mr. Conway, after , an .in­
vestigation extending through years, 
with ths aid* of Dr. Garnett, of the 
British mnaeum, found in that great

With these revelations it would 
seem that the dispute of historians 
and biographers over the history of 
these famous “rules” haB a t length 
been ’settled.

Movement to Suppress Tuberculosis.
Science has demonstrated beyond 

question that pulmoqary tuberculosis 
or consumption of the lungs is both a 
preventable ‘ and a curable disease. 
This disease is produced by germs 
which find their, way. into the body 
through abrasions of the skin, tnrough 
the mucous membrane of the mouth 
or the intestines and through the 
lungs. The germs of the disease are 
found in the sputum of persons suf­
fering from tuberculosis, The germs 
are also found in the flesh and milk of 
anim ils suffering from the diseas©. 
T ie ' germs are found nearly every­
where. Tfie.se germs cannot live in 
vthe tissues* cf a thoroughly healthy 
person, as the cells of the' body are 
capable of destroying the germs, but 
when the boc^ is weakened by indi­
gestion, by the habits of breathing 
foul or bad air, by anything which im­
pairs the health, the tissues lose their 
power to destroy germs so that when 
they enter the body they find lodge­
ment, grow and develop and tubercu­
losis of the lungs, .bowels or of! some 
other p irt is the result.

that number of persons are sick all 
the time with this disease Tubercu­
losis kills more than any other mal­
ady.v Experience has shown that the 
disease Is not jincurable, as has, been 
generally supposed, but is a very cur­
able -malady if; taken In lime, and if 
the right treatm ent is applied. Not 
less than one hundred thou.-and lives 
could be saved every, year by the ap­
plication of proper means for prevent­
ing and curing this terrible disease.

He 
should eat whenever he has appetite, 
so that the full digestive power of the 
stomach may be utilized in furplshing 
the body with constructive m aterial-

pink in color. The cold air of winter 
catise8 the skin to become whiter In 
color. This is due to the contraction 
of the blood vessels of the skin. The 
amount of blood passing through the 
skin .is d^cre'ased. and the amount of 
heat thrown off into the cold air Is 
likewise decreased. If a glass of wine 
or brandy is taken the skin becomes 
red. The sensation of warmth pro­
duced is delusive. Tfie victim im­
agines himself warmer. Indeed’ the 
skin is warmer), but a t the same time 
a great increase is observed in the 
heat thrown off from the  skin. • The 
result is an enormous loss'of heat to 
the inside of the body.

The yolks of eggs afford also a com­
bination of fats and proteids whlefi fs 
admirably suited to fh© tubercular pa­
tient. Milk, especially rich milk, la 
another food adapted to this, clans of 
patients when it .does not prodneo 
' ‘biliousness" through indigestion. 
Many tube-culnr pntiexits' have dila­
tation of the slomarh. Such rases 
must, avoid rrilk. Nearly all c«ti taka 
nuts if the right kind is selected and 
great care is taken with the mastiea- 
tion. Pecans, hickory nuts, almonds 
ar.d filberts, pinors, or pine nnts aro 
the best, varieties. Half a ponnd of 
nuts may be taken daily by the con­
sumptive. not only without harm, but 
with great benefit, if combined with 
other foods. A diet consisting of nuts, 
well-toasted bread and fruits Is a per­
fect dietary for the tubercular pstient. 
The $oIl:s of a do-zen egg* may be 
used -ia place of nuts.

ADiscussions in Convention.

' Officers .of our state dairy assoi 
tions may profit by an action of thfe 
American W arehousemen’s Associa­
tion at their convention in Washing­
ton last week. - It was there decided 
that hereafter all such portions of 
committee reports as invite discus­
sion by the members a t the annual 
convention shall be printed and<dis- 
tributed to the members before the 

.meeting.1
■ In the conventions of associations 
formed to forward the mutual inter­
ests of the membership by improving 
methods of , business, devising and 
urging legislation, etc., a full discus­
sion by the assembled xpembers is, If 
properly conducted, the most potent’ 
force, 'fhis is generally recognized 
and yet in a great majority of cases 
the 'tim e of the sessions is so largely, 
taken- up by the reading of raddresses 
upon various subjects that the discus­
sions are cut short and very-often 
have to bo left out altogether. I

At the meetings of dairy associa­
tions and butter and cheesemakers’ as­
sociations there are usually a number 
of papers prepared upon subjects des­
ignated by the officers' the reading of 
which takes much time. If these could 
be forwarded to the secretary in ad­
vance they might be printed and dis­
tributed to the members before the 
meeting with very little additional ex­
pense to associations which print th’elr 
reports In full because the type forms 
could be kept standing for use in the 
full report. The advantages would be 
three fold: First, the members would 
be much bettor prepared to discuss 
the subjects brought up if they had 
time to consider them before the 
meeting; second, the time of the con­
vention could be more largely devoted 
to the discussion; and third, the full 
report of the proceedings could be pub­
lished miich more promptly after the 
convention had closed.

We commend this plan to, the con­
sideration of all such associations as 
would be benefited by its adpption.— 
N. Y. Produce Review. :

Cruelty of Russian^ Blamed for Is­
land’# Depopulation.

When Cabrlllo coasted along the

MANILA TO BE REBUILT.

Work Begun to Make It Model City 
of the- Orient.

Plans have been perfected and tho 
work begun of rebuilding Manila and 
making it the beautiful city of the 
Orient. It will not only be clean and 
healthful, with wide streets and a t­
tractive plazas, but It will be a capi­
tal-of a rt as well. It Is seldom that 
such an opportunity has presented 
itself in the Orient to make a model 
city,, says the World’s Work; and tho 
insnlar government, with the active 
co-operation of the United States gov­
ernment, Is taking every advantage 
of i t

For example, for years open ditches 
throughout the city have been used 
for sewage purposes, so that the pub­
lic health has been put in jeopardy. 
These ditches will be made into clean 
canals, spanned by numerous bridges: 
Pleasure boats will ply on t£em. A 
complete sanitary sewerage system 
will replace the present ditches.
• But the most interesting feature of 
the reconstruction of the city is the 
preservation of the famous Walled 
City, which was erected 300 years ago 
to repel, the Spanish and Dutch invad­
ers. This Walled City has a distinct­
ly historical as well as a picturesque 
value. . I

The work of filling In 155 acres ad­
joining Mallaco will give Manila an 
ideal pleasure ground for all the peo­
ple. '.This drive is a favorite resort, 
and the view- Is said to be one of the 
most beautiful In all the Philippine 
islands. Bandstands will be erected 
for popular concerts. Another impor­
tant step Is the construction of a com­
plete waterworks system, for which 
there has been a bond issue of $4,000,- 
000. The water will be piped from- 
the Mariquina valley, fifteen miles 
away.

Alfalfa and Corn.
Up to the last ten years alfalfa and 

eern did not grow generally la the 
same region, the alfalfa clinging to 
.the dryer regions, where corn e-aes not 
flourish. But during the last decade 
the corn growing area has* been 
pushed steadily westward by dry farm 
culture and methods that pack the soil 
to make the moisture there most avail­
able for the corn croft Alfalfa, on the 
other hand, has been moving eastward 
and northward till now it has swung 
away entirely, so to speak, from the 
arid regions and' grows both in humid 
and in arid lands. Where the two 
crops can be grbwn in the same lo­
cality, there is probably no better 

I combination of feeds for cattle. The 
corn is rich in fat-forming material 
end ! the alfalfa rich in material to 
make muscle. Tho one furnishes a 
great over-balance of carbohydrate 
and the other a still larger over-bal­
ance of protein. It is easy to com­
pound from-the two a ration that is in 
every 6ense profitable and easy to 
feed.

Some farmers think they are mak­
ing money feeding corn and prairie 
hay, but there  is still more profit in 
feeding corn and alfalfa. Alfalfa and 
corn and clover and corn are combi­
nations that ^cannot be excelled for 

' cattle feeding and fattening, provided 
1 they can be obtained at a reasonable 
, cost. The fact that several crops of 

alfalfa can be grown the same year 
greatly reduces the per ton -cost of 
alfalfa and gives it a certain advan­
tage over common, hay.

Sdentiats say that the slowest-mov­
ing mammal in existence U the slow­
paced toris, an animal mpre or less 
closely allied to the monkeys.

Food Value cf Eggs.
Eggs consist of proteine, and fat, 

water and mineral matter. I t  is the 
proteine. or nitrogenous matter, that 
builds up and repairs the tissues of 
the body, while the fat .supplies en­
ergy. The white of an egg is often 
said to be pure alburhen* but .it also 
contains phosphoric acid and sodium 
chloride or common salt. The yolk 
contains the l'atty part -of the egg. 
phosphorus, calcium, magnesium,po­
tassium and iron. Eggs also contain 
sulphur, and this probably accounts 
for a dark stain left by an egg on 
s ilver the sulphur coming in contact 
witb the silver' forming silver syl- 
phide.—Medical Talk.
