It'is important that
the- feed should be retained ”~n the
mouth for a sufficient length of time
to make the proper impression‘upoij®
the nerves of taste, so that the entire
digestive apparatus shall be thorough-
ly prepared to carry the food; sub-
stances through the successive steps-
of the digestive process.

Six breaths of out-door air contain
as. much of this element—oxygen—as
seven breaths of overheated, indoor
air. As man breathes about eighteen,
times per minute this means a loss of
four thousand breaths a day by Imng
in a hot. close indoor atmosphere,
The amount taken to depends on. the
habits of life. Al deep breath must be
earned. A few moments vigorous out-
dor exercise will do it. The nostrils
dilate, the chest heaves, the heart
quickens, the Jungs expand, and the
fresh air is pumped into the body at
a rapid rate. The draft is open. The
cinders are burning up. The .-whole
system is being cleared of rubbish.

.Don*t be afraid of cold air. There’s
life and health out of doors.
Alcohol vs. Strength.

The laborer, the traveler, and the

soldier nse alcohol under the delusion,
itbat it produces strength. When fa-
tigued, the laborer takes a glass of
grog, and feels better. He imagines
himself  stronger. His increased
strength, however; is wholly a matter
of imagination.

The use of alcohol makes a man
feel stronger—makes him believe that
he cad do more work, endure more
fatigue and hardship, and .withstand a
greater degree rof cold than he could
witho\it it; but when an actual trial
is made, It soon becomes apparent
that; the ability is-lacking. Numerous
experiments have shown that alcohol
decreases Imuscular strength. Says
Dr. JBrunton, “The smallest quantity
takes somewhat from the strength of
tho mutcies."1 Says Dr. Edmunds, of
London, "A stimulant is that which
gets strength out of a man.”

Some years ago a series of experi-
ments were made for the purpose qf
determining the influence of alcohol
upon the muscular strength. The
combined strength of all the different
groups, of muscles in the body was
found, in the case of a heajlthy young
man, .to be 4,851 pounds..*.The young
man was then given two ounces of
brandy, and the test was repeated.
He.felt confident that his strength
was increased. In fact, it was found
to be only 3.385 pounds, a loss of more
than one-third. A notable diminution
«in strength was still r>resent ten hours
.after the administration of th«
brandy.

Real Healing Agents.

There are many fictitious remedies.
Some make arman feel better when
he is really getting worse. The most
valuable measures which can be em-
ployed in dealing with the sick may
be "aid to be baths, exercise and diet.
The chronic invalid can be made well
only by being reconstructed. The
sick man must- be transformed into a
hcaltiiy .man by a process of gradual
change. He has been months or year*
in tearing downhis constitution and
substituting an inferior grade of ma-
terial. Now this process must be re-
versed, and little by little, the old tis-
sues must be torn down and new tis-
sues built in their place.

Warm baths, help throw off stored
up poisons, and cold bath» hasten the
destruction of waste tissues., increase
the activity of the heart and of all the
organs. encourhgf the formation of
the digestive .fluids, and increase- the
appetite for fopd.

-By means of exercise the movement
0T the blood is!quickened and the old
diseased tissues are broken down and
carried ofit of the .body. Exercise al-
ways diminishes weight. By exercise
a mormal appejtite is earned and deep
*breathing encouraged.

sPure simple food is the proper ma-
terial with which to construct a new
and healthy body. Man ‘is built of
what he eats. The house is no better
than the material. Thus baths, exer-
cise, and a natural dietary constitute
a curative trio, each helping the other.

MEMORIAL OF GREAT (BATTLE

Monument Being Erected to Commem— J Great

orate Napoleon's Defejat.

One of the greatest bkttles in his-
tory occurred on Oct. 18. 1813, at teip-
sic, when Napoleon wasdefeated by
the alliejd European armiesl During
the past! few years funds hjave ibeen-
collooted! all over the Germtfn father-
land in order to provide for means for
the erection of an immense monument
in commemoration of this great bat-
tle. which laid the foundatfon for, a
united German nation.

This gigantic monuntient, which will
he the greatest in the world, is row
under construction, and it will be fin-
ished on| the day of the one hundredth
anniversary of the great ‘battle: Oct.
19. 1913.

Work on the monument was started
during the spring of 1900. ,The base
covers to less than 6,300 square me-
ters, while the extreme height, when
finished' will be 362 feeti. The monu-
ment is; built on a hill in jthe pejgh-
borhood! of the city of ijelnsic, (which-
rises to arr altitude of about 176 feet
above the ground level, of thej city,
and therefore will be visible from a
great distance. The steps leading to
the first! terrace are of Geijman gran-
ite; a relief 210 feet'in llength and
fltty-two feet high, adorns the front of
the strycture.

BEETHOVEN AN ECCENTRIC MAN. ,

Musician Awkward and Un-
kempt In Appearance.

Eccentric and unconventional Bee-

thoven certainly-was in some respects,
to'judge'from descriptions quoted by
1. G. Mason in an artrcle' in the Out-
look:; j
His unconventlonalrty appears in all
his actions and opinions, from the
most trivial to the most momentous,
sayAjthe writer. Take, for instance,
to begin with* the subject of personal
Appearance. dre§s. and  demeanor.
What an altogether unusual man it
Weas thait Carl Czerny, as a boy of ten,
in 1801, was taken to visit!
1 "We mounted,” says Czerny, “five
or six stories high to Beethoven’s
apartment and were announced by a
[rather dirty-looking servant. In a
[very desolate room, with papers and
articles of dress strewn in all direc-
tions, .bare walls, a few ckests, hardly
ja chair except the rickety one stand*
ling by the piano, there was a party of
Isix or eight people.

“Beethoven was dressed'in a jacket
and trousers of longs dark goat’s hair,
which at once reminded “me of the.
description of Robinson Crusoe | had
befcn reading. He had a shock of jet
black hair (cut a la Titus) standing
traight upright. A beard of several
.days’ growdih made his- naiurally dark
still blacker. 1 notioed alAo, with

child’s quick observation, that he
[had cotton wool, which seemed to
have been dipped in some yellow fluid,
in both ears. His'hands >vere covered
with hair'and! the fingers very broad,
especially on (the tips.”

The odditylin dress observed- by
Czerny was habitual with Beethoven.
