MADE OF PAPER.

Not until you liave seeu the pretty
things made of paper can you appre-
ciate its possibilities; says the Phila-
delphia Bulletin.

A really' beautiful scra® basket can
be made of stiff cardboard! covered
with, flowered crepe paper. Cut the
four sides and the square bottom from
the cardboard, curving the top in any
desired design. Get that particularly
pretty pale? green crepe paper with the
design of green ferns, arid cover the
cardboard on both sides with this,
drawing 1L.snug. The feru design
should stand up from the bottom of
the basket. Use gibbon of pale sea-
green satin to tie the corners together,
making two tlows of one-inch width
‘up each corner, and at the "top of each
corner a soft bow or wider ribbon. A
wild rose, of violet, or chrysanthemum
paper basket would be equally attract-
ive.

In the same manner smaller and shal-
lower baskets may be made to serve as
hair receivers. The corners may be
either stitched or gummedi together.

A nice trifle may be fashioned of two
hearts of pasteboard, covered wtth
rose-pink crepe paper and gummed to-
gether with white pearl-headed pins
stuck in all around the crevice between
the two hearty Itis hung by rose-pink
baby ribbon and bows. A pretty scrap
of wall-flowered wall paper could be
used Instead of the crepe paper.

The prettiest possible twine-holder
is made by cutting a straight; strip of
cardboard about three and a -half
inches wide and eightor ten long. Tack
the end of this together, cover with
white crepe paper, edge with a heavy
white and silver cord, fasten a big
ball of white twine Inside, and suspend
by a big white satin bow.

In much the same manner ah, attract-
ive holder for a whisk broom may be
made, cutting and shaping the card-
board smaller at one end than tiie
other.

B« Bad Bwnmt Corpulentsad Had Lotf

Napoleon vBonapare, when lie came
on board the Bcllerophon on the 15th
of July, 181$, wanted exactlly one
month of scompleting bis forty-sixth
year. He was then a remarkably,
strong, well-built man, about five feet
seven inches high, his limbs particu-
larly well formed, with a fine ankle
and very small foot, of which he
Beemed rather vain, as he, always wore
while on board the ship silk stockings
and shoes. His hands also were very
small, and had the plumpneds of a
woman's rather than ,the robustness
ofa man’s. His eyes light gray, teeth
good, and when he smiled the ex-
pression of his countenance wa* highly
pleasing; when under the influence of
disappointment, however, it assumed
a dark, gloomy cast. His hair iw*s of
a very dark brown, nearly approaching
to black, _and -though a little thin on
top and front, had not a grAy hair
among It.
