Absorb All but the Fat.
A committee of the Franklin insti- 

u;e of Philadelphia .has just made 
public its report on the Tuylor proc­
ess for butter making. I t is recom­
mended that Mr. Taylor receive the 
John Scott medal and premium in 
recognition of tho value of his Inven­
tion. , -

In this new process sweet creaix^is 
poured into shallow pans the-bottoms 
of which are covered with absorbent 
pads. These pads are composed o! 
heavy white blotting paper supported 
on ’̂ urkish towelirg, or some similar 
material, and absorb from the cream 
pearly all of its constituents except 
the fat The epeam, fat remains as a 
layer on the ‘surface of the pads and 
after several hours’ standing .it may 
be  rolled off. * {

In this condition the product con­
tains rather too much water and mill; 
proteids; on this account, and because 
'if the absence of salt, it does not keep 
well. If, however, the separated but­
te r fat be worked and salted ~in the 
saifee way as the ordinary churned 
product the result is a fine grade of 
butter.

The process has the advantage ol 
cheapness, since the pads may be used 
over and over again, lasting, it is said, 
for six months of daily-use. The labor 
of churning is avoided 'jod, on ac­
count of the use of fresh cream in­
stead of that which has stopd to ripen 
for several days, the finished product 
keeps, better than butter made In the 
ordinary way. -The process has been 
patented in the United States, Canada, 
England, France and Germany.

A little 
extra protection is required for the 
ears, but it is not necessary to muffle 
up the heck with thick furs to protect 
the ears. Warm wrappings about! the 
nock cause the skin of the neck to 
become moistened with perspiration. 
When the wrappings are removed in­
doors, y ie slow cooling which takes 
place in consequence of the evapora­
tion chills the part, and may produce 
sore throat or nasal catanfti.

Don't wear rubbers indoors, nor out 
of dcors, except when it is necessary 
to prevent wetting the feet. Rubbers, 
being impervious to air, prevent evap­
oration, so-that;the perspiration is re ­
tained, and the shoes and stockings 
become damp from the perspiration. 
Whefi tbe rubbers are removed, evap­
oration chills the feet, the same as II 
they had been, wet by tbe rain or -by 
walking on a wet pavement. On re­
moving the rubbers after they have 
teen  worn for Some time it Is a  good 
precaution to rdmove the shoes .and 
•stockings and put on dry ones. If this 
cannot !be conveniently done care 
should be taken to keep tbe feet warm 
until the shoes are dry. The rubbers 
should be dried before wearing again.

VALUE O f ONE ACRE.

8m*ll Piece of Ground Can Be Mad# 
to-Yield Good Results.

I t may be unusual to estimate the 
amount of pork that can” be produced 
from an acre of certain crops, but the 
problem has been solved in a very 
interesting way. It is claimed that an 
acre of land in clover f i l l  produce 
800 pounds of pork; peas, 375 pounds; 
corn, 650 pounds; oats, 320 pounds; 
barley. 420 pounds, and wheat. 225 
pounds. The value of each crop on 
one acre when, concerted into pork is 
as follows: Clover, $82; oats, $22.40; 
peas, $15; barley, $16.80; oats, $13^20, 
and wheat, $£> estimating the pork, at 
four cents per pound. Of course some­
thing depends bn the prices ruling for 
the crops. The amount o f produce per 
acre required to give the pork men­
tioned on an acre is 900 pounds of 
wheat, 1,680 pounds of barley. 1,320 
pounds of oats, 2,240 pounds of corn,' 
15,000 pounds of peas, and 12,000 

' pounds of green clover.

Garden "Yeast."
And as wonders never cease, says a 

writer in The Garden Magazine, the 
scientists have now captured the bac­
teria that a ttract o r urge the plants 
to draw 'the nitrogen from the air 
through the leaf and stalk Into the 
root system, arid thus Supply fertilizer 
that one would otherwise have to pay 
highly for to make the garden-vege­
tables grow. The bacteria trainer 
oultWates, , tames or grows these 
small creatures;, dries them In, small, 
hard cakes, gives them to iis to inocu 
late or vaccinate the seed or land, so 
that these plants, will draw more nitro- 
gent into the soil tha*- they normally 
do. The government, agricultural de­
partm ent gives us "yeast cakes,” as 
we call them, so. there is no outgo but 
a  postage stam p’s value and the re ­
turns are great indeed.

Pruning Two-Year-CId Vines.
After the vines have made two sum­

mers’ growth they will be old enough 
that they may safely be allowed to 
i roduce some fruit. In pruning a vinfc 
rf fruiting age the 'following pofnts 
should be kept in mind: The fruit is 
produced on shoots which start In 
-pring from the new wood .that fofmed 
the season before, and it. is best that 
‘his new cane which foiiied the sea­
son before.be attached to wood ouiy 
one year; older than itself. ;It is. de­
sirable then, to keep the bearing wood 
as near the  root system as j possible 
by annually cutting back the vines.' It 

•is also well to produce t^ o  new 
shoots from near the. ground each year 
which are not allowed to produce any 
fruit the year they are formed, but 
which] will be retained as the bearing 
canes for the subsequent year. Keep­
ing these, points in mind, the  pruning 
of-the bearing vine should be as fol­
lows: F irst, select the .tiwo new 
strong shoots qearest the roots of the 
vine and cut them back .to short spurs 
containing three buds each, These 
short spurs are for the purpose of pro­
ducing the bearing wood for the suc­
ceeding year. If -fruit' >rms on the 
can "8 produced from t ' ^ours the 
first year i t  should be off. As
sc i  as these two sp . nave been cut 
back select the next .wo strong canes 
above them as fruiting canes for the 
current year and cut each of them 
back to three or four feet in length. 
After being pruned then the wood of 
the. yjne is restricted to the two short 
spur*- ’'ea r the ground and to the two 
fruiting canes of new wood above the 
spurs. If these • two fruiting canes 
contain side branches during the win­
ter tl **se side branches should he cut 
off a t the time of pruning.—Prof. J. C. 
Whitten.

The Spirit of Horticulture.
Prof. E. A. Bartlett, director of the 

Nebraska experiment station, said:
“A new horticulture had to b^  

evol od f^r this W estern country. Out 
ot multitude of failures!'and the 
few successes came knowledge. We 
are reaping the results of the labor of 
the pioneers. Through persistent la­
tter has been acquired the knowledge 
which will successfully 'extend the 
fruit-growing belt so that great areas 
of the state now practically without 
fru it will have an abundance. The 
farm er is in better position today than 
ever b^'ore to grow, orchard sand 
trees. The profits of his industry have 
made his reasonably independent. He 
can now secure varieties which are 
hardy in this locality. He knows that 
cultivation Is necessary to retain the 
moisture for the. tre-- has ample 
proof that cultiyai forces rapid
growth. The aes ic sense of the 
people also grows h their ability 
to gratify this People are
building better houses and surround­
ing  them with windbreaks and orna­
mental trees."

Prof. Eniley once said : “The appre­
ciation of beauty lies mostly under a 
man’s bat." One man sees so much 
lumber in a  tree, another sees cords 
of stove wocid. The well-trained aes­
thetic sense sees beauty in the grace­
ful sprea^iqg branches, and comfort in 
Its refreshing shade. We should train 
our young men and women to see not 
only cord wood, but beauty also in 
their visions of the future home life In 
Nebraska.
