Physician Declares There Is Peril In 
Playing With Pets.

‘“h ie  utmost care should he  exer­
cise'1 In mingling with animals of all 
species. Under no circumstances 
should one allow a dog to- lick his 
hand, as the tongue of the animal is 
infested with innumerable parasites 
and hydrophobia and other diseases 
may be transmitted in this manner.’’ 
Dr. John M. Dodson of Rush Medical 
college gave this warning in the 
course -of a^Jecture on “Animal Para­
sites” before tile Chicago Medical So­
ciety. ^

The • lecturer has made an exhaus­
tive study of his sub ject He made 
the statem ent that trichina was found 
in 2 per cent of the hogs. It is due 
to the carelessness with which they 
were raised; he said, aqd even cook­
ing does not’always kill the parasite. 
It was declared that a ham that was 
lrfected and boiled for ten or twelve 
hours would still be pnflt to e a t  as 
the heat at the bone would not be 
greater than 180 Fahrenheit, which 
.was not sufficient to destroy the 
germ.

"The mosquito must bo guarded 
asrainst,” continued the lecturer. “a$ 
it has been shown tljat they spread 
tve eerm. of malaria and yellow 
fever." In corclusion. the lecturer 
advised cleanliness In all things as a 
preventive of disease from animal 
parasites.

trial, when Judge .Murphy duse!urged 
the jury afier it was impauiieled and 
while tin* ease was in progress. .He 
did this because he found out that one 
of the jurors was tampered with. As- 
• ther’s attorneys, it w ill.be reinember- 
d, made a big tight and appe ded to 

the supreme court, but.ludg. Mi.rphv’s 
ruling was sustained. The power of 
courts was greatly increased by this 
decision.

The judge can proudly point to a 
record of five years without a reveisal 
of a case by the supreme bench. Dur­
ing this time, lie lias tried 855 criminal 
cases. 32 street opening cases, includ­
ing the Woodward avenue grade sepsr- 
tion case, and 3,500 ordinance cases. 
His decision in the WooclwHitUuieiiue 
grade separation case. the. first inter­
pretation of the new law on condemna­
tion of property, has since been fol­
lowed wherever similar questions have 
come up.

One of the most intricate cases he 
ever tried was that of Frank.C. A n­
drews. which, with the Hoffman .case, 
as a close running mate, was perhaps 
th'e hardest fought he ever presided 
over. In the Andrews case lie made 
many important decisions and the fair 
and impartial manner in which lie 
handled the Hoffman case is a matter 
of very recent history. I t  is a note­
worthy fact that in every charge he 
has made to a jury, counsel for both 
sides have been satisfied with its im 
partiality. Among the important cases 
tried before him were those of V\ illiam 
Jones, J£taiI Waltz. Ilenrv Hamburger, 
Dr. Scott F/H 'odge. the first conviction 
for a charge of this kind recorded in a 
number of years in Detroit; the third 
Moreland case, and the Ascher. An­
drews and Hoffman cases aleady men 
tioned.

Judge Murphy is a product.of the 
public school system of Detroit, taking 
later the classical course in D.-iroii 
college. He then attended the Detroit 
College of Law, and now has a profes­
sorship in that institution. He is a 
member of the executive com init'ee of 
the Detroit Bar association, lie has 
made many public speeches and scarce­
ly a week passes that he does not ad­
dress some meeting, although, through 
i t  all, he has kept his hands washed of 
politics. He counts the staunchest 
Republicans on hi$ staff of workers. 
With this ret*ord behind him. Juilge 
Murphy is but 37 vears of age.

To a  Tribune representa­
tive he said that Black and he had 
been a t the county house most of the 
winter, but had left that! institu tion1 
about a month ago. They started on 
a  tram p through Michigan: and while 
passing through Ann Arbor were a r­
rested fgr being drunk and sentenced 
to X) days in jail.

Such is the case in the contest for 
county auditor. If he stood bx him­
self we would say that Mr.- Oakman, 
the Republican, possessed all tbe qual­
ification necessary for a satisfactory 
discharge of the duties of that office. 
But there are substantial reasons why 
Mr. Oakman should be defeated,1 One 
is that Hugh Scullen, his opponent 
and the present incumbent, has made 
a splendid record; he has been faith­
ful. competent, painstaking and scru­
pulously just and he is therefore en­
titled, as a  m atter of courtesy as well 
as practice, to a . second term. But 
there is a more potent reason for 
Scullen‘s re-election. He ia~a Demo­
crat. The other two auditors are 
Republicans. The hoard is now prac­
tically a  non-partisan body in which 
the minority member serves as a 
check on any effort there might be to 
use the power of th e  auditors for pO-, 
litical purposes, or to  accomplish I 
things that might become desirable 
if the board- were unanimously Re- j 
publican. In th e  case of appointive 
boards there is often a  provision for 
minority representation, and this is 
particularly true  in reference to bodies ■ 
th a t deal extensively with public j 
finances. Considerations .of fairness, 
effectiveness and positive safety all 
speak for the election of Seulien. I n ! 
respect to him therefore we believe 
th a t the people will exercise the same 
dlarrimlnarton they bring to their de­
cision as to  Judicial candidates. and

Modern, research  seem s to have es­
tab lished  th e  fac t th a t, a fte r  all, th e  
old-fashioned” ideas w ith  regard  to  

colds a re  n o t fa r  wrong. I t is, of 
course, true , says th e  L ite ra ry  Digest, 
th a t a  “cold" is a  m alady due to 
germ s; b u t th e re  seem s to  be  no doubt 
th a t th e  chilling  of . th e  body, lessens 
i ts  res is tan ce  and  so  renders If an 
easy  prey.

In  the  A rctic region, w here th e  in­
fluenza germ  ca n n o t'l iv e , and  w here 
colds a re  sa id  to- b e  unknow n, it  may 
be sa fe  to  a lt In  a  d raugh t o r  to  get 
one’s  fee t w e t; b u t Ih th e  tem pera te  
zone these  Indulgences w ill continue to 
be risky  fo r th e  average man.

Review ing experim en ts and observa­
tions xnade in  th is  field, the  Medical 
Record says:

“A -po in t of practica l im portance is 
th e  fac t th a t  i t  w as found th a t repeat­
e d 'ex p o su re  to  alight degrees of cold 
brought abou t an  inc rease o f a n ti 
bodies, and  th is  observation  therefore 
affords a  theoretical justifica tion  of 
the  p ractica lly  approved m ethods ol 
‘hardening’ the  body by hydrothera- 
peutic and o th e r m ethods of training. 
Such procedures should not only serve 
to  p ro tec t aga in st cold and allied con­
ditions, b u t also should render the 
body b e tte r  able to cope with bac^ 
te ria  o f a ll k inds.”

The American sable , or riiver 
marten is about the s ize ! of a large 
house cat, though standing much tow­
el- on account of the shortness of the 
legs.

The 
home of the pine marten is under­
ground or among rocks,! though by 
preference it seeks the hbllfew of- a 
tree; frequently dispossessing a squir­
rel from its burrow by driving off! or 
devouring the rightful oepupant.

This is the right 
time to get a  foothold in the Canadian 
West, as it was some years ago in the 
United: States. We are free from 
wind gumbo and alkali here and havq 
fine, clear soft well and spring water 
at a depth of from 5 to 25 feel, and 
lo ts jjf  open everflowing springs."

A Secret.
It is often very desirable to know 

how to seal a  letter so that it cannot 
be opened without betraying the fact. 
Steam or hot water^will open enve­
lopes closed with mucltoge and even 
a wafer. A hot iron or a spirit lamp 
dissolves 'sealing wax, an impression 
In plaster having been taken of the 
£^aj. By the combined use of water 
and sealing wax, however, all atterrfpts 
to open the letter otherwise than by 
force can- be frustrated. All that Is 
necessary Is to close the le tter first 
with a small moist wafer and to pierce 
the la tter with a coarse needle (the 
same applies to mucilage), whereupon 
sealing wax may be used in the usual 
manner. This seal can neither be 
opened by dry heat nor by moisture.
