face of a man named Tsibuilin, who 
was dozing in the trench, when! a  shell 
unexpectedly fell bn the parapet and 
exploded.

“The sapper and every man with­
in ten yard’s radius was killed by 
splinters. But Tsibuiilin survived-. His 
face was somewhat flattened and 
blackened by the shovel, the front of 
which /was scratched and scored by 
splinters. Had it not been for the 
shovel his face would have been cut 
to  pieces.” ___

Whit* Man Cannot Endure Its Scent 
or Taste—Blacks Like It.

After Transvaal tobacco; but a  long 
way after, cornea Boer. The name Is 
in Teality nowadays a misnomer, says 
South Africa, for this tobacco Is grown 
largely in Natal and Cape Colony. It 
Lb also cultivated in the Orange River 
colony, is sold by. the roll and can 

-  obtained for about $8 a pound If a 
whole roll is purchased. It Is also sold 
by the  sack.

W hite men buy these ̂ acks, but they 
do not smoke the contents themselves; 
they use i t  to reward the Kaffir serv­
ants for working overtime, or doing 
any other meritorious action. The 
taste for Transvaal tobacco Is an ac­
quired one; i t  also takes a certain 
time before a man gets used to the 
scent. No white man who has come 
from a  distance has so far lived long 
enough to  acquire a  liking for either 
the taste o r  the smell, but it has its 
uses in the case of the natives, and it 
is  also useful if you have an unde­
sirable visitor who you are anxious to 
get rid  of. Offer him a  pipe of Boer 
tobacco and he will never enter yjour 
home again.

The traders purchase this 
largely; they also use it upon jthe 
natives in the shape of presents^ as 
every Kaffir, who makes a, purchase in 
a country store always asks for a free 
gift and the competition to secure jthe 
native trade is so acute that the! re­
quest cannot be refused.

Predecessor of Editon.
James Bowman l lndsay, who died 

Jane 29, 1862, foretold the applica­
tion of electricity as ua iUuminant, a 
motive power to lv.j.laoc- steam and 
substitute for coal, ia heating.' He 
devised an electric t e l e g r a p h ,  1832, 
suggested welding by electricity, pro­
ducing a  continuous electric light, 
1835; proposed a submarine tele­
graph, 1843; and accomplished wire­
less telegraphy through water. 1853.

W a y s  b f  H o r s e  T h i e v e s .
A Bromley, a man named Williams, 

age eighty-three, described as a notr 
ed horse stealer, with a record of 
forty-three years’ penal ' servitude, 
was sent for trial on a charge of 
horse stealing. It^was mentioned that 
it was a  practice of horse thieves 
to lame the animals in order to give 
them an excuse for offering them 
for- sale for slaughter.—London 
Chronicle.

C h e e s o  F r o m  S o y  B e a n s .
The inunicipal laboratory of Paris 

lias  been examining the experiments 
made by Dr. Vogel, who has manu­
factured a  very succulent cheese from 
the small Chinese beans known as 
“soy beans.” The doctor finds that 
the pulp of these beans contains 
many of the caseine qualities, and 
th a t the resulting composition is both 
nourishing and pleasant to the taste.

The-Swedish Dynasty.
There are few stories more roman­

tic than that of the present Swedish 
dynasty. Gustavus IV., the last mon­
arch but one of the House of Vasa, 
was brought to the throne a t the 
early age of 14 by the assassination 

>of his father In that very palace at 
Stockholm where Oscar a few days 
ago turned over .the reins of govern­
ment to his eldest son.

Gustavus IV. proved a most unsat­
isfactory ruler, and in 1809 was de­
posed by means of a military pronun- 
ciamento, forced to sign his abdica­
tion after a most dramatic hand-to- 
hand struggle with General Alder- 
kreutz and the officers implicated in 
the conspiracy and was then ban­
ished, along witlr his' consort and his 
children, his uncle taking his place 
on the throne as Charles XIII. The 
la tter being childless and an admirer 
of France and of Napoleon, selected 
the French Field Marshal Bernadotte, 
who had been bora as a peasant neaY 
Pau and who had risen from the 
ranks, to become his heir, induced the 
national Diet a t Stockholm to ratify 
his choice and established him in the 
Swedish capital as Crown Prince.

Bernadotte, who took the name of 
Charles iohn, soon made himself the 
real ruler of the kingdom, associat­
ing himself heartily with his adopted 
land, and in 1813,' when Napoleon’s 
s tar began to wane, joined the powers 
which were striving to crush the em­
peror. His services in bringing about 
the la tter’S overthrow caused the 
Congress of Vienna to leave him un­
disturbed In the place which he had 
attained a t Stockholm, and in 1818, 
on the death of Charles XIII., the last 
of the Vasa line of kings, he ascended 
the throne under the title of Charles 
XIV., his wife, Desiree, daughter of 
the Marseilles stockbroker Clary and 
grand-child of a Marseilles shopkeep­
er, becoming Queen of ^Sweden and 
Norway.

Napoleon Jilted Her. |
Queen Desiree, -it may be added, 

was a t one time betrothed to the first 
Emperor* Napoleon, who jilted her, 
Her grandson. King Oscar, Is the au­
thority for this assertion, and it will 
be found likewise in the novel which 
he published some years ago under 
the pen name of “O. Frederick’’ and 
entitled “A Romance of the Times of, 
Napoleon and  of Bernadotte.”

Desiree was, according to her 
grazfdson, King Oscar, almost heart­
broken when Napoleon abandoned^her 
for Josephine de Beauharnais; and 
never forgave him. For, after indig­
nantly refusing Gen. Junot and Qu- 
phot, as well as several other suit­
ors supfqrted and sponsored by the 
emperor she finally accepted B&na- 
dotte. not because she loved him, but 
becau. e in her eyes he was the '^>nly

man capable of contending with Na­
poleon. The match., as might have 
been expected under the circum­
stances, did not turn out happily.

Bernadotte, on becoming crown 
prince and subsequently king of Swe­
den, lost his head so completely that, 
forgetful of the fact that he himself 
was a peasant from the Pyrenees, he 
reproached his charming wife with 
the lowliness of her birth, declaring 
that he had been guilty of a  terrible 
mesalliance and that if he had only 
waited’ he might have had' any prin­
cess of the blood in Europe for the 
asking—this, too, in ‘spite of the fact 
that he had stood as a soldier on duty , 
on what is no^~the Place de la Con- ■ 
corde a t Paris on the occasion of the 
execution of King Louis XVI and that 
he had taken part in the shtout of 
“Mort aux Tyrans” which greeted the 
exhibition of the severed head of 
their monarch to the multitude— 
words which, along with a Phrygian 
cap, were found tattooed on his right 
arm after his death.

Inherited Josephine 's Eyes.
Queen Desiree, whose sister Julie 

married King Joseph Bonaparte of 
Spain and lived with him for a time 
at Bordentown, N. Jf, survived her 
husband for many years and died 
shortly before the Franco-German 
yar, universally beloved in Sweden, 
and, strangely enough, without ever 
having revisited her native land since 
the overthrow of the great Napoleon. 
I t Is by an Irony of fate tha t Queen 
Desiree's only son, Oscar I, should 
have fallen in lofe with Josephine de 
Leuchtenberg, daughter of Eugene de 
Beauharnais, who was the only son 
of the Empress Josephine, for whose 
sake she had been jilted by Napoleon. 
In spite of his mother’s  opposition 
Oscar I insisted upon marrying Jo­
sephine of Leuchtenberg, and 1b  this 
way the present king of .Sweden, Os­
car II, finds himself a grandson of 
Desiree Clary and a great-grandson 
of Empress Josephine, whose singu­
larly beautiful and expressive eyes he 
alone of all her descendants is said to 
have inherited.—“Ex-Attache” in 
Pittsburg Dispatch.

Improving the Vernacular.
I t is hoped that one of the first 

things done aboard the new battle­
ship South Carolina when it is com­
pleted yrill be to organize a  class in 
the pronunciation of its -name. Let 
the crew, from the captain down, be 
trained to “South Car-o-li-na ” The 
word "Carolina” is pleasing -to th e  ear, 
and Is, in Its American application, 
of historic significance. Thd early col­
ony was named from the Latlii in hon­
or Charles II. wlio made the original
grant to the eight lords proprietors, 
In 1663. I t Is, therefore, particularly 
distasteful to South Carolinans to hear 
their state referred to as “South Ca*-ll- 
na” and themselves as “ South Ca’lee* 
nlaiis.” Such'corruptions of the two 
words a re  totally Inexcusable. lie t the 
crew of the “South Car-o-li-na” be 
trained in. the proper pronunciation of 
th e . name, and perhaps in^time north­
erners who come in contact with the 
men of the ship will -catch the habit. 
But, for heayenls sake, do not have a 
“South Ca’lina” in the Unitedi 8tates „ 
navy.—Columbia, S_ C .,. State.
