Plants as Supply Stores.
There are few plants that have not 

been utilized one way or another by 
mankind for foojd, paper, drugs or oth­
er purposes. Amongst many not so 
well known may be mentioned the 
Japanese wax tree, bearing bunches of 
fruit growing like grapes, ̂ wlifch con­
tain a species of wax usedvin making 
candles.

Another &ee, found in the Pacific 
islands, and known as the candle-nut, 
yields a large quantity of oil, while 
the kernels are strung together on a 
stick- and lighted as a., candle. The 
.fruit of the candle tree is between 
three and four feet in length, about an 
inch in diameter, and of a yellowish 
color. As they are seen hanging from 
the treq, they present the appearance 
of a num ber'of wax candles, and are 
in such abundance as to give the idea 
of a chandler's shop. Some of these 
are grown in the Isle of Wight.

The telegraph plant, which grows 
in India, is a slender, erect shrub, so 
called because of some resemblance to 
signals In the motion of its trifoliate

"The first Italian fannes that I saw 
In Italy did I observe in this space be­
twixt Pizighiton and Cremona; but 
afterwards I observed them common 
in most places of Italy where I trav­
elled.

“These fannes both men and women 
of the country doe carry, to code 
themselves withall in the time of heat, 
by the often fanning of their faces. 
Most of them are very elegant and 
pretty things.

"For whereas the fanne consisteth 
of a painted piece of paper and a little 
wooden handle; the paper, which is 
fastened into the top, is- on both sides 
most curiously adorned w ith excellent 
pictures, having; some witty Italian 
verses or fine emblems written under 
them; or of gome notableftalian city, 
with a briefg description thereof add­
ed thereunto.”—Exchange.

RAILROAD RATE LEGISLATION.
Testifying before the Senate Com­

mittee a t Washington, Inter-State 
Commerce Commissioner Prouty said 
In discussing the propbsition to giv^ 
to that Commission the power to regu­
late railway rates;

“I think the railways ahqpld make - 
their own rates. I think they should 
be allowed to develop their own busi­
ness. I have , never advocated any 
law, and I am not now in favor of 
any law, which would put the rate 
making power,into the hands of any 
commision .or^acy court. "While it 
may be necessary to do that some 
time, while that Is done in some 
states at the present time, while it is 
done in come countries, I am opposed 
to it. • •  • The railway rate is 
property. It is all the property .that 
the railway has go t The rest of its 
property is ro t  good for anything un­
less it can charge a rate. Now it has 
always seemed to me that when a 
rate was fixed, If that rate was.au un­
reasonable rate, it deprives the rail­
road company of , its prop6rty pro 
tarto. It is not necessary that you 
should confiscate the property of a 
railroad; it is not necessary that you 
should, say that ife shall not. earn tfcr-co 
per cent x>r tour per cent. Whed 
you' put in a rate tea t is Inherently 
unreasonable, you have deprived that 
company of its rights, of Its property, 
and the Circuit Court of the United 
States has jurisdiction under tee four­
teenth amendment to. restrain that.
• •  •  I have looked at these cases 
a great many times, and I can only 
come to the conclusion that a rail­
road company is entitled to charge a 
fair and reasonable rate, *nd if any 
order of a commission, ft any statute 
of a st^te legislature takes away that 
rate, the fourteenth amendment pro­
je c ts  the railway company.”

Grafting Stopped.

f “Whoever corruptly gives, offers or 
promisfs to an agent, employe or ser­
vant any gift or gratuity whatever, 
with intent to influence his action in 
relation to his principal’s, employer’s 
or master’s business; or an agent, em­
ploye or servant who corruptly requests 
or accepts a g ift or gratuity or a pro 
raise to make a gift or to do an act 
beneficial ter himself, under an agree­
ment that he shall act in any particu­
lar manner in relation to his principal’s 
employer's or m aster’s business; or an 
agent, employe*, servant who being au­
thorized to procure materials, supplies 
or other articles, either by purchase or 
contract, for his principal, employer or 
master, receives directly or indirectly 
for himself, or for another, a commis­
sion, discount or bonus from the person 
who m akes such sale or contract or 
furnishes such, materials, supplies or 
other articles, or from a person who 
readers such service or labor; and any 
person who gives or offers such an 
agent, employe or servant such com­
mission, discount or bonus, shall be 
deemed guilty of a  felony, and on con­
viction thereof shall be punished by a 
fine of not ipore than 8500 or by im­
prisonment i|n the state prison for a 
period of noi more than one year, or by 
both such fine and imprisonment.”

A t the meeting next week, June  22, 
the reports of the delegates to the state 
convention will be given and none of 
the members should fail to hear them.

The battle against opium is, from a
