OYAMA'S FORCES COMPLETELY
OUTFLANK BOTH WINGS OF
* THE RUSSIAN ARMY.

THE HOPES FOR AN ARMISTICE
SAID' TO REST WITH
ROOSEVELT NOW.

The Tokio correspondent of the
Times says the Japanese offensive
movements against Liaoyangwopeng
was designed to forestall a powerful
outflanking operation which Lieut.-
Gen. Mischenko had long beeri prepar-

ing. t.

?_ondon, June 21.—The correspond-
ent of the Dai® Telegraph at Tokio
sends the following:

The Japanese are continuing their
victorious advance in Manchuria."

The Russians have been complete-
ly outflanked on both wings and news
of Japanese victories may be expected
shortly.

“The Japanese have considerabl
over half a million men in the field.
Their preliminary operations began as
far_back as May 20.

“Two significant announcements
have been made;—the first that the
Japanese consul general, has informed
the viceroy of Liangklang that Ad-
miral tJriu’s squadron intends to
cruise in the Yangtse river; and the
second that the British squadron at
Houg Kong will proceed to Wei-Hai-
Wei and begin -gun practice June 22.

"Three Japanese columns are mov-
ing parallel to the coast of northeast
Korea and afe apparently converging
on Possiet bay (G miles southwest of
Vladivostok),” according to a Times
dispatch from St. Petersburg. A Urge
fleet of transports has sailed from
Gensan for Vladivostok.

The Ndvoe Vremya printed a dis-
patch from London, in.which its cor-
respondent declared he was in posses-
sion of information to the effect that
the ~ British were advising Japan,
against the conclusion of an armistice.

“Russia,” the dispatch added, “is
not considered to be sufficiently weak-
ened. Great Britain hopes that Field
Marshal Oyama will succeed in de-
stroying Gen. Linevltch(£ arrmV and
thus relieve her of the nightihare that
the army may later be shifted to the
borders of Afghanistan for operations
against India.”

The only hope for an armistice
pending the meeting of the peace plen-
ipotentiaries seems to rpst with PreST

ent Roosevelt, and eveA-that is con-
sidered slender. It is suggested that
Japan deliberately planned to. post-
pone the meeting long: enough to give
Oyama a chance to administer to the
Russians a fresh defeat,, to rob the
war~party in Russia ol their last card
and facilitate acquiescence to her
terms.

It Is of vast importance to breed
the m”re to the right horse, and we
would strongly advise leaving her un-
bred unless the right horse can be
found. “And what is the right horse?”
it may be asked. The answer is that
the right horse to choose mis the one
that is of pure blood, of that bipod
which predominates in the mare. Most
mares have some pure blood in their
composition, and the owner should
determine what blood predominates
and then breed her to a stallioi® of
pure breeding of the breed represent-
ed in the mare. By so doing the| re-
sultant foal will be purer than the
| dam In that blood, and if a filly is the
result she should in time be bred to a
stallion of the same breed as her sire,
and sp ‘on persistently in a right .line
until all of the scrub or ordinary
blood Is bred out and that of the pure
blood is made the only possession of
the animaL

'Five top crosses in this method ol
breeding will practically establish
purity of blood, but the work should
not-stop there, and a few more- top
crosses in the same direction will
produce the breed-prepotency possess-
ed by animals long bred pure. Had
this idea been followed in our breed-
ing operations for the last fifty or
sixty years the country would be .'nil
4>t practically pure-bred animals grad-
ed up from ordinary stock by per-
sistent and intelligent use of import-
ed or home-bred pedigreed stallions.
As it is, all sorts of mixtures have
been made, and the resultant stock is
a conglomerate of all breeds and a
representation of none. The time has
come to stop this foolishness in breed-
ing, and the work on every farm
should start this spring by the in-
| telligent mating of the mares.

And do not breed even
to the horse of right breed unless he
is sound and a good individual of hie
kind. We want to see farmers boy
cott all scrub, grade and unsound stal
lions, and If they will do so for a few
years such horses will of necessity
become a thing of the past. And dc
not breed an unsound mare. To-day
‘every mare owner should understand
that any old mare is not good enough
to breed from. Many" h*ve fallen
into the error of imagining that a
mare that Is no longer fit for use on
,the farm by reason of some disease
or another is still fit to breed from.
‘This absurdity has filled the country
with unsound or badly formed horses;
and it is high time to eliminate all
unsound stock from our breeding op
erations.

Then there is another point of,.im-
portance at this time of the year, and
that is to insist upon the stallion own-
er showing the registry certificate for
his horse. If he has duly recorded
his stallion lie will have and can show
a certificate signed by the president
and secretary of the stud book asso-
ciation for the breed to which the
horse is said to belong, and if he has
purchased the horse from some man
other than the original breeder or Im
porter he. should be able to show a
duly signed certificate of
from the stud book secretary. There
is a gteat deal of fraud in the stand-
ing of atallions for public service, and
noi man’s word should be taken as re-

Pelee Crater

At present there Is a tremendous cork
of andesite (an eruptive rock) which
is called the dome, and which must
have a diameter of 800 meters (2,600
feet) and a height of 400 meters (1,300
feet). On all sides of the dome there
are fumaroles (smoke holes), some of
which throw out a reddish smoke,
others discharge whitish vapors and
still others are surrounded with a car-
pet of sulphur.

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RAILWAY .HATE LEGISLATION.

At tha biennial convention of the
Order of Railway Conductors recent-
ly held at Portland. Oregon, resolu-
tions were unanimously adopted voic-
ing their sentiments as to the effect
of proposed, railway rate legislation
on the 1,300,000 railroad employes,
whom they in part represented. These'l
resolutions “indorse the attitude of
President Roosevelt in condemning
secret, rebates and other Illegalities,
and commend the attitude of the.
heads of American Railways, who,
with practical unanimity, have Joined
with the president on this question.”
They then respectfully point out to
Congress the “inadvisability of legis-

Indict, try, condemn and then enforee
its decisions at the cost of the car-
riers, pending appeal, which is mani-
festly inequitable.” o

The conductors base their demand
for only such legislation if any, as
would “secure and insure justice and
equity and preserve equal rights to all
parties concerned,” on the ground that
the low cost of transportation “is the
result of the efficiency of American
railway management and operation
which have built up the country
through constant- Improvement and
development of territory, whfte at the
same, time recognition has been given
to the value of Intelligence among em-
ployes in contrast to foreign methods,
where high freight rates and lowest
wages tq employes obtain.”

Bee Stings for Rheumatism.

Knowing that the honey bee hates
the odor of rubber, the expert hangs
near the hive a rubber blanket This
infuriates the bees and they all rush
at the blanket add sting it, leaving
their stings in tbe rubber. Any one
wishing to try this remedy for him-
self can obtain one hundred bee stings
and put them into two ounces of alco-
hol. Let them stand.three or four
days, occasionally shaking. The clear
part should then be carefully poured
off. Ten drops, three times,a day, for
an adult would be.the proper dose.
