A larges crowd of. Plymouthites, in ­
cluding the ball team, went over to 
South Lyon to celebrate gala day, and 
every one of them wishes now he had 
staid a t home, and all on account of 
the ball game between Plymouth and 
South Lyon. The first game between 
Plymouth and Milford was won by the 
former very easilv by a score of (> to 0, 
Wood and Riggs forming the batterv 
for Plymouth.

About the time for the afternoon 
game to take place it began to rain 
and it continued to drizzle for some 
time,, so that/a t five o’clock the field 
was very wet and muddy. Jam es 
Bridson, who appeared to be the “pooh- 
bah” of the town, begged the Plymouth 
managers to go out to the grounds and 
play call, saying their committee was 
“in the hole” financially and the gate 
receipts would help them out materially 
Against their judgment, the Plym- 
ouths consented. Trouble began in 
the second innings of the game. Brid­
son was umpire and he knew as much 
about the game as a  cow does about 
China. He had it in for Plymouth and 
he “soaked it to ’em,” in return for 
their kindness in playing hall a t all. 
Protests were of no use, except it was 
made by a South Lyonite and no m at­
ter if decisions had already been made 
they were reversed to  suit the home 
club. Things went from bad to worse. 
Both Plymouth managers were walked 
off the field, protesting a decision. A 
man named Bay, said to be President 
of the village, brandished a pair of 
handcuffs and threatened to annihilate 
a number of Plymouthites for no other 
reason t'frarrthat they were * hollering” 
for Plymouth. In  the last half of the 
ninth, with the score 9 to l |in  favor of 
Plymouth, a decision was so outrage­
ously rank, th a t the Plymouth mana­
gers pulled the team from the field and 
forfeited the game to South Lyon.

Beaten .down wath either a hatchet 

or a meat cleaver, while attempting 
to defend the many Thousands of dob 
lars’ worth of jewelry and other val­
uables in his pawn shop at 42 Monroe 
avenue, Detroit.,! Joseph Moyer,- a 
wealthy Jew. 54 years old, was butch­
ered in his shop early Friday evening 
while hundreds of persons were pass­
ing the place, arid the robbers escaped 
with nearly $10,000 in cash and jewel­
ry. Moyer was not. dead when 
found. He was unconscious, but 
he never revived to whisper a 
word as to tpe description of 
identity of his j murdeners. It was 
shortly before 7 in the evening when 
the dying man ftas taken from the 
pawn shop, where he has been engaged 
in business for years, and carried on a 
stretcher to an [ambulance. He was 
conveyed to St. Mary's hospital", where 
he died without [regaining conscious­
ness and before his wife could reach 
him.

The story of the murder. Itself is 
written In blood j on the floor of the 
pawnshop. In a jnarrow pathway be­
tween two showcases <̂ n the right 
hand side of the store Moyer was 
attacked. He was struck over the head, 
with blows raining upon him, until 
he fell unconscious and bleeding t6 
the floor. Then jlike an ox that had 
been stunned in a slaughter house he 
was dragged farther back to permit 
the finishing of the butchery. A trail 
of -blood, smeared upon the floor 
shows how he was dragged from the 
place where he fell, across the reair 
of the store through a narrow ao.oir 
into the little back; office where the 
job was finished and the victim was 
left to his fate. Here fay a puddle of 
blood.

What makes the crime unparalleled 
in the annals of murder in the city 
is the boldness vith which it was ex­
ecuted. the almost incredible brutality 
with which the helpless victim was 
slain and the lirge amount of boot# 
that was securea.

The Russ, Novoe Vremya and other 
representative Russian papers counsel 
patience for the brief interval before 
the meetings of the peace plenipoten­
tiaries and dwell on the futility of a t­
tacking men of straw before it Is defi­
nitely known what terms the Japan­
ese propose.

Discussing the1" supposition th a t 'a  
combination of the powers might ex­
ert pressure for the modification of 
extortionate Japanese demands, M. Ne- 
ratoff, spokesman of the foreign of­
fice, declares that Russia never would 
be the mover of such a project, as it 
believes that all questions connected 
with the settlement of the war should 
be decided directly between the two 
countries interested. China, he said, 
had advanced no. claim to compensa­
tion for losses sustained on account 
.of Manchuria being the theater of war, 
but no such claim would be considered.

Emperor Nicholas' martial message 
to the Orenbourg clergy, in which he 
expressed his determination never to 
conclude a piea.ee dishonorable to Rus­
sia or unworthy of her greatness, is 
printed in every paper .in Russia. It 
has struck a responsive chord in many 
quarters, even among the friends of 
peace. For example, the merchants, of 
Moscow, who are largely old believers 
and who control much of the wealth 
of-the nation; are sending an address 
to Gen. Linevitch to express confidence 
that the army will defend Russia’s 
honor and that a humiliating peace 
will not be made.

The tone of the Russian press 
grows more warlike as the peace con­
ference draws nigh a n d th e  govern­
ment on all sides is urged to resist 
humiliating demands even at the cost 
of continuing the war. "Peace on the 
Japanese terms as outlined by Mr. Sa­
to.” says the Russ, which is the first 
paper to comment seriously on the 
Sato Interviews, "caji only be an a r­
mistice.” The Russ, which has now 
the largest liberal following, finds the 
Japanese demands far from moderate' 
and sees little chance of the confer­
ence ending successfully, if Mr. Sato 
has corerctly stated the Japanese po­
sition, but it appears to believe that 
Baron Komura’s spoke^aan is acting 
"on his own responsibility,” or scepts 
a possible bluff io pave the way for 
the acceptance of actual and more 
moderate terms by Japan.

It was arranged 
that Mocre and Milton, Jesse ’and 
Leonard Rawlins were to go -to the 
Carter home and kill the parents as 
they sat a t the supper table. When 
the children ran out they were to be 
shot down. The assassins, however, 
arrived after the evening meal, and 
only succeeded in killing two of the 
children who came into the yard 
Moore confessed the plot.

HORRIBLE TORTURE INFLICTED

BY SLUGGERS.

The latest witness against him, a 
French merchant who remained in the 
fortress throughout the siege, but who 
is how at Marseilles, is very strong in 
his condemnation of Gen. Stoessel.

This is now proved beyond all doubt, 
as the Japanese found, according to 
their official report, in the storehouses 
of the fallen fortress, 980 tons of salt 
beef, -81,00 pairs of boots, 6,000 tons of 
flour and grain, 102,000 suits of under­
wear, and 200,600,00.0 cartridges and 
shells. When Gen. Stoessel left the for­
tress his personal belongs filled 32 
large baggage vans, while the privates 
were dressed in rags.” The testimony 
of this merchant will go far towards 
convicting this sham hero, who so 
shamefully abused his position to en­
rich himself.

The van, together with an in­
dependent body of cavalry, advanced 
by forced marches, attacking and dis­
lodging the enemy and holding the 
northern extremity of Rykoff and 
rushed into the town. Confused street 
fighting ensued, but the town was com­
pletely taken at 8:30 o'clock in the 
morning.”

The dispatch then recites that the 
enemy was pursued six miles south of 
Rykoff, where 2)00 men w*ere killed and 
500 captured.

B ir d s  w ith  L arge  A p p e t ite s
Despite the fact that “the appqtite 

of «a bird” has i become a common 
phrase for ligh t eating, investigations 
show that birds; are tremendous feed­
ers. The diet qf the average kestrel 
(a small European hawk) is calculat­
ed a t 1,000 mice* a month, to say noth­
ing of insects and worms. The barn 
owl is as voracidus as the kestrel. An 
investigator, after caging one of these 
birds, gave it seven mice one after 
the other. The; first six immediately 
disappeared, each with a gobble and a 
gulp, and the owl did its very best to 
treat the seventh in a  like manner. 
Limitations of abdominal capacity, 
however, prevented, and though the 
gobble came off the gulp did not, sq 
that for twenty iminutes or so the tall 
of the seventh j mouse dangled from 
the corner of th]p bird’s beak. But in 
due course it swallowed the body, and 
three hours la ter the pangs of hun­
ger reasserted themselves and the 
owl ate four more mice.

Experiments with a caged robin led 
to some surprising results. At the end 
of three weeks It was found that in 
order to keep ujp its weight the bird 
required about fourteen feet of earth­
worms a day, or an equivalent in 
other solid food. A robin in good con­
dition weighs as nearly as possible 
one ounce. Fourteen feet of earth­

worms weigh two ounces and a  half. 
In other words the bird devours, in 
health, about two and a half times its 
own weight of solid food in the course 
of every twenty-four hours. A man 
of 168 pounds, if he were to equal this 
performance in proportion to his size, 
would require a daily allowance of 
forty large legs of mutton. .

Four pounds would be a heavy 
weight for a heron. Yet one of those 
birds, which was trapped In England 
in 1890, disgorged- two recently swal?. 
lowed trout, one of which weighed 
two pounds and the other one and one- 
half pounds. Another, captured In 
1893, had contrived to put away three 
trout averaging three-quarters of a 
pound apiece, although it was only 4 
months old, and another had dined 
upon seven small trout, together with 
a  mouse and a thrush.

Among the greediest birds are wood 
pigeons, which will continue to gulp 
down f6od until their crops are almost 
a t the bursting point. From one of 
these birds, shot as it was returning 
from a raid in the fields, no fewer 
than 800 grains of wheat were taken. 
Another had contrived to cram down 
no fewer than 600 peas.- A third was 
endeavoring to sustain nature with 
180 beech nuts and a  fourth with sixty 
acorns.

E a r ly  D a y s  in  C a lifo r n ia
In his “Gold Hunters of California” 

Thomas E. Farish tells some interest­
ing anecdotes of; the men of the early 
days. The following concerns “Fight­
ing Jack” Hayes, the first sheriff of 
San Francisco cjounty: “Hayes never 
drilled his command; with him it was 
‘Come on, boysl’ and: they followed 
where he led. j After the battle of 
Monterey, in which his gallantry was 
conspicuous, a number of young lieu­
tenants, graduates of W est Point, 
vfsited his camp to pay their compli­
ments to ‘Fighting Jack.’

Mffny persons, no doubt, will con- 
clqdle that there Is practically no 
chance of securing such desirable 
prizes as the large sums of money— 
five prizes each Worth £8,000—offered 
by the Nobel bequest, where i t  is ab­
solutely needful, to have attainments 
of both a learned and brilliant nature; 
yet, says Tit Bits, a study of the fol­
lowing particulars of prizes which are 
being offered today ‘ will show that 
there are other splendid opportunities 
well within the scope of most people.

Among the many varieties of cactus 
there is one which is known as the 
prickly pear; it is a rather attractive 
looking plant, but its leaves are cov­
ered with hair sharp enough to pierce 
the hands of any one who Is so rash 
as to touch it. The plant came orig­
inally from America, but after it was 
introduced in some manner or other 
into Queensland it spread so rapidly 

land to such an extent that in some 
districts it has practically destroyed 
all other'vegetation. The Queensland 
government is still offering a reward 
of £5,000 to any one who can devise 
a method by which it can be complete­
ly eradicated.

The Britsh consul a t Palermo n o t! 
long since sent a dispatch to the For- | 
eign Office containing information re -1 
gardlng a  premium, of £2,000 that the 
municipality of Catania is offering. 
In order to encourage local industrial [ 
enterprise this sum is to be awarded 
to the individual who establishes ] 
some new industry in the town. This i 
trade is to be of such a nature (‘that j 
it will employ not fewer than 100 ! 
workmen. . A further £1,000 will be j 
paid, for every additional fifty hands 
that are afterward, employed. These 
sums would be payable a t the end of 
the jvear in five equal instalments.

Five hundred pounds is to bfe ob­
tained from the goverrfment of Hoi- | 
land. As most people are aware, the [ 
Dutch are the most expert diamond j 
cutters in the world, but in this d ia -; 
mond cutting it is necessary to use | 
an alloy which is dangerous to health. 
Is it possible to find a method of doing 
without the aid of this alloy?

Again, to turn to a very different 
source of money making-by competi­
tion, there is £500 being offered by 
the well known firm of Ricord«i & Co. 
In order to encourage English opera 
th a t firm has offered this prize to be 
competed for by English subjects 
alone, and has guaranteed to produce 
the successful work a t the Royal Op­
era House, Covent Garden. M. Mas­
senet has already been secured as one 
of the adjudicators.

Women can gain a  prize of £200 
which Is being offered by the Wom­
en's Institute of Science a t Naples; it 
Is to be given for the best work on 
any subject of scientific research, but 
it must be based on independent labor­
atory experiments.

Another interesting subject is “The 
best, least irksome, and least costly 
method of securing the male able- 
bodied youth of this country for serv­
ice in the regular or auxiliary forces 
as existing, and for expanding these 
forces In the time of war.” Far the 
three best essays dealing with .these 
topics-the Royal United Service Insti­
tution offers prizes consisting of 100 
guineas, 36 guineas and 10 guineas.

Punishm ent of M alefactors in England 
In Y ear 1663.

In the early days of public execu­
tions, it was no uncommon thing for 
the condemned man to be hanged on 
the scene of the crime, or even a t  his 
borne. Mr. Pepys attended such a 
spectacle on Jan. 21, 1663, for we read 
the following entry in'hiS' diary:

"Up. and after sending [my wife to 
r:. Aunt' W right’s to get a-place to 
see Turner hanged, I to jthe ’Change, 
and, seeing people flock in the city,' I 
inquired and found that Turner was 
nfcrt yet hanged; so* I went among 
them to Leadenhali street, a t the end 
of Lyme street, near wherej the rob­
bery was done, and to sjt. liffary Axe,

• cart, in great pain, above an hour be­
fore the execution was done, he delay­
ing the time by long discourses and 
prayers, one after another, in hopes 
of a reprieve; but none came, and at 
last was flung off. the ladder in his 
cloak.

Pruning Two-Year-CId Vinss.* 
After the vines have made two sum- 

' ers' growth they will be old enough 
' 1 a t they may safely be allowed to 
rroriuce^some fruit. In pruning a vine 
f fruiting age the following points 

should be kept in mind: The fruit is 
; rodnce‘d on shoots which start In 
• ring from the new wood fibat formed 
’ie season before, aflld. it it; best that 
’ new cane which formed the sea­

son before be attached to wood only 
one year older than itself. It is de­
sirable. then, to keep the bearing wood 
as near the root system as -possible 
by annually cutting back the vines. It 
is also well to produce two new 
shoots from near the ground c-ach year 
which are not allowed to produce any 
fruit the year they are formed,.-bqt 
which will be retailed as the bearing 
canes for the subsequent year. Keep­
er ' these points in mind, the pruning 
of thfc bearing vine should be as fol­
lows; First, select the two new 
strong shoots nearest th'e roots of the 
v4ne' and cut them back to short spurs 
cbntaining ■ three buds each. These 
short spurs are for the purpose of pro- 
duc*"'r the bearing wood for the suc­
ceeding year. If fruit forms on the 
canes produced from these spurs the 
first year it Should be pinched off. As 
soon as these two spurs have been cut 
back select the next two strong canes 
above them as fruiting canes for the 
current year and cut each of them 
back to three or four feet in length. 
After being pruned then the wood of 
the vine is restricted to the two short 
spurs near the ground and to the two 
fruiting canes of new wood above the 
spurs. If these two fruiting canes 

contain side branches during the win­
ter these side branches should be cut 
off at the time [Of pruning.— Prof. J. C. 
Whitten.

He 
can now secure varieties which are 
hardy in this locality.

The aesthetic sense of the 
pec/le also grows with their ability 
to feiatity  this desire. People are 
building better houses and surround­
ing them with windbreaks and orna­
mental trees.”
