NEW ORLEANS BATTLING
TO STOP SPREAD OF
FEVER.

PLOT TO BLOW UP THE PRESI-
DENT'* TRAIN WAS FOILED
BY OFFICIALS.

CHINA WARNED TO KEEP TREATY
CONDITIONS WITH UNITED
States.

Cases Increase.

Record-breaking numbers of new
yellow fever cases. 105, and of new
fever centers 24, were reported in New
Orleans Saturday through, the exer-
tions of Marine hospital inspectors.
The day’s death list of nine yellow
fever victims equals Friday’s Record,
which surpassed previous records for
the present visitation.

With the exception of a few squares,
all of New Orleans below Canal street
Is now practically infected with yel-
low fever. "While most havoc has been
caused in this portion of New Orleans,
where foreigners live, the disease has
spread to many places in what is
known as the American quarter, above
Canal street. Most cases lu the Am-
erican quarter are isolated, however.
Health officers are still unable to as-
sert whether the' high water mark of
daily new cases has been reached.
About 15 per cent of all those thus
far stricken with yellow fever have
recovered, the deaths being about one
in every six persons infected.

Didn’t Frighten the President.

That Erie railroad officials were
alarmed for the safety of President-
Roosevelt on his way from Chautau-
qua to Jersey City, Saturday, is shown
by the fact made known that the presi-
dent’s car did not- come in over the
main line*,Instead, the Chautaugtta
special was broken in two at Buffalo.
N. Y. and the presidental party was
brought in by a roundabout way over
two small branch roads.

Alarm regarding the impending
financial crisis in consequence of the
Chinese boycott of American goods is
increasing. President Roosevelt has
instructed Minister Rockhill to warn
China that the United States will in-
sist on the full observance of article
15 of the Tien TsIn treaty of 1858,
which provides that "at each ,of the-
ports open to “commerce, citizens of
the United States shall be permitted
to import, from abroad, and sell, pur-
chase and export all merchandise of
which the importation or exportation
is not prohibited by the laws of the
empire.”

THE PHILIPPINES.

SECRETARY TAFT TELLS THE
FILIPINOS THE U. S. POLICY.

Secretary Taft outlined the Philip-
pine policy of the administration at a
dinner tendered by Manila Filipipos.
There has been- much unrest in the
islands of lhte owing to fear that the
McKinley policy was being deviated
from. Secretary Taft assured his au
ditors that the great majority o’
Americans, whose exponent President
Roosevelt is, “believe that it is jthe
duty of the United. States to prepare
the Filipinos for self-government This
will require a generation and probably
longer.  The president desires me to
say to the Filipinos that he feels
charged with the duty of maintaintof
the sovereignty of the United Stgj*s
here as an instrument of the gradua’
“education and elevation of the whole
Filipino people to a self-governing
community."”

The secretary affirmed that a popu-
lar assembly would be formed, if no
insurrection existed, in April. 1907.

The administration's policy, he said,
was the Philippines for the” Filipinos.
If the American officers were not in
sympathy with this pblicy and with
the natives they would be recalled.

Humus in Orchard Soils.

The Noil of “the orchard frequently
becomes exhausted without the owner
suspecting It In many orchards the
grass is mowed and made into hay.
This removes annually a certain
amount of humus from”the ground. In
the meantime the trees themselves are
removing humus by their roots and
putting it into fruit and foliage. The
:ruit is carted away, and tho leaves fall
to the ground. These leaves do not
get back into the groun”r-to form hu-
mus, as they would in 4 'state of na-
ture, hut are driven by/the wind into
windrows and. then raked up and
burned by the orchaTdist, intent upon
improving the appearance of his orch-
ard, or of destroying the insects and
fungi that are on the leavgs and twigs
mjngled with them. Under modern
orcharding these processes cannot be
changed. The supply of humus, how-
ever, must® be kept up, and there Is
no other \"ay of doing this than 7>y
plowing in large quantities of farm
yard manure, or of growing legumi-
nous crops to be turned under. All
these are commended for the use of
the orchard1st whose orchard gives
signs of failing in productiveness, or
of becoming mbre subject to drouth.
The less humus there is in the soil,
the more quickly does It harden during
the dry spell. The more humus there
is in the soil, the more mellow is It
and the easier does it resist drouth.

Show Cows.
A dairyman well says that there
are show cows and there are
real milkers and sometimes the

show cow carries off the prize when
she is really inferior to the other cow.
A show cow may be a really good cow,
but sometimes she is of ojjly moderate
quality. The show cow has a soft
skin, proving that she has had the
proper amount of protein in her feed;
she has silky hair and a big udder.
The big udder indicates that she gives
a lot of milk, at least at times, but
it does not prove that she gives milk
ten months in the year. We have
known cows of that class thaf* gave
milk for not more than six months.
The man that pays a big price for a
cow simply because she is a show cow
and has won prizes frequently makes
a mistake unless he wants to purchase
her for the raising of more show
cows.

Repair Houses Now.

While the weather is favorable to
the outdoor existence of the floik Is
the time to repair the houses in which
the poultry are to spend the winter.
The cracks have become larger with
the swelling and shrinking of the
boards, some panes of glass have beer
broken, and the doors have become
partly detached from their hinges
Makeshifts will do through the sum-
mer mouths, but they are not safe tc
be used in winter. ~Such Conditions
cause drafts, colds, and finally rout
appears, which will- sometimes stay
by the flock through the whole winter
The warmer the pen or house the more
necessary is it that there should be nc
cold drafts; for'heated. fowls catch
cold more readily than fowls that ex
ist in a low temperature.

Milk Powder.

We are hearing a great deal
about milk powder and milk pow-
der tfactories. One would think
that'someone had stock to sell'by the
number of notices appearing in the
press of the country relative to the
milk powders and the places whrre
they are made. It is just as well to go
a little slow in accepting as a great
boon the advent of the dried milk en-
terprises. ~ The Dried Milk Company
of England has just sent out Its first
report, which shows a deficit of $58-
500 in fifteen months. The people
that have Invested in stock there are
said' to feel very uncomfortable abou'
the safety of their investments.

Sheep and Weeds.
Some of the ragged farms we

see about us would be improved
by the keeping of sheep. Even
if the sheep were turned into

the grain field after the harvest the
work of weed destruction would be a
valuable one. This supposes of course
that the fields and pastures are prop-
erly fenced. Weeds are a great pest,
in the grain fields, though this is not
recognized, as the grain overtops
the weedB. It is asserted that one-
fourth of all the plant food la Gitr
grain fields goes to feed weeds and aot

the grain. Sheep will eat almost all
kinds of weeds that grow on oiv
farms.

1Grain jrv Shock.
After the wheat and oats are
cut and in shocks- many are apt
to think that the crop is se-

cure, and are really careless about it
Whether the grain ia to be stacked,
or threshed out of shock, it should be
taken care of to preventel'os% “Cap
sheaves afe apt to be blown off; to
case of prolonged wet weather the
grain Us apt to sprout.

Newspapers Can’t Say a Word.

A thorough enforcement of the anti
lottery law is urged on Jpost-masters
and all other postal employes in a
general order promulgated by Post-
master Geoeral Cortelyou. The order
says that the terms of the law bar
“endless chain” enterprises, so called
“gift concerns,” or similar enterprises
offering prizes dependent on lot or
chance, including “guessing” or “esti-
mating” contests for prizes, as well as
drawings and raffles of every kind
.whether general or local, for money-or
otherwise, for private gain or in aid of
charitable, educational, or religious
objects.

Postmasters say regarding the order
that instructions are to enforce it rigid-
ly and to the letter. Newspapers
printing advertisements or news items
relating to any of the prohibited enter-
prises subject themselves to exclusion
from the mails.

Rev. Charles L. Church, a superanu-
ated minister of the Methodist Church,
died at- his home in N.orth Village,
Saturday night.

Rev. C. L. Church was born in Phila-
delphia, Pa., August 7,1838, and came
:to Michigan in i860, when he joined the
Detroit conference of the M. E. church
as a regular itinerant. Forthirty years
he traveled circuits in various parts of
the State, obedieutjto the commands of
his church. He ~became a Superanu-
ate in 1890and soon after located in
Plymouth, where he spent' the remain-
der of bis lidJde in quiet retirement. He
was married Sept. 13,1862 to Caroling
0. Jagques, who now survives him, with
two daughters, Mrs. Nellie Shattuck of
this village and Mrs. Elizabeth-French
of Davison. He was best loved by
those who knew him best and his per-
sonal piety and sincerity of life won
for him the respect of all classes. He
was taken ill suddenly on Saturday and
gradually sank until after midnight
when the end came in peaceful hari
mony with his living. * <}

For Registry of Births.

The system for the registration, of
birthS'Whieh has-been in use in Michi-
gan for many years was never sat-
isfactory and has at last been suc-
ceeded by one Jiaving the endorse!;
United States census
authorities and of all progressive
registration states. *

In the past it has been the duty of
the supervisor in each township of
city.to prepare a list of all births which
had occurred during the proceeding
year, from inquiries made at the time
of his annual visit to the home'of
each citizen of his district. ..That
seems simple enough, but iu actual
practice it has been found to be in-
sufficient, as the average supervisor
has failed to secure the information
covering more than a small traction
of the total number, even though the
law allowed him ten cents for every
name returned.

The last legislature-passed the Mef
Carthy bill “to provide for the immed-
ate registration of births and the re-l
quiring of certificates of births,” and
it will go into effect with the opening
of the new year January 1,1906. Brief-
ly the law requires certificates’of births
to be fifed by attending physicians and
midwives with the local registrars
within ten days after birth, and local!
registrars are to make a' monthly re-
turn of the original certificates to the
state deDftrtment and a quarterly-re-
port to the county clerks. It is said
that there is no better law for this
purpose in the country and if effect-
ively executed Michigan will at once,
come to the front among the most ad-
vanced cominunities-in {his important'
respect

Michigan Game Laws.

Michigan now has 2what Senator!
Baird and the-Isporting enthusiasts ini
this legislature claim is the best pro-
tective game law the state ever had.

It opens (the fall shooting season
September 1 and closes {January 1, the
same season being open*Tor all game
birds. No person shall take more
than 50 ducks intone” day, nor have
more than 75in his possession at any
one time. No person shall have any
game in his possession five days after
the season closes. Non-residents may
ship 50 duck out of the state.

A closed season has been declared
on quail for two years.

The deer liceasegfor residents has
been increased from 75 cents to $L5a
thus giving the game warden’s de*
partment 810,000 from that source of
revenue, instead of $5,000. The numf
ber of deer which any one person can
take is reduced from three to two*
Non-residents may ship one deer out
of the state. Shooting deer* whlie
they are in the water is prohibited.

The most striking feature-'of Eski-
mo folk-lore is its thoroughly human
character, says a writer In the Inter-j
national Quarterly. In a strict sense
of the term the bulk of Eskimo tradi-
tion is not mythology but hero tales.
‘Which reflect with remarkable faithful-
ness the social condition and religious
beliefs of the people. . They treat of
visits to fabulous tribes, of murder
and revenge, of mercy and recom-
pense of feats of shamanism and of
witchcraft. The supernatural enters
Into them, but only as it enters into
-the everyday life of the people, to
whom witches, guardian spirits J

shamans, giants and dwarfs are existt 1
In this sense most of m

Ing realities.
the Eskimo tales are true tales taken j
from life and show a great lack of im- ,
aginative power.

Setting aside this group of hero
tales, there remain only a few entire-
ly disconnected myths. One of them i
tells how a woman was mutilated by |
her father, who cut off her finger
Joints one after the other. From
these joints originated the sea mam-
mals and the woman became their
mistress. Another myth tells of tne
origin of sun and moon, who in the
beginning were human beings, a
brother and a sister, and who were
taken up to the sky.
