The treaty of peace between Russia 
and Japan was signed by the repre­
sentatives [of the two empires at 
3:47 p. m. Tuesday. On the instant 
of the consummation of the great 
historical act, a  salute was fired at 
the United States Navy yard on 
Kittery point. Both Russian and Jap-- 
anese fniss|ons on their arrival a t the 
navy yard jj were received at the en­
trance of the building by Admiral) 
Mead, whild two companies of marines 
commandedj by Major Moses rendered 
military honors.

The copies of the 'treaty  oC peace 
brought to; the navy yard had been 
carefully compared by the secretaries 
of

the  Russian 
highest courtes: 
finally he begged! to assure the Rus­
sian plenipotentiaries that it would 
be. his duty as well as his pleasure to 
do everything in his pow^r td make 
the treaty in fact what it professes 
to be In words—a treaty of peace and 
amity.

At the conclusion of Baron Ko- 
mhra’s remarks^ M. W itte arose and 
sptid h^* desired to see Baron de Rosen 

-and the Japanese plenipotentiaries 
alone for a few minutes. The four 
retired to the Russian office and were 
closeted /o r  10 minutes. W hat trans­
pired in th a t final conference of the 
peacemakers the world may never 
know. The plenipotentiaries have re­
fused to discuss it even to their sec­
retaries.

While the conference was in prog­
ress the secretaries were affixing the 
official seal to the treaty, mere being 
four seals to each or the four copies. 
Upon tjieir return to the->pdnference, 
the plenipotentiaries then signed the 
protocol of their last meeting, which 
records the signing of the treaty, sept. 
5, 1905, at 3:50 In the Portsmouth 
navy yard.

After this there was general hand 
shaking and a buffet luncheon was 
served, the Russians and Japanese in­
formally drinking each other's health.

DEADLY BOMB.
BARCELONA, SPAIN, IN PANIC 

OVER A DASTARD’S WORK.
A bomb exploded with terrific force 

Sunday afternoon on the Marine Pa­
rade, in Barcelona, which was thronged 
with holiday makers. A panic ensued 
and the air was rent with th|,e shrieks 
and groans pf the victims, who num­
bered between thirty and sixty, includ­
ing one woman killed and five persons 
mortally wounded.

The bomb was conical in shane and 
coverej^with cement. The perpetrator 
of-the" outrage is unknown. One wit­
ness states that early in the morning 
a child was seen to deposit a bomb at 
the foot of a tree, while another ver­
sion is that the bomb was .placed at 
the foot of a tree during the afternoon, 
and that the-m en who were seen to 
place It there were injured by its pre­
mature explosion.

Ellison a t  Home.
Byron Ellison, husband of Mrs. Kit­

tle Ellison, whose testimony convicted 
Tom Sherman-'and Frank Weakley of 
the murder of Joseph Moyer, the De­
troit pawnbroker, resumed his duties 
as stationary engineer in the Thaj-er 
building, Kansas City, Monday. Ellison 
was -given a cordial welcome by his 
friends and acquaintances in the build­
ing. Everyone who saw him  shook 
hands with him and in many other 
ways expressed satisfaction over his 
return. Several others of the Kansas 
City Southern Co. went down into the 
dark sub-basement where Ellison 
works- to tell him they were pleased to 
see him back and to reiterate their 
confidence in his integrity.

Mr. Ellison talked freely about his 
wife and her connection with the men 
who murdered the Detroit pawnbroker. 
When asked if he had forgiven his 
wife, he replied: “Yes, we are. fully 
reconciled. I feel a  good deal better 
than I did. We had a happy family 
reunion after the trial. She did not 
know that Sherman and Weakley 
were criminals; she did not know that 
a murder had been committed, until 
after she returned from Cleveland to 
Detroit. She found it out by reading 
the papers. Sherman met her at the 
boat on the way to Cleveland and gave 
her a small sack containing about $200 
worth of diamonds.

“When she read of the murder she 
returned to Kansas City fc-r the ex­
press purpose of telling me all about 
it, but she could not muster courage 
and I. read it in the papers. When I 
heard my wife’s name bandied about 
as an associate of criminals and mur­
derers I went to her. 1 am very glad 
I did go.”

An U nnatural M other.
A confessed accomplice in the mur­

der of her 2-year-old daughter, whose 
mutilated body was subsequently 
bathed and neatly clad in its best 
clothes and then tossed Into the open 
doorway of a West Side tenement 
house in New York, Agnes Hyland, 
aged 23 years, was locked up. Gustave 
Denser, a plumber, with whom the 
woman lived as a housekeeper, is also 
under aiTest. The mother told the 
police that Denser killed her baby girl 
Gertrude because it “was in the way,” 
and th a t she helped to dispose of the 
body.

Accofding to the mother, the child 
who was an attractive, robust young­
ster, .with a profusion of light curly 
hair and blue eyes, was beaten to 
death, the previous night because Dem 
ser^ frj^o has three children o f his own, 
objected to fter presence in the home.

Coming Strike.
A general strike of anthracite coal 

miners, the greatest in the history oi 
this country, is threatened within a 
few months, when the agreement 
forced upon the operators by the arbi­
tration commission in thq; strike ol 
1902 comes, to an end. This strike will 
involve every anthracite- miner in the 
countrj', numbering over 150,000 men 
on one side, led by John Mitchell, and 
the fcoal trust, with the eleven great 
coal carrying railroads, on the other. 
If precedent is to be followed, millions 
of dollars will be wasted on the part 
ef the miners, blood will be shed, and 
the public treated tor another severe* 
lesson in the blessings of enforced 
thrift and the folly of bodily comfort. 
Neither the coal trust nor the railroads 
will lose a dollar through the strike. 
They have been fortifying themselves 
in anticipation of the struggle which 
will either shatter the miners’ union 
into powerless units, oy force the oper­
ators into a  further peace treaty.

Millions upon millions of tons of an­
thracite have been scattered among 
various storage places along the big 
coal roads in Pennsylvania. Altogether 
there are about, 4.0,000,000 tons tbgs 
hoarded. The total annual output of 
the coal trust for the. past three years 
has been about 6o,00p,00Q tons, of 
which only 50,000,000 tons a year ap­
proximately has been consumed. The 
operators do hot fear the coming strug­
gle. They rather welcome it. The 
closing down of the mines for even 
a year could not hurt them to any 
extent. They openly boast that their 
position Is impregnable.

ONEIDAS’ SACRED STONE.

Last Relic of Once Powerful Tribe 
Now in a U tica Cem etery.

Just within the gates of Forest Hill 
cemetery a t Utica, N. Y., the visitor 
sees a  curious.oval stoiie resting upon 
a grass plot. TA century ago Oneida 
county. \ras the reservation of the 
powerful tribe of Oneida Indians, the 
second nation in the Confederation of 
the Iroquois.

The first settlement of "the Oneidas, 
so their history runs, was near the 
lake which bears their name, a  cen­
tury before Columbus steered his ships 
into Western seas. It was there that 
they found the stone rind adopted it 
as their sacrificial afttir. “Onia” is 
the dialect word for stone and from 
it comes “Oneida.” the tribal name, 
“children of the stone.”

As the tribe increased in numbers, 
veneration of the mondlith grew until 
it became the indispensable shrine of 
the Oneidas. When the nation re­
moved from the region of. the lake to 
their encampment where now is the 
town of Stockbridge, the rock, accord­
ing to their legend, went before them 
without the assistance of human 
hands, and deposited itself in the cen­
ter of a  butternut grove overlooking a 
wide and fertile valley.

In this wood it remained until the 
influx_ of the white settlers and the 
march of civilization dispersed the 
tribe. In 1849, when the Forest Hill 
cemetery, a t Utica, was laid out, tho 
trustees learned that Jame3 Gregg of 

,stockbridge, dn whose farm the slone 
rested, was desirous that it should be 
removed to some public enclosure. Its 
removal was thereupon secured.

At the dedication of the cemetery 
the remnants of the once powerful na­
tion and a handful of Onondagas were 
present. Their head chief, Ononsogon, 
made an address which was the vale­
dictory of 'th e  Oneidas. The little 
group of Indians then sang their na­
tional songs around the relic and sur­
rendered it to the care of their white 
brethren. To-day the tribe has com­
pletely lost its identity.

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Gain in A siatic Exports.
During the ten months ending with 

April the exports of domestic produce 
from the Upited, States to Asia were 
$99,622,763. For the same period a 
year ago they were $49,970,731. The 
ffbrease Is nearly $50,000,000' or 100 
jper cent. American exports to Asia 
during these ten months were greater 
than to South America, Oceanica and 
Africa combined.

The 100 per cent increase in ex­
ports to Asia is all the more signifi­
cant in view of the fact that our ex­
port total to all countries was some­
what less, and to Europe notably re­
duced. There was a shrinkage of 
nearly $75,000,000 in American exports 
to Europe, ahd of about $6,000,000 to 
Africa; while exports to Oceanica 
were about the same as during the 
same period last year. To South 
America our exports increased $4,000,- 
000. to Canada, $23,000,000. and to 
Asia close upon $50,000,000. Conse­
quently two-thirds of all export gains 
for the fiscal year to date have been 
our commerce with Asia.

L IG H T S  NOT NEEDED.

English S cientist Says Sun’s Effect on 
Man is Bad.

Dr. Charles E* Woodruff has made 
an exceedingly interesting 'investiga­
tio n ’of the effects of tropical light on 
white men. The origin of his investi­
gation was an attempt to prove or dis­
prove the theory that the skin pig­
mentation of man served to exclude 
the short or actinic rays of light 
whose action is to destroy living pro­
toplasm.

If this theory is true it will ex­
plain a t once many anthropological 
riddles. We find’ in it a reason why 
white men, while capital colonizers in 
cold or temperate regions and saga­
cious administrators of tropical Col­
onies, have failed when they attempt­
ed themselves to colonize in hot coun­
tries; why blond types prevail in the 
cloudy, almost sunless regions of the 
north of Europe, brunette types in the 
dazzlingly light countries bordering 
on the Mediterranean, and the negro 
in Central Africa; and why the type 
of man living in the tireless city is 
less blond than that of the country­
man who has during a large portion 
o f 'h is  outdoor life the protection, of 
woodland and orchard.

Dr...Woodruff soon felt bound to ad­
mit that the. sun is not the beneficent 
deity we thought him to be as we 
worshipped, but that he delights in 
sacrifices and slays ruthlessly those 
who tru s t in him. It is hapd to be­
lieve that man does not need the light 
and it almost a shock to be made 
to- realize that “the vast majority of 
land -animals live in absolute dark­
ness.” Yet Dr. Woodruff leaves little 
reason to doubt his statements, for be­
sides the cogency of his reasoning 
from universally accepted facts, he 
fairly bristles with authorities whom 
he cites in support of his position.

ALWAYS CUT IT OUT.

European Surgeon U rges O peration 
in Each A ppendicitis Case.

Dr. Maragliano, the famous Euro­
pean surgeon pleads strongly for oper­
ation in every case of appendicitis, no 
m atter what stage the disease is in. 
He argues that when one considers 
the large variety in type in cases of 
appendicitis the possibility that even 
a mild case may suddenly change 
within a few hours or less and be­
come alarming, he' considers opera­
tion the only logical treatment.

Those cases which would have got 
better if left alone are, he urges, none 
the worse for operation,, and some of 
the cases which are lost from too late 
operation might be saved. ’

He, of course, recognizes the fact 
that a large number of cases of ap­
pendicitis get perfectly well under or­
dinary medical treatment, and that, 
some of these may be successfully op­
erated upon in the quiescent stage— 
that is, after the acute symptoms are 
passed. But, on the other hand, if 
one waits until th e , acute symptoms 
have subsided1* there is no "doubt, he 
says,' some cases will never survive, 
and the chance of operation has gone 
by fqrever.

Two fires in two successive nigfits— 
Sunday and Monday—both of sus­
pected incendiary origin, placed the 
people of the village in a state of ex­
citement and indignation that called 
for prompt action by the authorities 
and a t the council meeting Tuesday 
evening a reward of $300 was author­
ized to be paid for the arrest apd con­
viction of the person or persons re­
sponsible. I t  is hoped the am ount will 
be sufficient inducement for detectives 
to take the m atter in hand and that 
the guilty parties will be brought to 
justice. More or less lawlessness has 
been prevalent in the village for some 
time, the town and vicinity being the 
abiding place of a number of characters 
to whom the crimes may be attributed, 
but against whom no direct proof can be 
obtained. I t is alleged some of these 
fellows are connected with respectable 
families. *yhe action of the council 
in offering a  reward, while, it may not 
accomplish the desired end, will natu ­
rally make the lawbreakers less con­
spicuous for a time at least.

August Micol was awakened last 
Sunday night about twelve o’clock and 
found the rear of his dwelling all 
ablaze. The fire burned so rapidly 
that he was uBable to save but little 
of his household goods, only a couch, 
a sewing machine and a few other ar­
ticles being saved. . The house was a 
smaM one situated on the edge of the 
village aiid had burned to the ground 
when the fire departm ent arrived, and 
their services, were of no avail. Mr. 
Micol states they had had no fire in 
the house on Sunday, ex& pt a gasoline 
stove, and (he believes the fire was of 
incendiary’ origin. When seen by a 
neighbor, the rear part about the chim­
ney was all ablaze. An insurance of 
$600 was carried on house and con­
tents.

The KruinmJ brothers, of Livonia, 
were driving home from the -Labor' 
Day celebration in Plymouth Monday 
night about twelve o’clock, when they 
discovered a fire about a window of 
the Wilcox mill. They immediately 
turned about and notified the owners, 
John and George Wilcox, and the boys 
lost no time in getting down to thjb 
mill and to extinguish the blaze. I t 
was fortunate the fire was discovered 
when it was, as seemingly it had only 
started  a few minutes before and only 
a few boards had been scorched. I t  
was put out without much difficulty. 
Further investigation as to the cause 
of the fire, made it undoubtedly the 
work of an iDcendiarv. The window 
had-been broken, boards having been 
nailed across on the inside. These 
boards and the wall of the mill, as well 
as the ground under the window, were 
found saturated with kerosene oil, the 
smell being very noticeable. The fire 
companies turned out promptly, their 
services, however, note being needed. 
The fire bug made a mistake in touch­
ing the match too early in the.evening, 
when many people had not yet gone 
home. It is surmised that the fire, had 
it obtained a start, would have drawn 
many people out and in their absence, 
the opportunity would have been 
taken to rob and burglarize. The plan

The Pablk Gets Hit Both Ways.

FreA Press:—The intim ation that 
the prioe of coal will advance in De- 
roit within thirty days may serve as a 
w arning to tardy buyers, b a t it must 
occasion little surprise. The prospects 
of difficulty between the operators and 
miners when the present agreement 
expires next spring need not; arouse 
any great concern, aside from Ijhe pos­
sible inconvenience resulting ifrom a 
curtailed output. An advance from 
any cause whatever is not productive 
of hilarity, but increasing the cost of 
coal has become sp common a  practice 
as to be considered almost a m atter of 
course. The announcement tihat the 
miners will demand an eight hoar day 
for the present nine-hour one and an 
increase in pay points to but one con 
elusion. There may be a strike or 
there may not, but the outcome can be 
foretold so far as the general public is 
concerned. I f  the miners are success 
ful in their contention, it means tl*at 
the consumer will be called upon to 
doutribute the am ount needed to meet 
the advance in wages. I f  - a . strike is 
declared, the man dependent upon the 
coal barons for his fuel will be forced 
to pay any price they may see fit to 
charge because of the expense in­
volved in fighting the union. • To the 
joiners and the operators the details 
of the threatened struggle may possess 
the deepest significance, but the public 
knows that whatever the final settle­
ment it will get hit going and doming.

ADDS TO BUTTERFLIES' BEAUTV. ODD WAGER IS EASILY WON.

New Yorker Gets Results By Extremes 
of Heat and Cold.

Dr. Otto Seifert, of New York, is 
producing some remarkable results by 
exposing butterflies to heat and cold. 
In this way he has artificially produc­
ed arctic and tropical forms of those 
insects; and, yet more surprising, he 
has evolved in the satne fashion, an­
cient forms, which may have lived 
tens of thousands of years ago, and 
butterflies of the future, so to say, 
which may exist thousands of years 
hence. Though it sounds like a fairy 
talc, it is all quite true. Of course, 
says a writer in the Saturday Evening 
Post, it is in the chrysalis stage that 
the insects are subjected to this treat­
ment. They are put into an ice-box 
or into a hot-box, and then, being ta ­
ken out, are permitted to undergo 
their final transformation, whereupon, 
o f ' course, they appear as' full-fledged 
butterflies. By comparing them with 
ordinary butterflies of the same spe­
cies it is easy to  see what the effect 
of the cold or the heat has been. In­
variably, as Dr.' Seiferjy  has found, 
tbeir colors are made m ath more sub­
dued by the cold and much more vivid 
and brilliant by the heat. By exposing 
local New York butterflies to the trea t­
ment, Dr. Seifert has produced varie­
ties such as would be appropriate to 
Manitoba or Mexico, as indicated by 
their subdued or by thein brilliant col­
oring-varie ties, that is to say, which 
have no actual existence in Nature.

T H E  RECORD IN C H IM N EYS.

Tallest in World Just Completed at 
Tacoma, Wash.

The tallest chimney in the world 
has just been completed at Tacoma. 
Wash. The stack is constructed en­
tirely of concrete, strengthened by 
large steel rod! placed horizontally 
and longitudinally. The height of the 
chimney is 308 feet; inside diameter, 
18 feet; largest outside diameter, 21 
feet. To the height of ninety feet it 
is built double, the outer shell being 
nine inches thick and the inner four 
inches thick, w ith  d five inch air space 
between the two shells. The single 
shell is seven inches thick and 218 
feet high.

The chimney was constructed in 
three sections, acd is reinforced 
throughout by a network of steel rods. 
All the work was done from the in­

side, a scaffold being raised as the 
work progressed. All material was 
hoisted by means of a steel cable a t­
tached to the drum of the engine ope­
rating the concrete mixer.

asked the reason, with some expres­
sion of surprise he answered: “Be­
cause I think my French is as good 
as his English."—London Chronicle.

Benjamin Franklin’s Illustration of 
Sound Business Policy.

The good policy of letting riches fly 
to bring more back is quaintly illus­
trated by Benjamin Franklin, while 
postmaster general, in  telling of the 
American postoffice as it was before 
the revolution.'

“T h eA m erican  office [ never had 
hitherto paid anything Ito that of 
Great Britain. We were to have 
$8,000 a year if we could make that 
sum out of the profits of the office. To 
do this a variety of improvements 
wjere necessary. Some of these were 
inevitably at first expensive, so that 
in the first four yearn the office be­
came about $4,500 in debt to us. But 
if soon began to repay uS and before 
I was displaced by a freak of the min­
isters we had brought it to yield three 
times as much clear revenue to the 
crown as the postoffice of Ireland.”

Bird Doomed to Extinction.
Among the birds that are most 

rapidly approaching extinction is the 
kiwi op apteryx of New Zealand. The 
(kiwi is comparable in size to an ordi­
nary  chicken, but It has massive legs, 
set well back, a long slender bill with 
nostrils a t the tip o f tjhe upper man­
dible. No wings are visible, but they 
p a y  be felt under the  body feathers 
which, Uke those of the emu. have a 
jhalr-llke textuiie. Kiwis associate 
,]during the greater part of the year in 
{troops or parties oC from six to a doz­
en, pairing up in the breeding season. 
{T hey are found in wooded districts, 
chiefly on slopes or in gullies clothed 
With brushwood, ferns and creepers, 
and are nocturnal in habit.

It is also sold 
by the sack.

White men buy these sacks, but they 
do not smoke the contents themselves; 
they use it to reward the Kaffir1 serv­
ants for working overtime, or doing 
any other meritorious action. The 
taste for Transvaal toba'eo, is an ac­
quired, one; it- also takes a certain 
time before a man gets used to the 
scent: No white man who-, has come 
from, a  distance has so far lived long 
enough to acquire a liking for either 
the taste or the smell, but; it has its 
uses in the case of the natives, and it 
is also useful if you hare  an. unde­
sirable visitor who you are anxious to 
get rid of. Offer him a pipe of Boer 
tobacco and he will never enter your 
home again.

The traders purchase this weed 
largely; they also use it upon the 
natives in the shape of presents, as 
every Kaffir who makes a purchase in 
a country store always asks for a free 
gift ai^l the competition to secure the 
native trade is so acute that the re­
quest cannot be refused.

“Firedamp."
“Firedamp" and “afterdamp,” 

words brought into terrible promin­
ence in many disasters in mines, pre­
serve the older English sense of 
“damp”—vapor, and especially nox­
ious vapor. Precisely where the word 
came from philology does not know, 
but the earliest existence of its use 
quoted by Dr. Murray’s dictionary is 
Caxton’s (1480)—“after the dragon 
shal come a' goot and ther shal come 
out of his nostrel a  domp that shal 
betoken honger and grete deth of 
peple.” ... Bacon is one of the writers 
of his time who speak-of the “damps” 
of mines. “Damp” gradually came1 to 
be applied to visible vapors, such as 
evening mists, and the transition to 
the sense of moisture is obvious. 
But in “damping down” a furnace one 
finds a relic of the verb “damp” in 
the sense of “suffocate.”

The wrapper "weighs but 
one-tenth of the whole, land a cigar 
with a wrapper almost black may be 
a mild and delicious smoke, while one 
with a pale wrapper filled with imper­
fectly cured tobacco is often rank and 
unpleasant.

Bee Stings for Rheumatism.

Knowing that the honly bee hates 
the odor of rubber, the expert hangs* 
near the hive a rubber blanket. This1 
Infuriates the bees and they all rush 
a t the blanket and sting it, leaving 
their stings in the rubber. Any one 
wishing to try  this remedy for him­
self ican obtain one hundred bee stln^tf 
and put them into two ounces of alco­
hol. Let them stand three or four 
days, occasionally shaking. The clear 
part should then be carefully poured 
off. Ten drops, three times a day, for 
an adult would be the proper dose.

T H E  SEA'S ENDLESS HARVEST.

Nature’s Bountiful Supply Seems to 
be Inexhaustible.

The permanence of sea fisheries is 
one of the most wonderful examples 
of natural economics. The North Sea 
has been steadily fished for seven cen­
turies by the Dutch and English, and 
as early as the (toyspf Henry VII; Eng­
lish boats w ere 'at work as far north 
as Iceland; yet the sea seems inex­
haustible. In spite of steam trawlers 
and improved nets, the catch is larger 
every year. The "longshore ’ fishery 
for herrings, mac kerel and sprats has 
surpassed all record during the past 
few seasons, and- yet no effort is made 
to replenish the stock in the sea, and 
very little is done to prevent waste. 
If only the fishermen could be induced 
to put back into the sea the millions 
of immature flat fish caught in the 
trawler? and nets, it seems probable 
that the supply would be increased.—
