FRANCE AND GERMANY IN DAN-
GEROUS DEADLOCK OVER
MOROCCAN DISPUTE.

Gzar to Call Peace Conference.

The issuance ef the call for the sec-
ond Hague peace conference by the
czar will be®-made with the full knowl-
edge and consent of all the great pow-
ers. The matter has been under ad-
visement and has been the subject of
correspondence between the foreign
office at St Petersburg and the* for-
eign offices of the powers and of the
United States ever since Russia con-
sented to send envqys to meet those
of Japan, and it became practicall
certain that peace would be restored.

It is said here that it was a sugges-
tion of President Roosevelt that the
call should come from Russia.

The American chief executive an-
nounced his willingness to father the
next conference which it is hoped will
practically make a %reat war impos-
sible in the future, but he expressed
the opinion th$t- it would be better
that'the .czar .who had called the first
conference should take the initiative
at this time. While no formal action
has as yet been taken, | am assured
that all ‘the powers, including Japan,
have signified their willingness to
send delegates and that in most cases
they will be invested with more com-
plete power than has ever been grant-
ed before.

The,time /for the sending of the
formal invitation has not yet been de-
termined, but it will not long be de-
layed and probably be shortly after
the exchange of ratifications oT the
peace treaty between Russia and Jap-
an. It Is not believed the conference
will be held before next spring when
the repatriation of the armies in Man-
churia will have been practically con-
cluded.

Franco-German Crisis.

Another crisis has arisen in the ne-
gotiations between France and Ger-
many relative to the Moroccan confer-
ence.

This has resulted In a_suspension of
the meetings between Dr. Rosen and
M. Revoil, respectively the special
Elenlpotentlarles of ermany and

rance. Their last meeting occurred
three days ago, and there is no pres-
ent sign of the resumption of their,
conferences.

Dr. Rosen In the meantime is seek-
ing instructions from Berlin, but the
extended delay begins to excite ap-
prehension in't official quarters that
Germany will not yield upon points
which j France considers essential.
Both sides show anxiety and the strain
promises.to seriously affect the bourse.

Miners Meet in Convention.

Delegates representing 30,000 mine-
workers of the lower anthracite region
met at Ly.kens’ In annual convention.
President John Mitchell will address
them upon the necessity of making
further demands upon the operators
when tlTe present aéjreement expires,
and they will embody these demands
in resolutions to be presented to the
joint convention which meets Dec. 4
in Shamokin. These demands are to
include the eight-hour day and recog-
nition of the union, which were adopt-
ed, by.the men of the other districts.

Peace Is Possible.

The first official announcement at
Karlstad indicating that the delegates
of Norway and Sweden were approach-
ing an understanding In their effort to
establish a modus yivendi for the
countries as separate governments,
wak given out at the close of lihe-joint
session of the delegates. This an-
nouncement. reads:

-TThe probabilities are that in the
near future the negotiations gan be
brought -to a definite result.”

This , somewhat cryptic announce-
ment is accepted as indicating that
the negotiations have finally reached
a stage where an agreement is in
sight, and that a resort to arms,
which might have involved other pow-
ers, may safely bfe considered to be
out of the question.

To Kill Rulers. «

According to telegrams received
trom Belgrade, a plot has been dis-
covered there and at Sofia to foment a
general outbreak in the Balkans, with
a view of compelling the interference
of the powers in the hope that Mace-
donian autonomy would be proclaimed.

The alleged plot included an Inten-
tion to assassinate King Peter of Ser-
via and Prince. Ferdinand of Bulgaria.

The state inspector
of milk, assisted by the local health
officer and [the superintendent of the
sanitarium it Battle Creek, Mich., has
been investigating the condition of
the dairies|that supply milk to the
people of the city, and the results of
the Investigation, as shown by stereop-
ticon views,! afforded an object lesson
that must certainly he effective.

Photographs were taken of the barns
and stablesewhere cows are kept, and
of'the barnyards, and plctures'of these
were throwri on the screen. The farm-
ers around Battle Creek are certainly
as enterprising as those in, any other
section of the country, and conditions
there may be taken as a fair average;
yet the dairy inspector for this dis-
trict stated that there were but few
dairies where the conditions were
strictly sanitary and proper, while
there were many which were decided-
ly the reverse. Views were then
shown upon the screen, from photo-
graphs recently taken of dairy barns
and yards, some showing extremely
bad conditions—stables full of filth
and barnyards where cows stood in
ponds of manure water which could
notjfall to (contaminate their drinking
water supply. t)irty ,cows can give
only dirty milk, and such milk is un-
fit for hunian food. = Other pictures
showed proper cooling facilities where
the iriilk w”s cooled as soon as It was
taken from! the cow, and without con-
Jtamlnationj from stable odors, and
where the jeows had clean, light and
well ventilated stables. Photographs
were also, shown of various “cultures”
as affected] by diseased milk, as they
appeared under the microscope. First,
a photograph of a “culture” from pure
milk was thrown on the screen. It
showed merely a blank space. Then
samples ofithe growths in the ordinary
milk were, exhibited, and all manner
of germ colonies were revealed—ty-
phoid, diphtheria, tuberculosis and
others. .It is safe to say that few
who saw [the exhibition will hence-
forth use jmilk without knowing defi-
nitely thej conditions under which it
was produced. It was encouraging,
however, to -know that the dairymen
show a commendable"alacrity to im-
prove conditions.

No human being could live where
the majority of cows afe stabled
without speedily contracting fevers
and consumption; and investigations
have show|n that cows are no less sus-
ceptible. In this one item of milk, we
.have the -source of a vast deal of tu-
benculosis and typhoid, which is whol-
ly preventible. This being the case,
the continuance of such conditions is
a qgjrime. jLet every cojmmunity or-
ganize itself into a health society, and
demand, ijor one thing, a pure milk
supply, and the good results will
speedily be manifest.

Help-for the Poor Consumptive.

The following appeal to philanthro-
pists,-in the fifth revised edition of
the Illinois State Board of Health’s
circular on the Causes and Prevention
of Tuberculosis, has attracted wide
attention:

“Simple as may seem the directions
to the sufferer from consumption;
plain as may be the course by which
h~rffiriy filnd health and may £e given
a new lease of life, it must be remem-
bered that there are, among the five
million people of the great state of
Illinois, hundreds of sufferers who
are unable to avail themselves of
even the”e simple means of cure.
Fresh air; sunlight, proper methods of
living arid reasonable rest are not
available [to the man who struggles
night and day for the mere necessar-
ies Of lifri The hard-worked woman
with helpless children depending upon
her must[labor in the dark and dingy
sweatshop and live in the stuffy tene-
ment, although she may know that in
such surroundings consumption Is
rapidly placing the mark of death
upoq her. The poor consumptive
must live.

“No better opportunity for prac.tL
cal charijty ever existed; no greateit
privilege was ever offered than Ia&?
treld outlto him who would provide
the meahs for the poor consumptive
to regai” his health and face the bat-
tle for jife and for existence on an
equal fopting with his fellows. Those

health and conduce to no small extent
to the constitutional feebleness which
their unborn#sons and daughters must
hereafter endure?

Babies are siniply budfi; pence they
must share the character of the par-
ent stock. A weak-waisted mother
transmits to her son or daughter a
predisposition to a kindred feebleness
of structure. The mother whose liver
and stomach aTe so carried out of
place that they cannot perform their
functions in a proper manner, If the
does not actually transmit to her sons
and daughters a displacement of *he
stomach and liver, gives to them a
predisposition to. deformities of this
sort.

That a large responsibility rests
upon women because of their neglect
to care for their bodies, and because
of the homage they pay to fashion,
cannot be doubted. The woman who
starts out in good earnest to learn to
live one hundred yeajs, and wha de-
sires that her sons and daughters
shall follow her In feuch a laudable un-
dertaking, will certainly give this mat-
ter the careful consideration which
will lead her to take\her stand with
thousands of other intelligent women
who have declared their emancipation
from the tyrannous fetters of fashion
and who believe it their Inalienable
right to accept what civilization has
so long denied them—the God-given
freedom to breathe and move without
restraint.

Laugjiter as an Aid to Digestion.

sort of stage fright so that it cannot
do its wprk and.It will have to sus-
pend business for a time.

process is thereby hastened.

A hearty laugh stimulated the vaso-
motor.centers and the'spasmodic con-
traction of the blood vessels causes
the blood' to flow quickly, sending *
warm glow to the feet and limbs-and
enlivening the stomach into increased
activity. There is. no better aid to
digestion than a hearty laugh.

Re-arrested aud Bound Over.

“Cub” Hudson was brought up from
the county jail Tuesday and arraigned'
before.

Getting the Clover Seed.'
| have waited with a great deal ol
anxiety to see an article in regard to
harvesting clover seed, but see none.
| have had much experience for many
years, have harvested many crops and
have thrashed thousands of bushels.

I have also run a huller for years. Iri
York state we always put it in the
barn and thrash it in the winter. It
Is the safest to stack and cure it well
here in the West, if one is not sure
of a machine just at the right time.
Stirring it after heavy rains wastes
it badly. If cut at the right time and
stacked It makes a gbod deal of feed
and bedding in the winter, and we get
much more seed, as then it is all thor-
oughly dried. If a few damp spots
are on it or the dew has wet it, one
cannot get the seed out of the hulls,
and hajf the seed is left and goes into
the straw pile, which should be scat-
tered over the wheat and rye fields in
the fall.

. The crop of hay should be cut and
off the field before the first of July to
get a good-crop of seed. If we had
the old self rake to cut it and leave
It in piles or windrows, it would be a
help, but they are out of use. So we
have to use the mower end rake it
into windrows, when it is a little damp
In the morning or evening. *If raked
when dry it breaks the heads off and
wastes the seed badly. It is also in-
jured by'the machine and horses run-
ning over it, but that cant be helped,
and we do the best we can with the
tools we have. The majority of the
heads should be brown before being
cut. As soon as-it is in shape thrash
or stack, and cover with straw. Slough
grass or a load of timothy hay on top
will answer very wall. In cold weath-
er It thrashes better and we get much
-more seed.—S. G. Soverhill, Bureau
Co,. 111, in Farmers’ Review.

Asparagus Bed in the Fall.

The asparagus bed must be given
some attention in the fall. The aspara-
gus plant is very ornamental, espe-
cially the female plant that is covered
with red berries, but the man that is
growing asparagus for the city mar-
kets cannot consider *the looks. It
Is necessary to mow these plants be-
fore they have seeded .the ground.
They should be mowed before the
seeds drop, piled up,-and when dry
should be burned. This is for the pur-
pose of destroying the seeds, which
if left would produce so many plants
that the bed would become useless.
This Is why the asparagps beds of
amateurs quickly run out. Only the
original roots are to be kept, and the
little asparagus plants that spring up,
hardly more than threads out of the
ground, must be hoed up or plowed
under. They are as destructive to the
asparagus beds as would be weeds.
There is another reason why the seeds
of the asparagus plant should be
burned, and that early in the fall, and
that is because birds carry them over
the farm, and wherever they drop
them asparagus plants spring up.
These are likely to become trouble-
some when they are on fields not an-
nually plowed. Lastly, the asparagus
bed in the fall should receive a heavy
dressing of barnyard manure. It
should be applied early enjpuSh in the
fall so that It will decay-fend $g ready
to be used by the plants In the spring.
A spring application .always comes'too
late to render full services that year.
The asparagus plant is a rapid grower,
and consequently a gross feeder, and
has to make its growth in the spring
before the ground is fully warmed up,
and while chemical action for the
loosening of plant food is only mod-
erate.—Albert Bates, Du Page Cp” 111,
In Farmers’ Review.

The Hot Bed In the Fall

Hot beds are’not things that can be
prepared on short notice. They should
be prepared in the fall; and especial-
ly is it necessary In the fall to collect
the material that Is to be used in
them. A good material to collect at
this time is. the surface soil In the*
woods, unless the*grass has already
taken possession of the spaces be-
tween the trees. Sod is frequently dug
and piled to be used in the bed in-the
spring.

Some gardeners follow the practice
of piling up sod and barnyard manure
In layers. During the toll and winter
the sod rots as well as the manure,
and the gardener has, In the spring,
a very rich materia® with which to
fill his bed. The same process is gone
through when, forest; mould is used.
It would be better to make' the ex-
cavation at this time, which should be
not less than 2 feet in depth. If the
Bides and cover are prepared and
ready, it will be all the easier to place
the material when spring comes.

Air and Seed;Germination.r
Air seems to be absolutely necessary
to the germination ; of most seeds,

except seeds that produce . plants
af an aquatic nature. It s
well  known that if any of
our seeds are placed .ip the

ground, and tho soil tramped over
them so hard that it glazes and will
not let the air through, the seeds will
not germinate. So it may be general-
ly .expected that in the eslrth at least
seeds will not germinate without the
presence of air. The problem, how-
iverj Is-more complex than one would
because if the same deeds
placed in clear water, they germi-
as quickly ms if exposed to the
They win, however, quickly die
decay, this being due doubtless to
deOdeacj at dr.

WHO 18 KODAMA7?
Petrar Behind the Throne Say* News-
paper Correspondent.

If one asks who Kodama is .there
are two answers; one, that he is the
chle~of the general .staff in the Japan-
ese army, and the other that he is,
besides, a poor unlettered man, who;
at 52 years of age, rules Japan and
guides her armies.

Richard Barry, the war correspond-
ent, says, in “Port Arthur,” that this
man thinks while others sleep, and
works while others .eat. He is the
power behind the throne, the adviser
at the general’s ear.

Many public men in Japan believe
Kodama to be an unsafe person of
second-rate capacity. He had been.
sent to Formosa, to “get'Hd”jf him.”
There he raised the place from sav-:
agery to a commercial prosperity. He;
could have been prime minister.

“No,” he said. “I would rather pull
strings than be one of the strings to;
be pulled. Russia is peeping »ip over
the border. Let us prepare. Give;
me a desk in the war office.”

So the critics were glad*to get the
upstart out of the way. But when the
war came, one man had his finger on
things, and knew when and where to
strike. He knew the points In the
Korean coast where an army could
be landed, lie knew how soon It
could be transported there; where all
tfbe merchant steamers were, and how
long it would take to turn them into
transports; and he had the audacity
of genius.

He was not a very presentable man.
He had never traveled, and spoke
nothing but Japanese. He would
laugh like a boy at what he liked,
and frown over what displeased him.
And he scorned a frock coat and stuck
to a kimono. But the emperor and
the wisest heads about him knew
what Kodama was, and although they
could not, for pride’s sake, give him

the command of the army, they
crowned him with power.

Elaborate Ceremonies Held et.the
turn of the Sun.

It might be supposec.;hai the Eski-
mo were too much occupied in fortify-
ing themselves again*,t hunger and
cold to indulge in religious rites and
ceremonies. An explorer in Arctic
Alaska, however, reports that the na-
tives have quite an claLorate ritual,
in thfe course of which huge and gro-
tesque masks are used; Their princi-
pal festival is held'at Easter, when
they celebrate the return of the sun.
Eskimo, dressed in appropriate cos-
tumes and wearing marks, personate
the sun, the moon and. various Arctic
animals, and there is much chanting
and dancing. Some of the masks are
so heavy that they have to be suspend-
ed from the roof of ine house in which
the ceremonies are held, the actors
simply standing behind them and wag-
ging them from side to side. All the
masks are carved not only with a
rugged resemblance of the object or
animal represented, but with a hideous
human face designed to represent its
ghost. This is due to the Eskimo be-
lief that every animal- and thing has a
spirit of human form and features. In
some cases the mask is made to open
by means of hinged doors, showing an-
other mask formed like a human face
beneath.

TASTE DISHES OF ROYALTY.

Peculiar Position That Is Not By Any
Means a “Snap.”

We remember being much struck,
says the Onlooker, the first time that
we dined in public with an Archbishop
by the fact that he had a flunkey be-
hind his chair who handed him all the
dishes. We were told it dated from
Tudor times, when John Cook poisoned
his tor3 and master, the Bishop of
Rochester, and was condemned to be
boiled alive, in order to repress these
foreign modes of slaughter.

The Hessian Fly.

Few people know that the Hessian
fly is one of the oldest of all the crop
pests In this country, and that its
name was given to it as a result of the
fact that it was brought to the United
States in the straw- Included in the
impedimenta of the Hessian troops
sent over against the American revo-
lutionists by George Il in 1776. It
w'a’firsTtloticed on Long Island, about
125 years*ago, and since has spread
co-extensively with the progress#f civ-
ilization and wheat. growing west,
north and south. Sometimes it com-
pletely destroys the growing wheat in
certain sections, and the average loss
it causes is about 40,000,000 bushels
anually, or about 6 or 7 per cent of the
total crop.—Success Magazine.

Hardanger Embroidery.

Hardanger embroidery, which was
heralded as something new a couple
of seasons ago, and which has held its
popularity through three seasons, has
been used time out of mind by the
peasants of Norway and Sweden. It
may'be seen there on every woman’s
apron, on undergarments, on the Kit-
chen shelves.

Attention has been called by techni-
cal writers to the fact that the wheels
of vehicles intended for driving roads
have not kept pace in development
with the other parts of carriage me-
chanism. Experiments with heavy ve-
hicles indicate that wheels should be
made both higher and broader. In
England it has been recommended) that
with a maximum axle load of eight
(tons the, width of tire should be. about
>ten and a half inches. Increase of the
diameter of the wheel is said to be
more effective in preventing damage to

roadbeds than width of tire.
